CONCERNING LADIES' KID GLOVES,

An interview with one of the leading
retail merchants of this city, published
in the Journal yesterday, showed that
during the last two years, since the Mec-
Kinley tariff has been in operation,
there has been a decrease of from 20 to
25 per cent. in the price of almost every
article in the dry-goods line, and no.in-
crease in any case. To a gquestion in
regard to ladies’ kid gloves the mer-
chant replied: “We bhave not yet been
able to make as good a kid glove as
they do in France, but our manufactures
are improving, Take oftf the tariff,
however, and admit the French gloves,
and it would close our factorieaatonce.”

It may be well enough to explain the
matter a little more fully. It is true
that pretty much all the ladies’ kid
gloves now worn in this country are im-
ported, but it is also true, as our mer-
chant friend stated, that our manufact-
ures in this line are improving, and if
the MecKinley law is not distarbed it
will not be long until the American
market will be well supplied with kid
gloves of American manufacture. In
this connection the following incident
is of interest. A short time ago a gen-
tieman was told by a lady friend in New
York that there were no kid gloves
made in this country fit to wear, and
that they could not be made here. Be-
ing somewhat incredulous on the sub-
ject, he wrote to a friend in Glovers-
ville, New York, where there are exten-
sive men’s glove factories, for informa-
tion. In a short time he received from
his friend several pairs of ladies’ kid
gloves of fine quality, with a letter from
which the following is an extraet:

I have the pleasure of handing you some
American gloves from American stock,
made with American machines by American
wage-earners. | have taken the liberty to
submit them to competent critics, who have
long been conpected with the importing
trade and they pronounce them egual at
least, and in some instances superior, to
any goods now imported. This has not
Leen the condition of afairs for any great
length of time. It is onlv since the Me-
Kinley tarift Jaw went into etiect that any

eftort has been made to produce these goods
iu this country; and the growth of the in-

dustry has been marvelous. All classes of

gloves vrodueed here are in such demand
that it is almost impossible to till the or-
ders, and with increased factory room and
working over tims, maany of the manufact-
urers are still unable to supply their trade,
‘These goods were formerly imported, but
the falling oft of 200,000 dozens of 1mport
last year made a more active daemand for
the home produection, and our manufactur-
ers at onee took steps to supply botb the
quantity and quelity desired.

The gentleman immediately presented
the package of gloves to his wife, who
greatly admired them and sent one pair
to the lady who had said they could not
be made in this country. She also pro-
nounced them beautiful and a perfect
fit, not knowing they were American-
made.

The truth is there are half a dozen es-
tablishments in this country capable of
turning out high-grade kid gloves, but
hitherto they have not been able tocom-
pete with European wages and pricea.
The MeKinley tariff increased the duty
on men’s gloves and so widemed the
market for American manufacturers
that it stimulated the productien of high
grades of women's gloves as well, and
by that means, and only since the Mc-
Kinley tariff was enacted, the manufact-
ure of American ladies’ kid gloves has
sprung into existence. At present,
therefore, the industry is in its infancy,
for while some fine gloves are made, as
witness the incident above related, they
are not yet manufactured in anything
like suflicient quantity to supply the
market. A member of the firm at
(rloversville which manufactured the

gloves above referred to said:

We are not making many ladies’ gloves as
yet, but believing that Presmident Harrison
will be re-elected, we are already erecting
a large faotory to make fine ladies’ gloves,
By the present tarifl methods of valuation
were ndjusted to prevent undervaluation
of that class of gloves, but the actual da-
ties on ladies’ gloves remain the same. The
advance of duty on men’s gloves, howeVer,
bhas so stimulated and benefited the whole
Ameriean trade that the product of ladies’
gloves is the actual resunlt. Though the
output is now swall, 1t will not long remain

Two years ago paper-make- -
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grade ladies’ gloves by American manu-
tactorers will be very large. Nouw though,
that I oonfine it to high grades. We cannot
compete with pauper iabor in Europe on
the low grades. They pay a franc or a hivre
for cutting n dozen pairs of gloves over

there., We pay from » cents to &1 for the
same work. You see, there 18aNno compar-
son. A8 to meu’'s gloves, yon can nowhere

find a better answer than that jpdustry to
the charge that the taniff is a tax. Three
years ago fine %lu\ft*l wholesalea at £15.50

s dozen. The McKinley bill inereased the
duty $1 a dozen. According to the stock
Democratic argument, that 1s & tax which
must come ont of the consumer. Did 1t?
The retail price of gloves was §1L.50. It has
not advanced a cent. Moreover, our price
remained the same, and cur advantage haas
come from an imwensely widened market
snd an immensely increased product.

