REPLY OF THE PINKERTONS

Robertand William Tell Why Their De-
tectives Were Sent to Homestead.

| ————

Powderly's Charge that They Employ Crimi-
pals Denjied—New York Ceotral Officials
Reticent About the Trouble en Their Road.

——

NeEw YORK, Dec. 3.—At the request of the
United States Senate invesugating com-
mittee, Robert A. and William A. Pinker-
ton have prepared a statement in conbeo-
tion with their testimony before the com-
mittee a8 to the pature of their busi-
ness and the occurrences at Home-
stead on July 6 mp2  The state-
ment was given to the press to-night,
and it contains about 12,000 words, and be-
gius by reviewing the tronble at the Car-
negie mills at Homestead and the causes
which led to the battle between Pinkerton
men and the strikers on July 6 last. Toe
statement says that before the Pinkerton
watchmen had started from New York or
Chieago the Carnegie company apphed for
proteotion te the bhigh sheniff of Allegheny
county. He conceded that he 'wounld be
practigally powerless to handle such a
Iarge strike and to protect the lives of non-
nuion employes if any attempt shounld be
made to send such workmen to Homestead.
Even then the agency refused to send men
unless the sheriff would promise to depu-
tize them. Referring to the state of aflairs
at Homestead at the time the watchmen

were sent, 1t says:

As soon as the strike was declared, before any
Pinkerton men had been sent from Chicago or
New York, the so-ealled advisory committes of
the strikers took possession of Homestead, and
placed pickets, guards and sentinels on the
different streets and roads and at the works.
The advisory committee virtuaily declared mur-
tial law, and took possession and control of the
property of the company.

In substantiation of this it quotea at
length trom Chief-justice Paxson’s in-
structions to the grand jury. Keferring to
the object of the strikers, 1t saye:

There was only one vital principle at stake in
the contest between the Ammalgamated Associa-
tion and the company, namely, whather the lat-
ter should be allowesd to emaploy non-union men.
This the Amalgamated Ass<ocintion and its ad-
visory committee were detenuined to prevent
by forece if necessary. Tue company refused to
arbitrate its differences, becanse its officials de-
sired to manage their own business, and wore
particuiarly because twice befure they had
arbitrated and the Amalgamnted Association had
refused to abide by the decision of the referces.

As to the accusation of the strikers that
the men sent by the Pynkerton agency were
criminals, the statement says: Y

The men we sent'were carefully seleoted.
More than two-thirds were weil known to us
and our superintendents, for they were either In
our employ at the time or had previousiy been
employed by us as watchmen in similar work.
We felt that these meu could be thoroughly
trusted for integrity and sobriety. The remain-
der were men recommended to us, and thelr
written applications and references are on ftile
in our olflice. Mr. Powderly, who Is at the head
of the Knights of Labor, charged that we employ
men of bad charncter, although he admittea

That none of our wuen have ever been convict-
ed of acrime. Hia testimony before the jndi-
clary comumuittee of the House of Repreaentatives
would have resulted in his conviction for per-
jury if given in a court of justice, and 1ts falsity
wonld have been easily shown had he been cross-
examined by any one familiar with the facts.

The remainder of the statement is devot-
ed to refuting assertions made by Mr. Pow-
derly and to the history of the Pinkerton
agoncy, 8o farasit has dealt with labor
strikes, beginning with the miners’ strike
ot Braidwood, IlL, in 1866, In all the agen-
cy has dealt with seventy strikes, and in
nearly every instance its men have been
assanited and atoned. BPBnt in all that time
its men have killed only two men—one ac-
cidentally nud the other 11 self-defense,

