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OFFICE-HOLDING DON'T PAY

Several More Members of President Har-
rison’s Cabinet Discussthe Sabjects

———

Secretary Tracy Intended to Resign Because
It Cost More t¢ Live in Washirgton than
His Salary—Viewsof Secretary Rusk.

—

WaAsSHINGTON, Dee. 8. —Secretary Tracy
Jivea1n a modest three-story house, one of
a row on the north side of K street, near
Fourteenth street. It 1s furnished hahd-
somely Dbut not luxurionsly. The Secre-
tary was in the reception-room when your
correspondent ealled, reading his newspa-
ver. He §ad just finished bis luncheon,
which he always eatsat home. At first he
hesitated to express an opicion about the
desirability of office-bolding. Finally he
said: ““It is altogether a question of &
man’s willingoness to make personal saori-
fices to his country, The salary of a Cab-
inet officer—£8,000 & year—is beggarly. A
poor man cannot aiford o accept a
Cabinet position. Of course there is
great honor coonected with the vlace. But
there is great loss. The cost of lhiving in
Washiogton s very great. Do yon know
that story about the Cabipet ofiicer whe
wanted to rent a bouse 1m Washinaton?
No. Weil, as the story goes, he went to see

the house and the lady who was showing
it to him told him that the rent would be

sx thousand a year. He pondered for a mo-
ment. ‘I assure you, Mr. Becretary. that that
is not vureassonable,’” she said, ‘Oh, 1 donot
question that’ he replied. ‘I wasn’'t think-

ing of that. 1 was just wondering what [
would do with the other two thoasand.””

“You were one of the seven Cabinet ofli-
cers who intended to resign?”

“Were there seven!” said the Secretary.
“Who was the eighth? 1 have not made
auy canvasd of the Cabinet., It does not
make much diflerence, though, sinee the
eoleosion. Yes, 1 intended to resign, 1
ovuld not afford to stay nere for eighs
years. It s not so much my expenses hare
as the loss of business in my profession.’

“Are you going back to the Jawl”

“Yes, I shall return to practice. That is
as definite a plan as 1 bave made.”

“And the story that President Harrison
was “qu into partnership with you—4"

“Was made out of whole cloth,’ sald the
Secrotary. 1 have always known that the
Fresident wounid return to Indianapolis to
prartice law.”

“Can you give me an idea of what it
oosts o Cabinet officer to live here?”

*“*It has cost me & great deal more than
$15,000 year,” said the Seeretary, “and since
the burning of my house | have lived very
quietly. e did not go out for a year, and
after that I knew that my stay here would
be short and we aid not attempt anything.
The expenses of a househeld, though. are
not everything., A Cabinet oflicer is ex-
preted to contribute to all sorts of things—
politiea, charity—there are continuai de-
mands on his purse. No. | conld not bave
staved here after March 4 even 1f the Presi-
dent had been re-elected.”

VIEWS OF THE FARMER STATESMAN.

I found Secretary Rusk seated at his
desk 1n the Agricultural Department.
When I asked if office-holding pald, be
said: “You will “nd it pretty bard to get
satisiactory answers to that question, I

fear. You see, there are a great many
thinge to be said on both sides, for and

against, and people are hisble to get these
two tarned around. One of the unpleass

ant thinga, for instance, about a Cabinet
oflicd is that the salary is incommensurate
with the unavoidable expenses, and & man
bas to draw a little toc heaviiy on his
other resources, which is all very well
when these resources are pretty good, but
rather vexatious when they are bat mod-
erate. But indeed,” and the Secre-
tary thoughtfully stroked his beard,
“the most unpleasans feature to me of
holding bigh office like this ia the necessity
of telling people yoncan't give thew places.
The rnunu for appointment is constant,
and | am often obliged to say, in cases, too,
where | know the applicant ean do the
work and that he or she isin want, per-
haps with no Lread 1n the house, that 1
have no place to give. We have 150 em-
ployes 1n the sced department, mostly
women, whose work is not skilled and
whose piacea do not coeme within the civil-
service rules. They work during a part of
the year only, and draw a per diem pay.

The applications are most numerous for’

these placea, and I have had as many as &
bundred in a single day.

“The attractive featare this depart-
ment was the fact thas th was some-
thing new to be done here. Under the
commissionership this office had gotten
into s rus. Indeed, 1l was ineclined to doubt
whether it would be possible for me to lifs
it our of that rat, and. for that reason [
besitated about accepting the place, but I
finally made up my mind that I could ac-
complish something. and so | came here. 1
have bad, on the whole, gratifying success,
though there are still somes things whieh |
should like to finish up, and | have other
things in view which 1 should like to get
started and put en a good footmg
before 1 leave., Of course |1 came
bere with the aavantage of many years
experience in public lfe—no small
advantage [ can tell you.” The Secretary
smiled as he continued: “If I had been a

reen hand | would have had a good aeal

iarder row to hoe: but 1 have been in pub-
lie life twenty-six yenrs—almost contin-
nvonsly sinee the war. For four years | was
Controller of our State. Then | spent six

ears 1o Congress, Then [ was Governor
or seven years just before | came here.
My experience as s Congressman and as
one of the committes on agricnlture gave
me great advantages. When a Congress-
man came into my office to see me I could
put myself in his place. | Enew how he
felt anawhat he wanted., FPerhaps that is
the reason | have not had any trouble with
any one since [ came to Wasbington.

