t ASiLEMS FOR TOE INSANE.

Northern and Southern Hospital Reports
Filed with tho Governor.

The report of the Southern Hospital for
the Insane was yesterday filed with the
Governor. The board of trustees report
that improvements of the . grounds had
been made in accordance with tbe topo--

graphio survey by a landscape gardener.
There was extensive grading and filling,
thus removing hillocks and providing
basina for several lakes. The roads have
been macadamized to the extent of 2,011

feet. Wells have been dag. providing
an abundance of pure water at a
depth of seventy-fiv- e feet. A store
house, a morgue, a motor-bous- e and a rail-
way station had been built. The gutter
ing on the roof has been replaced, though
the institution is new, and insurance taken
out to the amount of $225,0C0. A library
ot eight hundred volumes has been provid-
ed at an expense of J71S.15. The net profit
from the farm in two years was 23,0:6.7C
The labor of patients was utilized, when
beneficial to the patients. The value of
the land and improvements is SlC3.480.G4,

and of the 'personal property
$43,288.50. The total expenditures for two
years were S1C3.111.04. leaving a balance of
S0.6&VJ6. The per capita of cost of mainte-
nance was $175.14; and exclusive ot clothing
and repairs, the ner capita cost was $139.Ub.
The total number of patients was 548, of
whom seventy-si- x improved and fifty-fo- ur

died. The per cent recovered was 9.94.
About 40 per cent, of the patients were able
to assist in the work on the farm. The re-
port shows that the management has pro-
vided religions and social entertainment
with good results.

The report for tbe Northern Hospital tor
thelnsane was also tiled yesterday. It shows
the total number admitted since the open-
ing of the hospital In July. 18SS, nntil Oct.
1, is 1.1C1. The number enrolled Oct. 1 was
433. The mortality for tbe year was 6.2 per
cent. The first year 25 per ceut. recovered,
and 49 per cent, reeovered during the
second year. The number ot new cases
admitted was 429. Fifty-tw- o per cent of
the patients were supplied with clothing
by their friends.

The trustees, the report says, nave in-
creased the pay of attendants every year,
leading them to their best endeavors.
Fifty per cent of the patents did some
manual work. It was not imposed upon
them but was encouraged. Dr. Rogers
makes a plea for inereased facilities, say-in- g

the hospital's district inoludes twenty-tw- o

counties, giving the hospital a place
for one in 1.192 people, while the ratio of
insane is one to 6C0, or almost double, lie
says there are sixty-si- x patients in
the Central hospital wbioh belong to his
district He recommends the building of
an associate diuing-hal- l which would re-
lease space capable of giving room for 292
more than can now be accommodated. The
superintendent has made many improve-
ments about the grounds and buildings.
The ner capita cost of maintenance was
f195.21.

Roads In Europe.
To tli Editor ot tha Indianapolis Jonmali

Shall we hare good roads, is the question bo-fo- re

ns to-da- y. There can bo no controversy
over the importance of good highways, nor their
great value overestimated, but how to obtain
tbem, howto provide means to accomplish the
end df&ired, demands our best thought and most
earnest effort. We have much to learn as to the
best manner of constructing roads and keeping
them In repair. We have for our encouragement
tho fact that good roads have been made in the
old world and kept in repair for hundreds of
years. If we do not lack material for the con-

struction of durable roads, there is nothing for
us to do but to formulate a proper
system of laws, regulations and
usaces. In doing this no time should be lost.
While It may not be desirable to copy after the
plans made use of in other countries, we certainly
can prolit by becoming familiar with them. The
writer saw much he admired in dilTerent parts of
Europe, where ho traveled tbe country roads.
One thing was that the country roads are not
near so wido as ours, therefore, there is less
space to worlc over. One plan comprises two
roads side by side, one for winter and one for
summer use. Their tracts are close together,
both making one roadway .not overtwentyttre or
tairty feet wide. This plan keeps both roads
good with but little work. The roadway is
thoroughly drained and is therefore always
di-- except when it rains. The summer road Is a
dirt track:, the winter . road is most generally
cobble-ston- e. Tbe roads are all divided luto
suitable sections and numbered. One man has
a section to which he gives all his time, if
needed, lie never allows his dirt road to
become cut into ruts to bold water and
make mud, and never allows mud to
freeze on his winter road. Repairs aro
made immediately, and without ditliculty. I
saw roads tbat had been in nse, I wns told, for
j ears beyond the memory of the oldest citizen,
and they were kept in repair In this way. I
suppose some of the cobble-stone- s had to bo
replaced by new ones. This was done by tho
roadinaster, I was informed, at a trifling ex-
pense. Our system of ruakinp roads and repair-
ing them through a supervisor, who works for
the people of his district, and does his work In
any way to get the Job off his hands, will never
make us good highways. J. w. u.
