These
are the charges that pertain to his views
on inspiration., The second charge was
that he taught, contrary to the fundamen-
tal doctrine of the word of God and of the
Confession of Faith, that the Holy Spirit

did not 8o control the inspired writers n
their composition of the Holy Seripturesas to
make their utterances absolutely truthfal,
i. e, free from error when interoreted i1n
their intended sense. The third charge
aocused him of teaching an inspiration of
the Soriptures in a sensedifferent from that
taught by the Seriptures themselves ana by
the Confession of Faith., These swo charges
were so nearly alike that it 1ssaid that the
court argued them together. The final
vote is reperted to be: Charge second,
gnilty, 96; not guMty, 20. Charge third,
guoilty, 32; not guilty, 26.

A committee was appeointed to consider
and report the penalty for the action of the
presbytery at its meeting to-morrow. In
view of the close vote it is surmised that
the penalty of excommunication will not
be recommended, and, possibly, not even
more than an admonition, as the commit-
tee is made up to inelude several sup-
porters of the accused.

WAR ON MUGWUMPS.

Regular Democrats Will Rebuke the Tansult
to the House and Speaker Crisp.
Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal.
WasaingToNn, Dée. 12.—There 18 war,

bloody war, between the Tammany
hatchet and mugwump knife, between the

regular Democracy and what Mr. Cleve-
land called *‘its allies.”

The concealed jealousies and animosities
of the discordans elements which have
elected Mr, Cleveland to the presidency

were ravealed as by a flash at the Reform
Club dinner to the Democratio leaders in

Congress. The slirht put upon Speaker
Crisp by E. Ellery Anderson, the
president of the Reform Clab, was the one
topic of conversation at the Capitol to-day.
The feeling that an insult has been offered
to the Speaker, and not only to the regular
Democracy, but to the dignity of the
House itself, found dramatic expression
this poon. When Mr. Crisp entered the
ball of the House and walked to his ohaar,
n epontaneous outburst of applause
immediately followed his appearance. It
was noticeable that this applause came
from the Republican side of the House
as well as from the Dsmocrasic. The
party enemies of Mr. Crisp joined with his
own political associates in showing him
most emphatically their personal esteem
and their wish to rebuke the indignity
which the mugwumps had beaped upon
him. Ex-Speaker Reed, who has always
beet a personal friend of his suocessor in
the chair, was conspicuouns in leading the
band-clapping on the Republican side,
Mr. Burrows, of Michigan, was equally
vehement in his applause, and rusbed for-

ward to the Speaker’'s dals and shook Mr.
Crisp firmly by the hand.

Members of the Honse of both parties
have been oatspoken to-day in their de-
nuneciation of what they consider the in-
hospitable and discourteous conduot of the
managers of the Reform Club banquet,
The most frequent comment is that either
Mr. Crisp should not have been invited at
all, since he was not in political sympathy
with the Reform Club, or else that, having
been invited, those in charge of the feast
should have not permitted Representative
Tom Johnson, of Ohlo, to deliver his
speech eriticising the Speaker and hws
associates in the mapagement of the House,

Moréover, it ia felt that, having been ine
vited the dinner, Mr. Crisp, as the
Speaker of the House, and henece ranking
second to the President-elect in the Demo-
cratic party. should not merely have been
requested, but urged, to make the speech
which was not delivered. Now that his
speech, which was not delivered, has been
published, it is evident that it would have
kecen thoroughly in barmony with the
pllatitndo delivered by Mr, Cleveland him-
self.
HAS HELPED CRISP'S CANDIDACY.

