Consent has been given the Chicago &
Alton company to resume itsa membership
in the Western Passenger Association. Such
was the outcome of the meeting of man-
agers at Chicago yesterday. It was under-
stood in advance that tho Alton was will-
1ng to become a member provided it was not
bheld accountable for any past indiciments,
and 1n the interess of harmony and stability
of rates it was unanimously decided to let
by-gones be by-gopes and commence anew,

All yesterday the gemeral managers of
the roads in the territory of the Cqniral
Traffic Association were in session at Chi-
eago discussing Loth passenger and freight
matters. ‘I he reports acopted at the meet-
ing two weeks ago regarding rates and
arrangements for the world's fair were
read, but failed to receive unanimous as-
sent, and were referred to a future meeting.
The meeting suthorized Commissioner
Bisochard to procure etatisties of
east-bound going freight at about
eighteen different points, with a
view to efleeting an equalization
of traflic should the laws be so amended as

to permit it. The commissioper was also
anthorized to concur in the action of the
trunk-line officers and order ibe cancella-
tion of all east-bound commodity tarills
whieh were canceled west-bouna on the
same articles. -A resolution was adopted to
the effect that inland rases shail hereafter
apply on export businesa.

At the meeoting of the Western Freight
Association the question of rates from New
OUrleans was referred to a special commit-
tee, as this matter in to be the subject of &
conference at Memopbis in the near future.

Preparing for Worla's Falr Business.

Most of the roads in this territery—all,
in fact, unless it be the Cincinnati, Ham-
flton & Dayton and the Monon—are get-
ting new passenger equipment and prepar-
ing. on a gigantie scale, to handle the
world’s fair business nexs year. The Penn-
sylvania bas added to its line west of Co-
Jumbus fifty new coaches, will add as
many excursion ears, and by March 1 will
have fifteen more passenger engines than
the present equipment. The Big IFour bhas

purchased and put in service already
tweniy-five new coaches, and has thirty
more to be deliversd by April 1, 1843, and
twelve lirst-class heavy passenger engines
The Vandalia is adding twelvenew coaches

to its equipment, bas just received three
new ten-wheel passenger engines and will
ndd three more before April L
IT'he lLake Erie & Western has
sdded twelve fine coaches and 1s
litsting up several of 1ts heavier passenger
and freight engines for this special work.
I'be Lake Shore, the Michigan Central, the
Nickel-plate, the Erie and the Northwest-
ern lines are all adding largely to their
passenger equipwent, while one of the
officials of the Monon says that ueither the
Monon mnor the Cineinnati, Hsmilton &
Dayton, which areunsually very aggressive,
have done scarcely anything 1n thia diree-
tion; this is the more surprising from the
fact that eight montha of the year neither
of the roads has equipment to bandle 1ts
regular and excursion business, and any
equipment they might purchase would
come into good play years following the
worlds fair.

Suspicious Action of Powers at Monday
Night's Fires—Held for the Grand Jury.

In the Police Court, yesterday morning,
W. M, Powers walved examinatiou on the

charge of arson, and was held for the
action of the grand jury. The evidence

against Powers is merely circumestantial,
bat in it are some yery suspicions ecireoms-

stances. Officers MeGuft and Crannan,
who made the arrest, have suspectea Pow-
ers for some time on account of the faot
that he has been among the first

on hand at several of the big fires
in the portheastern portion of the
city during the vpast few months,
all of which were of undoubted incendiary
origin. At the three fires in that vicinity
Tuesday night he was one of the first ssen
upon the apot, first at the Michigan Lum-
ber Company., where a lot of waste was
found with which the attempt to burn the
place haa been used, and nexs at the Hard-
wood Company’s fire, where Powers was
seen running ont of an alley when the lire
was first seen, He bimself admitted hav-
1mg come out of the alley and econld give no
explanation of what hed wasdoing init. He
was next seen on 5t. Clair street coming
away from the Jungelaus & Schumacher
tire, and here he was arrested. At the time
of his arrest he told the officers that be had
gone from Npears’s  galoon down
town and back around Market street
and the railrosd, and just bappened to be
on hand at the different fires. Lle also toid
them hie had stopped at No. 200 East Mar-
ket street to see a man about fitting a stove
for him. This isdesnied by the man living
in the honee. Powers also told the oflicers
that he had been 1n Spears’s saloon for sev-
eral hours “shaking ths box.” Spearssays
he was in the saloon just long enongh to
pawn a moukey-wrench for a drink of
whisky. When arrested Powers's hands
were greasy, which s thought to have been
caused by handliug the waste by which the
buildings were fired.

BLACKBOARD LAWS VALID

R

Sapreme Court Reaffirms Its Former
Decision Against the Railroads.

———cl—

It Means a Lot of Money lost to the Corpora-
tions—Anotherof the May Claims in Court
~—The Cadi Let Him Go.

e —

The Supreme Court handed down its de-
cision 1n the celébrated “blackboard” rail-
road cases yesterday, and it was an affirma-
tion of the one made by it two years ago.
The General Assembly passed an act in 1580
making it compulsory for roads operating
in the State to post on & blackboard, at
each station, the tme of arnval
and departure of trains, and
bow muoch Jate, if at all. It
sasessed a fine of §35 for each
violationof it. The railroads ignored it
pretty generally, and as the result, suits
were broaght in Shelby and Greene coun-
ties to collect the fines attached for these
violations, whieh by that time amounted
to a considerable, There were 156 counts
in the Greene county bill, each amounting
to £25 and nearly a like number in the other.
The raiiroads, the Indiana & [llinois
Southern in Greene cecunty anAd the Pennsyl-
vania in Shelby county, won the suits in
the lower courts. It was appealed to the

Supreme Court, and resulted in a reversal
I'berariroads petitioned for a rehearing,
and yesterday the same jndge affirmed
the previous decision. The roads have the
privilege of petitioning for another rehear-
ing, and they will doubtless do so.

The decisions involve considerable money
for the railroads, It can be readily seen'
how fast tfines could accumulate, eaven dur-
ing o day, aud the act has been in force
three years.

Oune of the May Claims Against the Ftate,
A suit field in the Court of Claims yester-

day against the State of Indiana recails
reminiscopces of a man who at one time
attained to considerable prominence in this
State. Sarah May brought suit against
the State and Edwin F. May, Virginia
May, June Bixby and Frank L. Bixby to
recover §15,000 alleged to be due as princi-
pal and interest of the amonnt due Edwin
May for furnishing the plaus and specifi-
catious for the buildingof the Prison North
which provided for the use of a patent
lock invented by him. The amount of the
original allowance was §£5000 and this,
witlh interest since 1550 when the services
were rendered, makes the additional
amount,

_ Edwin May.upon whose services theeolaim
18 based, came into prominence in this State
as the architeet of the Capitol building.
The ambition of his life culminated in this
work, and he lost every dollar he had saved
from former years of Iabor in the attempt
to complete his contract with the State,
and was afterwara released from it by the
Legislature, and the work begun by him
was completed, with Adolph Scherer, mem-
ber of the Board of Public Works,
who was at that time an assistant
in May's office, as supervising archi-
teot.
