HEAD OF THE CHURCH IN AMERICA,

Archbishop Ireland Explsains the Misslion of
Mgr. Batolil and His Datiea,

871. PavL, Minn., Dec. 16 —~When asked
to-day as to the mission of Magr. Satolli,
sod the extent of his powers, Archbishop
Ireland replied that, 1n view of the contra-
dictory reports put into circulation regard-
ing Mgr. Satolli, and of the uncertainty
intoe which, in consequence, the publio
mind bas been thrown, ne is not now un-
willing to speak, however persistent he
was heretofore in his resolve to be silent.
Hesaid: *“Mgr, O'Connell, who had been
especially chosen by the Pope to accom-
pany Mgr. Satoll: to Americoa, and to in-
troduge him into his new surroundings,
sails from New York to-morrow, retarning
to bis duties as rector of the American Col-
lege in Rome. His work in America is fin-
ished, and his departure bhas no further
significance, Mgr. Satolli remains, and
will remain with us for a good while to
come. The ryeport that he has been
recalled by the Pope, or 18 likely to be soon
recsalled, 18 simply absurd. This report, as
others revealing a sumilar animes, are the

inventions of parties who suffer defeat
irom bis presence, and would bas delighted
if, by creating a public opinion adverse to
hisinfiluenee, they could in some manner
force him to retire from the country. But
those parties kno w neither Mgr. Batolli nor
Leo XIII.L Mgr. Satolli represents the
Pope. Ovpposition to him is opposition to
the Pope. Disrespect to him, eoriticism of

him, is direspect and criticism of the Pope.
He was sent directly by Pove Leo to speak
to the archbishops assembled 1n New York
the mind of Leo on the school guestion, 1t
is sheer nonsense to say that he was ad-
mit by courtesy to the conference, He
told the archbishops, as the ofticial revort
of the conference asserts, that he spoke in
the name of the Pope and declared the
thoughts of the Pope,

“*This sohool question had for more than
a year agitated the churebh in America.
Amid the din of controversy the appeal to
Rome was loud, the ery went out ceaseless-
ly that Rome should speak and that noth-
)ng else could re-establish peace. So Rome
resolved to speak, and spoke through a
living aocredited representative. Those
who were sincere in their appeal will now
be silent and satistied. The country will,
witbont difliculty, see that all altempts to
minimize the authority of Mar. Satolli, or
to evade the force of his words, are sirmaply

WILL SETTLE ALL DISPUTES.

“Mgr. Satolli has also received ample
powers to settle all disputes between
bishops and priests. A copy of his powers
bas been sent to his bishop. In each case he
is to bave two assistants chosen from emi-
nent members of the clergy, and his de-
¢ision is to be absolutely without appeal.
The authority with which he 18 invested ia

unusual; butthis shows that the Pope puts
unosual confidence 1n him. Considering
the fact that there are in the®United States
pearly ninety dioceses, we need not be sar.
prlnj to bear that numerous church
cases are awsiting settlement, some
of themm very important and far-reach-
ing in their bearings. To maintsin, as
heretofore, the court of last sppeal in re-
mote Rome 18 to render very diffieult and
tedious the proceedings leading to a con-
clusion. The Pope has conferred a boon on
all parties concerned by placing for a
time, at least, a supreme tribunal in the
country itsell. It is easily seen that no
prelate ocoupying himeelf a see in Amern-
ca, however high placed otherwise, could
serye as a judge in cases where bis brother
preiates are eutangled, and where occa-
sionally he might be bimself entangled.
Some important cases are already before
Mgr. Satolli.

“The Papal representative has the fur-
ther mission to inform himself accurately
about American ecclesiastical matters in

eneral and to report thereon reaularly to
!lome. As time goes oD, NOW emergencies
arising, he will receive other specific pow-
ers. My own impression is that, beginning
as ablegate, he will soon be invested with
the title and all the extensive powers of a
rogular delegate apostolic. Whether, after
bis return to Rome, whenever, later on,
this may occur, be will have a sucecessor,
the Pope has notyet decided. Muech in
this regard will depend on the work which
Mgr. Satolli during bis delegation may find
coming to him, and on the degree of good
his presence and actiop may bring to the
church,

“So far Mgr. Satolli's mission has been
productive of much good to the church in
America. Despite the petty squalls of con-
tradiction arising for & time In certain
ecolesiastical storm-conters, be has brought
to us peace and tranquillity, and he has in-
spired Catholics with greater confidence in
the zeal and watchiulness of the Holy SBee
for theirspirituaal interests. The ablegate’s

ersonalqualities hisjntellectual perspicac-
ty. his firmness of character, his prudence,
the fruit of Roman diplomatio schooling,
bave been large factors in making up his
snccess. But, over and above all else, we
find the causes of this success in the wis-
dom of Leo and Mgr. Satolli’s dooility to
his lessons.

