DYNAMITE SCARE.

Dublin Detective Killed by an Explosion In
Front of Headquartera,

DusLix, Dee. 25.—An explosion ocenrred
at 11 o'clock last mnight outside of the
detective office, in Exchange court. De-
tective Synnott, who was passing at the
time, was killed.

There is little doubt 1n the minds of the
officiais that the exvlosion was the work
of dynamite plotters. The bomb was
placed beneath the window of the chief
detective’'s oflice, and so violent was the
concussien that every window in the neigh-
borhood was shattered and the noise of the
explosion was heard macy blocks away.
Deteotive Synnott was killed instantly,
His body was horribly mangled. The
right leg was torn completely from the
trunk., Synnott had juet been dis-
charged from & hospital, where he
had been confined with a serious
tlluess, and was to bhave resumed
his duaties on Christmas day. The noise of
the explosion soon attracted quite a crowd,
The officer 1n charge of detective head-
quarters at once called a number of his
men and set them to work on the cuse.
The officials refuse to talk about the afiair
or give any opinion as to who they think is
at the bottom of the outrage. At 1 o'clock
this morning no arrests had been made

Now, your l.ordship, pronounce
my doom in as few words as possible.”

While the prisoner was speaking hia
brother, who had previously been ejeoted
from the court for interrupting the judge,
attempted to enter and was again ejected.
A crowd outside the court-room cheered
upon bearing the verdict.
