One Phase of the State Librarian Contest

That Is Likely to Cause Trouble.
A heautifal row is brewing over the cau-

cus nomination for State Ltbrarian. One
of tho aspirants was Mrs. Beeson, of Yin-cennes- .a

woman highly respected and much
esteemed in her own city. It was thought
that she was making a winning fight,
but in the caucus she received bat nine-
teen votes.

.The day before the cancus met a number
Of Democratic Senators and Representatives
received anonymous letters attacking the
cbaraoterof Mrs. Beeson in a very con-

temptible way ard threatening them
trouble if they voted for her. One of tbe
Senators tamed bis letter over to Mrs.

ROBY TRACK IS THE II O USE.

A Copy of Mr. Sulzcr' Kesolutlon Is FI- -.

nally Adopted.
Owing to the general exodns of commit-

tees both booses of the Legislature were
without a quorum when tbey met yester-
day morning, and the announcement of
Mr. Blaine's death gave them a convenient
excuse for adjourning over to Monday.

Tbe only business bandied in tho House
was tho adoption of the resolution oilered
by Mr. Sulzer the night before asking for
an investigation of the Roby track, or,
rather, one copied after it. Tne Demo-
crats found they could no longer
smother this Roby business without
making some show of action in the
matter. Therefore, a resolution was in-

troduced by Johnson, of Manou, asking
that a committee of three be appointed to
investigate the charges against tbe track
and if found true bring in a bill to prevent
tbe evil. This was precisely what Mr.
tinker's resolution provided for, buX this
other was brought in in pursuance of the
childish policy of the majority to act
favorably npon nothing emanating from
Republicans. Mr. Sulzer moved that as a
substitute to this bis own resolution be
called up and made a speoial order later.
Mr. Ader, who, while In the chair, killed
Sulzer's resolution hy burying it in tho
rights and privileges committee, explained
a little. Ho said he knew nothing about
the Roby matter. Tbe newspapers of In-
dianapolis had been making a great howl
about it and Judge Gillette, of Lake coun-
ty, had called the grand iary to act npon
it, bat the jury bad found nothing, Still,
be favored this resolution. If the Repub-
lican officials of Lake county could .not
wipe Roby oat the Democratic majority in
the LegisUtire could.

Mr. Dinwiddie, who is from Lake conn
ty, spoke in favor of the Legislature taking
some action. He bad id ado a personal visit
to the place and pronounced it an inlamous
thing which needed suppression, and de-
manded that the investigation be made for
the good name of the State. In reply to
Aders contemptible iittlo fling he said that
the judge and prosecutor of Lake conntv
were Republicans while the sherirt and all
the rest of the otlicials were Democrats.

JAMES G. BLAINE DEAD.

Concluded from Second Page.
abandonment of the scheme, which was re-
newed and successfully carried out under Presi-
dent Harrison.

After twenty-fiv- e years of public service, Mr.
Blaine now retired to private life, but like many
who go out of the public service he did not retire
to obnourity. His house in Washington became
the resort of not only tbe able men In his own
party, but of distinguished men in every walk in
life. The public at large took more interest in
what Mr. Blaine did, and were more anxious to
know his views than any other man in the coun-
try. But when Mr. Blaine retired to private life,
ho did not seek the reposo of indolence. On the
contrary, ho at once conceived tho project of
writing a history of Congress during the period
of the war and to the date of General Garheld's
inauguration. During tho last part of 1882, the
wholo of 1883 and 1884, until his nomination,
he devoted himself to that task. The first vol-
ume of "Twenty Years of Congress" appeared in
January. 1881. and was eagerly read by thou-
sands who had never betore undertaken a book
of such magnitude. Tbe accuracy, the impar-
tiality aud candor of the book surprised both the
friends and political opponents of Mr. Blaine.
In the light of history ho condemned two acts ot
his party the impeachment of Andrew Johnson
uud tho enactment of tho tenure-of-oflic- e act.

AB A PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATE.
Early in tho year 1834 it becaino apparent

that Mr- - Blaine would be strongly supported in
the national Republican convention as tbe par-
ty's candidate for President. To allot his per-
sonal friends he declared that he did not seek
the nomination, and that having tasted the de-

lights of, retirement he did not care to enter into
publio life and loin In parly strife again. Be-

