As expected, it was found that
the petty sports were again reveling in the
delights of a "pair o' dice."

At I ron's place the reporter entered by
the frontdoor, and as he passed back to
the bar be noticed the genial proprietor
sitting In his little private sanctum, which
is partitioned off from that portion of the
room where his plebeian patronscongregate,
by a low railing. Tron was sitting with
bis feet perched upon a desk, a decollete
expression upon bis face and seemed serene-
ly confident that the night's busi-
ness would not decrease the coin in
bis coders. Passing to the rear of the
saloon the reporter accosted the sentinel
posted at the foot of the stairs leading to
the gambling-room- s above. "Can we get
anything up stairs to-nigh- t? ' he asked.
The sentinel surveyed the reporter, who
was a stranger to him, for a few minutes,
and was evidently satisfied with bis silent
Investigation, as he replied, briefly, "Yes."
and took from his Docket a key with which
he oulocked the door, and the reporter as-
cended to the room, where be found a game
in progress in all its pristine glory.
There were probably twenty persons
circled around tbe table and the
bones rolled merrily to the sing-son-g tone
of the game-keep- er as he called "crack'era
up boys! drop your money on the line!
High or low, or the field here now!" After
viewing the game and surroundings for a
few moments the reporter withdrew. Dur-
ing his visit, however, he uoticed how
tightly the windows were sealed, so as to
prevent the least ray of light from pene-
trating and being visible from the outside.
When he left the bail lm. he
carefully surveyed the outside to
eeo if any light escaped, and fonnd
that none did. The police have frequently
said, when asked if gambling was going
on, that it was not, because the roams
were always dark. From Tron's the re-
porter went to Miles's place, a few doors
north, and a confidential inquiry of the
bartender as to whether he could find
amusement above, elicited a reply in tbe
allirnjAtive. Anod to a young man in the
room brought the latter forward. Walk-
ing to the front door, he looked up and
down the street, and. finding the coast
clear, be turned to the door opening into
the stairway, and admitted tho reporter
and a friend who accompanied him. Half
way up the stairs was another-door- , bolted
and barred. A knock caused it to be
opened and a young colored man admitted
them to tne rooms above. The game at this
place was light, and the "house" did not
seem to be making a great deal of "coin."
As he left the building the reporter re-
marked about the lightness of the game to
the sentinel, and be replied: Ob, yes; it's
not been advertised yet; but they'll begin
to fall in in a few days."

YITAL STATISTICAL REPORT.

Marriages Falling: Off, but Number of Chil-

dren Show an Increase.

Birth and marriage statistics reported to
the secretary of the State Board of Health
for the year closing Sept. SO. 1802, show
that there were 10,623 marriages in tho
State during the last year, which is 420
less than the preceding year. Of this
number 10.243 of the contracting parties
were white and colored;
American grooms, 17,700; American
brides. 18.078; foreign grooms. 1,158; foreign
brides, 075. There were 71 grooms and
4,857 brides under twenty years of age,
seventy-nin- e grooms and eleven brides be-
tween seventy and eighty years, and four
grooms and one bride over eighty. The
total number of births during tbe year was
S3.CG1. as against S3, 410 in the year before.
Of the number of children born the last
year 17,528 were males, 16.138 females, 657
colored. The number of illegitimate chil-
dren was fifty-thre- e. In three cases chil-
dren were born in triplets.

Terre Haute will not lag behind tho pro-
cession and Indianapolis will claim a place
at the top. Lovers of racing will lind it to
be a hard lot to choose from in the point of
excellence.

In view of tbe recent decision in regard
toStamboul and Kremlin, the following
from the Turf. Field and Farm correspond-
ence is Interesting: "I regard tbe stallion
Kremlin as tbe most likely candidate for
two-minu- te honors of any horse that has
as yet appeared on the turf. While I am

the company in the snm of $12,000

and for the appointment of a
receiver to take charge of the
aflaira of the company. The complaint,
after the usual allegations of incorpora-
tion, continues to say that on the
16th day of April, 1832, the defendant
company was indebted to the plaintiff in
the snm of $10,000 for money loaned for
the purpose of 'farthering the defend
ant' a business and that the loan wtfs wit-

nessed by three promissory notes, .each for
the sum of $3, 33, due on demand
and bearing 6 per cent, interest, payable at
the office of 1L L. Belknap, In New York
city. It avers that the company is wholly
insolvent and unable to meet
its obligations. The complaint con-
cludes with the petition for the
appointment of a receiver, who shall be
ordered and authorized to take charge of
the assets of the coinpauy and sue for and
recover any demands that may be due, or
enforce any liabilities that may be out-
standing, or unpaid stock, or other claims
justly due the defendant.

Tbe complaint also asks that inquiry be
made into tne rights and privileges of the
company exercised under its franchises,
with a view to ascertaining whether they
be authorized by law. The summons was
issued against Dr. Kobert C. Light, and
made returnable Feb. 10.

