Language Used by Mr. Balfour That
Aroused the Premier’s Indignation.

Exciting Scene in the House of Commons—The
Irish Ex-Secretary Called a Coward—
Frenchmen Arraigned for Bribery.

Loxpox, Feb. 10.—In the Hounss of Com-
mons to-day Arthur J. Baliour, leader of
the Unionists, spoke at length in favor of
extending the debate on the Queen’s ad-
dress. After repeating his former argu-
ments on the point bhe reminded the House
that when the Conservatives were in office
the Liberals had insisted upon louger de-
bates o the address.

Mr. Gladstone questioned the correctness
of Mr, Balfour’s statement. Comparison of
the records of the two governments would
show, he said, the centrary to have been
the case. The matter, however, was not of
vital immportance. He objected to the man-

per in whieh the extension of the debate
had been introduced without previous no-
tice.

Mr. Balfour replied with spirit that he
had mnot oniy given notice, but, also, had
devated the question last evening when
the right honorable gentleman opposite
was more agreeably occupied. Thisslur had
an unexpected efiect on the House. The
Liberal and Irish members snswered it
with ories of ‘“shamme” and jeers,
which completely drowned the oppo-
sition cheers. Mr. Balfour paused until
the c¢onfusion subsided and toben added
that be assumed the right honorable gen-
tleman had been made acguainted with
the circumstances sthrough his coileague,
sSir William Harconrt., If the nouse was to
be led by two gentlemen who never com-
munpieated with each other the proceedings
would necessarily be conducted with con-
siderable difiiculty. [Criesof "Oh, oh” aud
“Shame.”

When Mr. Gladstone arose to answer Mr.
Balfour he was trembling with indigoa-
tion. In & voice shaken with anger Le
tbundered out: *“With due regard to cir-
cumstances and time, |1 bave endeavorgc_l to
serve the House to the best of my ability,
| Loud and prolonged echeers.| T'he right
honorable member from KEast Manchester
would bave shown better taste, would
have better fulfilled the duties of the post
which he oceupied, if he bad spared the
reference tomy agreeable occapation.”’

Repeated cheers followed Mr Glad-
stone's words and, ama the enthusiasm of
the demonstration, Mr. Balfour rose nn-
noticed to speak. Ieo began tbree imes
before his voice could be heard. [Defore he
had spoken adozen audible words the
Irish members drowaned his voice again
with yells, shouts of *On, oh,
coward” and “Withdraw.” After several
minutes of this bedlam, Thomas O'Connor,
auti-Parnellite, rose, apparently, to make
a point of order. Mr. Balfour yielaed to
him the floor, and the disorder abated. Mr.
O’Connor asked whether or not any ques-
tion was before the House, and the Speaker
replied that he understood Mr. Balfoar
wished to explain,

Am:d renewed confusion Mr. Balfour
mades himselt heard auﬂicfentlr to inform
the House that Le had not intended to hurt
the feelings of the Prime Minister; in fact,
that this right honorable gentlewan was
the last person in the House whom he
wittingly would offend. This apology wnas
received on all sides with prolonged cheers,
which turned to laughter as Mr. Balfour
added that the right honorable to whose
more agreeable occupation he had referred
was not the Prime Minister, but one of his
colleaguea.

Ex-Miunister Baihant, Nenator Bereal, ex-
Minpister and Deputy Anton Proust, Depaty
Duague De la ["auconunerie, ex-Deputy
(Gobron, Charles de lLesseps, M, Marins
Fontaine, Henry Cottu and M, Blondin
were arraigned in the Palais de Justice
yesterday on charges of corruption in con-
nection with the Panama lottery bonds
bill, The indictment on which they were
arraigued sets forth that a note has been
found among the papers of Charles de
L.esseps showing that M. Baibhasut asked
for 1.000;000 franes for introducing the
Panama bill in the ehambers. The meas-
ure was laid on the table in the Chamber
of Deputies on June 17, and on the same
day Charles de Lesseps issned two cash

vouchers, theamountof whiech M. Fontaine
received on the following day. On receiv-
ing the money M, Fontaine immediately
handed 250,000 francs to M. Blondin, who
took the money to Bgihaut atthe Chamber
of Deputies. On the 218t of June M. Blon-
dipn paid M. Bubanta farther sum of 125,000
francs.
