Patronage Bill Passes the House and the
“Auntis" Give Up the Fight,

The deed is done, Cullop bas the scalps
of the kickers at his belt, the patronage
fight is ended by knoeking down the ma-
jority of the House Democrats with a elub,
and they will npow orawl in aud join hands
with the Matthews faction in political leg-
islation. ‘“The way to win the admiration
of a Democrat 18 to knock bhim down and
#it on bis bead,” remarked one of the Gov-
ernor’s friends yesterday after the Mel.ean
bill bad passed the Hounse., “Matthews
will now stand as the undisputed leader of
the yoang Democracy of Indiana, and you
will see no more rebellions agalnet him.”
The only ones particularly hurt n the
fracas are the State organ of Democracy,
which has been tramped on, and a few

members who have played double in the
afiair.

The Governor's friends did not expect the
bill to come down yesterday, but the
Bpeaker wanted the row to be over and
fired it down on toird reading before din-
per. Hench and Ader were bLoth on their
feet to move the previous question, and it
went through, only Hepublicans voling
sgainst the gag, A roll-call was had on
the tinal passage of the pill, and 1t passed
the House by a vote of 63 to .9, afterwards
corrected to stand 64 to 30, as follows (Re-
publicans in 1talics);

When the appropriation bill was taken
up in the House yesterday morning Mr.
Lindemuth very neatly punetured the

DEALING WITH THE TAX LAW.

Erwin Amendment to the Tax Law Wiped
Out—Lindeamoth's Mortgage Bill,

Yesterday morning Mr. Barnes called np
the Cullop tax bill, to which the Erwin
amendment, which has caused such
& pretty fight, was pending before
the lHouse. and saspoke against the
amendment, delivering a speech pre-
pared by himself and his tutor, the At-
torney-general. He based his argument
upon the declaration that in the railroad
tax cases the Supreme Court sustained the
law on account of the ¢lause carrying for-
ward to the State board all the ornginal
jurisdiction and powers of county boards
of review, which clause the Erwin amend-
ment, he said, strikes out. This wrs the
keystone of the arch npon which the court
sustainea the law as to the railroad feature.

He declared that the man whodrafted the
amendmrnt—and be was carefnl to say that
he did not mean Erwin—drafted it with
the intention of letting ount the railroads,
telegraph, sleeping-car and other corpo-
rations. Its etlect would be to send the At-
torney-general to the Supreme Court of the
United States to sustain a case with noth-
pg but a repealed law to stand upon.

Mr. Erwin replied to the brief whieh he
said had been prepared by the Attorney-
general, declaring that honest men might
honestiy differ. He then explained just
what words the amendment cut out of the
Cullop bill, wbhich bas already been sot
forth at length in the Journal. His objec-
tion to the Cullop bill, be deolared, was
that it gave the State board original juris-
dictiou on persons, partuverships, corpora-
tions of all kinds, and power to haul an in-
dividual from &he remotesat corner of the
State up to Indianapolis to answer to his
assessment, no matter how emall his prop-
erty. He did not believe the board should
have the right to fix orniginal assessmens
upon any property situated wholly within
one connty. 1TLe latter part of bis epeech
was devoted to an attack on the Callep
bill, Barnes asked him where he got the
amendment, and Erwin replied that it was
banded to him by Hugh Doherty,
of Bluofiton. Barnes then wanted
to know 1f he thought the railroad attor-
neys haa prepared this amendment for the
benefit of the dear people, and Erwin re-
piied with an eloquent defense in general
and railroad lawyers 1n partioular. The
previous question was ordered, and the
smendment wiped out by a vote of 75 to 9.
Heneh tried to get a reconsideration in or-
der to get another amendment, but his mo-
tion was tabled.

Later in the day Wright's b1ll, so amend-
ing the tax law as to reach bank deposits,
came up and was favorably pussed to sec-
ond reading, despite an adverse report
from the majority of the ways and means
commitiee.

Of far more importance to the people
than any tax-law amendment ofiered this
yearis Mr, Lindemuth’s bill, which came
up on favorable committes report yester-
day from the ways and means committes,
It provides that all mortgage indebtedness
taxable 1n this State shall be deducted
from the taxable value of the real estate
it 18 secured by. Mr. Lindemuth explained
that the biil wss of interest to the bor-
rowing class and wonld prevent dounble
taxation, At present the borrower pays
full taxes upon his mortgaged property,
and pays aleo, either directly or indirect-
Iy, upon the mortgages,

Mr. Barnes asked i: this wounld not let
the railroads out to the full extent of their
bonds, and Mr. Lindemuth replied that he
thought not, as few, 1f any, railtoad bonds
were tnxtl in this State. However, if
there wasMiny such loop-hole 1n the bill it
conld easily be amended, and he wou!d ac-
cept the amendment. Mr. Clanser also
agoko for the bill and the report was adopt-
ed.

