Effort to Delay Ratifieation of the Hawallan

Treaty Till After March 4.
Special to the Indiauapolis Joarval.

WasHixgrox, Feb, 22.—Every day oppo-
sition to the Hawaiian sannexation treaty
aDpears to grow stronger. It is nnderstood
thatin addition to the three Republican
Senators who have previously announced
their opposition to annexation, Senator
Allison, of lowa, has expressed his antag-
onism to the ratification of the treaty.
Being chairman of the appropriations com-
mittee Senator Allison can do more to de-
feat the treaty than any other Senator on
the floor, since he can at any time bring up
an appropmation bill, which has always
the right of way. By judiciousiy consum-
ing time with these bills the friends of the

treaty can be prevented from any oppor-
tunity of considering the proposition be-
fore March 4. It is charged by some of the
more impatient friends of annexasion that
the remarkable delay in disposing of
the sundry oivil appropriation bill in
the Senate was mainly caused by the op-
vosition to the treaty, and that this is but a

sample of the dilatory tactics to be pursned
by the anti-annexationists. As there re-
main only mnine legislative days of this
Congress and almost &8 many appropria-
tion billsare yet to be disposed of in the

Senate, it can be seen that theonly hope of
ratification during the present session lies
in rusbing through the appropriation bills,
In addition to the appropriations there are
important bills like the Nicaragua canal,
whose champions will be as earnest in
fighting for opportanity for consideration
in the limited time left as will the annexa-
tionists, Commissioner Thurston, how-
ever, states that hq is convinced that the
treaty will be ratified beiore the end of the
session,

Should the treaty not be ratified before
March 4, it will come up at the extre ses-
sion of the Senate which will be summoned
to confirm the Cabinet and such other
nominasions as Mr. Cleveland may make, It
is diflicult to foreteil its fate under the
new administration. Mr. Cleveland, so
long as he thought the matter wonld be
disposed of during the present administra-
tion, was quoted as favoring annexation,
but now that the treaty threatens to come
to him, along with some other important
legacies of this administration, he has be-
come more wary and is now expressing no
opinien on the subject. Last week the

awaiian commissioneravisited New York.
1t is now said they called to see Mr. Cleve-
Iand, and asked for a conference, but that
the new chief executive refused to talk
tipon the subject of the treaty or to say
whether he would favor or oppose
its ratification should it go over to
his administration. From this 1t 18
thoughtthe commissioners really believe
the treatv will not be ratilied betore March
4. and that Mr, Cleveland may not encour-
age its ratification when he comes 1nto
power.

The Senate in execuiive session to-day
considered the treaty, and Mr. Morgan
made astrong plea for the annexation of
the islands. Senator Mills is opposed to
the present ratification of the treaty. He
insists thata question of sneh importance
ought not to be discussed behind the closed
doors of the Senste, but should be freely
and fully discussed by the pressand the
people.

To-day Representative Springer, of Illi-
nois, introduced in the House the follow-
1ug resolution for refefence to the commit-
tee on Ways and meanps:

Whereas, A treaty providing for the annexa-
tion of the Hawalian [slands to the United States
is now pending in the BSenate, whieh treaty, if
finally ratitied by the Senate of the United Staies
and by the governinent of Hawall and sanc-
tioned by Congress, will require the gov-
eruinent of the United Hintes to
pay the public debt of Hawail and the
amounts due depos.tors in the Hawallan postal
savings banks, which wmay aggrecate £3,250,000,
the sum of $20,000 per annum to the late Queen
of Hawail and the sum of #150,000 in fall to
the Princess Kaiulani, and which treaty will re-
quire the Congress of the United States within
one year to extend the tariff aud internal lJaws of
the United States Lo sald islands, thus obligating
this government to pay the inhabitants of sald

jslanda bounty upon the sugar which may be
produced in said Islands; therelore,

Resolved, That the FPresident of the United
Etates be requested to furnish this House wit
any finformation he wmay have showing the
awount of suid postal deposits and the debt of
Hawall, the rate ol interest they may bear, when
they will be due and where payable, and what
was the market value of the bonded debt of that
governwent prior to the establistiment of the
alleged provisional government of Hawaii, Also,
to furnish this House with any information in
the possession of thisa governwment sbhowing the
amount of sungar which ia annually produced in
Hawail, and the amount of money which will be
required to pay the bounty upon Hawalian
sugar in case of the annexation of Hawall to the
Uwnited States, and the probable amount of other
obligations which this government will incur
and assume as & necessary cousequence of such
annexation.

“I prefer not to express any opinion on
the subject,” replied the Princess.

“Wonld you accept a pension or other
compensation, should Hawali be annexed?”
asked the correspondent,

““As to that also [ prefer to say nothing,”
was the reply.

It was apparent to the correspondent
that the Princess fears her case to be hope-
less and that the American government is
determined upon_snnexation. It was also
evident that the Princess is guided by the
advice of her guardian, In answer to other
questions the Princess said that she was en-
tirely opvosed to the policy of the Queen,
and especially in regard to the bills which
the Queen is reported to have signed, and
which finally resulted in her overthrow.
The Princess said that she did not want
Hawaii to be nnder a protectorate of any
sort. She wished Hawaii to be independ-
ent. She believes that America and Hawaii
should be warm friends. She had never
seen the Enghsh oflicials, and did not be-
lieve that England would interfere in
Hawalian afiairs.

When asked if she would return to Eng-
land after her present visit to America,
the Princess answered: “‘Yes, if I am sue-
cessful, 1 will be of age next vear and |
wiil earry out my original intention, for
which the Hawaiian Legislature voted 84,-
000, which was to visit Queen Vietoria,
then to vieit the President of the United
States, and then proceed to Hawaii and
assume the position to whieh I am en-
titled.” The Princess said that she favored
the proposition made by Mr. Davies to the
provisional government of Hawaii that a
regency should be appointed for three
years, with 8, B. Dole, the head of the pro-
visional government, as President, the
Princess to be erowned Queen of Hawaii at
the termination of the regency.

Here the Princess excused herself on the
grounds of hurry in packing for the jour-
ney to America. Asshe arose she said, in
a pathetic tone and with sudden spirit:
“I want to do all I can for my peonle, and
to be an honest and true leader to them. I
simply want to do my duty to beloved
Hawaii.” The Princess shook hands warm-
ly with the correspondent and thanked
him for the sympathy shownp with her
canse, and asked him to convey her thanks
to the American preas ior the hearing given
her. The FPrincess and friends were then
photographed in a group in the econsery-
atory.

The party departed on the noon train to-
day, alighted at Bootle and drove to the
ateamship dock, where they boarded the
Tentonie., Although the name of the
Princess was on the passenger list, her
identity was unknown at douthport and
elsew here.

after n few words of private explanation
from Mr, Crisp. When general debate was
closed Mr. Quthwaite submitted the con-
ferenoe report on the army appropriation
bill, inorder that it might be printed.
After Mr. Hooksr had unnsuccesafuily en-
deavored to get unanimous consent to pass
a bill for the relief of a Mississippian and
had announced his solemn purpose to be a
thorn in the side of every other member
who wanted any legislation until this bill
was passed, the House adjourned.

Mr. Hoar, it was read by Seopator Mander-
son, ol Nebruska, who holds the same of-
fice, Mr. Manderson ia a good eloocurionist,
and his reading had a close and respectful
attention on the part of Senators and visit-

There was little time wasted in finishing
up and passing the sundry civil appropria-
tion bill, after which the conference report
on the army appropiiation bill was agreed
to and the consular and diplomatic appre-
priation bill wos brought belfore the Sen-
nte. Before any progress was made on this
bill the Benate proceeded to the coneidera-
tion of executive businesse. When the
doors were reopened the Scnate adjourned.
