PURDUE AND RAILROADING,

Novel and Important Experiments with Lo-
comotivesa and Fuel,
Bpecial to the Indlanapolis Journal,

Pourpue Uxiversity, Ind., Feb, 28.—One
of the problems which bas long occupied
the attention of railroad locomotive bunild-
ers is that of obtaining from locomotives
the highest results with the least ex-
penditure of material. Great progress has
been made in reducing the cost of motive
power on rallroads, and yet no mechanical
engineer will admit that the maximum
power has been attained for a ¢iven ex-
penditare of fuel. Purdue is the only in-
atitution of learning which has a modern
locomotive as a part of ita apparatus, A
rare locomotive it would beif itsheuld be
placed on a track. Itstands in the build-
ing of Purdue devoted to mechanical en-
gineering, aud is eet on large wheels whieh

prevent movement, u sortof a tread-mill
for locomotives. The purposs ol intro-
docing » locomotive in this connec-
tion is to test the different econ-
ditions of the abpplioation of steam
to locomotives. The engine performs all the
functions of an engine, except that 1t
does not move. It is so arranged that
gauges show the amount of power attained
and the speed, .

The first of a series of experiments was
made yesterday afternoon in the presence of
a number of railroad oflicials and experts,
amoog whom were William Forsvth, me-
chanical engineer of the C,, B, & Q,; C. H.
Quireaun, engineer of tests forthe C,, B. &
Q.; A. N, Voght, ot the Pennsylvania sys-
tem, Altoona. Pa.; J. E. Denton, professor
of engineering, Hoboken; N. J.; Mr. Barss,
mechanical engineer, of Chicago. The trial
was made nnder the direction of Prot. W.F.
M. Goss, professor of mechanioal and ex-
verimental engineering, and Mr. R. A.
Smart, his assistant. The entire class in
thatdepartment—thirty or forty—was prea-
ent, in overalls and jnmpers, to take part
in the work. The purpose of thisexperiment
was to discover the amount of coal burned,
water consamed, and their resultant of
steam, Lo haul a train of twenty loaded
cars on & atraight and Jevel track
twenty-five milee an hour for three hours,
All *he preparations were made to attain
ncourate resunlts. The coal was weighed,
the water measured and all sorts of ganges
and indicators marked the resnlt. The
railroad representatives carefully noted all
the results, their intercat showing that
they considered the experiment, with those
which will follow it, to be very important
teats, The testof yesterday was to show
the result of the application of steam under
certain conditions. It will be followed by
other tests with other conditions of changes
fn the method of the application of steam.
When they are all made, it will be easy to
tell tbat form of application which will
afiford the greatest power at the least cost,
When a series of experiments shall b fin-
1#hed, the resunlt will not beso mnch a class
exercise, which its members can apply in
practicai life, but will be publisbed for the
information of railroads. Nootherinstitn-
tion in the conuntry has undertaken such
enterprise of so great practieal value not
only torailroads, but to all who will de.
rive advantage from cheaper transporta-

tion.

ing. It became necessary to appoint
on acconnt of the lLegisiature adjourning

without electing. The leading eandidates
were A. L. New and John Charles Thomp-
son. They and their supoorters made such
sharp fighting that the Governor thought
to make the least trouble by overlooking
both of them. Beckwith and New are
friends, the former baving been behind

New all through the senatorial contest.
General Thompson’s friends are in a rage.
He was within one vote of an election on
the jeint ballot.

The new Senator is a genuine Weaterner.
He has alwave been a Democrat, and was
s member of the national world’s fair com-
mission for Wyoming. He came to this
piace thirty yoars ago, working bis passage
across the plains with a bull team, buiiding
the firat bouse and opening a ugrocery
store. The extension of railways
bronght him wealth and bhe set-
tled n_ Evanston, a thrifty town
near the Utah line. In that section heisa
big man. He owns the local bank, herds
of eattle and tracts of raoge. coal mines
and ocoal and timber lands. His hobby 18
horses, and bhe Dbreeds trotiers on the
finest farm 1n the mountains. Mr., Beck-
with wae born 1n New York sixty years
ago, but moved to Missouri with a
party of trappers at tifteen. He is a sell-
made man, education and all. He is gray-
haired, but tall, straight and wvigorous.
Personally he is a very pleasant gentle-
man, but with a directness that sometimes
embarrasses those approaching him. BSen-
ator Beckwith will go on to Washington at
ouoe,

From Topekn to Kanapolils,
ToPEKA, Kan., Feb, 23.—The Dunsmoro Popu-
list House to-day “removed” the State capital to
Kanapolis in exactly two miuutes, The resolu-
tion was offered by Mr. Halr, the *“contestant
member” from Klowa, and in 120 seconds 1t had

recelved the sanction of the House, although
some members, who were opposed to I, after-

ward protested, saying the resolution waas rail-

roaded through with indecent haste. The reso-
lation recites that the ecapital is now located
near the eastern border; that weatern counties
have been disfranehised by Republican rule, for
the purpose of bholding the ecapital at Topekn;
that the conduct of the citizens of Topeka recent-
iy has been in deflance of the wishes of the
people of the State, and that the Kanapolis
people have offered to duplicate the present
statehouse, without expense to the State, and
deciare that, as soon as practicable, lawful
steps shall be taken to remove the capital to
that city. ,

Late last night the Senate adopted a resolution
declaring that the Supremwe Court has no juris-
diotion in the House muddle; that the State Con-
stitution provides “each house ahall be the judge
of ite election returns and qualitication of {ts own
members,” and that the court’'s action in assuming
nuthority to take up the case was unwarranted.
