The monthl v reportof the library commit-
tee showed that there had been S57 new
books added to it during tbe month, mak-
ing a total on tbe shelves of 52,804. The)
total circnlation for February was 20.091,
which is 4,oSii greater than that of last year
at the same time. The total money receipts
for the month were 81.74.

The committee also recommended that
the salaries for the attendants that bad
been sick during the month be allowed in
full, as that sickness had been caused by
the exposed condition of the room in which
they were compelled to stay. Mr. Russe
moved that the report of the committee
bo adopted with the exception of the
part pertaining to tbe salaries. Mr. Scott
wanted to know why that part should be
left out. but Mr. Rnsse did not make him-
self clear on that point, Mr. Frenzel came
to his assistance by reminding Mr. Scott
that the board's rules only allowed attend-
ants two days away from duty each month,
aud those at half pay. The Chair said that
be did not doubt but that Mr. Scott's pur-
pose was a laudable one. but that it could
not be passed upon without a suspension of
the rules, and that it took a two-thir- ds

vote of the house to do that, a number
which was not present. The report was
then adopted all but tbe salary part, with
the proviso that that would be called np at
the next meeting. Tho board then ad-
journed.

Contemptuous Replj to the Summary
Order of theBoard of Public Works.

Beard Demands a More Explicit Answer-La- rge

Amountof Routine Buiines9,Indicat
that Spring Has Come.

Previous to the large amount of routine
business transacted by the Board of Public
Works, at its meeting yesterday morning,
the board gave attention to a communica-
tion of somewhat unusual nature fro Mr.
Frenzel, president of the street-car'com-pan- y.

A short time before the board had
notified him, as president of the company,
at once to provide car service on Sixteenth
street, from College avenue to Crown Hill,
or remove hie traoks on that street. The
reply tersely stated that the oommnnica
tion had been received and its contents
noted. The board at once dictated a letter
to him, stating that it desired a moro ex-
plicit reply, and requesting him to send it
at once. Another letter to him said that
Twenty-sixt- h street, on whioh hisoompany
had made arrangements to lay tn.cks, bnt
had not done so, was in a horrible condi-
tion, and'tbe company was instructed to
repair it at once.

In routine matters the board adopted tbe
street-sprinklin- g resolution which hasbeen
published, after striking out the following
streets:

District No. 1 Douglass street, Market street
to New York street; Patterson street, Vermont
street to Elizabeth street; Vermont street. Agnes
street to Hiawatha street; Missouri street, Wash-ingto- n

street to Market street; Vermont street,
UriKht street to tbe hret alley west.

District No. 1 Arsenal avenue, Ohio etteet to
Bturm avenue; Koller street, Arsenal avenue to
Itandolpn street; Walcott street, Washington
street to Koller street; Vermont street. Arsenal
avenue to State street.

District No. 9 Columbia avenue. Seventh to
Ninth street.

District No. 11Twelftk street, Central avenue
to Greenwood street

District No. 14 Illinois street, Merrill street
to the south side of rogue's run; Illinois street,
North line of Poguo's run to McXab street.

District No. 21 State avenue, English avenue
to Michigan road; English avenue, Linden street
to State street.

A remonstrance was filed against paving
with brick the west side of Reed street,
from English avenue to Prospect street.
Ho action was taken.

Remonstrances were tiled against sprink-
ling the following named streets: Vermont
street, Agnes to Hiawatha streets; Patter-
son street. Vermont street to Miohigan
street; Koller street. Arsenal avenue to
State street; Third street, Mississippi street
to West street; Arsenal avenue, Ohio street
to Sturm avenue. A remonstrance was
filed against paving with brick the east
side of Archer street, from St. Clair street
to John street. This was referred to the
city engineer for investigation and report.

Burford being tho lowest bidder the board
awarded him the contract.

The Czar of the School Board Worsted in
tho Fortnightly Encounter.

Grossly Improper Treatment of a 3Iember
ilaryland-fetre- et Lot Ordered Sold Row

, 0?er Salaries of Sick mlcyes.

Commissioners Frenzel. Vonnegut. Rnsse,
Loeper, Gavin, Scott and Coflin were the
only members of the School Board present
at the meeting last night, which did not
give a sufficient number to transact busi-
ness in the case of an emergency, for
which, fortunately, there was no need.
The minutes of the preceding meeting
were disposed of in the usual way, and
Chairman Frenzel called for communica-
tions to tbe board. Mr. Vonnegut at once
rose to his feet, but before he had said a
word Mr.' Frenzel remarked rather hurried-
ly that the gentleman was out of order.

"How do you know that I am!'7 asked
Mr. Vonnegut. "You do not know what I
am going to say."

Mr. Frenzel's only reply was a sharp de-

mand for ."communications to the board,"
and one from the Builders' Exchange was
handed to the secretary to read. It- - was
the record of their action taken Feb. 10.
declaring that all public moneys are, in
every sense of tbe word, funds of the peo-
ple, placed in the hands of iudividulaa for
the proper application or distribution, aud
that any diversion of such moneys or tbeir
proper proceeds to individual interests is
wrons ana corrupting in its tendencies;
that the School lioard of this oity is seri-
ously uirelict in its duty in not securing
to our educational interests a fair and rea-
sonable percentage on average balances
in its treasury, especially as some of its
members were elected on a pledge to do so.

When the reading had been concluded,
there was a pause for a'rooment, during
which no one seemed inclined to make a
move for the disposition of it, and then tbe
chairman said that if there were no ob-
jections it would be laid on the table. It
was so done.

A petition from the citizens of the
Tweltth school district ways then presented.
which asked that the diachargopf tbe jan-
itor of the school in that district be recon-
sidered. The man's name is John Ware,
and the matter provoked no little discus-
sion. Mr. Scott moved that it be referred
to the committee on janitors, and to that
Mr. Vonnegut took exceptions. He said
that if .the committee on janitors had dis-
charged the mau it was not the proper body
to reconsider that discharge. At
that Mr. Russa jumped up. aud said
that as he was the chairman of that com-
mittee he supposed that the gentleman was
bitting at him, and went on to say that
the man had been relieved from bis duties
on charges made by the principal and
teachers of the building at which ho had
been employed, and that he had made no
personal investigation, but was willing to
do what was the right thing. Mr. Vonne-
gut then spoke out, in his slow way: "On,
1 did not mean anything against the gen-
tleman, but he seems to be very ready with
excuses." intimating that be was expect-
ing to be criticised. The matter was then
dropped, but later in the meeting it came
up on a motion from Mr. Scott, and Ware
will act in his old capacity until the com-
mittee has had time to investigate more
fully tho complaints against him.

"Report of the committee on finance."
called out tbe chairman, bat before be had
finished Mr. Vonnegut rose to his feet and
said that before they left the business of
hearing communications he bad one that he
would like to read.

"The report from the tinancecommittee."
repeated the Chair.

"1 have a communication to" started in
Mr. Vonnegut, his tones getting a triile
louder.

"The report from tho finance committee,"
repeated the Chair, and Mr. Russe got upon
his feet and started to read.

"1 insist. Mr. Chairman," said Mr. Von-neg- ut

from his stand in the center of the
floor, "that I have a communication to
read, and that I have the right to read it."

"The ueutleman is out of order," calmly
replied the half-smilin- g president, "ana I
cannot allow him to proceed."

Mr. Russe started reading again from
his report but Mr. Vonnegut broke in on
him with:

"How do yon know that I am out of
orderf How do you know what 1 am going
to read? 1 am not out of order. I have just
as much right on the floor of this bouse as
you have to sit there in that chair, aud I
will not sit down."

lie, started to read his paper, which he
held in one hand, while with the the other
he gestured in the direction of the chair,
bat Mr. Frenzel rapped violently on tbe
table with bis gavel, and declared in tones
that were by no means gentle that the
gentleman was out of order, and that he
would sit down and let the honso proceed
to its regular business. Mr. Ruhso again
started to read tbe report of his committee,
but was again interrupted by Mr. Vonne-
gut. The two men talked at onoe, and the
former finished his finance report

"1 insist that I be heard," said Mr. Von-negn- t.

"On tbe adoption of tbe report," shouted
the Chair. Home one moved that it be
adopted, and Mr. Freuzel declared it so, al-
though there was no audible reply to his
call for a 'vote. The scene was fast reach-
ing one of confusion. Mr. Coffin three
times applied to the Chair for a hearing,
but was snubbed for his pains. Mr. Vonne-
gut, with his white hair thrust back from
his forehead until it stood out in several
directions, was stilldemandingrecognition.
and tbe members were fidgeting in their
seats, not knowing just what to do, the
Democrats, with their eyes glned on their
oracle, the president, and the Republicans
glad that Mr. Vonnegut was righting it out.

Mr. Frenzel then stated that the body
over which he presided was governed by
certain rules which it must follow, and
one of them was that when a matter had
once been disposed of it could not again be
brought up without a suspension of the
rules.

'And when these rules are disobeyed,"
he said, and there was a hot flush in his
face and a bad eleam in his eye, "revolu-
tion begins, and there is an end to law and
order."

Mr. Vonnegut waited until be had fin-
ished, and then began to read. "You are
out of orders thundered the Chair, but tbe
reading went along. "You are out or or-
der ' again, but all tbe reader did was to
raise his voice to a louder pitch and con-
tinue on. It resolved itself into a question
of who had tbe loudest lnntrs and the
longest wind. Mr. Frenzel finally gave it
np and allowed the commissioner to pro-
ceed in peace. The communication was as
follows:
To the Hone rabid Hoard ct School Commissioners:

Gentlemen I call your attention to tho record
on page 44U of tho proceedings of Dec. ID, 183 1,
of this board, according to which it was Mr. J.
P. Frenzel who Introduced the resolution to
abolish the practice to demand of its treasurer
the payment of interest on the funds of the
School lioard.

This will prove to you that I did not make the
charge without foundation. In fact. I did not
make any accusations that cannot be proved.

It la lmpudenc to commit an Immoral act and
then enjoin it upon others not to mention it .be-
cause that would disturb harmony.

Two Officers Detailed to Make an Or-

derly Place of O'Brien's Saloon.

Costs $120 Per Month for What the Law Pro-Tide- s

an Easier Way ty Invoking the
License O'Brien Makes Objection.

Yesterday evening Superintendent Col-

bert detailed two officers for special duty,
to watch the saloons of Dennis O'Brien and
Thomas Carney, on South Illinois street, to
prevent their selling after legal hours and
to break up the crowd which has heretofore
made these two places a rendezvous. The
officers detailed for the special service are
Corhan and Thorne. Both are relieved
from reporting at the polico station. Tbe
former takes his post at 9 o'clock p. m. and
remains until C a, m., and at 10 a. m. the
latter takes the post and remains until re-

lieved at 9 P. M. Tbe establishment of
tbe vigil is a new departure in police
aflairs, and is looked upon by tbe proprietors
of tbe two places a an unjust discrimina-
tion against tbem. A reporter talked with
O'Brien last night, and he said that the po-
lice were perfectly welcome to watch his
place all they saw fit. He told the officer
that if he saw any objectionable characters
about the place a word to him O'Brien
was all that would be necessary to cause
their departure from the premises. The
enforcement of tho law prohibiting the
sale of liquors after 11 o'clock is a
novelty with the police; they eeera
to have been ignorant of tbe existence
of such a law, and the undertaking even in
the case of two specified places is looked
nponasa herculean task. Only the two
places named were pat upon tbe list to be
watched, but nearly every saloon south of
Washington, on Illinois street, openly vio-
lates the law. The police seem unable to
ascertain what places keep open all or the

portion of the nisht, but a reporter?;reater had no difficulty in Unding them.
Drinks can be had for themoney at the fol-
lowing places at almost any hour of the
niirht: Nickel Plate, Congress Hall. Mo-ran'- s,

SAVINGS AND LOAN LEAGUE.

Annual Meeting Elects Officers, Hears Papers
and Indorses the Gifford Law.

The annnal meeting of the Saving and
Loan Association League of Indiana con-

vened in tho Agricultural rooms, State-hous-e,

at 2 o'clock P. M. yesterday. Abont
one hundred associations were represented.
The reports of the secretary and treasurer
showed receipts of $525, of which has been
expended 305,02. The members of the
league then selected a committee of live on
nomination, consisting of C. N. Thompson,
of Indianapolis; W. J. Vasey, of Fort
Wayne: I. H. C. Royse, Terre Haute; A. L.
Guthrie, Winchester; B. R. Russell, of
Crawfordsville. While this committee
was preparing to make its report a paper
was read by J. F. Carson, of Indianapolis,
on the eubjeot of "The Duty and Power of
the Directors of Building and Loan Asso-
ciations." This was followed by remarks
and explanations in reterence to the Gif-
ford bill, which was signed by the Govern-
or during the day. The nomination com-
mittee reported tbe following names as
officers of the league tor the ensuing year:
