It did not awell from
the effects of Hall’'s blowa. There was
nothing new that he had to say, except to
expresasatiafaction at thegood fortunethat
let him land when Hall's face was unpro-
tected. Fitzsimmons has as yet made no
arrangements as to his future, but eays he
will never go out of his class to fight, and,
therefore, there is little chance for a fight
with Corbett. He returns to the Bay after
the fight excitement is over, this week, and

will vrobably go North thereafter to ac-
cept offers 1o appear atexhibivions.

Hall d1d not get up until rather late to-
day. He was also free from any marks of
vioclence and showed no signs of the battle
of last night. A big crowd hung saround
the botel waiting to see him and listenin
to what the pugilistio lights had tosay o
the “mill.” Hall had no excuses to offer.
He aamisted he was in condition and eould
pnot complain of his handling, whioh was
magnificent, He was confident, however,
that he is a better man than Fitzsimmons,
and will spare no pains to get on another
mateh, offering to flight Fitzsimmons :n-a
week, a month, or several months, for any
kind ot & purse, either with bare knucklea
or nuder QYueensberry rules, with gloves.
He made such a fine showing last night
that he has plenty of money =«till bebind
him. 7The 1mpression 18, however, that
Fitzsimmons does not care to enter the ning
with Hall again.

The wvisitors to the fight nearly all go
back with empty pockets, especially the
Eastern contingent, all having lost on Hall,
lL.ocal sportsa aud business men raked in
considerabls money on the winner. Hall,
McAuliffe, Miteheil and the other pugilists
are making arrangements to leave the city
at once, Some of the visitors caught the
moruing trains for the West and East.
Club oflicials can as yet give no idea of the
financial resnlts of the meecting.

While Fitzsimmons was wnting s letter
in the eclub-rooms, this afternoon, he was
mnsnited by members of the Halt-Me-
Auliffe - Abingdon - Mitchell party, who
made slurring remarks. President Noel
prevented & row. Fitzsimmons, after the
dispute, said that he had only been de-
terred from aciing rashly on aceconnt of
being the guest of the club. “I was ready
for any kind of a rumpus.,” he said, “‘and
if the biuflers had pressed me much
further 1 would certainly have used my
walking eane over their heads. 1 was nos
looking for & row, and wounld not have vie-
ited the club room in search of one.
I certainly would not have soiled my
hands on them if the row had Leen started,
bu: would bave knocked down some of
them, dead sure. 1 bear no malice
towards Hall. On the contrary I am in-
debted to Hall for giving me a chance to
win the purse, and 1l am not one of those
fellows who crows after winning a battle,
[ am willing tomeet Hall, but he does not
seoem to want to know me, and there the
matter rests.”

Fitzsimmons this evening made a state-
ment that Warren lewis, backer of Jim
Hall, visitel him and made a proposition

1 determined that I would
never again lay myself open to criticism,
and, therefore, refused Lewis's ofler.
thought, too, that I bad too good a thing
to arrange to give Hail a half-interest in a
purse 1 felt I could easily win.”

COLLISION AT UNION CITY

Freight and Passenger Trains Crash
Together with Serious Results.

Nine Persons Injured, Two Yery Seriously, the
Others Slightiy—Cellision Caused by Dis-
regard of the Company's Rulea

Uxiox Ci1y, Ind., Mareh 9.—A collision
occurred on the Panhandle road here this
morning, which resulted in nine persons
being injured, some seriously, others

slightly, but it is thought none will die,
The injured are:

FrED ROUTHFEMEL, fireman on frelght train,
large gnsh cut in head, hand and arm mashed,
right leg sprained and Injured internally. Iie
will probably recover.

WiLLIAM WILRY, passenger on train from this
city, left leg aprained, two ribs broken and serl-
oualy, if not fatally, injured internally.

J. N, WoopBury, passenger from this «dty,
shonlder badly eprained and complains of inter-
nal injuries,

Anrtuur Ziep, of this eity, armn sprained and
slightly bruised.

W, C. McWHINNEY, superintendent of the
street-car lines at Marion, Ind., jaw knocked out
of place.

A. A. ALPETER, of Shanesville, O., passenger,
large gash cut in his head and thumb washed.

J. M. WALLACE, mail eletk, mnjured slightly in
one arm, also bruised in the side.

Cunrt PIERCE, passenger engineer, slightly
scratched.

Eopwarp Joxes, freight conductor, lip cut,

nose mashed and other bruises.

At 9:50 pessenger train No. 1, going wesat,
and freight train No. 82, going east, on the
Panhandle came together in a head-on
collision on the curve in the western part
of the city. The two frains were to pass
in this city, and their orders were
to twhat eftect. The passenger was
trying to run out and back into the
west end of the siding, where the collision
occurred. The train erew took chances on
makingit, which was striotly against the
book of relea. Another long freight occu-
pied the siding, which 18 on the inside
of the ourve, and prevented the engi-
neers from seeing the danger until they
were almost together. The freight
whistled for the street crossing, am
that was the first intimation th
passenger had of their close proximity.
‘I'he passenger engineer reversed his en-
gine, and had almost stopped when the
freight struck. The freight is what is
known as thg fast meat train, and it 1s
scheduled nearly as fast as a passenger,
It was ruonning at a high rate of spred,
and, being a very heavy train, there was
pot time to check it to an appreciable de-
gree,

Both engines are a complete ruin., One
of the passenger cars came very near going
down an embankment. Freight cars were
piled wpon one another and smashed to
splinters, The passengers were given a
good shaking-up, and several of she seats
were torn loose and tossed about the ear,
Mr. Wiley, who was seriously 1njured, was
thrown half the length of a car, lighting
upon Arthar Zipp and the backh of seats,
J. N. Woodbury was thrown out the ecar
window, falling npon a pile of ties. The
other passengers were thrown around with
more or less violence, all escaping witha
few scratohes.

The engineers and firemen on both trains
saved their lives by jumping. En<ineer
Will Schwerimp, on the freighs train, made
& successful jump and esoaped without a
scrateh. Ed Jooes, conductoron the train,
was also on the engine, and jumped from
the iireman’s side. This delayed the fire-
man, who also caught his foot and fell
close to the track, where he was sur-
rounded in apother moment by overturned
freight cars. He was unconscions, and it
was supposed for quite a while that he was
uuder the ruins of bis engine,

Marshal Taylor, son of P. A. Taylor, of
this city, was a brakeman on the freight,
and had a narrow escape. He was on top
of o freight car wheun the collision oocured.
The car 1n front of him arose 1n the air,
and fell full length clear of the track, The
car that he was on caromed and fell side-
ways, Asit did so Taylor jumped to the
side of the forward car and escaped safely.

Maj. Frank Bowen, secretary of the Bow-
en Carriage Company, sat at the east win-
dow in therr office and saw the two trains
come togéther. He says the passenger bad
pearly stopped, and that if 1t bad had a
few seconds more time it wonld have sue-
ceeded in getting out of the way. The
freight was coming very fast. 1The en-
giner of tne freight lying on the side-
track saw the danger, and whistled aud
signaled, When the trains came together
both engines rose i1n the air, the freigut
crowding the passenger backwards fully
one hundred feet, Hesaw the freight oars
bunch and arse like bulky contestants in a
wrestling mated. He saw Marshal Taylor
make his leap from the car top. He imme-
diately ran to the engine room of the works
and ordered the enginder to whistle an
alarm to the city. The lonomotive on
the side track added to the volume
of 1ts whistle, and in a few moments the
fire bells of the city were scunding. People
stood in groups, wondering where the fire
was, until a messenger brought the news
of the collision. Then an immense crowd
swarmed to the scene, All the pbysicians
in the city were summoned, carriages and
"buses were ordered, and the wounded were
taken 1nto private houses and cared for.

The Panhandle wreok and relief train from
Eradford arnived about 1l o'cloeck, and with
the assistance of the Dig Four's wreek tra’'n
from this city are busy clearing the track.

BHANKLIN BLAFPPED,

Gray’s Nomination as Minister to Mexico
Sent to the Senate—An Angry Crowd.

WasHiNGTON, March 9O, —Isaac Pusey
Gray to the fore; the original friends of
Grover Cleveland in Indiana to the rear.
That is the way the situation appears to-
night to John G. Shanklin, of Evansville.

This hss, indeed, been a day of left-
handed compliiments in Washington. As
Senator Voorbees emerged from the White
House this morning after a conference
with the President, in which the latter
ngreed to send 1o the Senate to-day the
name of ex-Governor Gray for the Mexioan
mission, be met Mr. Shanklin going in to
protest against Cray's appointment., Mr.
Shanklin intended to say to the Pres:dent,
as he did at Lakewood, that Isaac Pusey
Gray wasa dead duck in the Democratio
pond of Indiana, and that he would not be
heard of again unless this administration
regalvanized his political corpse. When
Mr, Shanklin presented his card the Presi-
dent was ‘‘too busy” to see him. About
the same time that Mr. Shanklin oalled at
the White House, Senator David Bennets
Hill, of New York, also called. He was
admitted and talked twenty minutes with
the President. An bour later President
Cleveland sent the following nominations
to the Senate:

ISAAC P. GRAY, of Indiana, to be envoy ex-

traordinary and miunister plenipotentiary of the
United States to Mexico,

PATRICK A, COLLINS, of Massachusetts, to

t&e gomul general of the United Siates at Lon-
on.

JOETAH QUINCY, of Massachusetts, to be As-
sisiant Soeretary of State.

ROBERT A. MAXWELL, of New York, to be
Fourth Assisctant Postmaster-general.

F. P. GAYLE, of New Mexico, to ba receiver
of publie moneys at Rosswell, N. M.

Two of the above nominations were gall
and wormwood to two Democratic states-
men., Gray is Shanklin’s bitterest enemy.
Maxwell is the brewer, or malster, who was
removed from the insurance commissioner-
ship of New York by Governor Hill because
he wee an anti-spapper and a friend of
Grover Cleveland. Maxwell is Hill's bit-
terest political ememy. Thus Grover Cleve-
land slavpea Shanklin and Hill flat in the
face. Mr. Shanklin took the train for New
York to-night, and will go home in a few
deys to remain, He said to the Journal
¢cé..eapondent that he had no statement to

4 make concerning Gray's appointwent. It

simply convinced him that this administra-

tion intended playing with the Gray com-

bination and its friends, ard that there

was no pse for him to remain bhere.
COULDN'T BELIEVE 1T,

The news of the nomination of Gray
spread over the oity rapidly and acted like
wildfire in the Indiana stubble. It had
been anticipated by many, but was not be-
lieved by others. The friends of Shankhin
could not believe that Gray would be
recognized first and eapecially shat he
would be given a first-class mission. The
idea of the ex-Governor drawing $17,500 a
year salary and baving a clerk with a sal-
ary of $1,800, under secretaries, attaches,
servants, etc., with Oriental guarters in
the City of Mexico, all at the expense of

the government, was a little more than
they could realize in the line of trath. It
scemed like a fairy tale. Among the first
to express 1ndignation over the nomina-
tion of Gray was “Tom” Buskirk, of Paoli.
“Tom” had presented an immense pils of
papers bearing the highest indorsements
for the United States marshalship of Indi-
ana. He it was who worked through the

Orange county convention the first resolu-
tionofindorsementof Grover Cleveland last

vear, when all seemed dark for Cleveland in
Indiana, and he says he had been led by
Senator Voorhees to believe that he wonld
be appointed marshal. It seems that
“Tom’s” misfortunes did not come single-
handed. At abont the same time he heard
of Gray’s nomination he was advised by
Senator Voorhees that he [Voorhees! would
have to stand by ex-SBheriff Hawkins, of
sullivan county. nnd that Hawkins wounld
be appolnted. Yesterday afternoon Voor-
hees and Gray took a long drive in the sub-
urbs of the city, when they talked of Indi-
ana patronage, Buskirk, when he heard
all, declared that it was now clear to any
maun, even though he was blind, that Gray’s
bhand would be seen in the appointments,
and he was going home. 8o '*lom” with-
drew his papers, packed his valise and left
for Indiana on the afternoon train. Before
leaving Buskirk observed to a friend that
senator Turpie had no individuality here;
that he was a mere “‘'me too” for Senator
Yoorhees, and that no man who could not
command the Voorhees-Gray indorsement
ptood sny more show for oilice than the
metapborical feather did for preservation
in & warm pit.

All the Hoosier Democrats here who made
the fight for Cleveland in Indiana before
the Chicago convention are hot over
Gray's nomination. Another one to openly
express bhis indignation 18 ex-Senator Bar-
rett of Fort Wayne. Barrest was a Voor-
hees man in the Legislature of 1589, and it
was he who worked a resolution through
the Allen county econvention favoring
Senator Turpie and Mr. Cleveland. He
did not expect the cruel blow of to-day.
He regards Gray’s appointment as making
it impossible to rally the Allen connoty
Democracy in future campaigns, Mr. Bar-
rett intended to file his papers for the posi.
tion Judeo Taylor holds on the Mississipp
River Commission, but be will not. The
Gray machine has knocked him ont. He
will ask for no office. Judgoe Zollars, of
Fort Wayne. has just arrived, and he wil
pro-omrt the plaes held by Judge Taylor.
It is believed Zollars will now get it.

LOUD WITH DENUNCIATIONS,

A number of original Cleveland Demo-
crats are in the city from Indiana, They
come to wes ofifice, but declare they will
seck nothing. They are loud i1n their de-
punciations of the machins which has been
get up, and beliove that the Voornees-Gray

combine is to beinfallible with this admin-

jstration. Some of the Allen county piace-
peakers are deciaring that noue of Mr
Cleveland’s friends in that section of the
State has been given the indorsements of
the new combife, except Mr, Zollinger,
who 18 barred out of ofliice by the rule
which precluodes tne appointment of any
one who bas held oflice nnder Cleveland.
The Journal correspondent met ex-Gov-
ernor Gray st the Ebbitt during the after-
noon., ke was naturally pleased over his
nomination and talked freely and frankly.
The fact that, bis appointment wae the
very first made out by FPresident Cieveland
after the nomination of the Cabinet and
that 1t went to the Senate only three days

certainly an nnusual compliment, Gov-
ernor Gray will remain in Washington till
the first of next week, during which ume
he will advise with Senator Voorhees as to
apvointments to be made for Indi~ua and
will be educated in his duties as minister
to Mexico.

“Jim"” Keene Secures Control of Twenty Mil-
lion Bushels in Western Storshonses.

CaicaGo, March 9.—"Jim” Keene, accord-
ing to the Journal to-day, stands to win or
lose $10,000,000 on the Chicago Board of
Trade. Operating through Sigmund Gru-
ner, a stock, cotton and sugar broker of
New York, Keene has obtained control of
adbout twenty million bushels of the best
wheat 1n western storehouses and has ac-
cumulated a prodigions line of futures.

The cash end of the deal is in charge of
“Sandy” Eggleston snd the speonlative
end in charge of John Cudahy, both mas-
ters in their speoinlties. Nearly all of the
**contraot’” wheat in Chicago, amounting to
about ten million bushels, 18 lodged
with Eggleston, and nearly as much
more high-grade property in St. Louis,
Minueapolis, Duluath and other Western
centers iscontrolled by thesameindividual
Besides his immense cash holdings 1n tuis
city, Eggleston has cornered about all the
elevator space in Chicago that ean,
by any posibility, become available for the
storage of new receipts between now and
the end of May. He has accomplished this
feat by contracting with elevator compa-
nies to Erovida bim room for several mil-
lion hashels of grain which he expects to
receive before the end of May. If, by
any chance, he shonld not gets the grain
the elevator companies will not care, as
Eggleston has contracted to pay full stor-
age rates on the space,

CLEVELAND AND HILL,

Democracy's Two Great Political Enemies
Hold a Secret Conference,

WasHINGTON, Mareh 9.—The one great
feature of interest in politioal circles to-
day was the visit of Senator David B, Hull
to President Cleveland. Seuator Hill came
to the White House this morning by ap-
pointment, presumably arranged by Con-
gressman Rockwell, of New York, during
his visit to Mr. Cleveland om Tuesday.

That his visit was more than a mere per-
fanctory call is attested by the length of
the interview, It lasted twenty minutes,
and during that time Mr. Cleveland re-
ceived no cards from the waiting poli-
ticians 1n the Cabdinet Room. Mr. Hill
came early. The great flood of office seek-
ers had not begun to flow into the Whise
House when he arrived. He passed rapidly
through the hallway in the public part of
the mansion into the room of Private Seo-
retary Thurber, who evident!y had been
posted, for he ushered Mr. Hill into the
adjoining executive office without a mo-
ment’s delay.

When Mir. Hill entered the President’s
room word was sent to Doorkeeper Lonfles
that Mr. Cloeveland was very busily en-
gaged and could not see any visitors for
some time. As & consequence the arnving
delegations soon filled the Cabinet Room,
and about the time Mr, Hill left the White
House there were more men than seats in
the apartment. 7The interview was, of

course, of a strictly private character, bug
from the fact that it had been previously
arranged, and from 1t length, there can be
littie donbt that i1t was of more than &
mere official-social character. Mr. Hill, by
virtae of his oflice as a Senator from the
State of New York, wounld be obliged, by
the nnwritten code of otlicial etiguette, to
call on & new President elected by his
party, upless the personal relations between
the two were of esuch a echaracter as to
make a personal v sut of the question,
But an oflicial vis this character wounld
not last more ths inute—in fact, just
long enough fo s caller to shake the
President’s hand . .« to make a few pleas-
ant remarks about the condition of the
thermometer or to eay that the call was
simply for the parpose of paying respecta
Twenty minutes 1s an unusual length of
time for any caller—no mat how distine
guiuhed—to remsainin the Pretident’s room

uring these busy days in the executive
mansion, and if Mr. Hill anda Mr. Cleveland
talked airy nothings for a third of an hour
while a crowd of patriotic citizens were
walting to he heard, they were particular
that none of their remarks were overheard.

When Mr. Hill bad finished with the
President he lost no time 10 leaving the
White House and walked rapidly away
with Col. John McEwan, of Buffalo, whe
had been a member of Mr., Cleveland's
stafl while the latter was Governor of New
York. The newspaper men on the seene
immediately went into executive session

among themselves and diséassed the inci-
dent. The result of their discussion was
an agreement to oifer the following:

WITHDREW THE TREATY,

Mr. Cleveland Takes the Hawailan Annexa-
tion Docuament from the Senate,

WasHINGTOXN, Mareh 0.—President Cleve-
land’s first exeoutive communioation o0
the Senate of the United States came this
afternoon, and proved to be a surprise, nos
only to Republicans, but to many Demo-
crats as well. In the communication Pres-
ident Cleveland withdrew the treaty with
Hawali, which was sent to the Senate a few
weeks ago by the Presideant.
