Heavy West-Bound Tonnage Swelling
the Traffic of Indianapolis Lines,

East-RBound Shipments Not so large as Last

Year— lLocal Business of All Roads
Heavier Thau Ever Before

The train records show that in the week
ending April 1 there were received and for-
warded at Indianapolis 1852 loadea cars,
which was an increase of 515 over the nom-
ber handled in the week preceeding. So far
as east-bound through business is con-
cerped, the shipments are not ap to the
usnal tonnage at this season of the year.
The shipments of flour and corn products
to New York and New Eagland compare
well with those of the correaponding period
of 1592, but the export business of these
same articlea 18 by no means up to the
ssual quantities, and the same remark
will apply to wheat and corn ship-
ments. Shipments of oats, however, are

inereasing. The shipments of coiton are
light West bound the tonnage is seldom
beavier than at present, and the business
is carried at good rates; on eub—bngnd
through business rates are well heid. West
bound from Indianapolis ove of the trunk
lines bas through its connection with the
Toledo. 8t. Lounis & Kansas City, fitted its
tarifi so as to draw some business which
the direct lines would, om eyual rates,
certainly carry, but the Vaodalis and the
St. Louis aivision of the Big Four bave

lenty of freight and can get tariff rates

or carrying it, and hence let the side cnt
line have the bLusiness, which is largely
low-class freighte. Seldom are the ship-
Juents of freight west from seaboard
pointsa as heavy so far into the spring
wonthes., Loecal tratlio is limited, seeming-
Iy, to room at the city freight depots, on
piatforins and loading and unloading side
tracks to bandleit, and the cars agents can
secure to load. One of the oldest of the
local agents says it is no exaggeration to
say that, in the last half of March, a larger
tonnage of looal freights, n_:oommg and
putgoing, was handled than in any fifteen
days in the history of railroading in In-
dianapolis, and this remark will apply, he
says, to every Indianapolis line. The
obaracter of the business is so miscellane-
ous that it inciudes nearly every article
named in the classification list. Below is
given the nnmber of car received and for-
warded at this point for the week oending
April 1, as compared with the eorrespond-
ing weeks of the preceding two years:

In the month of March there were re-
ceived and forwarded at Indianapolis, over
the fifteen lines, a total of 105,754 cars; of this
number 54,781 were loaded, againet a tosal
in March, 1892, of 111,408, of which 92,155
were loaded. From this statement it will

be seen that 7,401 fewer loaded eoars were
bandled at Indianapolis in March, 1893,

than in March, 1892, Going back to Mareh,

1801, there were handled here 1,614 more
loaded ears than 1n March, this year. In
making the comparison the falling oft in
15438 was all made in the first ten days of the
month,

In the month of March there was the
largest tonnage of freight handled at the
sty freight depots of the Pennsylvania
Company in any mouath since the road
oponed here for business. The official re-
port 0f Col. Oran Perry shows that there
were handled at the two depots 53518 508
poands of freight, representing 4.6!3 cars;
1 the corresponding month of 1592 there
was handied 42,979,645 pounnas, represent-
ing 4,138 cars; increase in tounage this year,
11,107,163 pounds; increase in number of
sars loaded and unloaded, 480, Last month
over 5,000,000 pounds more of freights were
handled thau in any one month in the his-
tory of the road.

There were handled at the city freight
depots of the Big Four, in Mareh, at total
of ¥,013 carloads of freight; of this number
4,370 were loaded with ontbound freights
ana 3,084 inleound freights. Itis comph-
mentary to William Sullivan, the agout of
the company at this point, that with the
eramped depot facilities of the Big Fonr at
Indianapolis the vusiness was bandled so
expeditionusly, Thirty daysfrom now the
company will be in its new depots, with
ample room.

Prince Bismarck's Birthday.

Loxpon, April 1.—Germany had this
week a diversion from the heavy politieal
atmosphere which bhas oppressed the em-
pire since the dissolution of the Reichstag
snd a Cabinet oriais became imminent.
‘The celebration of I'rinve Bismarck's sev-
enty-eighth birthday has been ao-
companied by exceptional demonstra-
tions of cordiality and  enthusi-
asm becanse the Hamburg anthorities
were foolish enough to suppress as much
as pussible of the festivities in Friedrichs-
ruhe. When the police ediot went forth
on Tuesday that no torchlight procession
wonld be permitted in Friedriohsruhe on
Friday eveuning indignant protests were
raised by all tne newspapers and parties
throughout the empire., The excuse of the
police that a torchlight procession on Good
Friday would be upnseemly was generally
ridiculed. in view of the fact that when in
power Bismarck was honored with such
demonstrations, regardless of politics and
this observance.

That Prince Bismarock has not lost his
ho!d upon the more conspicuous Germans 18
shown by the list of small sovereigns who
bave telegraphed to him to-day their con-
gratulations. Among them are the Kingof
Saxony, the Grand Duke of Saxe-Weimar,

1 the Grand Duke of Baden and Prinoe Luit-

pold of Bavaria. Dispatches were received
at Friedrichsruhe from Crispi, Kalnoky,
Rudini, Salisbury, Dilke, Giers and Alex-
ander 111, and scores have been received to-
day from others of national reputation in
Switzerland, Great Britain, Germany, Aus-
tria and Italy.

Prince Bismarck received his vistors
heartily and showed signs of both mental
and bodily vigor. The main feature of the
day’s celebration was the arrival of thir-
teen deputations from Schleswig-Holstein
and the Duchy of Laurerburg, numbering
in all 3,000 persons, headed by Dr. Wallis,
direotur of the school 1n the town of Rends-
burg, in Holstein. The deputations ae-
hiveredd an address highly eunlogizing
Prince Bismarck and congratulating bim
on his Dbirthday. The Prioece, in
reply. delivered alengthy speech of thanks.
He dwelt on his attituade on the Schleswig-
Holstein question since 1818, He said that
in constantly espousing the canse of an-
nexation he had been moved by affection
for bhis German-speaking neighbors rather
than by a spirit of aggrandizement. In
conclusion Prince Bismarck suggested that
the old Holstein motto, “Ewig Un-
getheilt” (forever undividea), shounid
pe converted nto ‘“‘Ungetheilt mit
deutsches Reich” (one and indivisable with
the German empire.) Prince Bismarek
oalled for three cheers for the Kaiser, the
protector of all the German races, as an ex-
pression of assent to that sentiment, In
response, the assemblage cheered enthusi-
astically, and then sang ‘‘Deutschland
ueber Alles” with great heartiness, much
to the evident gratitication of Prince Bis-
marok. The homage of these and other
deputations evidentiy atiorded the keeness
pleasure to the veteran ex-Chancellor.

Among the maoy presents received by
the great statesman was a splendid album
sent by a number of Germans i1n Costa
Rica. This album econtains one hundred
rhotogrnpl of the beautiful scenery of the
ittle central American republic. The Bis-
marck fountain in the market place in
Jena, Saxe-Weimer-Eisenach, was inau-
gurated to-day. 'T'be fountain is on the
spot where Prinea Bismarck delivered his
famous oration last summer,

Actor Jefferson's Home Burned,

Buzzarps Bay, Mass.,, April 1.—Fire this
afternoon destroyved the beantiful summmer
residence of Joseph Jeflerson, situated on
the shores of the Buttermilk bay, and the
family eook, Helen MeGrath, perished in
the ruine.

Miss Simmonds, the housekeeper, Misa
Collins, the maid, and Miss MeGrath, were
in the cellar at noon, when Miss McGrath
discovered what she supposed was water
covering the tioor. She called the hirea
man, Mr, Wright, who saw at onoe that it
was 01l from the gasoline tank. She
shouted to the women to fiee for
their lives, but they stood dumbfounded.
The gns communicated wich the fire in
the farnace, snd in an instant there was a
terrific explosion. Mr. Wright caught Miss
Simmons and Miss Collins, and foaght his
way to the open air. He endeavored to re-
turn for Miss MoGrath, when he was met
with a blinding shees of flame. Burned and
bleeding, be heroically tried to gain an en-
trance, but was unsuccessfal, and the un-
fortunate woman was laft to perish,

W hen the ery of tire was raised Mres, Jef-
ferson, who was ill in bed, hastily arose
and fled, not stopping to dresa. Willing
hands covered her with butialo robes and
she was at once removed to the home of
“tation Agent Bassett. She had suffered a
severe nervous shock and medical attend-
ance was summoned, The childrea who
were playing in the attic were the first 1o
escape and seek & place of safety.

The large and valuable psinting which
was to have been exhibited at the worid's
fair was deatroved, together with Mr.

Cowardly Deed of a Lover,

Cnicaco, April 1.—Miss Effie Clark, of
Spekane, Wash., s member of the North-
western University freshmen class, was
shot and instantly killed about 7 o'elock
this evening by F. Ross Smith, of
No. 717 Ayers court, Evanston. smith
then shot himeelf and will die.
The canse of the tragedy was Miss Clark’s
rejeotion of Smith as a suitor, Mies Clark,
who was nineteen years of age, wae the
danghter of well-to-do parents at Spokane
Falls, Her slayer was twenty-five vears
old, and for a long time has been
an ardent suaitor for the hand of
the dead girl. His attentions were re-
pulsed by the parents of the young girl
and by Miss Clark herself. The |atter
was sent to school at LEvapston
in order to free her from the per-
sistent attention of young Smith, but
he followed hgr, and for some time
has been staying at a house near where
Miss Clark boarded. This evemiug he
called at the bonarding house, and, after a
few minutes’ earnest conversation, pre-
vailed upon Miss Clark to accompany
bim for a walk. The pair had pot
gone far when Smith was geen 10
draw a revolver and, within a few seconds,
fire five sliota.

M. Jacques Trarieux, Miniater of Justice;
M. Raymond Poincarre, Minister of Fi-
nance; M. Engene Spuller, Minister of Ed.
ucation; M. Francois Viette, Minister of
FPublic Works; Admiral Rieunier, Minister
of Marine and the Colonies; M. Albers
Viger, Minister of Agriculture: Gen. P.
Loizilleon, Minister of War; M. Develle,
Minister of Foreign Aflairs.

He lost his bealth about
the same time he lost the big end of his
money, and buss been visibly failing for
several months.

These will be ready with good beeves very
soon after prices have gone up to the good-
paying point. Baut, compared with the de-
mand, the supply, at first, will not be
enough, While these good vprices will
probably appear in 1594, possibly, with a
good sprinkle next aantumn, 1t will be two
or three years, perhaps longer, before there
will be a lIarge supply.
