Wasnixgros, April 11.—Jud Le Moure,

Roach, of North Dakota, It is stated that
Benator Gorman, in trying to defeat an in-
vestigation into the charyes sgainst
Hoach's defaleations, is only shielding
bimsel’” that Gorman secared Roacl’s
election ns a Senator, knowing of the dis-
honest transactions of tbhe Nerth Dako-
tian here, and now he doesn’'t want ex-
posed the part be [Gorman| took in Roacl’s
plection. ‘The Hoach oase came promi-
nently to the front to-day in the executive
seasion of the Senate, and waa the cause
fur some rather plain talk from both sides
of the chamber. The Senate only went

Juto secret session after a yea and nay vote,
1u which 1t was developed that the Demo-
crats bad enough members pregont, added
to the Hepublicans, 10 wake a voling quo-
Tuin.

As soon as the doours were closed the le-
publicans propounded an inguiry as to
wlhat the other side meant by reiusing to
perunt the committee on privileges and
elections to report the resolution relative
to the contest of Mr., Martin's seat by Mr.
Ady, a resclution that had been agreed to
Ly the commitice at the meeting Saturday;
and, lurther, wbhy they nhad  ex.
hibited what appeared to be Dbad
fsith 1z the Hoaen resoiution — a
resolatioun  which HRepublicsus Lon-
tended haa been ae¢reed to by Dewmoerats
on the toor of the ~enate, This at once
precipitated a discussivn, 1n which 1t was
developed that the Democrats were op-
posed W taking up the Koacn
raso at this time, and wanfted
to postpone any farther action un-
til the next session of Coungress, It was
urclared by Dewmocratic leaders, as had
been stated Ly them before, that if the
Roach case was to be gone 1nto there were
others *hat should be taken up as well

The Republicaus retorted that they were
afraid of Do investigatico concerning any
other members, but they insisted that
some positive action should be raken in
this particular case. ‘The Demoerats said
that they were willing the resoluntion
shonld be modified so as to Instruct the
committee to report whethier or not they
had the authority te make the Investiga-
tion conceru:ng the previous acts of a Men-
ator; bot the lkepublicans urged that thhe
uid=not go far enough and insisted that the
comuittee should be still further anthor-
jzed to go abeand and make the investiga-
tiom if they found they had such authority,
Jt was s counter proposition that the
Vemocrats opposed, and after a long dis-
cussion of the two views so vehemeut!ly ad.
hered to by the respective sides the qnes-
tion was laid aside without any delnite
action belug taken,

The nomination of Mr. Eckels to bve
Controller of the Currency, was roported
javorably, but confirmation did not foi-
jow, 1t going over a day under tho rules,
there being an abjeotion to its present cons
s:deration. This objection fonnd expres-
sion in some very caustic remarks by
Hepubliean Senators o regard to what
they called the lack of wisdom manifested
in the selection, for so imporiant an office,
of s wman who, by his admission, knew ab-
solately nothing of the business of banking.

A communication was received from the
President coucerning the Hehring sea case,
which set out in narrative form the pro-
ceddings that have been taken, up to date,
before the court of arbitration,

Seuator Gorman ealled vpon the Presi-
devcto-day to discuss with him the gques-
tioa of the adijonrnment of the present ex-
traordinary session of the Senste, and also
to ‘ascertain what the President’'s views
were in the matter. e had ten or fifteen
minutes with Mr, Cleveland, who told him
that he bad several pominations which he
desired 1o have considered by the Senate,
and that he hoped to Lo able to got them
anll i: by the end of this or eurly 1n next
Week.

The vote
was taken, and altbough there were three
or four pairs announced, the resnlt showed
that there wers lifiy-five Senators voting,
twelve more thap & gqooram, The vote,
whioh was & party one, Mr, Peller voting
with the Democratic side, stood: Yeas, 3U;

THE RUSSIAN TREATY,

Text of the FPart That Is Opjectionable to
Refugevs—\What Coenstitutes Forgery,

WasHinGTON, April 11.—-The text, or al-
Joged text, of the extradition treaty whioh
was sigued by Secretlary llayard and Mr.,
De Strueve, the Russian minister in Waah-
ngton, 1o 1887, bu’ which tailed of ratifica-
tion by the BSenate, principally becuuse of
the strong opposition ruised to Article 8,
detining political eoffenses, is published
here this morning, apparently with a view
of elicitiug expressions ot publie opinion.
The same alleged text was published in
some of the New York papers six years ago,

and it is believed to be accurare. Articles 8
18 the srticie which Repulblican Senators,
it is said. now desire shonld be made pub-
licin paraiiel columns with the correspond-
fng article of the amended treaty which
the Sanate ratitied at 1ts iast session. The
article In guestion, as submitted in 1557,
wan as follows:

Artigle 3. i1t be made to appear that extradl-
tlon is souglt with a view to try or punish the
person for au ollense of a political oharaeter,
surrender skall not take pisc:, nor shall any
Person sarrendered bo wied o0 puunished for any
rmuui offense committed previous to lis ex-

radition, bor for any offense other than for
whieh the extradition was granted, nor shall the
surrender of suy persou bo demanded for an
offense cowinitted it o 1tho date at which
this conveution shail take efleot. TLe wurder or
mansisnghior comprising the willful or negit-
gont killiug of the rovercien or cbief magistrate
of the state, or suy member of bis fumliy, as
weoll as an strempt ‘o commwit or participats 1o
the sald crim not beconsldered an offense
of & political avior, y
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now awaits the exchange of ratifications,
strengthen ita declarations as to political
oflenses agninst the sovereign or chief mag-
i*trate, but make no concessions in faver
of Kussia which are not now reciprocated
in favor of the United States. The actual
text of this part of the treaty asit now
stands is as {ollows:

An nttempt upon the life of the head of either
governwent or agalnst that of any wmember of
his family, when such an attompt comprises the
act either of murder or assassination, or of pol-
soning, shall not be considered a political of-
fense, or an act conpected with such offense.

Article 2, of the treaty of 1557, contalns
this delinition of the crime of forgery:

The erlne of forgery, by which ia understood
the utterance of forged papers, and also the
counterfeiting of publie, aovereign or goveru-
mental acts,

It is understood this definition isretained
In the amended treaty ratitied by the Sen-
ate. Opponents of the treaty contend that
uoder this definition persons would be ex-
traditable for using false passporis or pass-
ports issned in an assumed name, which 1is
said to be a very common practice on the

part of persons who believe their true’

pame wonldexcite saspicion of the Russian
authorities,

Stepnink Apprals ¢t Amerioans,

New Yorgk, April 11.—The Russian exlle,
G, Stepniak, prints a long letter in which
he discusses the Russian extradition treaty
and appeals to Americans in favor of the
asvium right for political offenders, IHe
8ay s, 10 part:

The provisions of the treaty In guestion look
barmiess enough at first sigzht, but allirm that
this obnoxious treaty is in reality an abolition,
as far as Russians are concerned, of the asylom
right to political offenaers, which has never been
iuiripged 1o the Unlted States sinee the founda-
tion of the Repabite. [ts ratitication by the Sen-
aie is the most un-Amwerican, undemoeratio act
on record, Itisan unheard-of outrage to the
noblest traditions of your country which only a
prompt veto oan obliterate. * * *

Muarder is undounbredly the moat condemuable
of erimies, and cannot be tolerated 1u civilized so-
clety. But as loug as there is war thers will be
murder, and of all forias of warcivil war is the
most tlerce and brutaul., The terrivlie whirlwind
of passions and of long aceumulated resentment
sweeps away all restraints. and makes people
8100 at no considerantions. The so-¢alled Russian
Nihilists bave murdered a Czar, but the French
Communurds did worse things in Paris in 1571,
They actually butchered the hoatages, men who
were innocent of any participation iu the strug-
gle, and were absolutely at their wmercy: help-
loss, defouscless. The Communards set fire 10
Puris recardioss of the consequences to the in-
habitants, Yet theso erimes ware condoned and
overiooked, and the English Parllament refused

to extradite these men to the French govern-:

ment,

In recent times the Irish seeret socleties have
comtuitted murder, arson, burglary, yet the
Awerican Senate catezorically refused thelr ex-
tradition to the English, as political offenders,
aud this resolution was applauded and indorsed
Ly the Awericans, The ao-called Nibilists have
all the claims of the Irish refugees to be consid-
ered political offenders and many more in addi-
tion, It has beenl urged against them that, whiie
the Irish have for an object national antonomy,
the Nihiltsts have no reallzable or compre-
Lensible alw of auy kind, Such is the notion
whieh the seribes of the Russiau embassy try to
inculeate into the American . eopie, and which
they undoubtedly utilized to the utwost exieut
to pradjudice the Senate.

Now, I atfirm that this presentstion of the
views of tho so-called Nibillsts is a deltberate
lie, whieh 18 known to be a lie by those who
spread 11, What the Russian patriots, who have
been nick-named “Nihilists,” want 18 to obtaln
for their country such guarantees of freedom as
will allow every eitizen and gvery party. without
tiistinetion of opinjons, the possibllity of working
*mucemi;y for their respective tdesls, and gaine-
ng adhierents to their respective programmes.
They ask from the Czar no other conces<ion bt
that of giving up the antocratic power and snb-
stituting for it a represeutative goverument,
sieh as exiats in all other European coi ntiies.
They do not want to foree anything upon the
people; they want to have nocess to the people,
and to remove the obstacles which despotisam
has put in the way of such access.
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CLEVELAND TO PAUNCEFOTE,

The FPresident Receives the British Embns-
sador and Makes a Sho-t Speesch.

Wasmxeron, April  1L—Bir Jualian
Pauncefote became dean of the diplomatio
corps in Washington, this aftgrooon, by
virtue of his reception by President Cleve-
Jand as embassador from Great Britain. As
Sir Julian is the first embassador from any
conntry to the United States the presenta-

tion of his papers to Mr. Cleveland was
made a funotion of more than usual ocere-
mony., Sir Julian, Hon. Michael Herbers
and the other attaches of the British em-
bassy met Secretary Gresham at the State
Department shortly before 3 o'clock. All
thbe British representatives were in oourt
uniform, Sir Julian’s suit being of velvet,
elaborately trimmed with gold lace. At3
o'cloek the party proceeded to the White
House, and went at once to the Blue Room.
W hen the President entered the room Sir
Julian stepoed forward, and, presenting
his eredentials to him, made a brief ad-
dress. o reply the President said:

Mr. Embassador—It affords ine sincere pleas-
ure to recetve from your hand the letter of her
Britannie Majesty aceraditing you as her embas-
sador to the United States of America. On be.
balf of our government and penrle. I Qesire to
express the satisfaction witl which we Interpret
the action of her Majesty in conferring upon her
representative at our capital the higheat rank
kuown to the diplomatio intercourse of nations
as a marked proo! of the friendly coonsideration
that tends to draw into the closest amity two
peoples having commeon ties of blood, of speech
and of history. That we fully appreciate and
cordially reciprocate this action of her Majesty
is already demounastrated by the prompt elovation
of the mnis<ton of the United States tn Enxland
to the sawme digulty with which yoursis 1u-
vesated.

The estecin yon have so deservedly won daring
your residence here as Mimister Plenipotentiary,
aud the agreenble associations it has been the
privilege of the oflicers of thia governmeut to
cuitivate with yon furnish a pledge that in your
new oapacity yon will, ifn the future, no Jess
thau yoa have in the past, efficiently prowote
the important interesta of the two conntries; and
I beg tonssure yon that at all times you will be met
with our earnest co-opoeration toward streugth-
ening and perpetusting the mutual natiooal
friendship now happily existing.

Degiriug you to couvey to her Malesty, the
Queen, 12 my name and In behalf of the people
of the United States, our heartfelt wishes tor per
Majesty's welfare and for the continued pros-
perity and peace of the British people, | offer to
you, Mr. Kmbassador, my bearty personal cons
gratulations.

AT THE GREAT WHITE CITY |

No Evidence of Monday’s Strike Visible
at the World’s Fair Yesterday.

All the Workinen and Officials Busy Getting
the Buildings and Grounds Realy—Time
for Receiying Exhibits Extended.

i

CHicAGo, April 11.—The world's fair
gtrikers were all at work to-day, and the
exposition oflicials were too busy to discuss
the late unpleasantness further than to
express satisfaction at the agresinent
reached last night—the recognition of a
minimum scale of wages to rule until the
end of the exposition: no diserimina-
tion againet either unioun or nonunion men,
and the business agents of the union to
Lave free access to the grounds so long ns
they do not materially wuterfere with the
work.

Director-general Davis has extended the
time for receiving exhibits at the world’s
fair from April 10, the day originally set as
the last one on which they would be re-
ceived, until April 30, This was rendered
necessary by the fact that only about one-
third of the exhibitsa are now on the
grounds. There arrived at the oflice of tlie
department of ethnology to-day seventeen
Indians trom tbe extreme northern end of
Vancouver island. The varty is composed
of ten men, five womien and two children,
the youngest one of whom is a copper-col-
ored cherub of one summer, ‘The hoaose to
be erscted by them accompanies the party
in scetions, and is & typical haidah house,
with carved and gqualuntly-decorated toten
pole gnarding the entrance. OUne of their
entertainments will coneist of feast dances,
only given in thelr own conntry heretofore,

In one more week the big engine which
is to be the wonder of visiting engineers
next summer will be at work, The thirty-
ton shaft was placed in position sbortly
after noon to-day, and the work will be
rapidly pushed day and nighs until the fit.
tings are made and the engine set np.
Three shifts of men have been working on
the jobh ever since the engine arrived.

Things will go along swinuningly at
Jackson Park it water will ba of sny as-
sistance. The giant pumy of the pumping
plant began ita chug-cbug to-dayv. and will
hereafter supply & daily quantity of 12.-
500,000 gellous for use in the park, During
the summer this pump will supply the
foantain at the head of the grand Lasin.
The total capacity of the pumping station,
when all commpleted, will be 40,000,000 gal-
lovs a dav. _

‘i he world’s fair oflicials to-day increased
the lavdscape force to.alinest two thoa-
sand men. T'hese men are working a won-
derful trapsformaticn. The great eang
commenced ap at the north end of the
grounds, where the State and foreign Lnild-
ings stand nearly all complete, As the
wave of shovelers, rukers, sweepers and
teamsters roll along the great possibilities
of the world's fair in galn dress are pre-
sonted. Each building becomes a palace,
each dooryard s beautiful garden spot, the
whole tureaded by wide, sweeping boule-
vards, smooth as a piano cover, and wind-
ing gravei paths undulating in a shimmer
in the sunlight. All debris 1a hauled to the
stretch of ground, some sixty aores in ex-
tent, at the south end of the exposition,
Tbere itis barned.

An odd sighs greeted the visitors at the
woman's building'to-day. On entering the
door there gould be seen a pile of peculiar-
looking boxes and cases, with a heavy-set,
broad-shouldered man walking around
them. An inspeotion of the red seals re-
vealed that theyv contained the laces sent
here by the Queen of Italy in an [talian
war ship and brought to this city under
martial escort, with an officer to keep con-
tinuous watoh upon the precious fabries,
(Juite & crowd had assembled around the
boxes, when a ecarriage pulled up to the
great door and a handsome Iady of noble
bearing was helped out and atonce entercd
the building. Making her way to the
boxes, she spoke some words in Italhao to
the officer who guarded them. This
hdy was Countess Dibrazza, who
was sont here by the (ueen of
Italy to give her supervision to the open-
ing of the pvriceless laces. After assuring
herself that everything wasright. and with
a parting admonition to the sturdy watoh-
er, the Countess ran pimbly up the stairs
to the board of lady manasers, but found
none of them on hand, and, returning to
her earriage, she drove away for a survey
of the grounds, Before leaving, the Count.
ess sald, in reply to an inquiry why the
laves were so zealously guardea: “That ex-
hibit 18 of priceless valus to the Italian
crown, The boxes contain weaves {row
every lace {actory in ltaly, snd all of 1518
the handiwork of women., Oar lace prod-
nots are most’ beantiful. Our Quesn has
sent an exhibit of the crown isces, and we
will show the women of the world what
italian women ean do,”

The 1llinols Central railrosd has deter-
mined not to deposit 1ts patrons 1nside
the world’s falr grounds, as at first in-
tended. The original plan of the company
was to rnn its trains to Seventy-lirstsirees,
thence around a enrve south of the grounds
and intd the terminal station, Now the
company has perfected a plan by which nil
its traine, save those n through traflie, are
to be stooped between Fifty-ninth end
Sixtieth streets, The trains from the city
will, as soon as they are empticd, be
switched to the opvoosite track and pushed
back to the down-town stations, This will
save the company about two miles in the
ronod trip of its trains, considerable time,
and, 1t s estimated, abont 1,000,000, It
will also allow passeungers to enter the
park at @ more convenient place for sight
svelng.

The Womrn's Liberty Bell,

New York, April 11.—Rare coins and
sonvenirs of gold and silver are aoccumn-
lating 1n large quantitiea in Troy, where
they will enter into the composition of the

thirteen-thonsand-pound liberty bell which
the Daughters of the Rovolutlion propose
to place on exhibition at the world’s fair.
This great bell will be cast on April 50,
that date being the auniversary of George
Washington’'s firat 1nanguration as Presi.
dent. 1t is expeoted that Mre. Cleveland
wiil on that day press an elecirie button 1o
the White House, which shall give the sig-
nal in the foandry at Troy to let the molten
metal flow, Coontributions of valnable
metallic artioles, some of peenliar historio
interest, havo thuas far been received from
various sections of the country, Thev in-
cluae gold rings and bracelets, old coins,
silver spoons, cups and sword hilts, and
bronze ornaments. Kobdert T. Lincoln sent
a hink from the gola watch chain worn by
the martyred President at the tirmne he was
shot. A patriotic woman forwarded a
bronze cup once used in the family of
Thomas Jeflferson. Fach of the express
companies haa agreed to carry articies
given for this Lell from any partof the
country to Troy free of charge, if weigling
lesa than ten pounds. The bell will cost
$£4.500, and care will be taken that i1t shall
Lave a clear, sweet and rich toue,

interest to corporations doine business 10
this State was decided 1u the Court of Ap-

peals, to-day, by an affirmation of the gen-
eral teray’s decision declaring the action of
ex-Controller Wample void 1n sssessing a
tax agamst the Pennsyivania Railroad
Company of §40,585, under the eoporation
tax law, based upon the value of its cap-
ital employed within this State for the ten
years ending Nov. 1, 1880, The general
term unasumonasly held that the road wme
not liable to the payment of auy tax, upon
the ground that the sole business trans-

Anti-Cathelic Resolutions Adopted by the
New York Conferenca.

Dr, J. M. King introduced a
lengthy preamble and resolution upon the
action of the Roman Catholic Church 1n
urging, ander the direction of Mar. Satolli,
the fusion of parochial with public schools
in localities where the Catholie churches
are uot strong enough to keep their paro-

chial schools on an equal footing with the
poblic schools. He was interrupted by
outbursts of applause. The following res-
oiutions were unaniwonsly adopted:

Iesolvea, That any person or power that
threatens the intexiity or existence of the public
echools is an encimy of the Republie.

tesolved, That we will jealously watceh and
guard these nurseries of our ecitizeuship, and
whenever they are assaulted we will defend
them withour malice, without bigotry, without
fear, bnt withont compromise.

iesoived, That we will exhort our people to
exert themselves as ‘eitizens 10 defend national,
State, county and munieipal treasuries . gainst
all attempts or pretexts for the division of the
sacred funds which they hold for the support of
the public schools.

UNIONS OF IRON MOLDERS

———

Effort in Progress to Consolidate the
Two National Organizations.

——i———

Three Meetings of the Officials Held Yester-
day—Street-Car £tablemen Organized—
The Hod-Carriers' Btrike.

:_-:_‘

Representatives from the two national
organizations of molders are in the city at-
temmpting to eflect a consolidation of the
two bodies, They leld three meetings
yesterday. Thefirst, in the Occidental Hotel
parlors yesterday morning, was simply to
got acquainted with one snother and to
canvass the situation, Yesterday afternoon
they held a meeting in the Council cham-
ber, but owing to the absence of the presi-
dent nothing was doune, the meeting
took a conversational turn.

For the past two years there have been
difierences oxisting between the Iron Mold-
ers’ Union and the International Brother-
hood of Machinery Molders, growing out of
local differences in several sections of the
country between plate molders. This dit-
ference resnlted in the formation of the
two independent organizations of wolders,

. During the past year continuousefforts have

been made to bring about a reconciliation,

and as a result the national oflicers of the
two organizations have come toxether 1n

conference in thie eity to formulate a plan
of consolidation, which will be submitted

to thedifferent organizations for their rat-
ification, and it 1s probable that the par-
pose of the conference will be effected.
The oflicera from the national organiza-
tion of the Ilron Molders’ Union of North
America are Martin Fox, of Cineinnati,
president; Joseph Valentine, of San Fran-
cisco, vice president; Messrs, Dailey, Con-
tello and another, members of the execu-
tive board. The International Brotherhood
of Machinery Molders of Northh America is
represented by its executive board, consist-
ing of the national president and secretary,
Joaseph Priest of Pittsburg, W. E. Wilkes
of the same place, and the four vice presi-
dents, Joseph Ferris of Chicago, William
Wilson of Cincinnati, J. H. S“mith of Min-
neapolis, and Thomas Hudson of Chicago.
Atter spending about an hour in the
Council chamber, yesterday afternoon, in a
general consideration of the differences ex-
isting between the two organjzations, an
adjournment was taken till evening, when
they met in the Occidental Hotel parlora.
They will remain in session until some
plan of consolidation is agreed upon or its
impracticability is fully demonstrated.

Streot-Car Stablemen Organiz-d.

Another class of the street-railway em-
ployes tovk the initiatory steps toward ef-
feoting an organization last night. For
several weeks pastthe stablemen have been
talking among themselves of forming a
union, and as a result a meeting was called
for last night, in the Baldwin Block, at the
oorner of Delaware and Market streets.
The meeting was in eharge of D, F. Ken-

nedy, organizer for the American Federa-
tion of Labor, with whioh the new organi-
zation will attliliate, and was attended by
about forty representatives from the
stablemen. A tewporary organization was
eftected, with Dan Sullivan as president
and George Stall secretary. A charter was
asked from the federation, and 310 raised
to pay for it and the necessary bLooks and
rituals. Another meeting will be held as
the same place next Tuesday night and a
permanent organization comvpleted, and a
committes of one man from each barn was
appointed to notify the men not present at
last nighv's meeting of the meeting next
Tuesday. )

The new organization, in addition to the
stab emen, will include the trackmen and
teamsters in the employ of tho company,
and it is expected that they will be able to
begin existence as a union with a member-
ship of at least seventy:five. There was
some talk of taking the older change boys
jnto the new union, bant there are disad-
vantages to such an arrangement that may
result in the change boys Leing left out, in
which case they will, in all probabiasy,
form & upion of theirown. The Federa-
tion of Labor will not accept into member-
ship persons under eighteen years of age.
and, ns the younger ochange boys wonid be
excluded by this law, the geuneral opinion
seems to be that they be not admitied to
the new union.

The change boys will bave a meeting
at the Lousiana-street barns to-night
to discuss the union nestion. A
plan is talked of which may be
adovted by them under whioh they
will organize as an 1ndependent unlon, af-
filiating with no higher body. This will e
necessary if all the change boys are taken
into membership, and they have shown a
disposition to stand by one another that 18
seldom dispiayed by the bigger unions.

Hod Carriera’ Strike,

The situation in the hod oarriers’ strike
remains about as 1t was the day of the
strike, with both sides determined to main-
tain the stand taken by them, The hod
oarriers bave made no eflort to have any
conference with the coutractors, and the

latter say that 1t will be useless for them
to do go, because they have all along given
but one answer t0 the demandes, and the
answer will not be echanged now, and that
is that the demands cannos be granted,
Mr. Twyname said yesterday afternoon
that he had ten men at work who went out
cu the strike. Iie told them the day before
vhestrike wasinaugurated that if they went
out and refused to come back be would
simply get other workmen in their places,
This, he says, he has done, and that yester-
day morning be had a full complement of
men ready to begin work, and would Lave
done so had the weather permitted. Levi
Pierson said that there were twenty men
employed by him ont with the strikers,
but that he bad securad nearly that num-
:pr who were ready to go to work at any
ime,
