Freights Weighed and Inspctfd at Four
Feints in Indiana r&st Lan on the Bee

Mao Division of tlia Big Fear.

D. T. Hacon. general manager of the In-

diana Car Service Aesoeiation, is Bend-

ing to officials of roads in the association
a decision in the suit of the George Camp-
bell Company, manufacturers, against the
Haiti more & Ohio road. The case waa
brougnt before Judge K. Boyd Faulkner,
in the Circuit Court of Jellerson comity,
West Virginia, and the decision rendered
last week. The history of the case is as
follows: Two cars of bark were received
at the U. & O. station in Charleston, W.
Vs., in August. 1891, and the consignees
were notified on arrival in the nsual way.
They neglected to call and pay freight
charges and remove the lading until after
the iree time bad expired, and were then
told by the agent that $1 cur-servi- ce oharge
on each car bad already accrued,
which mnst be paid before delivery.
This they refused to do, and in ac
cordance with car-servi- ce rules delivery
wae withheld for payment of Charge. The
rars remained on the tract until $WJ charge
bad accrued npon each car; the railroad
company then sold the bark for freight
and car-servic- e charges, and snit was
brongbt by plaiutill for damages in the
above amount. Uy agreement of both
parties, a jnry having been waived, the
case was safunitted to the judgment of the
court, and after hearing the evidence and
argument of counsel, judgment was ren-
dered in favor of defendant lor the sum of
$14.fcS, being the dillerence between the
value of the bark sold and the amount of
freight and demurrage charges.

The 3Iot Difficult Problem to Solve.
J. T. Brooks, vice president of the Penn-aylvan- ia

Company, when in the city a day
or two ago. said that the great problem
with railway managements now was how
to make both ends meet Taxes were in-

creasing, the cost of labor increasing, bet-
ter accommodations for travel are de-

manded, faster trains are asked for, while
on the other hand rates were steadily go-

ing lower. A point baa been reached where
the roads are seexuioaly being operated at a
minimum cost. Most of the railroad coin
pame;i Lave refunded their bonded debt at

lower rate of interest, and stockholders
are stumbling that so email dividends are
paid. Now the-questio- n comes up as to
wbere further economics can be effected,
and it is really a serious one. He feared
that before it could be solved many roads
would be forced into bankruptcy. The
only solution he could see would be in the
advancing of rates. On the Pennsylvania
lines, if advanced one mill per 100 pounds,
it would mean a handsome increase in rev-
enue, and such an advance would hardly
1 e felt by shippers. This problem was rap-
idly coming to a point where it must be
solved, and the wisest of railroad men are
looking with anxiety to the outcome.
