Federal Court Will Wrestle with tne
I'lea lor a Monon Receivership.

Preliminary Motion OverruledJcdge Bar-

tholomew's Decision Antl-Seinl- ne Law
bastameJ Court Ufccellanj.

The attorneys in the Monon receivership
case appeared in Room 3 of the Superior
Court and submitted argument npon the
petition of the defendants, Thomas and
Brice, to remove the cause to the federal
oourt

Refore argument was had npon the pe-

tition for, removal, attorneys Hatch and
Trissal filed a motion asking that they be
granted judgment against the defendant
upon default. The motion alleged that
summons had been served npon defendants
and they appeared to the action and a rule
to answer was taken against them, but
since that time they have neither answered
nor demurred to the complaint for which
reason they asked judgment r.gainst the de-

fendants and that all the allegations of the
complaint not requiring proof be taken as
confessed. They also filed a motion to
strike from the files and to reject the peti-
tions for removal for the following reasons:

First That said parties have no standing in
this court or rbrht to he heard because they have
not appeared or submitted to Its jurisdiction.

Second That they were named in the com-
plaint hercinand made parties thereto as do
lacto otlicers of the Louisville, New Albany A:

Chicago Railway Company, aud as such required
to answer as to certain acts of maladministration
of the affairs of said corporation, but have not
appeared or answered as to such charges, and
have no rwlit to petition or be heard in their
cuvaeity as individuals. ,

Tbird-Tn- at eatd petitions are InsutSclcnt In
both form and substance.

Fourth That said petitions were not presented
at the proper time.

Fifth That said cause is not romovable, and
the court to which it Is proposed to remove it
would not have Jurisdiction of either the parties
or subject-matter- .

Sixth Because said petitions are manifestly
sham, and frivolous, and only designed to delay
a hearing aud determination ot tnls cause.

Poventh Uecauso neither the petition nor bond
presented are suttlcleut.

LUhih lccne said petitioners and each
of them are joint tort feasors with defendant
company, and, an such, do not present a several
controversy within the meaning of the act of
Congress authorizing the removal ot caiucs to
the federal court.

The court overruled both motions and
then heard argument by the parties upon
the petitions for removal.

Tho petitions were granted and theeanse
removed. The opinion of Judge Bartholo-
mew wus as follows:

Of course, it I had authority to examine into
these matters tbat the federal court must deter-
mine, I am free to say that outside of tho peti-
tion itself I do not think tho Circuit Court of
tbe United States has Jurisdiction. But that U
not a question I can determine. I cannot deter-
mine the jurisdiction of tho Circuit Court in this
cae. It mut determine it for lteif. Under tho
authorities, I am not allowed to pass on that
question.

I am fatirtOed In my own mind that there can
be no complete adjudication of the questions in
the complaint and lu the petition between the
parties seeking to remove thin case and tho
plaintiff, but I have no jurisdiction to pans upon
tlioo questions. The moment this petition is
tiled 1 mnst look ut the form of the
bond, and if it is sufficient lu form,
and the sureties are sufficient, it is bet'
ter for all parties that it should be certi-
fied. The bond provides that at the
next sexton of the federal court you may
present the question there. That H w

moruinc Of course, if it has adjourned for a
few days, at the next sitting, which lithe next
pesslou. Looking at it as 1 do, the bond being
suflicient In form, and no question made as to
the sureties, I think I am bound to certify tho
case.

As to the controversy between the parlies
there are questions here that cannot be deter-
mined; for instance, the constitutionality ot the
State law. I do not think the United states
Court has any Jurirtdictien of that matter at all,
and it is, perhaps. Just as vital .is between
Thomas and Brice and the plaintiff as It 1 be-
tween tho road and the plaintiff. This petition
alleges a citizenship In Indiana of the A-
lbany road; it alleges the nonresideuce ot "the de-
fendants, Brice and Thomas. I nm con.'lned In
my passing on the petition to remove to just
those facts. I cannot go beyond them. I cannot
say whether the United Hates Court has any
Jurisdiction in tho matter at all. That is left
with tho United States Court Of oourse, if I
could determine tbat matter. hat would be an-
other question. I will enter the order of removal
and approve the bond.

Dispute Over World's Fair Bates
The passenger agents and general man-

agers of the Western Passenger Association
rein deep trouble. It is only two weeks

the Denver & Rio Grande. At yesterday's
meeting at Chicago the preposition was
made to the Colorado lines to conttoo their
lighting to their looal territory and make a
rate on world's fair traftio wbioh would
not demoralize the rates in the West-
ern Passenger Association. They partially
af reed to this even the Denver & Rio
Grande, which would not come into the
meeting and there is a possibility that
they may adopt a through rata which will
be only 5 per cent nnder the Western Pas-
senger Association's agreedlrate of 80 per
cent, of double locals. If this is done there
is a possibility tbat a general slaughter
may be averted; otherwise rates will have
the heart cut out of them. The Alton has
announced that it would send out tiekets
and with them instructions to adhere
closely to the Western Passenger agreement,
bat said that if any of its competitors
juggled rates it would meet them at once.

The Rig Four
operates via Cleveland end Butialo. T. A.
Newman, an old lake line man. has been
appointed general manager of the boat
line, which will ply between Cleveland
and Buffalo the 1Interests of the Rig
Four.
