What this sum represents
in onr own money, however, 1s not so easy
to determine, as the opinions upon the
value of & maravedi vary greatly. The
maravedi—the nawe is of Moorish origin—
was a small coin used at the end of the fif-
teenth century and at the beginning of the
s:Xteenth century. All prices were ex-
pressed in maravedis, even if they ran into
the millions. 1t is, however, a fact well
known that almost ull coans which con-
tinne to bear one name decrease in valne
in the course ot centuriesa. The KHoman
silver denarive sank finally to common
copper coips, known in JFrance as
‘dermer,” in England as ‘d’ and in
Germany as ‘plennig’” The orignal

niden—gold, as the name ndicated—

a8 long since become a silver piece
which nowhere bas the value of 50 cents,
So, also, the value of the maraved: became
less and less, until & oentury sgo it was
hardly equal to a pfennig (one-quarter of a
cent,) One may also reason backward that
1t was much more valuabie four oenturies
ago.

“‘Rune comes to the conclusion, n!u‘r the
examination of various decrees of Ferdi-
nand, tbat the value of a maravedi was
nbout 2,56 pfennigs, or less than % of a cent
in modern money., ‘Therefore the contribu-
tion of 1,140,000 maravedis made by (Queen
Isabella was, hesays, 29,154 marks, or about
$1.206, without taking into conaideration
the higher purchasing power of money in
Columbus’s days. The city of Palos also,”
adds the article, “had to fuarnish ont of its
own means two small ships meuned for
twelve months. The cost to the state,
therefore, of the journey of divcovery
was pot more than 30,000 marks
(£7.500.) Of this sum the admiral roceived
an apnual salary of 1,280 marks (§320); the
cantaing, Martin Juan and Anton VYerez,
eah 768 marks (8192): the pilots, 542 to 614
marks each (§125 to §153), and & physician
only 158 marks and 00 pfennigs (8850.) The
sailors received for the necessaries of lifa:

(§2.45,)"”

MEXICAN SOLDIERS KILLED

Ope Hundred and Thirty Slaughtered
by an Army of Rebels.

Several Towna Raided by Outlaws and Re-
ligious Fanatics—The Behring BSea
Case—The Kaiser at Rome.

REVOLUTION IN MEXICO.

Beveral Towns Captured by Rebels and 130
Federal Soldlers Killed.
Crruvanva, Mexico, April 20.—Amalla,
afugitive from justice in New Mexico, reo-
cently returped to his native mountains
and stirred up a large force of ignorant
malcontents, outlaws and religious fanat-
ics, and, arming them, captured the town
of Temaxachic, near Guerrero, an impor-
tant mining town, beyond  the sum-
mit of the Sierra Madre Little
resistance was offered, but three
men were wounded, and the town sacked.
Amalla then went southward toward To-
machica and had & skirmish with three
bundred soldiers, who surrendered, and
afterwards joined him. The ocombined
forces, under the leadership of Amalla,
then rushed on the town of Santa Tomas
and plundered it without resistance. The
rebels then took the town of Guerrero,
which was garrisoned by volunteer troops,
who surrendered without fighting.
At this point the federal troops
oame up and the rebels fled to
s>anta Tomas, pursned by the soldiers. The
foederal troops were surprised as the latter
place and in the battle that ensued, 150 of
them were killed or wounded. The rebles
sufiered very littie, The troops were com-
pletely routed. BSeveral oflicers were
among the nnmber killed. Reinforcements
of government troops arrived after the bat-
tle and will attempt to defend Guerrero,
Great exocitement prevails, as further fight-

ing is soon expected.

A pack train of bullion from the Jesus
Maria diatrict, bound for Chihuahus was
seized by the rebels and every dollar of
property confiscated. The value of the
bullion is estimated at $40,000. News
comes that there is great suffering among
the natives. Guerrero has been eutirely
depopuiated, and the miserable inhabitants
of that region are making their way to-
ward the city of Chihuahua. As much of
the 150 miles of road is through a desert
devoid of water the sufferings of the poor
wretohes are terrible. News of the revolu-
tion can only be obtained through travel-
ers, and the stories told by natives cannot
be relied upon.

NOT RELIABLE,

Mr. Carter's View of the Report of Britain's
Behring Sea Commissioners.

Paris, April 20.—Mr. J. C. Carter, of conn-
sel for the United States, resumed his ar-
gument to-day lefore the DBebhring sea
court of arbitration. Ile described the
habits of the seals, as given in the report of
the American commissioners appointed to
inyestigate the subjeot, and he contended
that the report of the Dritish Behring sea
commissioners on the same subject had
boen written with the object of defending

pelagio sealing, and were, therefore, unre-
liable. The British report was founded al-
most entirely upon the utterances of
natives and similar persons of infer-
jor intelligence. The American report was
almost exclusively the evidence given by
officials who had made a special study of
the questions involved from a scientifio
point of view, and who had the Lest tech-
nical information on the subject. The
British arguments, based on the report of
the British commissioncrs, ought to be re-
jected, therefore, by the tribunal, as they
were supported only LY inadequate evi-
deunce, Mr, Carter nextdescribed the habits
of seals to introduce his argumpnt as to the
himits witlun which indiscriminste seal-
jng ought to be prohibited,

Baron De Courcel, president of the tribu-

nal, suggested that the argument of the
United States would have been strength-
ened if the Senate had already passed a
law restraining Amerioan e¢itizens from
pelagic sealing.

Mr. Carter replied that the United States
would not be likely to take the trouble to
rrevent American maranding, mereoly to

eave the field olearer for maraunders of
other natious,

HUMBERT AND WILHELM,

The Monarchs Meet, Kisa and Embrace Each
Other, and Their Wives Do Likewinse.

RomEe, April 20.—-The weather to-day

was brilliant and the ecity presented an
extremely animated appearance in honor
of Italy’s King and Germany’s sovereign.
Trains loaded with people from all direo-

tionas constantly arrived, and it 1s esti-
mated that not lesa than 150,000 visitors are

in the city, The decorations were elabor-
ate and everything indicated a desire on
the part of the people to show their lo_s'altg
and joy over the coming twenty-fift
anniversary of King Humbert's marriage.
The German Emperor and Ewpress arrived
in Rome at 1 o'clock this atternoon. Kin
Humbert and Queen Margherita, uttendog
by Jtalian princes and nobles, met the vis-
1tors at the station. The greetings between
the Emperor and King Humbert and the
FEmpress and Queen Margherita were
ot the most cordial ocharacter. The
Emperor and the Italian King kissed
and embraced each other and the
Queen and Empress did likewise.
After the greetings the procession formed
for the drive to the Quirinal, The royal
procession consisted of seventeen open car-
riagos, containing the imperial and royal
families and their saoites. escorted by
Italian cuirassiers. The Emperor William
and King Humbert rode in the first car-
riage, and the Emovpress Augueta, (Jueen
Margherita and Prince Victor Emmanuel,
the Italian prinoce royal, in the second ear-
riage. The people along the ronts Railed
the imperial and royal people with enthus-
tnam, and the bands of all the regiments
played the Prussian national hymn.

Ferdinand and Mary Loulse Married,
Frorexce, April 20,— Prines Ferdinand,
raler of DBulgaria, and Priocess Marie
Lonise, eldest daughter of the Duke of
Parma, were marrieda to-day at the villa

Pianore, the ducal residence near Viareggio.
The ceremony wnas marked with much

pomyp. The groom 18 thirty-two years of
age. The bride is twenty-three. The
couple will maintain a magoificent cours
at Solia,

At the close of the church services a
wedding breakfast was given at the ducal
residence, at which speeches reciting the
political importance of the event were
made. The Prinee and his bride then lefs

for Spezzia, where they will embark for a
voyaxe eastward.

The Czar's Easter Egg.

BeErLIN, April 20,—The Russian Czar, now
in the Crimea, is said to have found an ex-
quisitely painted egg on his table Easter
morning. It contained a small silver dag-
ger, twoivory death beads and a slip of
paper bearing the words: *"Christ has risen;
we, alno, shall rise again.” The egg must
bhave been placed on the table by one of the
Czar’s bonsebold, as nobody else had access

to the room in which 1t was found., The

The bartk bas 200 branches in
Australin, The failure was due to the
heavy withdrawal of deposita, The news
of the failure reached this city too late to
affect tLhe market.
