Testimony of a Neighbor Before Coro-

ner Deck Causes a Sensation.

Bat Dr. A. a Smith Eidicales tho Idea of Fail
Flay Sajs Death Was Due to Exhanstion
of Oiygen Mrs. Smith Tails Candidly.

From tho front 'door of a little fonr-roor- a

cottage, on one of the quiet back streets of
North Indianapolis, two streamers of
black crape fluttered to tbe wind. About
the gate and on the fence leaned a dozen
or more cnrioasly-incline- d men, with seri-

ous faces conversing in low whispers as
they eyed the house with strange glances
of awe. In the little spare room of the
cottage whito sheets were drawn over the
faces of Moses Smith and his eon Oliver,
while in an adjoining room the wife and
mother was prostrate. As pale as the
corpse of her hnsband and eon, she was
surrounded by a crowd of neighboring
women, each ono apparently avoiding a
word or look that would indicate to ber
the dark thoughts ana suspicions that
were being given speech by the morbid
groups of men outside.

Last evening Mrs. Smith consented to
talk about the affair and again related all
that she claims to know of it She talked
without hesitation and in a quiet, calm
way. She said: "1 am the second wife of
Moses Smith, and Oliver is our son. My
married lite bas been perfectly happy, and
I have never had a word with my husband,
notwitsbanding the stories told by persons
who aro indisposed toward me. Last Sat-
urday afternoon I spent in Indianapolis,
and left tho oity atd.'JO o'clock with my
stepson, Marion Smith. . We came home
and 1 was about the house and store until
closing-u- p time, when my hnsband said he
wonld go to the drug store for a bottle of
witch hazel, lie was injured a
few weeks ago by a runaway and
was using this medicine on his leg.
Wo all retired beiore 10 o'clock, . Oliver
has been in tbe habit of sleeping on a
lounge in tbe kitchen, but just before we
went to bed he remarked that the lounge
was too short for him, and that he wonld
sleep with his father. I oconpied the
lounge that night, and before I slept I
turned down the gas slightly and also
lowered the light of the lamp at the head
of the other bed. 1 then fell asleep, and
remember no more until I came to myself
yesterday morning. We had no trouble of
any kind Saturday night and never have
had.

"My husband bas been atiliotod for along
time with a kind of epilepsy and heart
trouble, and bas often told me that 1 would
get up some morning and lind him dead.
When I retired Saturday night I did not
notice that the las was escaping, bnt one
night two or three weeks ago we had to get
ud and open the doors on account of the
suffocating pressure in the room."

Dr. A. C. Smith, of Morth Indianapolis,
who was called in Sunday to revive Mrs.
Smith, is indignant that the reports of
Sunday and yesterday were given circula-
tion. "It is absurd," said he; "any man
with common sense ought to know that
those people died from suftocation by ear-bon- io

gas, generated from the lighted lamp.
The oxygen was consumed first in the room
where tbe men lay, hence, they were iirst
atllicted." The Doctor's idea is that Mrs.
Smith awoko half suftocated, and made her
way into the room where ber hnsband and
son lay. She probably placed her hand on
the face of the son, and, finding him cold
in death? swooned away aud was overoome
by tbe deadly atmosphere.

Mrs. Smith says that the faot of her hus-
band being found with his clothes on is not
strange, as be frequently lay down with
his trousers and vest on, and especially did
so wbeu he had a considerable amount oi
money about him.

Wort Yancy, the man who is looked npon
with suspicion in thebmitb neighborhood,
is said to have absented himself from the
vicinity of tbe stricken home yesterday, a
faot which caused considerable talk among
the gossips.

Yesterday morning Chief Detective
Bplann detailed detectives Kinney and
Richards to investigate the rumors afloat
in North Indianapolis, and the officers
spent tbe day in familiarizing themselves
with the general charaoter of the persons
under suspicion. One of the lirst to hint
at foul play among the neighbors of tho
Smiths was William Myers, of the county
treasurer's otlice. who has been a lifelong
friend of Moses Smith. Mr. Myers testiiiea
before the coroner yesterday and stated
that several weeks ago the elder Smith
told him that he did not recognize Mrs.
Smith as his wife and intended leaving her
as soon as he could sottle up his business.
He also made kuown to Myers that he was
aware of tho manner in which the name of
his wife was being coupled with that of
Yancy. but that he was not afraid they
would do him bodily harm. Tho witness
was confident that Moses Smith and his
son. were murdered. Yesterday Yancy was
interviewed by tho detectives and
explained to them that there was no ground
wbateye? for the rumors of ar intimacy
between himself and Mrs. Smith. He said
they were the result of busy bodies bent on
making trouble.

Mrs. mith is said to be a devout mem
ber of the Methodist Church and a promi-
nent worker in the -- Ladies' Relief Corps
and missionary societies. Her husband
was connected with the Knights of Honor,
in wbich order ho carried a thousand-dolla- r

policy on his lifo, payable at his death
to his wife.

A Good Grafting Wax.
Professor I3udd. of Iowa, concludes that

linseed oil. as at present manufactured,
contains chemicals injuriocs to veactation.
and that as an ingredient of grafting wax
it is unsuitable. According to a corre-
spondent of the Country (icntleman. a
much better wax is the following: Melt
one pound of common resin over a quiet tire;
add one ounce of beef tallow, stirring it
well. Take it from the lire and let it cool a
little; then stir in atablespoonful of spirits
of turpentine, and after that seven ounces
ot alcohol. Then put the vessel (any tin or
iron vessel will answer to make it in) over
the tire, stirring constantly until the com-
pound begins to boil. Then remove, and
the wax is ready for nso.

It is also excellent for curing wounds on
trees. If tho compound becomes too thick,
warm and add a little more alcohol.

in tbo Vandalia Railroad Yards.

Cart Weirick. Son of an an, Lost
His Life on ft Hon on Freight-F- ell

Down an Elevator Shaft.

A. J. Kinnan, a car inspector In the em-

ploy of the Panhandle railway, was in-

stantly killed at the Vandalia transfer sta-

tion last night. The accident occurred
about 7 o'clock, while the victim was per-

forming a kind and humane office. Mr.
Kinnan is stationed at the Vandalia trans-
fer, two miles west of tbe oity. by the Pan-
handle people for the purpose of receiving
their cars. A short time before he met his
death a dog had been run over by an
engine and cut to pieces. It seems that
tbe animal was a favorite pet with Mr.
Kinnan, aud with some other employes he
was preparing, to bury it. He made
an attempt to pass around tho
end of a car which stood on tho switch,
unaware that an engine and two cars were
bearing down npon him. Before he stepped
from the track the moving cars struck tbe
stationary car with great velooity, and he
was caught beneath tbe wheels. The other
men were nnconsclons of the aocident un-
til it was over, and tho inspector was found
to be lifeless. His head was terribly
mashed, besides other injuries, and death
had been instantaneous. The remains were
taken to the undertaking establishment of
Planner &. Buchanan. Mr. Kinnan resided
with his family at No. 127 Shelby itreet, in
wbich vicinity he was well known and
highly respected. He was fifty yeara old
and an ex-soldi- being prominently con-
nected with the Grand Army. Ho leaves
a wife and six grown children.

juries received by a fall down an elevator
shaft.

WEBBER CAME BACK AGAIN

Insurance Agent, Claimed by Two
Wiyes, Arrested Upon Bis Return.

Trial Postponed Pulsions of the General
Term Elevator tiots to the Eank

Court Hiscellany.

J. II. Webber was arrested at 11 o'clock
yesterday morning, as he tras coming ont
of Kerscaner'a restaurant. onXortn Penn-yWan- ia

street. . Constable Ilntton made
tbe arrest on two alii davits filed against
him by bis wife. Carrie Webber, who
charges him, with wife desertion, and also
with immorality In eonneetion with Min-

nie B. Caftee. it will be remembered that
several weeks ago. when Mrs. Webber
first appeared upon the scene in tbis city.
Webber offered a compromise on the basis
of 1.000 for her to lea?e tbe city. This
was aocepted, bat Webber failed to appear
at tbe appointed time, and a search for
blm developed the fact that ho had left the
eity. Mrs. Webber remained, bat nothing
was heard of her husband until his arrest
festerday morning. Constable Hutton was
Informed yesterday morning, by a man
who knew Webber, that he was in tbe city
again, and bad been since last Thursday.
Tbe constable immediately started in
search of him. and found him in Kerscb-ner'- s

restaurant at the hour named. Tbe
officer very considerately waited outside
till the mau had finished the meal which
he was eating, and when he stepped into
tbe street he was placed under arrest and
taken to the otlice of Justice liabicb,
where a commitment was secured, and he
was immediately taken to thu jail. There
was also an alliJavit in tbe same court
against Minnie CatVee, charging her with
immorality in connection with Webber,
and. although her whereabouts have been
known all the time, she was not arretted
for the reason that it was desired to socure
tbe man tirst, and in case he could not be
lound the woman was not to be arrested.
As soon as Webber was arrested Deputy
Constable Holmes started in search of the
woman. She was found in the otlice of her
attorney, George Carter, and placed under
arrest.

Tbe important question of giving bond
for their appearance then very naturally
presented itself, and an ell'ort was made by
theCatlee woman to give tbe bond herself
for the appearance of Webber. This was
impossible, however, as her title to the
property owned by her was not such as
would permit it, although she is worth
more than enough to give the required
bond. 'Mr. Carter executed bond for
her appearance and she was released,
hat Webber, failing to secure bond,
was kept in jail until 2 o'clock, when he
was brought once more into court for trial,
but a continuance being taken till next
Saturday, and failing lohave secured bond,
he was again remanded. Mr. J. II. Cattee
tbeu went on his bond. Immediately upon
the arrest of Webber his wife was notified,
and went to the office of the justice where
her husband was nnder arrest. She walked
Into the room quietly, and took a seat near
htm. their eyes met in a questioning gaze,
but neither said a word to the other.
When Webber was brought back in the
afternoon for trial tbe attorneys, Carter,
eidensticker and Hamrick. for the de-

fendants, and Prosecutor Ogborn and Ev-
erett, for tbe State, agTeed that the two
might have a conference and try to eliect
lotus kind of a compromise agreement.
They retired to the rear room, and were en-
gaged in conversation for several minutes,
bnt failed to reach anv agreement.

Webber says that ho will oiler nor ac-
cept no compromise whatever in the case,
and that be will continue to do business at
the old stand.
