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The Kaiser Talks to His Officers About
the Army Bill and the Reichstag,

In Case the Next Parliament Is Hostile to the
Measure He Will Exert All His Power
to Ubtain Its Euactment.

THE KAISER THREATENS

He Will Put His Army Bill Into Effect if
Mejected by the New Relchstag.

BervLix, May 9.—While reviewing the
troops 1o the field at Templehofer to-day
the German Emperor ordered the principal
oliicersof the Imperial Guards to gather
around him. e addressed them as follows:

“Since we last met the situation created
by the army bill has shown peculiar
changes. | could not look forward to the
rejestion of the billL On the contrary,
trusting to the patriotiam of the Reichbstag,
I boped for the unconditional acceptance
of it. The reanit Bas caused me deep dis-
appointment and sorrow. I regret that the
patriotic men who were jn the minority did
not sncceed 1n defeating those who were
indifferent to the welfare of their country.
Dnglnu the lass few days passionate words,
whienh might better have remained unsaid
among gentlemeon, have been spoken.

“1 was obliged to dissolve the Reichstag
in tho hope that the new KHeichstag woald
pass the nll., [ am determined, iu case
this hope also be disappointed, to stake all
in my power to obtain the enactment of
the measure, for | am too thoroughly con-
vineced of its necessity as a guaranty of the
peuce of Europe to allow it to be finaliy
doefeated.

The spevch is causing enormous excite-
ment among the people. It appearsin the
German Universal Gazette in double-lead-
ed prominsnee, Those who heard the Em-
peror speak say that he spoke with unusasal
emphasia, pausing at every word in order
to convey the sense of his determination to
abide by his declarations. There 18 a pro-
i't‘mnd sud widespread 1mpression that the
Emperor would not hesitate to risk a con-
flict with thenoew Reichstagshonld it prove
hostile to the bill. The Emperor's coneclud-
ing words in addressing his offlicers were:
] felt the necessity to tell yon oandidly
my decision a8 | told yon my hopes when
the bill was first proposed.” The officers
who heard the Emporor’s wordsmaintained
absolutesilence, although evidentily in deep
sympathy with the Kaiser's viewsa, Lead-
ing men in German polities who have heard
of the Lmperor's speech now consider that
he has embarked on a poliey of Prussian hivh
toryism and that the chancea of the Frei-
sinnige party to bring about a moderate lib-
eral erns bave vanished.

“Weare hearing mueh about the excite-
ment of the masses just now, 1 do not
think that the German people will allow
themselves to be excited by irresponsible
meddlers. On the contrary, I know that |
am in sympathy with the princesof the
federal States, the people and the army. 1
thank you, gentlemen, for your loyal in-
tereat.”

The correapondent of the Associated
Presa was assured officially this evening
that the Emperor did not wish his speech
to be read as » menace to the Keichstag or
a8 a ohallenge w0 ocontlict. *On the con-
trary,” said the informant, "his Mgjesty
desires the most scruuulous adherence to
constitutional forms. He feels strongly,
however, the urgent need of reforming the
Reichstag., He cannot govern with a
{oichatag split into ten political parties,
among whom, through chance or partisan
agreemnents, majorities are constantly form-
ing against the government on vital issunes.
His Majesty does not wish to rule absolute-
ly. He is willing to rule conditionally—
even to allow the parliamentary
majority a share in the govern-

ment—bnt what imperial Cabinet counld
work with Bebel, Lieber and Richter?

Not one of them has nnder his econtrol a
positive working majority; notone of them
can get towether a majority combination,
Few thiugs would please the Emperor bet-

ter than & consolidation of the parlia-
mentary factions into two or three large

parties, with whom he wonid be able to

reckon in determining his policy. Then he
would be happy to govern in harmony with

the parliamentary majority.”

Mr. Gladstone, there-
upon, dennanced the amendment as obvi-
ously intended to pass & slight upon the
Irish legislature and 1mply distrust of
that legisiatare on the part of Parliament,
After considerable debate the amendment
was rejected by a vote of 202 to 257,

Wilhham Redmona, VParoellite member
for East Claire, moved that the-Iriah legis-
lative assembly be called Parliament, 1n-
stead of a legisiatare.

Mr. Gladstone opposed the motion cn the
ground that the paramount assembly
ought to be called a Parlhiament as distin-
guisbed from the body to which the Parlia-
ment aelegated coertain powers,

Mr, Morely saia that the distinction be-
tween Parlinment and the Logislature was
only a matter of sentiment, withont ma-
terial pignilicance.

Mr. Labouchere, leader of the Radioals,
remarked that, while not regardiong names,
but things. he knew that Irish sentiment
would be gratified if the assembl!y 1n Dab-
lin were called a Parliament.

The national commlession met at noon,
and the firat business which came up for
cousideration was a long petition from
Miss Couzins, of Missour:, in which she set
forth her cisims as outlined in these dis-
patoches last night. An effort was
made to have the document raled
out of order, bLut it faled, Later
the jndiciary committes, to whioch
Miss Couzins e¢laims to have referred,
brought 1u a report stating that under Seo-
tions 2and 3 of the art of Congroess creat-
ing the commission Miss Counzins cannot
ve regarded as in any sense a member of
the commission, and as a logical consa-
quence canunot be permitted to participate
I 1t8 proceedings or exercise auny of the
rights and prerogatives 1noident to mem-
bership thervof.

After Miss Jouzins had retired committeo
reporta were presented. The committee on
live stock made a report which is not at all
encouraging. The committes found, on 1n-
vestigation, that the grounde and buildings
in this department are not ready, though
the chief of the department thinks there
is ample time and that he will
have them 1n readiness by the time they
are needed.

THREE NEGROES LYNCHED.
Hanged to a Telegraph Pole Because They
Killed a Young White Man,

CaMDEN, Ark., May 9.—Three mnegroes
were lynched at Bearden, this county,

early this morning for marder and assault
made on Saturday upon Jesse Norman, &

prominent young business man of that
place. Norman died from the result of the
wounds, whioh were inflioted with an ax,
nvon his head, as he was returning home
from his store at miduight. The mob, con-
sisting of three huundred men, were sure
they had the right persons, as a poocketbook
and other personal effects of Norman’s
were found wupon them. The purpose of
the assassins was robbery. The megroes
were taken from the oflicers between mid-
night and dawuon. They beggea for mercy,
for their lives; but none was shown. The
viotims were James Stewart, aged twenty
years; Riochard Benson, aged forty, and
Abe Crane, aged twenty-five. This morn-
ing the bodies of the three were found sue-
pended to three telegraph poles east of

town.

Another Negro's Neck in Danger.
NewponrT, Ark.. May 9.—Henry Jackson
and George Jackson, both coiored, were

working on an Iron Mountain constraction
train this afternoon. The former is now

dead and the other is in jail, and may be
lynched before morning. The train was in

motion and the men began cracking jokes
whiech, after a while, became too personal
for George. who picked up a pioce of iron
and with it knocked Henry on the head. He
fell between the cars. Several trucks
pasasd over bis boidy before the train counld
be bronght to a standstill. He was brought
to Newport, where be died soon after. His
slaver was arrested. The negroes are very
much exeited and lynching ie freely talked
of. Should an attempt at lynching be
made the mob will meet with a warm
