STOKES K0T CIVILLY DEAD.

The Slayer of Jim Fik I'rolnces a Pardon
rijjned ly Grover Cleveland.

New York, Moy 10. Argument was heard
to-da- y before Jodgu Cowing, in the Court
of General Sessions, in the libel suit of
Edward S. JStokes, of the Ilotlman House,
against W. E. D. Stokes and lawyer William
R. Martin. The affidavit of Mr. Martin
waa read, in which it was claimed that
Edward S. Stokes, having been convicted
and sentenced for the crime of homicide in
shooting Jim Fisk, was civilly dead, and the
charges brought by him against Mr. W. E.
1). Stokes ana himself Martin could not be
entertained. Counsel for Mr. Edward
Stokes thereupon created a sensation in
the court room by handing up to tho court
0 pardon of the State to Edward S. Stokes,
dated Dec 1. 118 1, and signed by Grover
Cleveland, then Governor, releasing Stokes
from all consequences of hiairirne. This
introduction of the pardon is the first in-
formation that has ever teen Riven as to
the restoration of Mr. Stokes to citizen-
ship. Judge Cowing took the papers in
theauit and reserved hia decision.

LIBERTY DID NOT GIVE DIM LIFE.

Body of Rohls, One of the Murderers Who Es-

caped from Sing Sine. Found in the Ilndson.

Sino Sing, May 10. The body of Frank
W. Rohle. who, with Thomas Pallistcr,
eacaped from the death house in Sing Sing
prison on April 20, waa found, this morn
ing, in the Hudson river, directly across
from Siog Sing. The body waa found by
three fishermen. State Deteotive Jackson
and Principal Keeper Connaughton identi-
fied tho body by means of a picture and
the prison shoes which the dead murderer
wore. The body was very mnch decom
posed. Fisherman Cronk says he thinks
he saw another body further down the
river, bnt did not go after it, as be had the
body of Rohle in tow. Searching parties
are trying to hnd the body of Pallistcr in
the river. When the body had been washed
It was found that Roble had been shot in
the right side of the head, and the suppo
sition is that Pallistcr shot him in order to
facilitate his own escape.

NICARAGUA'S REVOLUTION.

San Juan Del Sur and Several Other Cities
in the Hands of the Insurgent.

Ban Juan del Sur. May 10. The revolu
tionists have taken possession of this port,
and control most of the country between
here and Grenada. That city ia in the
bands of the insurgents, who also hold
Rivas, Masayo, Jinotepe and Matalpa. Tel-
egraphic oommnnioation with the capital
has been cut off, and it is not possible to
learn what is being done around Managua.
It is reported, noweyer, that the capital
city Is nnder siege, and that several engage
ments between the government troops aud
the insurgents nave taken place. 1 he rev-
olutionists are rapidly gathering arms, en
listing troops aud collecting money. Their
army la Ksluing reinforcements dully.
Many of tne leading merchant nave open
iy declared their oyiupathy for the rovolu
tionary cause. Among the laboring classes
great enthusiasm is shown. It is evident
that the outbreak is the most serious one
which has taken place in Nicaragua for
many years. The war may last for eorae
time, and it promises to be a bloody one.

Real Tragedy on the Stage.
Vienna, May 10. The theater at Lem- -

burg, the capital of Austrian fialicia, was
the scene last night of a most tragic occur-
rence. The theater was comfortably tilled
and the play was proceeding satisfactorily.
when suddenly Herr Delczuk, one of tho
actors, drew a revolver, in full sight of the
spectators, placed the weapon to his head
and blew out bis brains. It was subse-
quently learned that Herr Delozuk'e
act waa prompted by jealousy. In
the company was a youug actress
of whom Delczuk waa deeply enatn
ored. and it was generally supposed that
his lovo was reciprocated by the actress.
During the progress of the play last night
Deh'Ztik dttected his sweetheart flirting
with a man who occupied one of the stalls.
and when the couple left the stage at the
end of the aet Dulczuk upbraided the girl
fur her pertidy: She treated the matter
lightly, and again when ehe went on re
sumed the flirtation. Desperately enraged
at his sweetheart a conduct Delczuk fol-
lowed her, as his part required, but, in-
stead of speaking his lines, he walked close
to the foolights and, without a word,
killed himself. .

dollar mortgage and bonds; S3.C00.000 of the
bonds, bearing 4 per cent, interest, are to
be sold at the pleasure of tno directors, to
be need for doable track and equipment:
