Corn and Oats Were Firmer, but Provisions
Were on the Decline.

CHICAGO. May 11. The bank failures,
the government crop report and lower for-
eign markets made a combination to-da- y

that shook 2'o from the price of wheat,
rjomegood buyingou tho break caused a rab
ly of 34c To-nig- ht the price for July, com-

pared with yesterday's closing quotation,
shows a loss of lite per bushel. Corn and
oata are each a trille higher, and provi-
sions, after a dull session, closed a little
lower for pork and lard, but ribs show a
more marked decline, amounting to .124c.
A good deal of excitement accompanied
the slump in wheat. Longs liquidated, and-frcely- .

Short selling was quite a feature,
and stop-los-s orders becoming operative,
added to the weakness. The government
crop report was generally given a bearish
construction, and the market started weak,
with the selling pressure enormous. For
a time the bulls bought on the deoline, but
in the faoe of weak cables and growing
financial complications the tight was a
losing one ' First thenewsof tne Indian-
apolis failure became known; then the cli-
max was reached when it was announced
that the Columbia National Hank of
this city bad closed its doors. Th'ire was
o partial panio for a time, but it was soon
cheeked. Deductions made from the gov-
ernment report varied widely, but it was
evident that the most inllaontittl part of
tho trade construed it bearishly. In this
theory they seemed partially sustained by
the Cincinnati Price Current. Many oper-
ators had calculatod on a report of not
over 70 for tho average condition of winter
wfteat. but, instead, the report waa 75.3,
only 2.1 points less than last month. Dur-
ing the last hour buying was on a liberal
scalo and there was a good reoovery. The
price for July at the close was 7G:,$)076I4O,
which enabled those who bought pdts to
have it put to them as they wanted it. Ac-
cording to common belief two or three of
,the heavy operators who were short were
tho chief sellers of puts yesterday after-da- y

afternoon. The opening was 'tOPsO
lower thsn the closing figures of yesterday,
ruled unsettled and prices declined with
some lluotuations, 14o more, then rallied
4c, fluctuated and closed about lo lower
for July and 14o lower for September.

The corn market did not act with wheat,
except in showing a little weakness at the
opening. When wheat opened demoral-
ized at tho break there was a bluff at sell-
ing corn by a few houses, led by Bartlott-Fraze-r

and Helmbolz. The low selling
point was touched on the first rnsh of sell-
ing. The market firmed up at once. The
sellmg of several days past bad relieved
the big houses of their long stuff and not a
few had developed aehort interest. On tho
break there was a disposition to take the
corn for all months. Prices made a good
rally before being checked by the bank
failures. This caused hesitation, bnt there
was no setback of importance. When the
Hurry in wheat was ended and a better
leeling prevailed there was increased gen-
eral buying in corn. Prices responded and
July, showing most strength, sold well
above the Wednesday dosing. The sup
port in the market was the more snprising
because cables were weak and receipts
more liberal.

The otlenngs of oata were not large, and
the demand was sutliolent to absorb them
and hold prices within a narrow range
most of the day. The opening was at a de-cline- of

There was comparative quiet in the provi-
sion trade.

The local traders were a
little inclined to raid prices at the opening
because of the bearish feeling in grain
markets, and beoaue receipts of hogs were
posted several thousand over the estimate'
at 23.000, The feature of the latter busi-
ness was the buying of September laid by
Cudahy and Wright, causing a recovery in
that staple and pork, but leaving ribs
weak.
