Another of Dwigglna's Original Schemes.
Bprcial to the IctianTO is Journal.

Noblesvilli, Ind., May 12. The failure
of the Columbia National Bauk. of Chi-
cago, attracted some local attention here
owing to tho fact that Zimri Dwiggins, the
president, was a factor iu the organization
of the Hamilton County Bank, this city.
The entire interest of Dwiggins was re-

cently purchased by local parties, and the
bank was capitalized and reorganized as
the First National Bank of Noblesvillo in
March. Dwiggins has no connection with
or relation to the First National Bank of
Noblesvillo, and 'the bank is iu no wise
aiiectcd by the failure at Chicago, except
that there is a small balance on the books-o- f

the Columbia due to the Fifit National
Bank of Noblesv illH. The amount of this
balance is so lueicnilicant that it will in no
wise affect the Noblesvillo bank.

In addition to the numerous banks of
which Dwigi'ins was tho head be was like-
wise the organizer and president ot the
United States Loan und Trust Company,
which did a lartfe business in the way of
farm loans, his method being to loan the
money to the farmers at tt per crnt, inter-
est, payable semi-annual- y. Inclosing up
the loan he required the borrower t exe-
cute a lirst mortgage for the amount of the
principal. The mortgage bond for the
principal had interest coupons attached
for the interest at the rato or fl pr cent.
Ho then took a second mortgage and notes
for tbo other a per cent, of the interest.
The prineipal note with the H per cent,
coupons were sold throughout the coun-
try, and the money thus obtained was put
into new loans. Ho thus secured as his
profit the 2 per cent, notes, scoured by the
second mortgage, together with
premium he could realize on tho sale of the
principal note. In this way the United
States Loan and Trust Company has
placed a large, amount of money on farms
in this State.

A Paris & Dwitrcluft Failure.
Bpecla! to tlio Inr.ianao!ls Journal.

Kokomo, Ind., May 12. Tho Farmers'
Bank, of Greentown. in this county, went
to the wall to-da- y. which, taken with the
ltussiavllle Commercial Bank, had deposits
of 60,000. The two institutions wero
under the Fame management The two
had a capital stock of i CO. 000 each, under
the control of Paris. Dwiggins Ac Co. They
are practically branches of the Columbia
National Bank, of Chicago, that failed yes-
terday. The Chicago people owned but
little of the stock, and the loss will fall
heavjly on loeal stockholders and depos-
itors. The banks were crippled rereutly
by the failure of tho O. L. iCvans Milling
Company. Kx-Go- v. Ira J. Chaso is a stock-
holder in the wrecked bank at Greentown.
tut the extent of his loss is not known.
The officers claim they can pay ent. bnt
there is great apprehension that the wind-n- p

will not show the necessary assets.

mercial State Bank, of this place, closed its
doors this morning with a pUcard on the
door announcing suspension on account of
the failure of the Columbia National Bank,
of Chicago, Tho Commercial is one of the
many small banks put in operation by the
Dwiggins syndicate, of Chicago, and has
been seemingly doing a successful business
for three years. Their deposits were not
overly heavy at this time and the oilicrrs
say that the depositors will be paid in f nU.
The failuro has created a good deal of
uneasiness among depositors and busi-
ness will Uo somewhat crippled for a few
days. The general opinion is that they
will make good their deposits.

A dispatch from Washington says: "The
failure of the Kussiaville bank in con se-
quence of tbo eollapseof the Columbia Na-
tional Bank of Chicago, caused no surprise
at the Controller's ortice to-da- as the dis-
tress of a number of small banks and hank-
ing Arms in northern Indiana was ?illy ex-
pected."

Orleans Dank Suspends.
Siec'al to the Indianapolis Journal.

Orleans, Ind., May 12. The bank of
Orleans closed its doors to-da- y. The fail-
ure of the Columbia National, of Chicago,
and the Capital National, of Indianapolis,
are assigned as the oause. The bank is
owned by Paris & Nave, of Indianapolis,
and was doing a good business. Frank
Kawlings, the cashier, is using every effort
to satisfy tho demands of the excited de-
positors. Negotiations are now pending by
which the nece-sar- y relief will be secnted.
and it is probable the bank will be doing
business again in a few days. Its capital
stock is $10,000. and it is reported that its
deposits will reach 25,000.

Dsnk nt Druokfcton Gone Under.

The Commercial
Bauk of Brookston. White county, one of
the Dwiggins banks, closed its doors this
morning. The depositors were mostly
farmers, and announcement of the bank's
suspension spread rapidly through the
country. It was not long before the little
town was thronged with anxious deposi-
tors. Cashier Barnes was accessible at his
homo, and stated that thero was enough
money and securities in the safe to pay
every depositor iu full. Steps have been
taken to have a receiver appointed.

OPEN KYEItY DAY.

World's Fair Directors Decide to Admit Vis-

itors to Jackson Fark on Sundays.
CniCAGO, May 12. The world's fair gotea

will be swung wide open to the rmblio and
the question of Sunday opening is settled.

Early last Sunday morning crowds began
to move on to Jackson Bark, thinking that
perhaps the gates of the fairgrounds wopld
be opened, bnt they were disappointed, and
fully forty thousand people were turned
away from the gates of tho fair rropcr and
epent thoir money with the eide shows sur-

rounding the fair, a fact which the fair
authorities were not slow to grasp. To-

day, as a result, at the regular monthly
meeting of the local directors of tho
world's fair it was decided to open,
the gates of Jackson Park to the
publio for one-ha- lf the cost of
admittance to the fair during the week,
viz., 2-"-) cents. This action has nothing to
do with the opening of the buildings. Tho
latter will rem a hi closed as directed under
the laws passed by Congress and as agreed
to when the sum of 2,f'U0,00C was aecepted
from the hands of the Fifty-secon- d Con-
gress. The gatekeepers will admit to tho
grounds every .one paying 2a cents, they
can examine the buildings on the oatiide,
see everything there is to be seen, in fact,
.but they cannot enter the buildings. The
action of tho board will go into etTect a
week from next Sunday, or on the 21ot of
this month. The vote by which the reso-
lution was passed was 7 to 7. Under tho
resolution Midway Plaisanoe will also be
thrown open.

Mr. Edwin Walker, attorney for the
board, submitted an opinion on the ques-
tion, and. on the strength of this opinion,
the board acted. No provision was made
for the return of any part ot the (2,00.000
given to the fair under tho act of Congress,
but there were vague tentative talk ot re-
funding tho money, some time in the un-
certain fnture. The vote, as explanations
made by directors revealed, by no means
showed the real convictions of each mem-
ber. Many voted in the afhrrnatlv for tho
purpose ot forcing a test of the matter, and
others voted so with reservations and pro-
visos. Briefly, Mr. Walker deeided that
the exposition was one thing and the ex-
position grounds altogether a distinct and
separate thing. On this the local direc-
tory stands accordingly. Unless the
national commission acts vigorously to
prevent it, Jackson Park will be open on
Sunday, the exposition buildings remain-
ing closed.

The fact that an eflort wonld be made to
cut the gordianknot brought out a large
attendance of members, thirty-fiv-e of tho
forty-liv- e members being present. Lod
before the call for order the directors sat
abont the room impatiently ewaiting tha
appearance of a quorum. Kx-Preside- nl

Baker seemed hardly able to brook the de-
lay, lis repeatedly called upon the board
to get down to business. His impatience,
however, was not exactly conspicuous, as
everybody seemed to feel the tame way.
The gravity of the question which was to
be dealt with apparently caused the di-

rectors no little anxiety, and the Jocularity
which usually prefaced the meetings was
absent.

the attorney's oriNioN.
Immediately after roll call President

Iligginbotham recognized attorney Edwm
Walker, who submitted the report npoa
which the board's action was taken, and
which is, in part, as follows: '

Your president has requested that, as chair-
man of the committee on legislation, I submit to
the board, at Its present xneetlnjr. an opinion rel-
ative to the obligations assumed by this corpora-
tion by its acceptance oIthe act of Congress ot
Aue. 5, 16W2, with the condtions thereto at-
tached, without any reference whatever to tho
subsequent act of Congress of March 3, 1&U3, as
bearing on or aBcctinp such obligations.

The act under consideration is entitled "An
a:t to aid in carrying out an act of Congress, ap-
proved April l8"iO,"eto. Under this act, for
the purpose of aiding la defraying the coat of
construction of the World's Columbian Exposi-
tion. Conpreas appropriated 2,500,000, and di-

rected the secretary of the Treasury to pay tho
same to this corporation upon certain conditions.
This corporation accepted the act. and has fully
complied, upon its part, witn all the conditions
and obligations thereto attached. The inquiry of
your president is directed to Section 4 cf tha
act. which, in substance, provides that such ap-
propriation was made upon Cie further condition
that tbo "exposition should not) be open to the
publio on the first day of the wotr, commonly
called 6unday,M and further provides that.
If such appropriation bo aocepted by
this corporation, it shall be "and it Is hereby '
nade tho duty of tfce World's Columbian Com-
mission, created by an act of Congress, April
16U0, to make such rules cr modiiicatloa of tha
rules of said corporation a shall require tne
cloMng of the exposition on the said first day of
tho week, commonly called Sunday."

After the formal acceptance a rule was adopt-
ed by the board of directors providing tLat the
exposition should be open for the admission ot
visitors for six months, commencing on the 1st
day of May and ending on the 30th day of Octo-
ber, 181)3, on each day of the week, except oa
tho first day of the week, commonly called

This rale has not been amended or modi-llle- d

by the national commission, and still stands
as a rule of this corporation.

The substantial question under consideration
is whether Section 4 of the act of Aug. 5. Itiy2,
and tho rule adopted in conformity therewith, re-
quired trie exclusion ot the pubi'o from Jacitson
Park and Mldwny FlaUance on Sunday as well
as from tho buildings in which the various ex-
hibits are Installed. The act of Aug. o is in aid
of the original act of April '2b, li0, under and
by authority of which the World's Cclamblaa
Exposition Is being held, and therefore. In ascer-
taining tho true meanlnK of Congrees we should
conMrue both acts together.

The duties and powors of the commissioners
are clearly detlnMl by tne law. as well as t. iduties and obligations ot this corporation.
Section 5 provides, "That said communion be
euuwered in Its discretion to accept, fur tb
purposes of the World's Columbian exposition.
sucfiMte as may bo iclectcd and oiTeredjacJ
such plans and specif cations of buildinp to l
erected Xor euch purpose ot the expense of and
tendered by thiaicorporaUoa."

In this section the word exposition' was
UhcO. but lu tlio preceding soctlou aud In tli
preamble and title of the act tho word "exhibi-
tion" was ued instead of 'exposition," and a!i
through the act both woras a.ro indifferent!- -

used. Jioth words are relative terms without
material diScreoce lu meaning. WebatcrdeSECi

exposition" as "A publio exposition or show;
as industrial and ariUtio productions." Tha
eame authority defines exhibition" as "The act
of exhibiting forj Inspection; that which is ex
hiblTed. held forth r displayed: a display ol
works of art, etc." In my opinion the word 'ex
position" in the act of August 5, refers to
the exhibition of art, industries, manufacture,
etc., authorised to be exhibited la the city of
Chicago, under t- -e authority of the crl.inal tx
Of April 25, 100.

The national commission has divided tLU ex-
hibition into ceveral frand departments, and
to ptovide for the installation of the exhibits
and of the display of the arts. Industrie., manu-
factures and the products of the ko11, mine and
pca.tbis corporation has conftructed bulidlnrs for
each department. All ot the exhibits are In-

stalled aud exposed to the publio view tn such
buildings, under proper rules aad regulations.
These buildlncs are located in Jacksoi Park,
which was tendered to the as a
eite tor the exposition.

The act of Aug. 3 directs that 'ms exposition
shall not bo open to the public oa liio lirt day of
tha week, commonly called bandar, but I u not
think that ConreM thereby m.ecded to prohlMt
the publio from visiting the puts or grounds oa
Bunday or any other day of the week.

Paris fc Save, of Tiiis City, Order the
Little Ones They Control to Close.

They Had Four Minor Institutions at Orleans,
Ki8S?ille and Elsewhere, Organized

on the Dftizehs Plan.

AXumber of Small Banks Controlled by
the Columbian Go to the Wall. ,

All, nowever, Were Yillaee Banks, Not Con-

nected with Large Iiosines3 Enterprises
Groundless Arrest of Good.

CLOSED ITS HANKS.

Indianapolis Firm of Pari & Nave Orders
Its Hanks to .Suspend Payment.

John W. Paris atrd J. Shannon Nave,
under the partnership style of Paris &
Nave, bankers, have, from their quarters
in the old Sentinel Building in this city,
been controlling several small banks in the
State. Upon the report of the Columbian
National Iiank failure Paris & Nave
ordered tho bauka which they control to
suspend. It seems that Paris & Nave
organized banks somewhat on the plan of
Mr. Dwiggins, of the Columbian National
of Chicago; In fact, Mr. Paris was" inter-
ested witn Mr. Dwiggins in the Farmers'
Hank, of Qreentown, which suspended yes-

terday. Ex-Lieutena- nt Governor Chase
was also one of the founders of the Green-tow- n

bank. The banks ordered to close by
Paris & Navo, of Indianapolis, include the
Pauk of Orleans, Bank of Iloasville, Bank
of Frceport, O., and Dank of Hoekford,
Mich. These banks were all private affairs
and had no extensive patronage.

The firm of Paris & Nave has only been
in existence a short time, Mr. Nave joining
with Mr. Paris in the business in January,
ItlZ. Mr. Nave described the firm's busi-
ness as a general brokerage one in addition
to the banking end. He says the iirm has
been handling securities to a certain ex-
tent.

FOLLOWED THE mVIG GIN'S PLAN.
The Dwiggins plan was followed in its

general outline by Paris & Nave in organ-
izing these small private banks. An office
would be opened and local paities
incrested in the scheme. It
was the firm's ultimate end,
said Mr. Nave, to convert these small in-
stitutions into national banks after they
had been put or a sound footing. None of
the banks oniered closed by the lirm name
a canital stock.

"With the banking property on hand."
continued Mr. Nave, "a sum less than 810,-00- 0

would pay us ont We believe that our
assets are fully equal to our liabilities, but
as several of our banks held relations with
the Columbian National, and had a small
60 in tied up, we considered it tho
best v policy to suspend our
banks, more particularly as an uneasy feel-
ing might precipitate a run on them. If
these banks had the amount due them
from the Colombian National they could
still conduct their business and meet de-
mands. We are In condition to nay every
dollar wo owe to outsiders. To-da- y we
have been attempting to clear up matters
and get our banking aPiirs in good shape,
which we will' do. without much trouble.
The suspension .of the Capital Na-
tional has had but little efleot
on our affairs. The bank at Orleans,
which wo ordered closed, was the corre-
spondent of the Capital bank, but had
only a email amount with the Indianapolis
concern perhaps not over 400. In one or
more instances our banks have bought tho
property in which they do business."

Mr. 1'aris said that he was interested
with Mr. Dwiggins in the Greentown bank
before the lirm of Paris & Nave was formed,
but that ho had received no recent state-
ment showing the condition of the bank.
Dwlgging was in control, and the firm of
Paris & Nave would suffer no loss through
tho Greentown failure.

THE ORLEANS AND ROSSVILLE BANKS.
Tho Bank of Orleans was established

about two years ago, whilo the Bank' of
Rossville was only recently organized.
The deposits at Iiossville were small.
From (tho information that Paris & Nave
have, the little bank started by them at
Freeport, O.. is in the best condition. They
say the available assets of the bank oto
in excess of the liabilities, and that the
aftairs will bo readily straightened out At
BossviUe the bauk has. if its realty is con-
sidered, within a few hundred dollars of
enough to pay off all claims. Mr. Navo
further added in the course of a statement
that tharo were only two of the banks
when the liabilities exceeded the
assets, aud tueee two banks had moneys
tied up with the Columbian National
ot Chicago. Tho tirui has no connection
with Mr. Dwiggins. although it would
sem the lirm has patterned after Dwig-gius- 's

method of organizing banks.
Mr. Paris st tted that ho did not believe

the banks represented by the firm had over
Sl.OCu tied cp in other banks. An effort
had been tucdo to secure temporary assist-
ance from the Indianapolis banks, but the
banks were only willing, said Mr. Paris, to
do thisafr,er tho present flurry had passed.

Although a dispatch was received by the
firm from us branch at Hoekford. Mich.,
stating that the merchants of that place
were anxious to have the concern continue
business, yet Paris & Nave ordered it to
Ba;pMid as tho safest procedure.- -

Messrs. Paris & Navo cains to Indianap-
olis from Attica, ind., and both gentle.men
hivo borne excellent business reputations,
borne surprise was expressed that they
should have met' financial obstaoles. The
capital at their command, however, was
prob.'ihlv not large enough to carry these
small banks ender a strain.

THE DWIGGINS BANKS.

A Number of Tttoso He Established After-
ward Dropped Him.

The suspension of several of the Dwig-
gins bunks in the Stato was not unexpected
by Indianapolis bankers after the Colum-
bian National had closed Its doors. Mr.
Dwiggins was in Indianapolis over a week
ago, but the object of his visit has not
been ascertained. Local bankers were
familiar, in a ' general way, with
his method of organizing country
branches, bnt they did not tako kindly
to the method. Several predictions wero
made that a crash of the system was in-
evitable. A number of bank otliclals,
after entering the business through the so-

licitation of Dwiggins, cut loose from him
and the Colombian National. The Peo-
ple's State Bank at Windfall, it is said,
was organized by Dwiggins. but after-
wards dropped all relations with him.
He was the moving spirit in starting
a bank at Thorntown. bnt the gen-
tlemen who were installed as officials
eaw lit to sever relations with him and
tried to buy the stock which Wiggins held.
The Thorntown bank is in no wiso aHected
by the Columbian National's failure.

State Bank Examiner Teeter is out of the
city, but State Auditor Henderson yester-
day received several reports of Dwig-
gins's bank suspensions. Natural Gas In-
spector Jordan early in the morning met a
man from Morristown who brought
news of tho suspension ot the
Dwiggins bank ut that place.
This information was at once furnished the
Auditor's ottice. Then came a message from
Kokorao announcing the failure of the
Greentown bank. In the last reportof this
bank no capital stock is named, nor the
amount of surplus or undivided profits
given. When Mr. Teeter made his last ex-
amination of the Dwigins banks none of
them showed a bad condition. Twenty or

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Manager Kite!, of the 11 rad street Agency, on
the Dwlfrslnft Suspension.

The enspension of three small tanks
throughout the State," said Manager Kite!,
of Bradstreet's agency, last night, "is by no
means a reflection on Indiana banking
methods or an index to financial condi-
tions. Indiana is financially sound, and
property values are safe. Thero have been
very few failures in commercial
circles. and the only one of
note in the past year or
so was that of the Premier steel works.
The merchants of the Stato are prosperous,
and I do not believe they would feel a
stringency of the money market as much
as the merchants In other localities.

"This system of Dwiggins's in Indiana
was no more than a big collection agency,
and properly should not be confounded
with banking. In nearly every instance a
very small pJaoe was seleoted as a point
for establishing one of the so-call-ed

banks. Men with no knowledge of bank-
ing were sometimes in charge, and as they
had no acquaintance with the minutuo of
banking, they could not be expected to
make a success. And then an attempt was
made to do business on a small capital
scattered about promiscuously. The vari-
ous banks, to which reference is made,
formed a row of bricks, so to speak, and
when one fell thero was a tottering
all along the line. An erroneous
impression is apt to go abroad,
for the suspension of these banks makes a
great deal of noise and doesbnt comparative
little injnrv. Few of them hare realty
holdings, I believe, and their suspension by
no means results from shrinkage in land
values or from depreciation in mercantile
paper. The easy ieeling and conlidence
among business men of this city shows that
tho true situation Is recognized.'1

EVIDENTLY MADE A MISTAKE.

L.. P. Good Arrested on a Groundless Charge
An Accountant for Dwiggins.

Cincinnati, May 12. At 6 o'clock this

morning a telegram was received from
Charles Vanosdel, postmaster at Williams-
burg, O., asking for the arrest of Lawrence
P. Good, of Indianapolis, on a charge of
embezzling $10,000 from the bank at Wil-
liamsburg. Good was arrested. It was as-

certained later that Good, who is an ex-
pert bank accountant, hadbeen the last
man in tho bank at Williamsburg
Thursday night, and had driven across
the country to catch an early train so that
he might reach his home. Several hours
after Uood left Williamsburg, and about
midnight tho proprietors made an assign-
ment. As soon as tho people heard of it
this morning they became wild and jumped
to the conclusion that Good had taken a
lot of money. There does not appear any
grounds for suspecting Good of having
done anything wrong. It is not believed
here that he has a dollar of the bank's
itroney. Word from Williamsburg to-nig- ht

is that the bank will pay ou:,in full.

The news of the arrest of Lawrence P.
Good, who lives at No. 593 North Illinois
street, will cause much surprise here. He
has an excellent standing in business and
6ooial circles, and is a man of comparative
wealth and of first-clas- s reputation as a
businessman. lie was for many years en-
gaged in business in Bichmond, the firm
being Thompson & Good, grocers,
but sold out and soon went into
the employ of the Chicago banking
syndicate of Dwiggins, Starbuok & Co.
lie established tho bank at Morristown
and in a number of other places, ile has
been an active, energetio worker. The
charge of embezzlement is treated by his
friends here as absurd. They explain that
it must arise out of the superheated ex-
citement of creditors of the failing bank.
Mr. Good's family consists of his wife and
son and daughter.

ANOTHER OF DWIGGINS SCHEMES.

United States Loan and Trust Company,
with No Assets lint Furniture.

Chicago, May 12. Interesting disclos-
ures are promised in connection with the
investigation into the Columbia National
Bank failure. The directors held a meet-
ing to-d- ay to discuss the practicability of
resuming, but the result of their delibera
tions was not given out. Zimri
Dwiggins, president of tho
Columbia, (was a banker at Attica.
Ind., ten or twelve years ago. and at that
time established close relations with G. W.
Wiggs and J. M. Starbuck, who were run-
ning a system of bucket shops under the
name of Wiley, Strawbridge &, Co. They
determined to6tart a bank, and organized
the United States National Bank, with a
capital stock of 5f),0JO. The bucket-sho- p

business was subsequently broken up
under the bucket-sho- p law, the bank
being left in Dwiggins's con-
trol, while Wiggs went to New
Mexioo. The stock of the United States
bnk was swelled to $&)0,0uu, and Wiggs,
who had discovered an alleged gilt-edge- d

mine, drew $:5i'0.000 to pay for it. The znmo
was to be sold to English investors. Tho
mine was a "dead horse'' and never panned
out. Nothing daunted by the failure of
the New Mexican scheme. Dwiggins and
Starbuck undertook tho establish-
ment of a chain of country
banks, with the Colombia as Its center.
The Columbia tinally got loaded up with
country-ban- k stock, lor which it had no
special use, and tnen it was determined, it
is said, to organize a company to take this
stock, issue debenture bonds on it, and
sell the bonds. The United States Lomd
and Trust Company was rut in the held
with Zimri Dwiggins as president, and in-
corporated under the laws oi Indiana. The
company Is said to have represented
that, npon the basis of country-ban- k

stocks yielding 8, 10 and 12 per cent.
dividends, 5 and 0 per cent, debenture
bands would be issued. To make the bond
good, the United States Loan and Trust
Company guaranteed the payment of prin-
cipal and interest. The plan succeeded,
and it is known that at one financial oon- -

cern's offices of the United States
Loan and Trust Company's debent-
ures had been registered. The- - ap-
proximate amount of bank stock
held for this Is said to be Sl."O.0JO, and
President Dwigffins is understood to havo
$500,000 more on band. Tho astotsof the
United States Loan and Trust Company
are said to consist of about 1 1,000 in oflice
furniture. The list of . branches of the Co-
lumbia Bank, a nnmber of which closed
their doors to-da- y, is along one. extending
over ttfe States of Indiana, Michigan, Illi-
nois and Ohio.
