TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Oats Were Oalet, and Provisions Were tn a
State of Doll Collapse.

CHICAGO, May 12. Wheat advanced
to-da- y about a cent a bushel, chiefly on
buying to get back holdings sold on t yes-
terday. Too financial situation appeared .

to be regarded as less threatening, and the
cables reported serious drought in Eng-
land and Germany. Tho sensational news
from Italy which was iirst given out, and
generally discredited, but was partially
confirmed to-da- y, and it was no longer
doubted that Italy will need to import
wheat on a much larger scale than usual.
Frenoh country markets were reported 6d
dearer, while English country markets
were showing about the same advance
which was taken as good proof that condi-
tions abroad were by no means satis-
factory. Floods in the Red river valley ,

were also announced, which would delay
the spring seeding, aud possibly prevent it
altogether. The result of all this was to
stimulate the buying, both to cover shorts
and for investment

The closing cables reported lower prices
from London, Paris and Berlin, as much as
3c per bushel lower at the latter. The mar-
ket here appeared to be recognizing a mis-
take in Its previous estimate of the govern-
ment report and now paid littlo attention
to the foreign quotations. The opening
was about the same as the closing figures
of yesterday to 1Uo lower, but ruled
strong and prices were advanced l,6c,eased oft a tritie aud the closing was steady
and ?c higher for July and lo higher for
September than the closing figures of yes-da- y.

The business in corn wae not active, bnt
there was a fair sprinkling of orders from
the outside and the larger proportion of
thoso appeared to be to buy. Local opera-
tors wero fairly balanced between buying
and selling during the forenoon, which
caused the moderate declines during that
time to be quickly recovered from, and the
advances to be speedily suppressed. The
wet weather throughout large areas of the
country was unfavorable for planting
operations and receipts continue moderate.
Price changes were confined to 3sO range.
The close was at last night's figures.

Oats were quiet. Thero was very little
stntt ordered and buyers were few.

The provision market was exceedingly
dull. Prices were lower on the heavier re
ceiptsot hogs, the report from the yards
giving 22.C0) head, against estimates made
yesterday of le.OCO. There was a gradual
recovery later in the day on a very small
amount of business, but the close was
weak on u renewal of the selling pressure.
