As is well known
the successful candidate requires a rat-joit-y

over all his opponents, and the largo
number of man seeking election and re-
election in the various constituencies will
r&ake the required majority hard to obtain
In many cases. It la thought that over one
Iiunared secocr! ballots will be necessary
todecido questloDa of elections, and it is.
therefore, highly probable that the end of
summer will hav een reached before theLouse is finally eonstituted.It is doubtful, whatever may be the re-
ftnit of the election, whether the Keichs-tag will even then be convened for busi-
ness. It is more likely that it will meet
only to hear the Emperor's speech opening
the session, and then adjourn until the
usual ponod of opecing in October. In the
xnoantime it is evident that the parties will
he reconstituted on platforms in which
the army bill will have almost a secondary
place.

London, May 13. The Pall Mall Gazette
publishes an interview with the venerable
Hungarian patriot, Louis Kossuth, in' re-

gard to Irish homo rule. In tho interview
Kossuth said tnat he wrote a memorandum
years ago regarding Mr. Gladstone's first
home-rul- e scheme. Tbe memorandum, Kos-

suth said, would be found among his papers
after his death, but ho declined to disclose,
at present, what the memorandum con-
tains. "As to Mr. Gladstone's second
scheme for Irish home mlc." Kossuth con-
tinued, T know very little about it or the
real principles underlying it. 1 believe,
however, that Mr. Gladstone will never
arrive at his goal. The Irish
question presents tbe same obstacles
as squaring a circle. It is a perfect Utopia,
thiswuhof Mr. Gladstone to establish the
autonomy of Ireland without granting to
that country absolute independence, ana I
should not bo astonished if Ireland should
one day throw herself into the arms of the
United Btates in order to gain what she
wants. Distances between countries do
not count to-da-y as they counted in tho
past. It hss been said that the sit-
uation of Ireland is comparable to
that of Hungary, and some emi-
nent Englishmen have asked an opin-
ion in regard to that assertion. My
answer Is that it is false. The Austrians
tover conquered Hungary as the English
conquered Ireland. . Hungary merely made
a compact with the house of llapsburg for
the sake of neighborly association. Ire-
land, on the contrary, was conquered by
force of nrmandcan only be delivered
by lorceof arms."

LAMONT RATHER IIASXY.

The Secretary of War In a Hurry to Rovoko
Leaves of Absence.

Washington, May 13. When Secretary
Latnont began to ecrutinizo the list of army
olTicers on detached services some days ago
the name of Lieutenant Lemley was tho
first to strike his eye, being unusually con-
spicuous by reason of the long period of
leave granted him. Tno blue penoil imme-
diately went through it. Orders followed
revoking the leave and directing Lieut
Lemley to retnrti to his regiment. The
blow was a hard one to the young officer,
who happened to have just arrived in the
city from Colombia for the purpose of go-
ing to Chioago in charge of the exhibit
of that country. Aside from having made
a contract with the Colombian govern-
ment for a period of five years, he
has also come here as director-gener- al of
their exhibition at Chicago. To be sud-
denly ordered back to bis regiment has
left him in a bed box with the Colombian
government.

Savings depositors
were refused their money uuder the rule
requiring thirty days' notice before with-
drawal of funds. At noon the run was vir-
tually over and contidence besan to resume
sway once more. The distrust of the Plank-
inton l'ank is dne to tho large amount
in which it is involved In the Lap-pe- n

failure. Thus far the' attachments
and proceedings against the firms of Frank
A. Lappen & Co. and the Lappen Furniture
Company asgregate 81U0.4'-M- . The Weber
Dry tioods Company, which rau a depart-
ment in the Lappen store, is in no way
aftected by the failure. Among other bank-
ers and the leading business men a feeling
of strong belief that the Plankinton would
hold out all right existed. No request had
come from the troubled institution for as-
sistance from the clearing house, but that
institution stood ready to extend any as-
sistance that might be needed. At noon it
was reported that a large sum of money
had arrived in the city from Chicago by
special express for the relief of the bank.
As the day wore on and the bank kept pay-
ing out money as fast as demands were
made a feeling of greater security became
apparent among the depositors.
