CHICAGO, May 18 —The wheat market
to-day struggled with two opposing forces,
The foreign news waa bullish and pat the
prices up temporarily; the fipanocial dis-
turbance at home had a decidesly bearish
eflect, and pulled them down. iIn the end
the near-by influence proved the stronger,

and closed the market at from @’ .e de-
clice from yesterday’s closing guotations,

The more remote deliveries ot corn were
easier, in sympathy with wheat, but for

May it was tirm, owing to the good demand
forspot. FProvisions were subjected to a

mild raid, and olosed 22'40 lower for pork,
LTwe for lard and .15¢ for nibs,
Extreme drought was reported 1n portions

of England, and the gqnotations from there
were bigher and gave the color of truth to
the dismul reports. In the country there
was no improvement roported in the winter
wheat, aud Prime telegraphed that in some

of the most mportant states it had retro-
graded daring the week. Under these con-
ditions the market was strong and a shade
higher at the opening aud for a short time
thereafter. Buttraders were not disposed
todomuch, asit was a bhalf boliday and out-

side bumness was lighter than for
some days. Then there came a rve-
port of some small failures in New York
and stocks began to break. A Milwaukes
dispateh said that a ran had begun on the
Plapkinton bank there, and all this caused
overators to lose contidence. There was a
wild rush to get rid of long wheat and it
did not take long to eause considerable de-
moralization and earry prices ofl, There
was & 8light reaction, but the feeling con-
tinued nervons and inclined to weakuess,
At the opening vrices were advanced YL@
440, but later became weak and prices de-
clined with sbme shight tluctuations. 1’50
for July and 1%e¢ for the September futare;
rallied slightiy and the oclosing was “o
lower for July and %e lower for September
than yesterday. ;

lu corn there was more doing than on
yesterday. The feeling at the start was
quite firm, being & continunation of the
rentiment prevalent at the close of yester-
day’s session. birst trades were at abont
the same prices, BEmull receipts and a good
cash demand, together with nnfavorable
news from abroad, were the strengthening
factors, The market held steady for a»
while until wheat began to break and then
acted in sympathy, selling off ‘e, the tinan-
cial situation baving a good deal to do with
the easierfeeling.

There was enongh trading
to start selling on stop loss orders, On the
break there was good buying of lard by
brokers acting for the combination, and
there was a partial rally at the close,

Freights were slow and rates nnchanged
at 1% 1%e for wheat and l¢ for corn to
Bufialo.

The amount of seed to sow depends upon
the use to be made of the crop. If for
fesding green, or 1o cut when in tlower fox
nay—two bushels of each is none 100 much,
On the other hand.if the orep is wanted for
the grain one bunabel and a half of vats and
two bushels of peas will be the right quans«
tity to use,

If barnyard manure is abundant sprea
it niter the first barrowing at the rate o
twelve two-lhorse cart loads per acre; 1
chemical manare is depended upon use dis-
soived bone at the rate of six bundred ta
eight hundred pounds per more. GUet the
crop in early, Early sowing catches the
spring rains and makes most of the root-
growth before the hot, dry weather comes,
After the land is fit for the seed, drill in
the peas (Canada field pea is best, Marrows«
fat is moxt two bLushels and four bune
dred pounds of some standard fer
tilizer per acre, setting the dnll e
put the peuas down three inches |
depth. This depth is found after man
. trials by praotical farmers to be the righs
depth to plant. After the peas are in drill
two bushels of oats wita two hundred
pounds of fertilizer four bundred pounds
would be better) per acre, two inches in
depth—crossing the veas at right sogles,
By drilhing no sred is wasted. If the
ground is dry after drilling it should be
rolled; if damp omit the rolier. ln feeding
this crov green care should be taken to
give but little at & tame, and only when 1%
has been well wilted. “We bhave
raisea it o nnmber of years and find 1t best
tocutit when tree of dew and let 1t wile
doring the day. Dy wilting, much of the
water will pass off, making it a muach bet-
ter and sater feed. One good forkful is
enough for a cow at one feed. The cows
are very iond of itand whea fed 1n conneo-
tion with pasture, no grain 18 peeded. The
milk will be tine fiavored and very riech,
making most excellent butter, One aore
will furnish enough green teed to give ten
cows a forkful at might for onemonth.

The crop will average cut for bay thres
tons per acre, It must be ent when in
flower. When partly wilted put ap in: tail
cocks and cover with canvas caps. BSixty
caps are enough for one acre. lLet it go
through the sweat in the field, which will
require five 1o six days. When ready to
haul in turn cocks over to dry, and then
haunl 10 snd salt each layer. Oats and poas
are s splendid erop to raise on gouod land,
finely pulverized and put 1o early; but 1t is
time and money thrown away to attempt
to l.mw it on land badly prepared snd pus
o late.
