BUNGLING EXECUTION,

¥rank €. Almy Siowly Strangled to Death
by » New Hampshire Kherlff.
Coxconrp, N. H., May 16 —George H. Ab-

bott, alias Frank C. Almy, who murdered
Miss Christie Warden near Hanover on
the night of Aoril 17, 1801, was strangled to
desth 1n the New Hampshire penitentiary
this morning Ths execuntion was a
bangling atiair and shocked those wbo wit-
nessed it

The condemned man slept well last
nikht, and arose at 5 o'clock shis morning,
dressed bhimself and ate a hearty break-
tuss. Chaplsin Wilkins went to the prison
early, and be was with Almy untl the
" end. but the condemuved man pa:d no at-
tention to the ohaplaiu’s remarks, Atl0
o'clock sharp the warden, with the death
waioh as witneases for Almy, delivered

Almy to the shenifl. The Iatter informed
Almy that he might say anything he
wished before going to the scatield, but
Almy replied that be hud nothing to say
Meanwhile the witnesses assembled in full
view of the gallows. Upwaras of 150 per-
sons were present, At 10:15% the death

masrch was Legun, snd 1o half & minate
the scaliond was reached. The ollioers
quickly stravped Almy’s arms at the
elbows and then strapped his lower limbs,
standing 1n front of the prisoner.

As the sherill siraightened up Almy
looked 1nto the officer's iace, and said twice
fun an almost inandible tope: “May 1
speak?

The sheniff shook his head, Almy, even
then, appeared $0 want to speak, bnt she
CAD wWas haatily arawn over his face, and
he said nothing. Sherift Hurlburs, afrer
tho cap was ftixed, placed the hangman's
kuot under the left ear, and as 10:16
toanched the spring. The drop 10ll heavily,
and Almy’s body went down. To the hor-
yor of the spectators, his feet struck the
floor below, his knees being under hhm. In-
side of 8 minute the officers on the plat.
form of the scatloid pulied the body up sev-
eral feet, and the condemned man slowly
stranglea, At 10:50 Almy was proponnoed
vdead. The doors were then opeved, and
the spectators {iled past the gallows and
left she prison.

ABBOTYT'S CAREER,

Most of His Youth in the Penitentiary.

Few events In the criminal annals of
New Lpgland created the intensity of in-
terest whioch wag manifested in Almy’s
horrible erime. The identilication of Almy
as AbLott made the coriminal one of the
most remarkable murderbrs ever known.
New England was the scene of ali his
erimes. Within the psest fifteen years a
youth reared in a law.abiding comwunity
went out from its schools and churches 1o
enter upog a hite that Legan with stealing,

sssed on to burglary and ended in murder.

‘on of the last filteen years were spent in
Btate prisons, and yet the prisoner was
nuot thirty-five vears of age antil Jaouaary,
s, ‘T'he muarderer's father, Harris Ab-
Lott, was one of the Ablotts of Abbott's
Mille, the son of Llipbalet Abbot:, a
wealthy, prouda and pomipous manufactur-
er, better Known as Duke Atbott than by
his resl name. The murderer was equally
well connected on s mother's side. In
Japuary, 1557, st Salem, Massa, was born
the son Ueorge H. AbLlLott, destined to
biriug lasting sorrow to himself and all who
becnime associated with bium. Three days
alter s Lirth the mother died. Thongh
tbus eariy deprived of s mother's love,
George H. AbbLott was not Jeft to the wer-
cies of sirangers,

Young Abhott began his eareer of erime
when ten years oid. iy was lirst sen-
f2uoed 1o State’s prison in 1874, [is 1ather,
overcome by shame, committed suicice
poon after. On June Zj 13, Ablotl was
sgsin sent to prison for Lurglary, bat
escaped on Sept. U, 1:87. Theu bLe went
rourh, sssuming the name of Frank C.
Almy. Alter s few yoars of wanderiog he
came North ngain, Un Juiy 11, 1580, Almy
spplhied for work at she 1srm of Andrew
Warden, of Hanover. ‘I'hen he mes Christie
Warden. ‘Thestory of his unsucoessinl at-
tempts to win ber regard, and ber lirn, yeot
kind, deciination to accept & man who
conld tell nothing of his aitecedeats is »
fanuliar one, Un the let of April, 1301,
Almy's simv expired and he was not re-en-
gaged. lhe {umily, who bhad Dbegome
sisrmed at his violent temper, were glad
1o have him go, but tried to send bim away
io good bumor. Atter leaving Mr. War-
cen's Almy returned to Salem. He went
aroond among the farmers to get work,
but every one said: "l don't waut you.”

thewmn, he said:

“Mrs. Warden, you and Fanoie may move
on with safety. 1 shall pot harm yon, un-
Jess you interfere with me. If youdo, 1
will shoot you l1ke dogs.”

Then, turning to the sisters behind, the
younger of whom he apparently did not
recognize, he excinimed: )

“Christie, | have come a thousand miles
to meot you, and now oar timeis short.,”

l'vereavon the speaker drew from his
breast a revolver, whioh he cocked. As the
weoapou clicked, the Irightened women saw
the barrel shining in the moonhght. It
was 8 moment of horrible suspense. T'he
four women stood petritied, and the still-
ness was only broken by the straunger say-
joe. 1n s harsh, cold voice:

“Mra. Warden you know me, [ believe. I
am Frank Almy snd yoa have Dpever
known we to break my word, Move on or
1 will shoot. Move on, 1 say.”

The man then raised hia left arm and
covered the aged woman with his revolver,
again threatening in & low sharp voice the
penaity of delay. Christie up to this time
had been 80 overpowered by fear that she
was scarcely able to move. Sheclung to
her sister, a bright young girl seventeen
yearsold, who, locked herin an embrace
that was the desperate effort of loved ones
not to be parted. Almy, however, lost no
time in earrying out his design,  He seized
Christie by the left shoulder, and lecking
his left arm around ber neck, he placed the
muzzle of his weapon against the breast of
his vietim's yonng defsnder and hissed be-
tween his teeth:

“] bave bhated youn, Fan, and anless yon
Jet go of Chrintie, I will blow youinte
eternity.”

‘T'ne young girl knew hemeantall be said,
but thinking only of her sister, she
answered:

“Shoot, then, 1 will not let her go.”

What inspired the murderer not to fire
his vrevolver into the body of his young op-
ponent can only be explsined bLY the [act
that her foot struck nneven ground at this
moment and she fell, nearly ORITFINg her
sister with her. This was Aimy’'s oppor-
tonity, and grasping Christie around the
waist he dragged her to the bars, which he
lJowered and then pulled herinto the wood-
land beyond, At this point the ground
was oleared, and save occasional largoe
rocks, was smooth., When once inside he
threw his vietim to the ground, and then,
grasping her firmly by the foot and skirts
be begsn dragging her towards a small
brook that was situated aboud two
bundred yards from the highway. As he
sdvanced with his burden he kept exclaime-
ing: “Stand back or I will shoor.,” This
threat overawed the mother and friend,
but did not frighten Fannie, Telling ber
mother to burry on to Emmett Marshall’s
farm, about & quarter of a mile away, and
snmmoen help, the young hercoine climbed
the fenes and dashed on towards her sister,
whonow shouted with desperation and de-
spsir:

“Oh, Fannme, help! or he will kill me.”

A COURAGEOUS SISTER,

Not a word now escaped Almy. He oon-
tinved to drag Lis burden toward the nn-
derbrush, whioch be preseuntiy gained after
Christie’s cuter clothing haa been literally
torn from her body. Holding her there 1n
his embrace, with a background of dark-
neas, he tarned and saw the oncoming sis-
ter who was now bnt & foew rods away.
Taking deliberate aim, he fired, but the

girl faltered not. 8he heard the reportring
out, heard her sister’s enfeebled moan and
her mother’s pitiful ery, “Ob! God, have
meroy,” but facing desth she strode on.
Again the revolver spoke, and she felt a
strange whizzing noise at her suoulder,
She kpew the ball had almost singed ber
dreass, but still she was unterritied. BSud.
denly s new thought struck her. Perbapas
if she shonld remasin guiet for a time Almy
would sct on the defensive and spare her
sister until help could come to hand. Bo,
concealing berself near by, asbeo psaused.
The m'nutes passed like hours. Saddenly
another ahot was fired, Almy evidently
bad noticed that she had moved and was
still fiming 10 the direction where he haa
last ween her,

Perhaps five minutes passed, and then,
far up the side of a distant hill, were
heard foossteps, A man was burrying
down. evidently 1n response to the salarm
for help, and Fannle thounght of guiding
him to the vlace where bher siater lay pros-
trate now on the earth from blows from
ber assailant. Gathering her skirts tight
around ber, the young girl rushed up a
gradual inecline toward the road, again
coming in rauge of Almy’s revolver, which
he tired twice after bher, Like a frightened
fawn she ran down She hiil, through a
brook, where the water was up to her
knees, ana breathlessly intercepted the
pow recruir., Theman was Emanael Mar-
shall, but on leaving bome be broughts no

wesapons, and, on learming the rookleanneu‘

with which Almy nsed his, he displayed a
grent deal less enthusiasm about advanc-
ing to the attack than had the voung
girl at his side. As they stole on the place
where Almy was located, wihioh was now
situnted at & point about two hondred
yards further up the brook to the left,
where the shots resounded in gnick succes-
sion and a death eory followed. The final
event in the great tragedy was over, and
in an instant the two saw the youug man
rosh up the bill far back in the inclosure
snd evidently making in the direction of
the town, Then all was still, Christie lay
on her latt aide, ber white skirts coverad
with biocod from a wound in the back and
anuther 1o the head. As Fanpvie looked
upon her desd smister her highly-strung sys-
tem cvollapsed, and, with a cry, she sank on
the ground by the dead girl's side,

The eruel sassailant, with smoking revolv-
er i hand, retarned to s hiding place
in tns Warden barn. woers he remained in
concealment for more than a month, forag-
ing about the coontry at niebt for his

aneasns of sustenance, sand often visiting the
grave of Clristle. Aag. 18 Mre. Warden,
the mother, lound some empty cana under
the barn, and notitied the aunthorities
Wednesday nmight, Aug. 19, Prof, George H,
Whitcher and Depnty Shenff Brown
watched the Warden premises, and, at 1:10
in the worning, were rewarded by seeing
Almy come around the corner of the barn
and go to an apple-tree for fruit, The
alarm was given, the barn was anrrounded,
and after a siege of ten hours, snd after
baving nis leg broken by a bulles fired by
Charles Hewitt, Almy surrendered, on the
pssurance by John M, Fulier that he shonla
not be lynched. He was taken to the
Wheslock house, where was identified ua
George H. Abvott by his relatives, by boy-
hood friends, by otlicers who aad previ-
ously arrested him and by the anthorities
from the State prison at Windsor, Vt. He
was committed to jail, and alter two trials
be was sentenced to death,

THE NEWS AT TRENCK'S HOME.
His Mother's Reason Is Threatened—The

Career of the Young Man,
Tue news of the shocking and lawiess

tragedy which ocenrred at Brownstown,
Mouday night,brought a desolation fraught
with the bitterness o death into a peaceful
littie Woodlawn-avenue home in this oity.
A happy family circle has been sundered
by the awful and violent death of one of
its favored members. At No. 139 Wood-
lawn avenue, ino & pretty new cotiage, re-
sides Frederick Trenck, the father of Louis
Trenoi, who met an ignominious death at
the hands of 8 frenzied mob on Monday

night. The family consists of the father
and mother, four daughters at home and
two brothers. The elder brother of Louis
Trenck is a traveling salesman in the em-
ploy of Hollweg & Keese, and resides at
No. 63 Highland piace. The younger
brother is Fred Trenck, of No. 8 Carlos
stroet,

The first intimation the family had of the
hangiog of th~ son was a telegram from the
coroner at Seymonr. The few brief words
that perbaps brings the destruction of rea-
son to the mind of the mother were recerved
and read to her at 4 o'clook yesterday
morning, even while the corpse of lier boy
was yet hanging from the rude scatlold
constructed by the ruthless mob., The mo-
ment Mrs, Trenok was brought to realize
the import of thnt. telegram she fell into a
prostiration that threatens great danger to
Ler, and as the day passed into the evening
her family feared thot her reason would be
dethroned. Mr. Trenck, the father of the
anfortanate young man, feels the blow
more keeuly than bhis wife and is almost
distracted. He bas since been unable to
leave the bouse. He is traveling agens fof
Ellis & Helfenberger, of the LEuterprise
Foundry and Fence Company, and wae
fortunately at home when the news came

Yesteraay afternoon the four sisters of
“Lou,” as he is called by the family, talked
of vheir brother and his uptimely fate
The young ladies are all refined and intel-
ligent appearing girls, and while tear-

fully commenting upon the waffair put
torth every eilort to keep baek the bitter

emotion and grief that possessad them, for
the sake of their heart-brokeu mother. In
the attractive little parior they discussed
the evens, while in the sitting room sat the
mother surrounded by otber members of
the family, At the briefest allusion to her
son she would break forth in pitiful wail-
ings and exclamations: “That's my boy,
that's my boy.,” and then it see ned that
the poor woman's heart would burst with
its pent-up tlood of woe. She would be
pucitied for a tine and then again would
pathetically speak of her boy.

John W., the eldest sou of the Treneck
family was away ydsterday, but his wite
found bim by wire at !erre Haute, and he
Jeft that oity at onoce for the scene of the
tragedy. He will arrive here to-day
with the body of his Lrother. The news
of Louis Trenck's taking off came to his
people in the nature of a terrible shook,
the entire housebold having just begun to
recover from the rirst deep grief thrust
upon them by his erime,

His father, mother aod bro.bher huarried
to bis assistance upon the first knowledge
they had of his trouble, and spent several
days at Sevmoor looking into the case,
They had emaployed Hown. Jasea Browo to
defend their son, and lefs bim
with loving promises that he shonld
receiveall the aid it was possible for them
10 bestow. They did not sanction his deed,
They abhorred the thought that one of the
family, eminently respectable 1o this ¢ity,
ahould linve stained his hands with the
Llood of & fellow man, but he was their
son and brother, and they dared not for-
sake him, The mother remembered him as
» prattiing, innorent babe at her knee, not
as a8 murderer, and the father, glancing
buckward throungh the vears when he
tondly taught the lad the firss precepts of
bonor and intezrity, promptly extended
s helping hand tbat would never be
more welcome to his son. That Louis
had sinned deeply, grievously, they knew,
but when they retarnced home last weoek 1%
was not with the feeling that he would die
through an unwrnitten law. They had
made all preparations to have his defense
conducted and bhoped thatat least thoy
might bring bim ous from the shadow of
the legal seaflold.

One of the young ladies of the Trenck
family spoke ae follows in defens« of her
brother: “Lou was a good boy and untii
the aufortunateoccurrence at Seymour jass
week we never knew of his being unader
the intinence of i1ntoxicating drinks. He
was quiet in bis habite and was always
very slow about giving oillense, 1{0
waa 8 cigar maker by trade, but {forseveral
months be had been 1n the employ of Mr,
Speilmanp, the lamber merchant. and some
timme ago be was rent to Central America
by the tirm. A few weeks ago he returned
home from the trip very sick, and remained
with us until he went to Seyvmour to work
at his trade., While he wasat home he was
not inclined to go about much, and 1 do
not believe he ever left the house after
night., We all rearetted his action 1n thas
unfortunate afiair. but we felt toat he was
not entirely to blame, apd we intended
bhe!ping him out of it if possibie”

The Trenck family stated yesterday that
while they were at Seymour they learned
of mnanyv incidents in the case which lea
them to believe Lot wasnot nearly so guilty
as he bad been painted by the press. It
appears now that the brother of the pris-
oner while there had a talk witn Mrx
Fendler, the widow of the murdered land-
lord, in which she stated that ber husband
was nnder the intluence of liguer when he
was killed. and she did not want to prose-
ente his siaver. She also mmade the remark
thiat wuisky bad been tbe rumn of her
home, It 8 also said that the
wirl over whoimn the trouble
was hronght abont also stated that
shesaw Feadler strike young Trenck with
s heavy instrument of some sort before the
latter fired the fatal shot. ‘The faunly of
toe dead man believe this statemont, from
the fact that they found hiun very weak
from Joss of bleod whiech had eome. from
a serions looking wonnd on his face.

The family feel very bitter toward the
men who did the work at Frownstown
Moanday night. and although they o not
care 10 disenss the notion of the mob, they
aver that they propose to take 1mmediate
nteps toward bringing bis murderers to
justice.

Loais Trenck wns twenty-six years old
and nnmarned. He was born in Madison,
and eame to this eity with his parents sev-

oralyears sgo.

The coromer, who lives opposite
the jail, watched the proceedings from
a second story window and as soon
as the crowd disappeared behind a eoruer
he went across the street and, with the as-

sistance of & few mon, lowered the hody to
the ground, It was still warm and Do,
James Stillwell was ecalled, bas
Ilyvchers kmew what they were doing
when they left the body and knew that no
medical vkill conld return 1t to life. The
body wgs taken to Vaunes & Clemens’'s
undertaking establishment, where it was
viewed by a throng all day. The coroner
telegraph™d tbe parents of Treneck im-
mediately after the body was cut down, bnt
up toa im hour this evening nothing had
been he from them. The coroner held
aD inquesd this morning and the verdiot
waa that l.on Trenck camme to hisdeath as
the hande of an unknown mob of men.

ATTACK ON THE FRANCHISE

City Company Denies the Legality of
the Trapsfer from the Oid Company.

Circuit Court Asked to Enjoin the Citisens'
Cempany from Occupying the Streets
of the City Cowpany's Route

The City Railway Company yesterday
morning filed snit agaivst the Citizens'
Street-railwasy Company and the Citizens'
Streot-railroaa Company foran injunction
and to quiet title. It is sought by this suit
to settle beyond all dispute the rights of
the companies to occupancy of the route
known as the north-and-south route.

The'vomplaint commences with the usual
allegations of incorporation of both the
plaint1ff and defendsant companies aud sets
up the passage of the original street car
ordinance 1n 1564 and the construction of
the Citizens' Btreet-railway Company in
pursuance thereof, and continues to say
thas the company did not lay down or
operate a line over the routes herein-
siter mentioned and described in the orai-
pance of the date, May 3, 1843.

s statute or law in the State of Indiana au-
shorizing or permittiog the city of Indian-
apolis (& muni¢ipal corporation organized
under the guneral laws of the State for the
incorporation of oities) to apoprove, ratify
or confirm tne pretended assigopment of
said tranchise by szid old compauy to the
said new company.”

That the Citizens'
company be enjoined and restrained {rom
taking possession of any street or portion
of street over and along which the north.
and-south roate granted the Ciry company
extends, and that is be com peiled to yileld
and surrender to the City company posses-
sion of such portionsof the north-and-south
route as is now occapied by it, and thas 1t
remove therefrom its rails, materials and
obstruotions.
