DIRECTORS RESTRAINED.

A Chicago Judge Says the World's Falr Must
Remain Open on Sunday.

CrHicAGo, May 20.—Judge Stein to-day
issued a temporary injunction restraining
the exposition airectory from eclosing the
world’s fair on Bundays. The decision was
made in aoccordance with the prayer
of a Wil tiled some weeks ago
by Charles W. Clingman, of Chi-
cago, in Dbehalf of himself a8
a stockholder 1n the exposition company
and as a citizen. The proceedings werein
the State courts and were entirely distinos
from the more recent case in tha federal
courts to whioh the United States govern-
mentis s party. Judge Stein held thatCon-
gress had made no law compelling Sunday
closing. Immediately after the reading of
the decision attorney Edward Walker gave
notice that the defendants would file their
suswer in the course of ten days, after
which arguments will be heard and a final
decision rendered later.

When the Judge appeared with the roll
containing the decision the court room was
quite filled with those interested in the
case. The crier gave the cunstomary rap
and short harangue, calling attention to
the opening of cours, and the Judge began
reading his decision. He said that the
main points on which to decide this case
were the federal law involved, 1ts
moral aspects and the State law.

In going over the federal law

Judge Stein found that 1n the act of Con-
gress creating the exposition i¥ was ex-
piessly provided that no rule or regulation
confiicting with the State law of Illinois
should be enforced. Under this law the
whole of Jackson Park will be thrown
open to the public on all days of the week.
Later, on Oct. 12, 1802, the appropriation
then made by Congress, provided
for Bunday closing. The condition was
accepted by the commissioners and
directors. This constituted alegalcontract
and sbhus far well and good—the gates
could be kent closed legally. However,
the conrt went on, while itz takes two to
make a contract, it takes two also to break
it. Hesaid that while it had been shown
that Congress bhad withdarawn from its
agreemeont by withholding a part of the ap-
propriation, nothing to show that the fair
suthorities had accepted the additional
condition had been given in evidence.
This, he said, left the matter in the hands
of the falr authorities.

Touching the moral side, on the ground
taken by the intervening petitioner, Chas,
1% Howard, who asked for an order for
Sunday closing, the court said that is
could mnot consistently grant the petition
asked. Howard had taken the position
that this was a Christian government; thas
Chrissianity was a pars of the law ofs the
country. “This is clearly not so0,” said the
court. “The roaltion 18 clearly untenable
in & country of relizious freedom.”

As to violation of the Btate law it was
bheld that thouah the intervenor had held
that Sunday opening was conducgive to dis-
torbance of public peace, he had not proven
his charge. The judge then summed up b
saying that, seeing no valid reason, legl{
moral or otherwise, for not granting the
temporary injunction asked, he would en-
ter the restraining order. Bond was fixed
at 85000, Judge Stein, who rendered the
decision, has the distinotion of being the
nirst Hebrew elevated to the bench in Chi-
0ago.

WORLD'S FAIR NOTES.

Faulty Taurnstiles Enable Dishonest Gatemen
to Steal Tickets—8400,000 Thrown Away,
Cnicaco, May 20.—Owver nsalf of the 140

turnstiles at the world’s fair are out of

order and do not record the number of

visitors who pass 1nto the grounds., As a

ocnsequence there is no way of keeping an

accurate account of she attendance. It
also gives the seventy odd gatekoepers as
these faulty tornstiles an excellent oppor-
tunity to bold out admission ticketa, The
burean of admission has been on the look-
out for this, and as a result half a dozen
gontlemen have been discharged for at-
tempting to steal tickets, and several are
under arrest. An entire new lot of turnstiles
bave heen purchase, and as svon as possible
they will be put in place. On acoount of
the faulty turnstiles 1t will be impossible
to tell the exact number of visitors at the
fair on Sunday until tiokets have all been
counted. It 18 known that over seventy
thousand tickets were sold at the booths
outside the gates. To these must be added
tbose sold by the wvarions railway com-
panies which carry passengers to the fair,

There are sixty thousand passes issued to

workmen, exhibitors and the press, so that

the world’s fair olicials are confident that
the crowd at the fair on its first open Sun-

day wiil be found to exceed 200,000. A
member of the bureau of admissions said
vo-day thatevery effort was being made to
bring to justice the dishonest gatekeepers.
Une was arrested who had appropriated
§5 wortb of tickets. He will be punished
to tho extent of the lg.w.

Visitors to the world’s fair pass by a big
white building whieh lies 1u the space bor-
dered by the Administration, Agrionltaral,
Mining and Trausportation buildings. The
stranger notices above the many portals of
the building the names of the obief cities
in the United Btates, and if his eye bhap-

pens to ¢ateh only the name of one city he
imagines that the building bas been erected
by that oity, as remuarks to shat eiiect have
oiten been heard. But nine out of every
ten visitors keep on wondering what such
e big building was erecied for, and when
the guide Louk tells them that they are
face to face with the termioal sta-
tion they still continwe to wonder
why o building which is in such a
complete condition should be so silent and
apoarently useless. The only time 1t haa
been used for railway purposes was when
VPresident Cleveland and the maombers of
his Cabinet embarked thereon theirreturn
journey to Washington, after the opening
of the exposition. The station. its in-
tricate switching system and network of
wracks, cost £400,000, but it will probably
be & white elephant on the bhands of the
exposition people. 1t is intended to be
ueed for the reception of excursion trains,
but experienced railway men, connected
with the management of the fair, prac-
tically admit pow that it was o mistake
to build such an expeunsive siation, while
somoe directors go #0 far as to say
that there was no recessity for
bunilding & terminal etation on the
grounds. They say that excursion
parties will not come direectly to the
grounds from long distances. The first on-
ject of such visitors will be to go to their
hotels or boarding bouses to rest and re-
fresh themselves Lefore coming to see the
1ain. The ouly use wiich the rallway cow-

nies will have for the station wiil be to
ring in excursmonists who come from cities
within & few houre’ ride of Chicago and
who want to return the same night or the
next day. The Sand excursion trains
may run into the depot, but thast traflic will
Bot repay the cost of the structure, As
present the second floor of the station is
being used for the oflices of the tratlic man-
ager and transportation department, a
restaurant and for free ladies’ reception
rooms, e
France's exhibition in the Manufactures
Building, occupying 100,000 square feet of
space, Vwas seen in its entirety by the pub-
lic for the first time this afternoon. The
main exhibit of the pavilion was open in
the morning, but 1% will be several days
vefore all the exhibits are properly in-

stalled. The French commissioners did not
get ali the space they wanted to dispiay
the produocts of that uation artisticaliy and
compisteiy, althoogh they were given a
large area in the gallery, which was not
conceded to other nations. The aisles sep-
arating the many pavilions of exhibits
were nparrowed to one hundred
feet and the eleotrical and
musio dieplay had to be in-
stalled in the Electricity Bailding. Tbe
commissioners were also compellied to put
the gorgeous silk and gold embroidered
church vestment exhibit from Lyons in the
gsllol'y. which 18 connected with the main

oor section by » special stairwey, On the
first Janding is an artistic sperture from
which an, excellent view of the central
room and 1ts nine pavilions filled with the
work of gold and silversmiths bronze and
chandeliers, precious jewelry and ceramios
oan be scen. The section is situated n &
corner of the msain corridor, with Germany
and the United States for mneighbors. Jn
front of she great central arch
stands a plaster reproduction of the
French statue of Progress, the onginal of
which is in she Louvre, The governinent
room is the first one from the main en-
trance, In 1t is & magnificens collection of
tapestry and pottery. ‘““The Daughter of
the Fairies,” a Gobelin tapestry, valued at
1,000,uw francs, haags frum one of the
walls, ‘I'he execution of this musterpiece
oocupied twelve years. On the opposite
wall isanother equally fine Gobelin tapes-
try representing mausie, art and science.
Beauvais tapestries, Sevres ware, antique
furniture, all the property of the govern-
ment, fill up thisroom. and make a mag-
pificens  diaplay. On a carpeted
and railed platform in the middle
of the main room stands a small,
peounliar pavilion whioch will eontain the
ocoatliest exhibit in the whole exposition.
Vever, of Paris, has £35,000,000 worth of
jewels, mostly diamonds, un one side of the
pavilion, and the other contains & notice
that Boucheron, of ’aris, will ‘“very soon”
bave a similar exhivit in, the space, the
value of whioh 1s placed at $£9,000,000,
Captain Bontield’s secret service detectives
hovered around the pavilion all dav, keep-
ing a keen eye on the aiamonds and on the
crowd which mounted the steps and peered
through the plate glass. “'Irenchmen don’t
like to talk,” said one of the commisasioners,
so there was no speech making, only an in-
formal reception by Consul Bruawaert
Camille Krantz and the other commission-
ers and music by the lowa State band, ste-
tioned on the gallery landing.

TRIAL OF PROFESSOR BRIGGS

Rav. J. J. Lampe Opens the Heresy Case
in the Presbyterian High Court.

He Eadeavors to Show the Accused Is Guilty of
the Charges and Ought to Have Been Cone
victed by the New York Presbytery.

THE DBRIGGS TRIAL,

Rev. Lampe Opens for the Prosecution and
the Accused Begins His Defense,

Wasnixgrox, May 27 — The greatest
ecclesiastical trial of modern times, as it ia
termed, was begun to-day in the New York-
avenue Presbyterian Church, when Dr,
Briggs, the Union Seminary professor, faced
Lis accusers and his five hundred judges,
The Geueral Assembly of the Presbyterian
Chaurch in the Unitea States of Awmeriea
eat a8 8 high conrt. The counrt represented
nearly a million Presbyterians in this
country, who recognize the supreme au-
thority of the General Assewnbly in ecolesi-
astical matters. The 1ssue is one which a
large portion of the church and a large ma-
jority of the General Assembly evidently
regard as one of the gravest that has ever
arisen 1n the charch. To their minds, the
most serious conseqguences will ensue If the
church does not, shroogh its bighest aun-
thority, pronounee its anathema againsd
Dr. Briggs, who is accused of denying the
inorrancy of Hoely Seoripture and teaching,
as true, doctrines which they consider con-

tradiotory of Soripture and ef the Confes-
sion of Faith to which he subscribed when
he was ordained as a minister.

There was & large attendance at the
chureh, people crowding into the galleries
and even encrosching on the space set
aside for the commissioners. The proceed-
ings, however, were not at all lively, for
the argoments were made exceedingly
formal in character. The principal argu-
ment for the prosecution was made by Rev,
Joseph J, Lamps, D. D, who finished in the
afternoon, having spoken three hours and
a quarter. I'rofessor Briggs then began
bisanswer, to which seven hours had been
alloted, and continued 1% as the evening
session. lle will conclude to-morrow, and

then Colonel MoCook will olose for the
prosecution. It is scarcely probable thas
s vote on the question of sustaining the ap-
peal will be reached before Wednesday.

The closest attention was given Dr,
Baker, chairman of the judictary ocom-
mittee, when he rose from his plseoe on the
platform to make the report of the com-
mittee as to the disposition of time in the
trial. Tho arrangement contained in the
report, he said, was entirely agreeable to
both sides. The appellants would open
and olose the case, foar and & balf hours
being allowed them, while the appeliee,
Dr. Brigas, wonld be allowed seven hoars,
The New York VPreabytery, from whose
judgment the appeal was taken, would be
allowed two hours, with each sveaker
limited to ten minntes, and following them
the members of the General Assembily
wounld be heard for two honrs under the
ten-minute rule. Then the vote would be
taken upon each specitication. Dr. Baker
said the appellants wounld introduce in
their opening case all matters they 1ntend-
ed to present. No new matter would be
introduced.

After some desunltory discunssion on the
conduct of the debate the report was
adopted unanimously, and the moderator
arose and cantioned the commissioners as
to the manner of their bearing during the
trial. At 10:058 Colonel MecCook took the
platfe=m, and the great trial might pe
fairly naid to have begun. His purpose a)
that time was merely to notify the ocours
and appellee of the citations and refer-
ences which the prosecution expected to
use in presenting their case. This was
done, and then he introduced Dr. Lampe
to present the apnellants’ opening argu-
ment, i

DR. LAMPE'S ARGUMENT.

Dr. Lampe eaid that in accordance with
the Book of Discipline the sppellants
assign five grounds 1n appeal, namelys
Irregularity in the proceedings of the Pres.
bytery of New York, receiving improper

and declinming to receive important testl-
mony, manifestation of prejundice in the
conduct of the oase apd mistake or 1ujus-
tice 1n the decision. He procesded to dis-
cuss the first ground from a purely legal
standpoint, and laid much stress on the
fact that Dr, Briggs objected to going to
trial on two of the eight charges againsi
him 1o the presbytery becaunse he had never
taught the doctrines with which he was
charged. Conmnnuing, be said:

Why, then, did he cousent toge on trial on the
remaining charzes! Wae it becaose be has tanghi
the deetrines therein alleged! [ that is the rea-
son, then why did be plead not gulity to the re-
matning charges! If be has not taught asuy of
the doctrines alleged in the amended elght
charzoea, wiy not go on trial on all eight of thewn
or else disclaim having commwitted the oflenses
contained In all eight of them! A pleaof notguilty
is not suiheient evidence in a man’s dejense. * * *
Dr. Brigga not only believes the doetrines hea
preaches, but he propagates themm. In reaching
& vercict po body of Presvyterian ministers oe
elders need feal ashamed to avow the doctrinea
of the Bibla, It 18 a well-kuown faet that Dr,
Briges entered a plea of not gullty. In spite of
the fact Le las persisted in making
siatements which have alarmed the
whole church. He has discinimed mnoth-
ing, but has reaflirmed the dootrines
bhe avowed in his lnangural address. May be
preach that theredemption of the soul e xtendsintg
the next world! [t isneither candid nor honest,
The case was thrown out of court because they
feared the lnal judicial arralgnment. We areg
now to show that the final jndgroent rendered by
the New York Preshytery is not in harmony with
tue Bible. That verdiot was unjust.

Dr. Briggs has taken the matter into kis own
hands and he claims the right, under his vonsti-
tution, o preacn anything and eversthing. Dr.
Briggs's teachings conflict with both the Serip-
ture and the standards; they touech matters
which are wvitally essential
whose faith un’f practive are Dbased solo
ly on the authority of Heoly BSeripture,
According to his viewa, we must recoguize tue
Chureh of Home as a great fountain of divine
authority, able to give men, withont or above
the Bibie, a saving knowledge of God and divine
asauranea. This would be n complete abandon-
miant of the reformation sitlon, and for the
Preshyterinn Church it wollld mean denomina-
tional smielde. Whether or not Dr. Briggs would
regard this as in any sense a4 calamity cannot ve
determined with certaluty, for he recards it to
be the duty of the hour to destroy all denomins.
