Bat I have refused to aflirm
that there were errors In the original auto-
graphs; beeauss It is unscientifie, and iv s un-
scholarly, and it s agninst the truth-
Joving spint of Christianity to make af-
firlustions of dogma where we Lhave no
certain evidence, 1 have always reifrained,
as fur as posailie, from poluting to errors in the
present text of Soripture. But every biblical
scholar addmits them,

Resurning to his belief 1n progressive
sanotilication after death, Dr. Briggs said:

coustitution of society, the histarie training of
our race, aud the moral government of God.
The docirine of progressive sancrification
nfter death harmonizes Christian faith with
Cumstian othins, and both of these
with the ethies of huomanity and the ethica or
God, It enables 18 (0o comprebend the whaole
ife of man, the whole history of onr race, from
its tirst ereation until the day of doom, and ail
the acts of God m ereation and providence, un-
der one grand couception—the divine saunetifica-
tion of man.
