"Hat we are now prone to forget the

loyalty of those who died! The total loss
to our armies by death from injury and
from disease was 300,090. In the war be-

tween this oountry and Great Britain in
the seven years of lighting for national in-
dependence, thero were only '22,000 lost.
Why. we have seen that number fall in a
single day's contiict in a time of battle in
tho war of tho rebellion, in the war for
independence the total loss of officers was
only six, bnt in the last war tho
total loss of oilicers 125.
Messina, who defeated tho hero
of Corsica, lost only 7 per cent, of the
troops engaged in battle. At fchilob. the
loss of our troops was 30 percent. Napoleon
atAusterlitz lost only 7 percent, of his
troops, while at Antietam our loss was --0
pereeut. At the battle of Marengo, which
began in disaster and ended lr. a glorious
victory, the loss was only 8 per cent., whilo
the battle of the Wilderness left 21) per
cent, of the Union troop, engaged dead
upo the field. Indiana fnrnished one-twelf- th

of all the dead. Indiana bore one-twelf- th

of all tbe burden of the war. aud
one-twelf- th of the sacridces to perpetuate
the government in ivs integrity.'' (Ap-
plause.) Tho orator here broke forth in an
Impassioned poem, beginning,

" 'How went tboy forth to die,
Continuing, he said: "We realize but

little of the great sacrifices of the war, and
just as little did we realize the great re-
sults to follow. The Union was to be
saved, bat it was thought by the large ma-
jority that it was to be saved with slavery
undisturbed. Involutions never under-
stand their force. It was so with the revo-
lution when this country was freed from
British oppression. On the 5th
of July, the day after the Declaration
of Independence had been issued,
in the year 177G, the Continental. Congress
issued an address to the people from the
courthouse of the city of Philadelphia, in
which it was set forth that, in order not
to alarm the people, it wanted to make
plain that it was not the intention of the
Congress either to dissolve the unity of
tbe colonies or to declare separation from
(treat Britain. Separation was no part of
the original plan of tbe revolution, but
that is what it led to. Tbe struggle for rep-
resentation led to tho feehug for separa-
tion, and. to-nig- one hundred and more
years 6ince then, this Nation stands the
hope and tho future of all mankind. In
1601 a resolution paneed both houses of
Congress setting iorth that the Union
must be saved bnt that it must bo done
without impairing the rights of any State.
Lincoln said he would save the Nation
with slavery, that he would save it with-
out slavery, that he would save it half one
way and half the otber. but be would save
it, for he had registered an oath in high
heaven that he would do so. The result
overleaped all expectancy, and gave free-
dom to 4.000,000 men. It was not looked
for. It was not man's purpose. There
came the ordeal of battle, and God direct-
ed it as he saw fit.

"Fellow-citizen- s, the settlements of the

war must stand as an inflexible ut eres of
tbe freedom of the Nation. It must not be
misjudged. It is a living thing that all
may enjoy, and it is a thing which neither
the rich nor the power! nl have the right
or the means to deprive tbe poorest of. All
I ask is that the settlement which was
made between Grant and Lee at Appoma
tor shall be the law of the land. More we
do not ask, and less we will not have.
Klgnt is might, and God is truth, and God
puts no nation in a supreme place that will
tiot do a supremo duty, nor will He keep
it in a supreme place unless it does that
duty well and faithfully. I am of the
belief that Providence had a great deal to
do with the war. Lincoln believed that.
A few days after the battle of Gattysbnrg
Lincoln called on General Sickle, who had
lost a leg in the engagement, and who had
been removed to Washington, lie called
both to make personal Inquiry after the
General's health and to inquire about the
battle. Sickles asked him in tnrn what be
had thought about the battle the
day before it was fought.

There were cannon to be
fired down town and cannon to boom out
at Crown 1 i ill. in this much arousing the
Dairiotism of the small boy to a pitch be-

yond the pensive decornxn of the day.
It might seem to ono who noted the ob-

servance yesterday that the beautiful cus-

tom of honoring tlie dead was gradually
passing away, that the now generation was
forgetting the sacrifices made by the fathers
in the generation recently passed. Quite
true, tLs downpour of rain in the morning
threatened to make tho day one of dark"
ness and gloom, and this kept many people
oil the streets and away from the beautiful
city of the dead, but it was in the ranks
of the veterans thut the careless observer
saw the lack of nnmbers and atteuticu
in properly observing the day. Why,
there were not half the old soldiers
in line that were there a half dozen
years ago, thinks ho. Have the old fel-

lows forgotten their comrades out on the
bill, some way below Mason aud Dixon's
line sleeping in unknown spots, some in
Southern cemeteries with only plain slabs
to stand in mute and humble recognition
of their bravery and their honor! No, it is
not this. In the rush of business, year in
--vnd year out. while people forget that the
milestones that murk Time's journey on
from the war aroilipping swiftly and quiet-
ly to the rear, they format that the decrepit
veteraus are dropping out of human
existence by tho scores. Though one thou-
sand were to die during the year this fact
would not create one-tent- h of the com-

ment that was created when one hundred
fell in a battle. The old soldier and his
welfare is too apt to be forgotten in "these
piping times of peace." It may seem to a
careless observer that the veteraus have
forgotten the day, and that very few of
the old soldiers tnrn out in the parade, but
the faot is there are mighty few of the old
soldier boys to tnrn out on Memorial day.
The great majority of them are in a calm
sleep, awaiting a memorable day.

The old gourd that is left was in the
parade yesterday. Here and there was
tome old fellow that was minus a eulli-cienc- y

of limbs, but he forgot this hin-

drance long years 030. The bronre on the
veterans' faces might , speak of some ro-ce- ut

hard compaiicn. but there were
too many gray heads to suggest
soldiers just coming home from the war
The Union blue was there, yet it came in
the garb of the civilian rather than in tho
uniform of the active soldier.

VOLUNTKKKS AND TENSIONS.
"Thcie volunteers did not enter the

service with the hopo of spoils, with the
hope or patronage, with the expectation of
winning fame and applause, or with the
hope of getting pensioned oil by the nation
for which they fought. No: they entered
tbe service with the only thought of pre-
serving the sacrednessand tbe unity of this
Nation to manklud. There is a sentiment
abroad in this land that that glorious
army was gotten together and equipped
for the sole purpose ot securing pensions.
1 have no patience with that sentiment.
There is no soldier in my andience. there is
no reputable member of the Urand Army
of the Kopubllc in this broad land, who
entered tho army with the hope of pension
or spoils.

"4u speakingof tho rank and tile I do not
mean for a moment todetract from tbe fame
of the leaders of the groat army. It had
the greatest leaders that ever rodo at the
head of any army or led it into'battie. No
retrospect of history can omit tneir names.
No retrospect of history can omit the tiamo
of UlysNes S. Grant. Applause. He closed
bis lips on the word victory at the Wilder-
ness, and fought it out on that line until
the ending ol the war at Appomattox. No
retrospect of history own omit the name of
l'hiiip Sheridan applause, thatgaliant lit-
tle Irishman who turned that scene of Stone-
wall Jack ton's victory, the Shfcnandoan
valley, into bis field of glory. No retro-
spect of history can omit the name of Wil-
liam T. Mierman (applause, that rugged
ola soldier who fought his way from the
Cumberland mountains to tho sea. No
retrospect of history can omit the name of
Wintield Hancock applausel, who
achieved inccess at Gettysburg and other
fields. There are many more tnat could be
named, and in naming tbem the great naval
oilicers must not be forgot. Dupont, l'orter.
Dalghren and Farragut are names which
will never be forgot.

"The volunteer and the man who was
placed iu command of him are one and in-
divisible. The private soldier wore no
insigua of rank on the outside of bis blue
coat, but he carried the heart of a hero
underneath it. Thcro were a million men
in ths field at the close of the war. and thehighest tribute which can be paid them is
that they came back totheirhomea and set-

Simple and Impressive Ceremonies Over the
Graves f the Fallen Heroes.

The muffled drum's sad roll has beat
The soldier's last tattoo;

No ruore in life's 1 nrade Khali meet
That brave and fallen few.

A small iron shaft, on whose top is an
open book wrought in iron which bears the
above inscription, rises from theceuterof
the soldiers' plat at Crown Hill Cemetery,
and around it yesterday gathered the
thousands who had come to honor the
dead. The threatening weather of noon-
time had cleared away, and the sun shone
bright and hot on the ground which was
wet almost to muddiness. and through tbe
leaves of the trees which glistened with
rain drops. Everything waa fresh and
green, and vivid life was everywhere, from
the inanimate objects of nature to the peo-

ple who thronged tbe city of the dead to
pay tribnte to the Nation's heroes. The
parade of Grand Army posts and military
organizations, which had broken down
town, was formed again at the entrance to
the cemetery, and marched, in a solid
column, to that part of the cemetery which
has always been devoted exclusively, to
tnosu who have died on tbe field of battle.
The plat is on the top of a gentle hill, and
in its center rises a iiog pole, from which
the. stars and stripes floated at half
mast, stirred lazily by the breeze.
One or two pretentious monuments
marked tbe site of the last resting place
of some soldier, and at regular intervals are
plain stone shafts of similar workmanship
covering tbe rest of the knoll. Some' of
the shaf ts have the names on them of the
men whose remains lie beneath them and
others nre marked with the simple word,
"Unknown." It was among aud around
these that tbe marching men assembled,
forming an extended cordon, and back of
them tho people crowded up anxious to see
and hear what was going to be done. A
stsndard of colors was set in the middle of
the rise and around it gathered the otlicials
of. the day. Ex-Govern- Porter and
Chase stood side by side, their heads bared,
and near them stood Commodore Brown,
of the United States navy. In a group at
a little distance were General Carnahan,
Colonel Kahlo, Col. E. F. Kitter, John L.

tion's colors and loving hands bad pnt
flowers where their hearts had dictated. It
Is estimated that there were about six
thousand peoplo on the grounds. There
would doubtless have been a muoh larger
crowd had it not been for the heavy rain
early in the afternoon. Tho service on the
street railway waa excellent and tho crowd
found transit to and from tbe grounds
without much trouble or inconvenience.