From this it appears that all that is
necessary to establish the manufactare
of American kid gloves of high grade is
to give our manufacturers a fair fight-
ing chance for the control of the Ameri-
can market. There was a time not very
long ago when no silk was manufactured
in this country; now, accordieg to the
Indianapolis merchant referred to, the
best silk in the world is manufactured
in the United States. It is so with many
other things, and it will be the same
with kid gloves if American manufact-
urers are given a chance, The Repub-
lican party proposes to give them a
chance, as it does to all other American
industries.

VIGILANCE 18 NECESSARY.

The fact that the Democrats have a
mgjority of the election board in most
of the precincts will make it incumbent
on the Republican member of the board
to exercise great care and extraordinary
vigilance. In fact, it will materially in-
crease his responsibility. In precincts
where supervisors are appointed his re-
sponsibility can be divided with them,
as they are authorized to act as watch-
ers during the counting of the ballots
and the canvassing of the votes. But
where there are no supervisors the Re-
publican members of the board will be
in & minority and will have no assist-
ance in watching the count, and no sup-
port in protesting against the unfair rul-
ings of the Democratic majority. This
will make the position a trying one and
require vigilance, firmness and nerve in
the performance of its dutiea. He must
know his rights and be prepared to
maintain them. To this end he rhould
make a careful study of the law, and,
if necessary, take the advice ol some
good Republican lawyer on dsubtful
points. It will not be safe to leave any-
thing for granted to the honesty of
Demoeratic members of the board at
any stage of the proceedings. They
have thrown out a large number of legal
Republican ballots in every election
that has been held under the Australian
ballot law, and they will do it every
time if they are not closely watched.

A curious result of the repeal of the
duty on foreign sugar and molasses,
which was done by the McKinley law,
has been a material reduction in the
price of alecohol. Alecohol enters more
and more into the manufacturing arts
every day, and a reduction in its cost is
a matter of consequence to a large num-
ber of industries. Alcohol can be man-
aufactured from molasses, and the repeal
of the duty on this article has made
- molasses so cheap that the manufacture
of aleohol has been greatly stimulated
and the product cheavened. One estab-
lishment in New York is turnimg out
such a quantity that its internal revenue
tax to the government amounts to
£2,000,000 a year, their entire product
being taken up for use in the manufact-
uring arts. The president of this man-
ufacturing company is Mr. Henry B.

Riggs, a clear-headed business man of
long experience. He said to a reporter

a few days ago:

1 am back in the Republican fold. I
neyer could bring myself to vote with the
Democrats, but for a time I was tingea
with mugwumpism. 1thought things were
going wrong, and for the last two presi-
dential elections I didn’t vote at all. Bat
we practical business men must judge by
results; and judging by results, the Kepub-

The evidence grows larger daily that the

lot. THEN covNT.”

The concluding couplet of words sounds
decidedly Coyish and shows that the State
chairman has not been a slow or unapt
pupil of his constant and trusted adviser
and counselor, Simeon Coy. The instrue-

tion directs 8 plain violation of the law,
which says the ballotashall be viewed and
counted as they are taken from the box,
The section on this subject 1s as follows:

Soc. 52. The board shall then proceed to can-
vass the votes, bexinuing tirst with the State bak
lots and completing them before B‘rooaodlu
with the local ballots, by laving eacl. ballot upon
the table in the order in which it is taken from
the ballot-box, and the inspector and the judge
of the election, differing in politics from the in-
spector, shall view the baliots as the nawmes of
the persons voted for are read therefrom.

It is safe to say that Republican election
officers will see to 1t that the letter of the
law is observed instead of this instruction.

Democratie Trick Unearthed,

Jacob Traugott, of West Indianapolis, is very
indignant on account of an anonymous letter re-
ceived last week. The signature is merely “Your
Friepd,” and the writer promises to wake known
hlsi:nmy and extent of his information later.
For the present he contents himself with cau-
tioning Mr. Traugott about his violation of the
election laws in fnducing Democrats to move
their residences within thirty dayes of election
and thus Josing their votes. The writer
speaks as if be were a Republican frend,
who, having Dheard of r.

A comparison of the letter
with a full sheet, leaves no room for doubt or de-
nial that they belong to a common ownershi
There is another evidenoe of insincerity, @
handwriting ia that of a rather bold feminine
hand. The draftea original letter was un-
donbtedly committed o some of the young
women employed about the Democratio head-
quarters to copy. These coples have been sent,
hit or miss, to any one suspected of coldness to
the Democratic party, with a view to frighten-
ing them and preventing them from actively as-
sisling the Republicans.

Annual Report of the Commisgioner of Navi-
gation—Canadian Discrimination.
s —————— -

WasHiNGTON, Oet. 50.—E. C. O'Brien,
Commissioner of Navigagnion, has just sub-
mitted advance copies of his annual repors
to the Secretary of the Treasury. The
Commissioner expresses the opinion thas
the exclusion of foreign vessels from par-
ticipation in our domestic and coastwise

commerce, as provided by the aet of Feb,
i, 1793, has alone saved our ship-building
snd shipping interests from ruin, and thds
in this absolutely protected lranch of our
megchant marine we have attained to suc-

cesses 1n nautical aflairs far sarpassing
those of any other nation on the globe. He

continues:

Awerican-built coean steamers plying between
New York and Savaunab, between New York
and Galveston, between New York and New Or-
leans on the Panama route, and on other coast-
wise lines are unsurpassed in construction an
elliviency by steamers of the ssine class of an
part of the giobe, and are the admiration of the
ship builders of the world. The high attaine
wents of American naval architecture and ship-
building are also aplendidly exewmplified in the-
vessels of the American Yacht Clab, which, 1a
point of beauty and 0 " eed, and in the general
qualities of nautical — _lency, are unequaled
by tho pleasure vesse.. [ any other nation,

Referring to the ei ppingon the greal
lakes, the Commissioner notes an increase
in the tonnage there from 711,26¢ touns in
1882 1o 1185582 tons in 1862 and says i
pow embraces a tleet of large steam vescelas,
models of beauty and nautical etliciency,
which ofier 10 shippers and passengers an
unsurpassed transportation service,

In referring to the Pacitic coast, the Come«
missioner says that, while American steam
navigation has beenabsolutely driven from
the trasatlantic trade it survives on tha
Pacitic ocean, firss, for the reason thad
American transpacilic steamer lines are
hable to sustain themselves through
association with the absolutely pro.
tected steamer line between New York and
San Francisco, that line hbaving sinee it wag
started, in 1549, been regurded as a branck
of our domestie ecomuwerce in which no
foreign vessel can engage, and second, for
the reason that other American transpacifia
lines enjoy the benefit of protection which
arises from their association with a trans-
continental railway line. The Commise
sioner, however, calis attention to what he
regards as a threatening danger on the Pa-
cific, and says the faot that the Duminion
government has, at an outlay of about $2i..
000,000, enabled the Canadian Pacific Kail-
way Company to construot its line across
the continent and to place on the Paecilig
ocean beiween lNritish Columbia and
China a line of steamars which re.
cerive from the Canadian and Brit
ish governments an sannual subsidy of
$400,000 & year, which is about tive times
the amount paid annuvally t0 American
steamers carrying to and from Asia mails
which several times exceed in magnitude
the mails earried by the Casnadian lne,
The total annual subvention to this cowe
bined Canadian and British governmeng
line of railroad ana steam bpavigation
amounts to about $10,000.000 a vear. Be-
sides, says the Commissioner, the Dominmon
government bhas passed & statute on terma
allowiog the Canadian Pacific to diserim-
inate unjustly against American trauspore
tation lines, and 1n order to make sure of
securing the Asiatic trade that govern-
ment has 1m a discriminating duty
on tes and cotiee when imported into Cana-
da from the United States. Commissioner
()'Brien regards all this as an assault unpon
the dignily as well as upon the commercinl
and shipping interests of the United States,
and as a protective measure recommends
the 1mposition of discriminating datics
upon Asiatic and Avstralian goods when
jmported into the United BStates from
Canada. _ :

The Commigsioner next prints some sta-
tistics to show that while the tonuage of
Ameriean-built vessels employed in the
protected domestio trade of the country hag
advanced, the nnprotected or foreign com.
merce branch of our merchant marine has
greatly deciined. He does not regard the
measares of relief already adopted as ade.
quate to the restoration of Amerioan ship-
ping engaged I1n foreign commerce. The
Commissioner says the adoption of the pul«
iey proposed by the House committee on
the merchant marine snd the tisheries, for
admitting foreign vessels to bLoth our
domesatic and foreign trade, wounld,
in his opinien, intliet wupon the
ship-butlding and ship-owping interests of
the country s more severs blow even than
that which 1t received from the degreda-
tion of Confederate cruisers during she
Jate war. The great ships now on the de-
signers’ tables 1o thie country, he saya
would go to foreign ship-yards for con-
struction and the United States would lose
the now Dbrightening opportanity of re-
COVEring a piace in 1orolfn COmmMAres CoOM-
mensurate with 1ts weslth, the skill of it
constructors and the courage sud enter-
prise of its seamen,