New York Central Engineers,
New Yorg, Dee. 8.—The officiala of the

New York Central Railroad Company are
very reticent concerning the wvisit paird to
them on Tobursday by & committee of
locomotive engineers, This unwillingness
to speak is interpreted by many as an in-
dication that the relations of the eompany
and its engine drivers are sgeverely
strained. Such facts a8 have leaked
out im  regard to the meeting
would seem to corroborate this view of
the situation. Previous to last Thurs-
day, whenever a member of the
Brotherhood felt that he had a griev-

ance against the company he sought
redress by complaining to the lodge with
which he was coonnected. The lodge
would then send one or more delegates to
the master mechanle, and if he was una-
dle to adjust the ditlionity eatisfacto-
rily 1t was referred to Wilham Buchan-
ap, superintendent of the ocompany’s
rolhing-stock and motive power. ““There
never was a case,” said Mr. Buchanan,
“whioh was not settled to the satisfaction
of all parties” But the course
pursned on Tharsday waa difterent,
Instead of & delegation trom the single
lodge desiring the redress of some griev-
suce, real or fancied, Mr. Buchanan
was visited by a representative of
each of the thirty - five lodges
of the organization, and the delegates
had formed themseives mto what they
called a hoard of adjnstment. ““They came
to me” Mr. Buchanan said. *“and
presented a proposed contract between
themsolves and the company. | gave them
my decision, and they retired to eonsider
it. An hour later they retorned and
asked me if 1 should objéet to
their sabmitting the proposition to
FPresident Depew. 1 said, ‘Certainly not,’
and they took their departure.” This was
all that Mr. Buchanan would say. When
asked what was the npature of the
roposition made by the board of ad-
jnstment he replied evasively: “They took
their paper away and ‘1 don’t remember
just what they did propose.” The Superin-
tendent then went on to say that he could
not see the use of a board of adjustment
to either of the parties interested.
Mr. Buchanan denied emphatieaily that en-
gineers were compelled to side-track their
trains for any protracted time, and the
men while thus idle were unpaid.
He as positively denied that any talk of
striking was indulged in at the meeting,
and said that the rumor that the brother-
hood would unite with any iabor organiza-
tion was without the slightest foundation.
Mr. Depew waa closeted with several of
the directors of the company for three
bhours this morning. Mr. C. Duval
stated, however, that no reference to the
tronble of the engineers was made at the
meeting.

THE STREET OF HELL

One of the Most Famous of, the l.llltorlo
Thoroughfares of Paris.
London Telegraph,

One of the most interesting aud bistorie
streets of Paris, the Rue Denfert-Rocher-
ean, formeriy Kue d’'Enfer, is being gutted
at the present moment for the tunnel which
is to unite the Sceanx railway with the
new station in the Rue Gay-Lassae, near
the Lexembonrg gardens. In the days of
the Romans the place might have been
oalled Tommbstone avenue, or Corpse road,
for many bodiea were buried there. Ouly
# few years aco twenty-five tombs,
containing bones  and Gallo-Roman
funeral urns, were discovered
during some exgoavations made at
the three-cross ruads formed by the Rue
d’Enfer, the Boulevard Monsparnasse and
the Boulevard St Michel. In another spot
close by a collection of urns of the same
kina were dug up and sent to the Carna-
valet musen,

After the decline of paganism the Chris-

tians regarded the loﬁ:sht_v as hannted, and-

placed it under the patronage of St
Michel, the determined and nnconquerable
oppounent of Satan. The name of the enief
street, bowever, remained unchanged, and,
down to our own time, retained ite diabol-
ical appeliation. Here was reared the
Hotel Vanvert, once sapposed to be the
demon’s country house, and hence the old
saying, “Allez an Diable Vert,” or Diable
Vauvert! “Saint” Lounis, however, handed
the hatel over to Carthusian monks, and a
part of the wall of their cenvent now
serves to inciose that notorious haunt
of stodents snd modern griseties
krﬂwn as the “'Bal,” or ““Jardin Jullier.”
Later still thers stood 1n the locality
a place called the Maison Madite, where
it was said Marshal Ney’s body was carried
after his execution. The tenanis ot this
mansion showed a remarkable tendency to
die off, popular superstition aseribing the
mortality to supernatural influences, when
it was probably caused by bad drainage.
The whole guarter, in fact, is rich in legend
and folklore, Many suppose that it etill
containeg interesting relies of the past, and
archeologieal enthusasts are accordingly
entreating the city anthorities to order the
excavators to go gently with their work in
Kue d’Enfer. he navvies, howevgr, will
bave to harry on, as the railway company
ia waiting, and they can scarcely atford to
waste tine over examiming old pot, pan
and fragment of erockeryware that may be
brought to hight daring the digging of the
tannel