WILL RETURN TO NIS FARM,

“Whers am I going? I shall go back to
my bome in Wisconsin, to my farm in Ver-
non county. It will seem pleasaut to me
to be among my own people agsin; to go
back to my own town and siton a box in
front of the store and %alk with the old
farmara from the conntry. A man can't
koow and understand the poople unless he

goes among them and talks with them, |
Iike to do that, and when | have talked
with some thirty or forty of one clasa
snd find out what they think of
thin and what their condition
is, cean formm a  wretty  good
idea of the condition of the olass which
they represent. It was this whieh gave me
such confidence in the re-election of Presi-
dent Harrison. | have not found a single
man in the farming class of pecople who was
dissatistied with the admimistration. and I
bave talked with a great many of them,
It was the labor vote that beat ns organ-
1zed labor, which votesa as & unit. Tbat
class seems to be dissatistied with their
share of benefits under our present sys-
tem.

“As I bave said, while]l have the gratifi-
cation of feeling that | have been abie to
aceomplish sogething while in this oflice—
something insuring tangible resuits to the
class this department represents—tbere is
much to be done yet, and there is a broad
field here for a man who takes my place,
pruvided bhe be the right man 1n the righs
p!ace. and that his heart be in his work.”

THE BORDEN MURDER CASE.

Dispesition of the Blood-5ta ned Clothing the
Kefil ing Point in the State’s Case.

Provipesce, R, L, Dee. 3.—The Journal
this morning says that one of the bafiling
points in the investigation by the State in
the Borden murder case wns the methods

peed by the murderer to destroy the gar-
ments whioh he or she had worn during the
committal of the deed, and whieb, accord-
ing to the medical experts, mast have becn
covered with blood from the upward spart-
ing artories of the murdered couple. The
mind paturally suggested the destruction
of the tell-tale yarments by fire, for that
element, more thau anv other, could effect-
pally remove every trace which might lead
to the apprehension of the assassin by &
discovery of the clothing worn when the
deed was committed. fn the evidence
sabmitted at the preliminary trial 1t was
developed that npon the arrival of the po-
Iice officors at the scene of the murder they

lifted the covers from the stove and dis-
covered the dying embers of a fire, with
the presence of ashes, the latter giving in-
dieations that an attempt had been made
to burn something. It was disclosed be-
fore the grand jury by one ot Lizzie Bor-
den’s most intimate friends that there was
a bright fire in thats stove hut a sbort time
before the enrious oflicer lifted the cover—
a lire strong enough to have destroyed
evidences of crime even were those evi-
denoces bloodstained clothes—and in-
to that stove upon the morning
when  Andrew Borden and his wife
were murdered there were thrust a
woman's dress and rapidly the blazing
fiames destroyed the garment until a few
moments after the introduction into the
fire-box nothing remained of 1% but a few
ashes, Ther the firs digd away, The pris-
oner's friends can say truthiunily that there
ia no evidence Lo show that the dress which
was destroyed by fire og the morning of
Aug. 4 belonged to her. They may add that
the one who gave the above information to
the grand jury did not describe the texture
of this garment, did not say that 1t was
any way distignred by bloodstains or any
otber kind of stains, and {siled to say that
thoughb familiar with Lizzie Borden’s ward-
robe, the witness had never seen anything
like this dress in the apparel of the young
womaun. All this is equally true, but, nev-
ertheless, the grand jury was told that &
dress was burned.

The testimony presented yesterday in re-
lation to the MeHenry-Trickey episode
was that, during the negotiations between
the two, the Fall River officers were kept
scauninted with all particulars, and that
every transaction tween the two was
witnessed by officers conpnected with the
case. The indictment againet Trickey was
found on the strength of stories to the ef-
fect that he nttemgtad. through Mrs Me-
Henry, to seoure the departare of Bridget
Suilivan from the State by the payvment of
a sum of money. The Journal further as
serts that the ten days’ adjournment of the
grand jury was due solely to the desire of
Attorney-general Pillsbury and Distriet
Attorney Kpowuun o secure a nnanimous
vote foran indietment by furnishing cor-
roborative testimony to some already ad-
duced, yet the vote was not noanimoons,
althongh it was practically so, the dissent-
ors refraining altogether from voting.

The only avaliable stallion
was 1n the neighboring village—perhaps on
circuit. All he could see was that there
were good qualities present in both, and be
believed that these would be transmitted.
Race was never dreamed of. Often the
mare was not red from ontil she was un-
fitted for work by something which equally
unfitted her for bLreeding. No doubt the
average produce of this lack of methoa
may bave been of excellent serviece in its
way, bat it was nonethe less “"nondescript.”