Should she feeling which now exista
among the members of this Congress who
have been re-elezted continue it is evident
that the opposition to the re-election of Mr.
Crisp as Speaker has received a fatal blow.
The enemies of Mr. Criep and of his poliey
within his own party bave done him the
best possible service by their insult. The
opposition to his re-election which, while
still unorgaunized, had begun to make its
strength evident, wonld have chosen asits

eandidate either Mr. Wilson, of West Vir.-
ginia, Mr, Bynam, of Indiana, or Mr.
Breckinridge, of Kentuoky, but to-day the
“regular Democracy.” as represented 1n the
House, feels that the time has come to as-
gert itself and to stamp the despised mug-
wump under foot. It was commonly re-
marked to-day that Mr. Anderson and his
clab friends had practically made certain
the re-election of Speaker Crisp.

The Associatea Preaa correspondent, in
discussing the insult to Mr. Crisp, says
that the first gun 1n the speakership con-
test of the Fifty-third Congress has been
fired by the Reform Club of New York,
and the battle 1s now on. la one respect
the declaration of hostilities at this early
stage of the seasion is favorable to Speaker
Crisp and his followers, as it tends to solid-
ify his forces for the corhing contest and
make future surprises impossible. At the
opening of the House to-day almost
the only subject of disenssion among
members was the Reform Clad in-
cident, and so significant was the
matter interpreted to be that interest in
the episcde rather increased than di-
minished as the day progressed. While
the slight offered the Speaker by his hosts
in New York may tend somewhat to preju-
dice the Speaker’'s interests throughont
the conntry, there is no doubt the atlront
has caused a reaction in his behalf among
the members in this city. As 1t is the
Congressmen themselves who, In the
end, must eleot the Speaker of
the Fifty-third Congress, the inci-
dent appears, therefore, to have really
strengthened the candidur of Mr. Crisp.
While the Reform Club was doubtless in
ignorance of the phillipie which Tom
Johnson, of Obio, pronounced agaiust the
Speaker and Chalrman Springer, of the
ways and means ecommittee, the disposition
of Congressmen 18 to conmder Air. John-
son’s utterances and the discourtesy
oftered Speaker Crisp, by bhis bosts
as only parts of a plan which has
its ongin out of Congress, and
which 18 the attempt of a New York
dining_eclub to dictate the speakership
of the Fifty-third Congress. For the first
time there is & desire expressed for a list of
the membership of the “"Reform Club,” and
Mr. W, Bourke Cockran and others who
bave succeeded 1n examining such a list
assert that at all times the mugwumps and
Kepublicans are able to control the desti-
nies and policies of the Reform Club, and
that, therefore, it is not much of a Demo-
cratic club after allL

TRYING TO SHIELD CLEVELAND.
There is a general impression in congres-
sional circles that Mr. Cleveland and
Speaker Crisp have a thorough understand-
ing as to the tariff reform course to be par-
sued in the Fifty-third Congress, and that
tho President-elect was in entire ignorance
of the intended shight to be placed upon
Speaker Crisp and, in his position as s
guest, powerless to prevent it, even had he
suspoected it, after looking over the pro-

gramme of the evening. Members are to-
day COMPArIng the speech of
Mr. Cleveland and the one intend-
ed to be deliveeed by Mr. Criap
and fied therein remarkable accord on the

Weaver Electors on Democratic Ticketsa Not

If it does
not legally belong to Weaver, then the Re-
publican electors for Kansas have the
right to g1ve the State’s vote to Harrison.

The Populite leaders were interviewed
this morning and say the only way, now
that the vote has been canvassed, by which
the eloctors can be prevented from easting
their votes for Weaver is a coart order re-
straining them from so gasting the vote.

FATHER CORRIGAN'S TRIAL

An Event That Makes More Prominent
the Division in the Catholic Church.

-

The Liberal, or Patriotic Element, Pitted
Against the Cahensieyites, or Those Who
Favor Europeanizing Ameries.

New Yorg, Dee. 12—The diocesan crim-
inal curia of New York met this afternoon,
at 2 o0’olock. at the residence of Mar. Doane,
in Newark, N. J., to try charges against
the Rev. Patnck Cerrigan, of Hoboken, N.
J., involving questions of the greatest im-
portance. The issues involved in this con-
test between two powerful forces not only
concern the Catholios of America, but
every man who owes allegiance to the con-
stitution of this country must feel pro-
foundly interested in the oftcome. It may
well be said that the tnal this af{ternoon

and she canees which have led up to it are
the most extraordinary events in the his-

tory of the Roman Catholic Church 2 this
country. The most precious interests of

the chureh are at stake. The result and
the developments of the trial will affect

the influence—aye, the very life—of the

ehurch in this country.
The growth and prosperity of the Church

of Rome in this country have thus far been
truly remarkable. Its rapid expansion has

kept pace with the astonishing progress of
Awmerican eivilization. It was but natural

that in the course of the years o large ele-

ment in that church should catch some-
thing of the American spirit. While every
steamer that landed emigrants on these
shores brought new additions to the nnm-
bers of Catholic believers, the second and
third generation of American Catholics
began to feel the living touch of American
gemus. It would be wrong to suppose that
these American Catholies harbored even
the remotest thonght of disloyalty to the
chureh, The Catholio of American ances-
try felt the same devotion to the Holy BSee
as the most fervent ultramontanec of Spain
or of Belginm. The Catholio 1n New York
or Chicago professed the esame 1mplicit
faith m the Jdogmas of Rome as the
Catholie in Dublin or Parie. As an Ameri-
can, however, he began to look with dis-
favor apon the eflorts of Uatholics, as well
as of other citizens, to characterize the
church to whioch he belonged as a foreign
institution. He conceived that American-
ism and Catholicism were not at all irrec-
oncilably opposed to each otber, and as an
American Catholic he resented any such
assertion, epen or implied.

On the other hand were the Roman Cath-
olics, aliens or naturalized citizens, who ap-
peared to regard Americanism as their nat.
ural enemy. They did not scem willing to
consider even the possibility of a compro-
mise, They knew of no other methods
than those by which the church had tri.
vmphed in Europe. They felt no meclina-
tion to study the cew situnation in the new
country, but at_once decided to look upon
it with fear and suepicion. This suspicion
has proved ineradicable. Their attitude
bas n described by Father Corrigan as
one of actual hostility to the country.

These two forces 1n the American church
of to-day met in decisive battle this after-
noon. On the mde of the defendant, Fa-
ther Corrigan, are arrayed every represent-
ative of the liberal and American sentiment
within the Catholie Church of this conn-
try, The opponents whom the Rev. Father

orrigan meots represens the more numer-
ous and perhaps the more vowerful ele-
ment within the Roman Chuarch in this
country. Archbishop Uorrigan is squarely
and emphatically against Father Corrigan,
A majority of the bishops and archbishops
are either tacitly or openly antagonistia to
Father Corrigan’s cause. A respectable
minority are as yet noncommittal at this
stage cf the proceedinga. :

THE CHARGES AGAINST CORRIGAN,
The {twelve counts upon which the Rev.
Corrigan is arraigned before the curia are

as follows:

First—The publication in the New York Free-
man’s Journal and Catholic Register of Ocot. 29,
1892, of false statements in re, the German-
American Catholic Congress, which met in New-
ark, September, 1892,

gress of treason to church and state.

Third—That in the same paper, of the aame date,
be falsely and maliclously accused the Bishop or
Newark with teaching the ypio to have actual
bhostility and disloyalty to the state.

Fifth—That in thke same paper, of the same
date, he falsely and maliciously accuses the
sald bishops, priests and laymen of presenting
the church in this conntry as a foreign politico-
religious factor to the American people, and as
such to be abhorred, to the grave detriment both
of the church and of the above persons,

Sixth—That in the New York Freemen's Jour-
nal and Catholio Regiater of Nov. 12, 1892, he
falsely and maliciously, in a fable called
"Uto;sia." accuses the present Blshop of New-
ark of being dominated in the government of the
diocess of Newark by Cahensley, of dl-leng
the grossest partiality for the German Catholic
laity and priecats and the greatest injustice and
arcuion to the English-speaking clergy and peo-