THE SCHOOL QUESTION,
“The address on the school question cov-

ers, in its brief enunciations, the whole
ground, and with a master pen marks out
the provinces of ehurch and state. To the
church, aud to her alone, belong religions
instructions; but there is, and there can be,
no objection that the state lay claim to

busy itself with the secular part. The
American people will find, sssuredly,
naught to gainsay in these propositions,
There can be no room lelt for the old-time
aoctusation that the cuurch opposes insiruc-
tion or deprecates the efforts of the state
to remove ignorance from the children
of the people. Of course, while and
where schools of the state are so
conducted as to prevent in practice the
religions eancation of the child or to en-
danger 1ts religious faith, Mgr, Satolli de-
mands that Catholics, so far ss eircom-
stances warrant, maintain special Catholie
gchools, but he shows plainly the willing-
nessof the church to do her share towards
parallel action, in virtue ef which religion
and secular knowledge are both imparted,
without one impeding the other, without
church or state covering the sphere of the
ether. For bim to so state is no bugbear
wherewith to be alarmed; it is an agent for
good, to be honored and to be benefited by,
evon though it need at times direction and
aid from its citizens.

“lt is most plain by this time to the
American people, so plain that be who runs
may read, that the Frmriplen of the Ameri-
cah Repnblic and of American liberty, far
hﬁn having to fear from the Catholie
Church, find 1n her teachings and intiuence
most support. le who has read the

encyclicals ot Leo XIII ana observed his
action on Christendom, cannot doubt of
this. Here and there individual Catholics
may show forth narrewness and short-
sightedness that astonish and discourage.
But those Catholies are net the church,
whose chief guardian and mouthpiece 18
Leo X1II. His grandeur of mind, his harge
views, his knowledge of his times, bis ap-
avpreciation of learning and of liberty, his
intelligence of modern democracy, no
thinking unprejudiced American will fail
30 admire.

“A word on the reported difterence be-
tween Monsignor Satolli’s address and the
resolutions of the archbishops on the school
question. Whatever may the private
opinions of some prelates, & maiter of
which I know nothing, I am very sare that
shere is no contradiction whatever between
the oflicial resolutions of the conference
and the discourse of Monsignor Satolli.
The reading of the resolntions and dis-
eourse tells all. It is absurd to suppose
that the archbishops woula officially put
themeselves on record against the represent-
ative of the Pope, speaking 1n the name of
the Pope. They formally take, in their
resolutions, as the basis of their conclu-
sions, the decrees of Baltimore and the de-
cisions of the Holy See. By the words and
deciasions of the f‘{’olr See they make room
for all explanations and developments of
the decrees of Baltimore which may have
come from Rome sinece the holding of the
council, as, for instance, tho decision in the
so-called Faribault case, and the very
teaching of Monsignor Satolli voicing for
America the mind of Rome.”

DIFFERS FROM IRELAND,

Bishop Spaulding, Coming Coadjutor to
Archbishop Kenrick, Discnsses Schools.
Epecial to the Indianapoiis Jouraal
81. Louis, Dee. 16.—Bishop Spanlding,
of Peoria, will be coad)utor to Archbishop
Kennick, of this diocese. The conclusion
of the sufiragan bishops gives general
satisfaction. The priests are very well
pleased, and so far as known the venera-
ble metropolitan himself is content to let
the result of yesterday’s conference stand.
The Bishop of Peoria is fifty-two years
old, and is a nephew of the great Arch-
bishop of Baltimore, now deceased. He
was & llon in the last Council of Balti-
more, and ranks high with his fellow-
workers. DBold, aggressive, sincere, he has
the courage of his convictions. In an in-
terview to-day be denmounced the ideaof a
Papal ablegate in this country, saying it
was un-Ameriocan, and, whether approved
l}? Rome or not, he believed in home rule;
e is opposed to the Faribault .Il..
saying it is impracticable, )
believes in arochial schools, and
says the chn ¢an baild and main.
tain 188 own schools as long as the
state will not yield. There will be no com-
promise. He approves a solution of the
question submitted to him by a layman
whose name be will not give, which has for
ita prime factor & dividend school fund.

He says it would be better if the New York
conference had never been held; that the
Wigger-Corrigan controversy 1s monsensi-
cal and scandalons Eeturming to the
schoo!l question, Bishop SBpaulding said: *'I
do wish we had a more healthy under-
standing of the school question. If justice
ever takes the place of frenzy you will find
s Baptistand & Catholic, or a Methodisg
and a Catholic one on the school question,
in the country, 1n towns and in cities.”

Did the Archbishops Refuse to Accept the
School Prepositious Submitted by Satolli?
BALTIMORE, Deec. 16, —Catholic ofliciale

claim that the published reports givea

very misleading summsry of the authorized
absiraot of the prooeedings of the recent
meeting of the Catholic archbishops. Some
of the most 1mportant parts of the sum-
mary are omitted sltogesher. After Mgr.
Satoll: had stated the'Pope desired tohave a
permanent apostolio delegation established
in the United States, with the concurrence
of the archbishops, the official proceedings
state that he was informed at$ the third
session, on Nov. 17, that the motropolitans

did not feel warranted 1n taking any action

In 8o important a matter until they haa

taken counsel with their suffragans, in

view of serious difficultieg connested with
the subject.

*“It 18 well known that Cardinal Gib-
bons and all the bishops are now
and have been all along very much
opposed to any such papal official
being sent here,” says an avothority on
Catholio afiairs, *“‘and it 18 not likely they
will disregard their protests. After the
most reverend delegate had read his
fourteen propositionson the school gues-
tion, the arehbishops ndopted the two re-
solutions of Archbishop Ryan, of Phila-
delphia, which substantially reatlirmed the
deorees of the Baltimore couneil on that
jssue. Nowhere does the official revort say
that they approved of the fourteen propo-
sitions. They requested echanges in them,
which were made, and at the last sessicn
of the council Mgr. Satolir gave further ex-
planations and promised tosend documents
amended to the prelates. But there is not
one word about the acceptance of Mgr,
Satolli's document. On the contrary, all
the private reports are that the arch-
bishops rejectea 1t.”

Archbishop Ryan's official organ; the
Philadelphia Catholic Standard, speakin
yesterday of the conterence, said in an ed-
itorial entitled “Attempting to Mislead the
Public,” as follows: **As had been antici-
pated, the subject of Christian education
came up. Mgr. Satolli presented ‘a series
of fourteen propositions on the subject.
pBut prior to deliberating on the matter the
archbisbops vreferred to consider the re-
port which they themselves had drawn up
in accordance with instructions of the
Holy See, and after consultation with their
respeotive suflragans. They unanimously
adonted two resolutions offered by the
Most Rev. Archbishop of Philadelphia,
which resolutions plant themselves fairly
and squarely upon the decrees of the
piensry council of Baltimore. and contain
specifie directions for giving more prac-
tical efiect to those decrees.”

The Holy Father Displeased,
RomEg, Dee, 16.—The statement by Arch-
bishop Corrigan, publisbed in a New York

newspaper recently, in regard to a set-
tlement of the differences between the
church and Rev., Father McGlynn, hasre-
oeived full confirmation at the Vatican. 't
can be stated on the highest authority that
the Pope has given speecial power to Mgr.
Satoili, his Holiness’s ablegate 1n America,
to settle the case. The latest reports re-
ceived at the Vatican from Amerioa have

cauged surprise and vexation at the oppo-
sition that bhas commenced against the re-
sults of the conference recently ‘held in
New York, and the proposals submitted by
Mgr. Satolli. The Pove, Cardinal Ram-
polla, Papal Secretary of State, and Cardi-
pal Ledochowiski, prefect of the FPropa-
ganda I'ide, express displeasure at the
course church events are taking in Amer-
jea, and his Holiness will shortly take de-
cisive action to bring the divisions to an
end.

Whisky Wonld Be Almost Cheap as Milk but
for Uncle Sam's Tax—How the Subject Is
Yiewed by Kentucky Distillers

THE TAX ON WHISKY,

Proposed Increase in Tax That Would Add
Milliona to the Pockets of Distillers,
Special to the Indisnapolis Journsl.
WasniNGTON, Dee. 16.—There 18 cone
siderable comment over the facs that she
biggest whisky locality in the United
States or the world 14 the one from which
oomes a proposition to Congress to raiss
the tax on whisky. Representative Owen
Beott, of Bloomington. lil, has presented
a bill $0 increase revenue tax on dis-
tilled spirita from 90 cents per gallon to
§L.25 per gallon. As Mr. Boots lives only
foriy miles from Peoria, the whisky center
of the country, it is naturally presumed
that he reflects the wishes ot the people mn
bhis momediate vicinity. Collector Starr's
fifth Ilhinows revenue district paid to

the government $20,828247 n taxes on
liquor during last year, according 1o a re-

cent report of Commissioner Mason. This
was more thao twice as much as the liquoz
taxes paid by the bauner distrios of Ken-
tucky. It was slmost 20 per cent. of the ene
tire internal revenue coliection of sthe goe«
ernment. It might be presnmed, therefore,
thut the localities paying this vast sum in
revenue taxes wonid deswre the tax re-
ducad instead of increased, as Mr. Scott's
bill proposes.

M:. Scott kas laid his bill before Me
Springer, chatrman of the ways and means
committee of the House, ana it is
said that Mr. Springer thinks she plan
of an increased whisky tax is a good
one. Mr. Soringer is not yet ready
to discuss the merits of the aunestion,
but, in & general wayv, he a
with the other tarit ieaders of the lfonu
that there must be some increased revenue
for the government, and that an added
whisky tax might as well supply this rev.
enue as anything else. Mr. Springer’s con-
gressional distriot is also very near the
whisky-producing center. Messrs. t.lrﬂ
and Scott are moving, however, solely :g
& view to inoreasing the revenue of the
government. BSo far asoan be learned hers
the hiquor-preducing fraternity would nos
favor an increass’in the tax. On the econ-
trary, it has arged Congress to reduce the
tax to 25 cents per gallon,

Few people are aware of the fact tha$
the present tax of %0 cents a galion on
liquor is a tax of 200 to 500 per cent of its
value, and in some cases the tax represents
700 per cent. of the vaiue of the article
Bourbon whisky is made at 30 cents per
gallon and rye at 45 cents, while the or-
dinary article, known as “spirit " is
produced for 12 cents per gallon. Yet these
various grades all pay a uniform tax of 9
cents & gallon. The remarkable percent-
age of tax over the value of the article is
shown by an actual bill of goods from »
Peoria distillery, which has been presented
to the conaressionsl committee, It 1a aa
followa: *"Sixty-five barrels No. 1 spiris,
5,647.70 proof gallons, at 13%e, §702.45; tax
on 5,647.75 proof gallons at 90 cents, $5.-
082.97; total, £5,545.42, or cost of goods in-
cluding barrel, profit to distiliers ete,,
$70245; tax exaoted by the governmens,
abont 700 per cent., §5,082.97." It was by
this showing that the liquor-producera
urged Major McKinley to reduoce the tax to
25 cents per gallon. It is sasd _hat shis
product amounts to 15000.000 galionas, so
that an increase of 35 cents per galion on
the tax would increase the valne of the
present stock by several million dollars,
since, of course, no additional tax could be
collected upon whisky out of bond.

MEANS MONEY FOR THE TRUST.

How Kentucky Distillers View the Proposed
Inerease in the Whisky Tax.

the hands of rich concerns wkich conld af.
ford to add 25 per cent. to their investe
ments in stocks. A great many whisky
men express the opinion thas the bond
period should be indefinitely extended
the tax is increased. Thle vuvminhbo-
lief is that the tax will be increased. ost
of the Kentuoky distillers are Demoerata,
and are dis to favor the advance on
the ground of vpublic policy, though they
do not agree in their views of the effectd
upon she distillers’ business. Very little
anxiety is shown, however, and the trade