sides, ha said, "It is not a Republican year, and
whoever is nominated will most likoly be beat-
en." When the convention met it was appar-
ent that-th- e popular current and popular en-
thusiasm set toward Mr. Blaine with lrrcsisti ble
force. Many leaders were there to oppose, but
delegations gave them no heed. Mr. Blaine be-
came the Republican candidate for President
upon tho fourth ballot, receiving 541 votes,
wuero 511 were necessary for a choice.
His nomination was received with great enthus-
iasm by the mass of the party. . For years there
had been an element in tho party which, while
olaluiing to be Republicans, were as often Demo-
crats. They were free-trader- s and a class of
civil-servic- o reformers who had distinguished
themselves by declaring their own infallibility
and showing their lack of sympathy with the
masses. In Massachusetts and New York these
people raised the (standard of revolt. Possessing
wealth and social standing, they made a con-
siderable inroad into the party in those States
and had a smaller following elsewhere. They
were called 'mugwumps." It, however, was
early evident that In most States Mr. Blaino
was gaining more from tbe ranks of labor and
particularly from voters of Irish blood than was
lost by the Blainephobla fad. It was made the
most maliguant campaign known in tho history
of American politics by Mr. Blaine's foes of the
mugwump variety. A week before tho election
his success cemed assured. Then his foes. In

'jholr desperation, planned the Burchard con
spiracy, with its "Kum, Romanism and Rebel-ion,- "

which was put forth as Mr. Blaine's utter-
ance, losing him thousands of votes In .New
York, New Jersey and Connecticut Even with
this, Mr. Cleveland carried New York by the
meagre plurality of 1,017 votes, and thus se-
cured his election.

DEFEAT DID NOT SOUR HIM.
If Mr. Blaine's defeat was a keen disappoint-

ment, no one ever knew it. Ten days after he
told ot the Burchard incident with a humor pe
culiarly bis own. IIo took up the second volnme
of "Twenty Years of Congress," and carried it to
completion. In 1886 he took an active part in
tho campaign of Maine. During tho spring of
1S87 he went abroad, and was absent untilJuly,
1SSS. He was spoken of for the presidential
nomination in 1889. but he refused to be a can-
didate, and those wbo knew him best declared
that he did not want the nomination. His
friends early became tho supporters of General
Harrison, whom Mr. Blaine held in high regard,
when it became evident that .Judge Greshain
could be surely defeated by such a course, all of
Mr. Blaine's personal friends sharing his hostility
to tho Judge, because, with him. they believed
that be failed to support Mr. Blaine In 1881.
While Mr. Blaine was abroad he answered Mr.
Cleveland's free-trad- e message with a vigor and
completeness which called forth the pralso of
protectionists. Years before General Harrison's
nomination Mr. Blaine bad expressed the
highost regard for the character of the man, and
the highest opinion of his abilities, so that tho
nomination was entirely satisfactory, lie took
nn active part In the campaign. The more re-
cent events ot Mr. Blaine's life, his connection
with General Harrison's Cabinet as Secretary of
State, aro so fresh In tho publio mind that it is not
necessary to dwell upon them.

Mr. Blaine's last appearance In a publio ca-
pacity at the Capitol was made before the com-
merce committeo of the Senate during tbe last
eaion. Ills powers of mind and body had boen

falling then, and the fact had been remarked by
somo of his friends, but on this occasion he
seemed to feel the life and fire of youth, and his
aldrefis was characterized by the clearness of
thought, penetration, energy and vigor of the
Blaine of old. The subject before the commit-
tee was a bill to grant a Trench company au-
thority to lay a cable from the United btates to
San Domingo. Tne government of Brazil had
given this company tho monopoly of the right to
lay a cable through Brazilian territory to the
West Indies, where It was to connect with a
cabio from France. Attached to the Brazilian
grant was a condition that the cable company
should secure cable connections with the United
BtateH, Brazil being anxious to have direct com-
munication with this oountry. In order to com-
ply with this condition a new and auxiliary cor-
poration to the original French company was
organized. It came to tho government of the
United States for permission to lay
a cablo from Charleston or Port
Royal to San Domingo; hero it was to
conneet with the cable from Brazil. Mr. Blaine,
as Secretary of State.declined. in the name of the
President, to grant the privilege requested, un-
less the company would agree to waive its
monopoly rights in Brazil in favor of any Amer-
ican company which might wish to lay a cable.
The company claimed that it was impossible to
agree to such a thing; that it only warned to lay
a cable to 8au Domingo, and had no control
over the other companies whoso lines ran to
Brazil. Mr. BlaiDc considered this to bo a sub-
terfuge, and imitated that no cable should be laid
until the Brazilian government should grant
to any cabl o company the Fame rights as
were accorded tho French company. An at-
tempt was then made to get from Congress what
Mr. Blaino had denied, and a bill
granting tho necessary permission to
lay a cable In the territory lu tbe United
gtates was introduced. When tho bill
came up for a hearing beforo the committee on
commerce, of which Senator Frye is chairman,
Mr. Jeff Chandler appeared in behalf the com-
pany. Mr. Blaine periled, and natoni&bed tho
committee by the anuimatiou he displayed. Ho
carried his point, and by a unanimous vote tho
committeo coincided with the position taken by
Mr. Blaino. nmj-- a

PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS.

Mr. IUalne's Home Life How He Worked
and Ate Ilia Valuable ttetn.

While yet a yonng man Mr. Blaine and
Miss Harriet tanwood, of Augusta, Me., a
member of one of the eld New England
families, were married. Mrs. Blaine was a
woman well worthy of the high regard
which Mr. Blaine always had for her. The
Blaine homo was a model, and the brilliant
statesman added to his other hiah qualities
those of a model hnsband and father. No
man ever held in higher esteem the borne
relation than did Mr. Blaino, and those
who have seen him at home hay seen him
at his best. Of soven children, three are
now liviug.

While Mr. Blaine's mother, and nearly
all of his brothers and sisters, were com-

municants of the Catholic Church, he
was a Protestant, like his father, and be-

came a member of tho Aag.uitaCoxigro--

fational Church soon after going to Maine,
training very naturally made

him so tolorant of the faith of his
mother that he was ofteu accused
ot being at heart a Catholio and really a mem-
ber of that church by early baptism. The visit
of Cardinal Gibbons to Mr. Blaine's bouse dar-
ing his Ulneps caused many persons to think
that Mr. Blaine, who. it has been repeatedly
stated, was baptized, when a child, into the
Catholio Church, desired tn re-ent- er that church
on his death-bed- . Until the Presbyterian Church
of the Covenant was built, of which President
Harrison is a member, Mr. Blaine had been in
the habit of attending the First Congregational
Churcn, situated on the corner of Tenth and O
street, near the business section of Washing-
ton. He gave $5,000 towards building the
Church of the Covenant, and when It was ready
for occupancy rented a pew there.

A HIGH-PRESSU- RE WORKER.
Mr. Blaino was a high-pressur- e worker. A gen-

tleman who was Intimately acquainted with tho
statesman said that, in his opinion, Mr. Illalno
broke himself down by intemperate work and
Irregular habits of eating. Whenever be became
deeply interested in a subject Mr. Blaise's ar-

dent nature led him to work beyond his strength.
He would shut himself up in his room, would not
allow himself to bo disturbed, and would not eat,
sleep or rest until he had finished his task. He
seemed to have adopted the motto which the
great electrician Edison, who works in much the
same way, gave to a youth "don't look at the
clock." An example of Mr. Blaine's habit of
continued, uninterrupted labor, was furnished
In the early part of the Behring sea correspond-
ence. He became Intensely absorbed In carry-lu- g

on this correspondence with Great Britain
and would retire to his room, where ho went to
work with law books, diplomatio correspondence
and papers piled liih around him. He would
start in after breakfast and sometimes would
work on steadily without rest or food until 9 or
10 o'clock at night. Then he would be too
fatigued to eat, and the next morning would
make up for It. These nta c? labor would use
him up for a week. He was not ordinarily a
large eater. But he was very irregular in his
eating. Apparently ho had no marked fondness
for any kind of food. He did not care for fancy
dishes end when traveling seldom consulted the
menu, but told the waiter to bring him a good
meal. He liked plain, old-fashion- cooking.
Whenever he did taste anything which greatly

leased him It was bard to get him to quit andEe would continue to eat, despite his watchful
wife's admonitions. In former years he was
fond of horseback riding and took considerable
exercise; but of late he showed inuoh disinclina-
tion to bodily exertion.

During the winter beforo his illness Mr. Blaine
gave many small dinners and was a frequent
diner out. During the summer he lived on his
porch at Bar Harbor a grant deal of the time and
seemed to enjoy Immensely having his grand-
children about him to talk with. This Bar liar--
bor cottage Is a large building and was chiefly
remarkable for its great veranda, completely en-
circling the house. A beautiful prospect can be
had from Its porches, on which tho family almost
lived in the summer time. It is about twenty
feet wide where it overlooks Mount Desert bay.
Mr Blaine was very found of Bar Harbor and oc-
casionally, when in a reminisoent mood, would
tell his visitor of the time wheuhe might have
bought the wholo island tor $500. Mr. Blaine
says that when he was In the Maine Legislature
he had for a seat-mat-o old man Bodlck,the orig-
inal settler and proprietor ot the island. This
was In 1856. The two men Deoatne well ac-
quainted. One summer Kodick asked Mr. Blaine
up to his home. Kodick lived alone on the
island. Mr. Blaine went there and admired the
filace greatly, whereupon Kodick offered to s ell

him for $500.
MR. BLAIXK'S WEALTH.

Mr. Blaine died a rich man, even as wealth is
reckoned in these days. He was worth close
on to a million of dollars, if not more than that
amount. It is probable that if somo of bis specu-
lative investments could bo sold out under ad-

vantageous circumstances his wealth would be
included in the list of millionaires. His holdings
of coal lands are large, and, with the develop-
ment of the country, must greatly Increase in
value, if kept intaot for several years. Mr.
Blaine, by reason ot ha wide popularity and
friendships, enjoyed opportunities unusual to
the average publio man of making money. He
was associated with a number ot men of wealth
In various enterprises, and his sagacity and busi-
ness foresight kept him from wasting much
money on brilliant but illusory speculative
Erojects. He was Interested with Secretary

ago in a silver mine out of whloh he
made considerable money.

At the time of bis death ho owned real estate
In the city of Washington which would probably
sell under the hammer for more than a quarter
of a million of dollars. In 1831. when ho was
living in his old house, near General Sherman's
former residence, and was building his house on
Dupont circle, he told a well-know- n and wealthy
Kepublican with whom he was talking on the
subject ot their respective riches that he was.
worth $500,000. His property in Washington has
greatly enhanced in value since that time, and
the development of West Virginia coal lands in
recent years certainly inado Mr. Blaine a richer
man on this class of property. Mr. Blaine
bought bis Dupont-clrcl- e property, now almost
in the heart of tho fashionable north
west, when Stewart castle, whloh is across
tbo way, was thought to be out in tho
suburbs. The grounds and the house cost him
approximately 35X)0. Two or three years ago
he sold a number of tho lots In the rear of bis
house for $75,000. The house and the remaining
ground is valued by competent Judges ot $150,-OO- O.

Mr. Letter, Mr. Blaine's tenant, originally
paid $l-,0- 00 a year, which has been reduced to
$8,000, in consideration of Mr. Lelter making
certain repairs necessary after the tire, which
came near consuming it. The house on Lafay-ett- e

square hoot first rented for three jears, with
an option of -- purchasing for $05,Ooo. He took
advantage of tho option, and bought tho prop-
erty after six months' residence. Mr. Blaine also
owned some valuable ground on P street, and a
considerable area of ground, of a less well-estab-blih- ed

but increasing value, on what is known
as Meridian hllL This property is Just beyond the
old city limits, and overlooks tho town. Mr.
Blaine bought it very cheap, paying in the neigh-
borhood of 10 cents a foot. A boom In It a
few years ago makes it salable now at from 50
cents to $1 per square foot, and some of tho
choicest lots are held at $l.f0.

Mr. Blaine also owned residence property in
Augusta and Bar Harbor, Me. Ills holding of
West Virginia and Pennsylvania coal lands are
considerable. lie was associated with Mr. C P.
Huiitinuton and President Ingalls, of th e Chesa-
peake fc Ohio railroad, in the ownership of lands
along the lino of that road. He was also ono of
the directors in the West Virginia Central Rail-
road Company, in which ex-Senat- or Davis, Hec-reta- ry

Elklns, ry Itayard and others
are interested. This road taps coal and timber
lands which Mr. Blaine bought years ago very
cheaply, and which have become vaiuablo
through the railroad connections atlorded them,
lie also possessed stocks aud bonds. Including
bank stocks, but the approximate value of which
cannot be stated.

STATE NORMAL, SCHOOL.

Ilouse and Senate Committees Ylslt tbe In-
stitution at Terre Ilaute.

Speoial to the Indianapolis JourniL.
Tep.re Haute. Jan. 27. There were about

forty persons in tho special car that
bronght members of tho legislative com-
mittees on education from Indianapolis to
visit tho State Normal School to-da- y. The
number of visitors was smaller than usual
on these occasions and was explained by
some of the visitors on tho ground that
many members and Senators had gone to
Chioago to view the world's fair grounds.
On tbe arrival of the train here tho guests
of tho day were taken to the Normal build-
ing, where the professors escorted them
through the reoitation rooms and
explained the needs of the eohool.
Later the students ana guests
assembled in tho largo hall when President
Pardons spoke brietly of tho school's growth,
the cost of education and tbe necessity for
larger facilities. Twenty-thre- e years ago
the school was opened with twenty stu-
dents. At the last spring term there was
an attendance of more than one thousand,
ana the school year ended with nearly 1,S00
names of ditiefent students on the roll.
The cost to the State of education was
stated to be 65 a year for each student,
which is lower than at any like education-
al institution in the country. The total
number of different students since the or-
ganization of the school is 8,125. and of
these fully one-ha- lf are now teaching in
the common schools, proving good the
claim ot tho friends of the institution that
it is tho mother school of the common
schools of the State. The amount of theappropriation asked for is SCQ.f.OJ. Presi-
dent Parsons said that this was based on
carefully revised estimates of the cost ofcrnstructing and equipping the proposed
addition to the present building.

Members of the Legislature were callednpon, and. without exception, they ex-
pressed their sympathy with the work of
this institution and a willingness to do
what they could to promote its growth
and prosperity. Those who spoke were
Representatives Teal.