Mr. William Dobson. who was formerly
president of the company, in speaking of
the suit, yesterday, said: "The lttth day of
April referred to in the complaint was in

of lblTJ. and it was about this time
that the company deposited with the
County Commissioners the certified
check for 10,000. The minutes of
the company show that this money was
borrowed in New York, but 1 doubt the
correctness of the minutes on this point.
It is my opinion that the money borrowed
at that time was obtained in tnts city. At
the time the money was borrowed the
bolder of the notes was given a lien on the
company's interest in the $10,000. When
Dr. Light repurchased the company 1 was
with him in the otlice of A. L.
Mason, attorney for Mr. Belknap, and
the minute books of the company
were there.

sense of propriety tbe navy regulations
provide for the mere passing of the word:
"All bands bury tbe dead." Iu all matters
pertaining to death the navy is distinguished for delicacy and a touch of old-fashion- ed

sentiment to be expected of men
who, in theory at least, are supposed to berisking their lives in the service of others.

The ship's bell is also a fire 6ignal. When
a lire is discovered aboard a ship the bell
is rung rapidly, and the ship's company re-
sponds with proper appliances for putting
out tbe fire. When a ship is in action,
however, tbe bell is not used as a Are sig-
nal, lest tbe knowledge that there is tire
aboard ship throw the crew into nanio and
distract the men from their business of
fighting. A fire during action is reported
to the captain, and he details officers and
men to the auty of putting ont the tire.

The ship's bell is employed by all nationssave tbe Turks as a fog signal. When a
ship lies at anchor in a fog the bell is kept
going with strokes in sets of three, sep-
arated by a short interval The Turks,
who have a distrust of balls, use drums for
this purpose.

The provisions of the navy make it im-
possible that the various signals of the bell
shall be confused one with another. Thotolling for church, single strokes separated
by a single interval, cannot be mistaken
for the rapid and irregular tire alarm, nor
can either of these be confused with thetriple fog signal. The half-hou- r signals
are di lie rent from any of these. They are
sounded in pairs, with a short interval. Ifan odd number is to be sounded the single
stroke comes last.

BEAUTY AND TI1E DEAST.
.

An Instance or the Surlcrlug of Architecture
in the Atmosphere of Ofllclallsiu.

Now that the World's Colombian Exhi-

bition buildings have been dedicated andevery critic, as well as every writer who
can tell a building from a sand-hea- p, isrushing into print with his opinions, it is
being well recognized that by far the
worst of the large buildings are those
not erected under the immediate direc-
tion of the bureau ot construction and
its able chief, Mr. Burnham, but which
were left to the tender mercies of official-
ism the United States government build-
ing and that built by the State of Illinois.
A steady wail of lamentation has gone up
over the shortcomings of these buildings,
but most unjustly. As a matter of faotnothing could be more satisfactory than
their dreadfulness. and the worse they are,
the more they obtrude their lack of propor-
tion and their foreignness to the whole
conception of the fair buildings, the better
it is for art, ana tbe moro thankful tbe
chief of construction and his associates
should be for them. Doubtless they are
not. but in that case we have simply an-
other illustration of the inability of some
men to appreciate their blessings. And
the merits of the bad points of these struc-
tures lie simply in this that they are
tho most complete And effective argument
for tbe designing of the fair that could
have been devised, more convincing and
moro powerful than even the wonderfnl
beauty of the main structures themselves.
There are, unfortunately, in this broad
land of ours, many people who do not
know a good building when they see one;
if this statement is not believed, how, pray,
are the atrocious structures constantly
going up in the most cultured communities
and admired in them to be explained! It is
to be feared, further, that there ure many
who will look upon the art and adornment
of the Chicago buildings as a waste that
might better have been saved. To both
of these the government and the Illinois
buildinffn will make the beat possible an
swer. Here are two buildings, not erect-
ed under tbe immediate supervision of the
fair, designed in the atmosphere of off-
icialism, by the most approved, maohine
methods, and seeming more ugly than they
really are. more out of place, more distort-
ed, more abominable, by reason of their
juxtaposition to tbe troo architectural
beauties produced by the Bureau of
Construction, by tbe application of
sound artistic knowledge, feeling and
appreciation of tbe beautiful. It is
the story of beauty and beast over again,
if tbe comparison be a proper one. Side
by side each system shines in undimmed
luster, and the most casual visitor will be
able to see and feel the force of art as op-
posed to ugliness.

THE SHIP'S BELL.

It Kinirs the H(urs, Calls to Worship, and
reals the Dancer Signal in All Navies.

New York Sun.
"When the crniser New York shall receive,

at the hands of the Seventh Regiment, her
promised 600-pou- nd bell she will have, per
haps, the largest ship's bell ever put afloat.
and certainly by far the largest in tbe
United States navy. Officers of the navy
are prophesying that tbe New York's big
bell will be a source of ducomfort in the
nick bay and an awkwardly heavy burden
to carry on deck. As bunting is the medium
through which a ship ordinarily communi
cates with the outside world, so the
bell is that through which she addresses
herself to those on board. Every lands
man has learned and forgotten the method
of striking the hours aboard ship, but the
dullest landsman may make sure of this
knowledge for the rest of his life by get--
tins two or three things clear in his head.
1 he nautical day begins and ends at noon.
when "eight bells" is struck. The bell ia
struck half-hourl- y day and night, one
stroke being added for each half-hou-r un
til eight is reached, when the count begins
at one bell.

Thus the hours are indicated in every
navy of the civilized world save the Brit
ish. Here there is a curious deviation
from the ordioary naval method of indicat
ion the hour, ana, if tradition be correct.
this deviation has behind it an interesting
bit of history. Before the British naval
mutinies of J.7J7 the bells, were struck on
board llntieh men-of-w- ar just as they were
and are on board the ships of other na-
tions. But in one of those mutinies
the signal agreed upon by the mu-
tineers was the stroke of five bells.

p. m. When that signal came
tho mutineers roso to slay their
officers. In the Gght that followed the of-
ficers upon one ship, at least, were driven
over tbe starboard side, and the mutineers
f'ratime were in possession of the ship.
When order was restored throughout the
navy the stroke of live bells at p. m. in
the second "dog watch" was dropped from
its place in sequence, though live bells
was retained at 0:80 a. m. The stroke at
6:SO p. m. in the British navy is one bell, at
7 two bells, at 7:30 three bells, bnt at 8 it is
eight bells. From that hour till 6:30 P. M.
the sequence of strokes is the same as in
the United States navy. If tradition
is to be trusted tho common prac-
tice in the British navy of having officers
assemble on the port side of the ship and
men on the starboard side of the ship is
also to be traced to the mutinies of 17U7.

For nearly ono hundred years the star-
board 6i de, whence the officers retreated
before the mutineers, has been esteemed
disgraced, and only just now is the British
navy returning to the custom of other
navies and making the starboard the
"dress" side of the ship.

In the matter of the bell, as of other
things, there is in the United States navy
a routine long established by precedent.
The bell, a small a Hair, of rather
high, light tone, hangs either just for-
ward or just abaft of tbe foremast on or
under the forecastle. The captain's or-
derly keeps tbe time and reports to
the officer of tbe deck the hour in terms of
"bells." The officer of the deck then bids
the messenger of tbe watch strike the bell.
There is somewhat more formality at eight
bells than at other times, for then the hour
is reported to tbe captain, and the bell is
not struck until he has said. "Make it so."
Here is the routine at 8 a. m.: The orderly
says to the officer of the deck, "Eight bells,
sir." The officer of the deck replies, "He-po- rt

to the captain eight bells and chro-
nometers wound." Tho orderly then
goes to tho captain and says, "Eight
bells and chronometers wound, sir." The
captain, if he be so minded, replies, "Very
well; make it so." The orderly goes to
tho officer of tbe deck and says, "Make
it so. sir.''1 Tbe officer of the deck says
to the messenger of tbe watch, "Strike
eight bells," and if everybody has been
promptthe messeuger strikes eight bells at
exactly 8 a. M. Nobody knows whether it
would be eight bells if the captain should
tako it into his head to withhold his
majestio "Make it so." for an American
naval captain is so powerful a cerson
aboard ship and routiue has so strong a
hold upon the navy that perhaps the cap-
tain, it so minded, might put the nautical
day out of joint. At any rate the navy
will not soon forget that captain who, be-
ing left to sleep past eight bells after an
all-niiz- ht vigil in a storm, severely rebuked
the officer of the deck for not waking him
to give the usual word of assent.

The report "eight bells and chronome-
ters wound" is intended as a cheok upon
the navigating officer. To him the ship's
chronometers are confided. There are
three chronometers and a "hack" on each
man-of-wa- r. The "hack" is simply a porta-
ble chronometer that may be taken ashore
if need be. The others, once affixed to their
place in the navigator's room or the chart-roo- m,

are never removed. The navigator
knows his chronometers even better than
he knows his ship-mate- s. The error and tbe
rate of tbe chronometers, as compared with
Greenwich mean time, are accurately
known, and it is pretty sure thatif one gets
out of order tbe others' may be depended
upon. Besides the chronometers there are
ship's clocks which aro kept up to local
time. Some of the ship's clocks are now
made to strike the bells, but the old routine
is retained, except that tbe clock does the
work of the messenger. Whether or not
the clock would stop should the captain, at
eight bells, withhold his "make it so," is a
question yet to be determined.

When ships are cruising in squadron,
with a still' disciplinarian for admiral, tbe
whole lleet, if lying in port, awaits the flag-
ship's bells. The messenger stands by the
bell, clapper in hand, and, as soon as the
flagship's bell has sounded, tbe bells
throughout the fleet begin to sound. When
all are lying close together the eftect is in-
teresting and agreeable. Tho llagship is
the time-keep- er of the lleet, and shortly be-

fore seven bells, at 7:80 o'clock in the morn-
ing, a time-sign- al is displayed by tbe flag-
ship. At exactly 7:10 this signal drops, the
clocks on all the ships are ant, and seven
bells is struck throughout the fleet.

The ship's bell serves not only to indicate
the hours, but to signal a var'oty of other
things. When the ship carries a chaplain
tbe bell is tolled .for service on Sunday
morning. Grown folks are not obligedjo
attend, bnt minors must The bell is, how-
ever, not tolled at funerals. With. nice