It is true you propose by this bill
to pay additional salary over $2,500 out of
the coanty treasury., “Why not allow us
the same privilege? Tho hill does not effect
any county exceps those having o city of
over thirty thousand. Why do you forget
counties with as large a vote as scme of
those with & large city in themn? Why do
you passa bill that forgets the agrical-
tural class! Let my amendment go in and
then all counties can, if they desire, avail
themselves through the County Commis-
sioners and under this proposed statute
the privilege of paying a juage at leaat
what he may earn 1n his official position.
It is uot right to forget my county and
others where our judges do as much work
asany one of the judges who may preside
in any county aflected by this proposed
law, \

ROUTINE OF THE SENATE,

Number of Minor Bills Acted Upon but
Nothing Ntartling Done,

Mr. McKelvey managed to get Repre-
sentative Thornton’s bill, 240, to cowpel
mipe-owners to provide gufficient timber
with which to brace the walls to keep
them from caving in, passed, So far every
bill legisiating for mine laborers that has
been introduced has been favorably con-
sidered by the Senate. Mr. Suchanek’s bill,
74, prohibiting the employment of cbal-

dren under fourteen years of age in the
manuafacture of steel, nails, machinery or
tobacco, was engrossed.

Mr. Ader’'s bill, 59, concerning changes of
venue taken from justices of the peace, pro-
viding that when such ohanges are taken
in eriminal cases, the justice can send
the case to the Mayor or police judge,
paseead,

Senator MecDonald msanaged, throungh
sepnatorial courtesy, yesterday, to ford
through the Senate with his bill providing
for the reassessment of lands 10 towuns
where property increases rapidly in value,
Mr. MclDonald owes this success to his
amiecable reiations with the membera of
the Sennte, as it wasout of the regular
order of business, _

The following House bills were engrossed
yesterday morning by the Senate:

Mr. Fippin's bill concerning gravel roads;
Mr. Fipplu’s bill fixing punishment for ob-
structing railroads; Mr, DBenymer's bill
making it unulawful to drive mules or
horses to atreet cars in certain cases; Mr.
MeMullen's local bill concerning preferred
stock of railroads.

Senator Parker's bill, 2(8, conecerning cer-
tain public otienses and their pumishinent,
for the relief of county jaile, ete., of per-
sistent ofienders by sending them to the
penitentiary for a term of not less than
pinety days, passed. The law as it was
made the shortest term in the penitentiary
one year.

ROUSE COMMITTEE REPORTS

Conviet Labor Bill end Other Important
Measures Acted Upon Yesterday,

The Magee conviet labor bill, which has
passed the Senate, came nup on favorable
committee reportin the lHouse yesterday
afternoon. Mr. Snlzer moved that it be
made a special order for this afternoon,
and spoke for it as the best thing leit n
the way of prison-iabor reform since the
House had killed the Deery bill to abolish
the contract system., His motion was.
adopted by Republican votes,

The ¥ort Wayne charter was favorably
reported, with ac amendment incorpor-
ating an annexation feature, and the re-

port was adopted. Mr. Hench gave notice
that there would be several amendments
oftered when the bill came up for engross-
ment,

The majority of the insurance committee
was nguinst Deery’s chila insurance bill,
but the minority report favoring it was
adopted. Child insurance has never be-
come 8o prevalent in America as it did in
England some years ago, when 1t led to
numerons murders of children and in-
humwan cruelty toward them.

Mr, Barnes’s bill requiring county sur-
veyors to use solar instruments died on
committee report.

The jyliciary committee reporved against
Mr., Gregg's jury-reform Dbill, but the
House, out of courtesy to Mr. Gregg, or-
dered it privted. It provides that nine
votes in ajury of twelve ahall determine a
verdictin civil cases, and would lLe very
far reachingin its effects, There is little
or no chance of a bill of 8o muoh imbport-
ance getting through this seesion,

Dailey's monument bill was engrossed
yesterday. In etfect it anthorizes the Gov-
ernor to appoint a Democrat to succeed
General Bennett on the commissien. Dr.
Blair asked, sarcastically fiffMr. Dailey had
any assugrance that Governor Matthews
would appoint a Demoecrat.

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT,

BHELBYVILLE, Ind., Feb. 22.—Governor
Matthews is being bitterly condemned by
the better elementof our citizens for the
cowardice he dieplayed in refusing to
either sign or veto the McHugh bill,
lengthening the terms of the city oflicers
A prominent Demoerat this morning said:
