The Union Railway Company is running
the Union Station on a very oheap basis
for so important a terminal. Thero is not

s departinent 1n which there is a saflicient
pumber of men employed, and some new

departments should be oreated. among oth-
ers an information burean, for which a
yoom was constructed when the station
was huilt. lo the train sheds there should
be at Jeass two train directors, bearing on

their caps prominently the words “Train
directors.” ‘lhere is hardly an hour of the

day now that there are nol from six to
fourteen trains under the sheds at ona

time; strangers get confused, and there 18
not a day that people do mnot misa trains,
getting bewildered as to where their trains
stand. There is a good deal of complaint
over the aifficulity in getting bLaggage
checked at the station. Notwithstanding
the great increase in business over Indian-
apolis lines 1o the last tive years, and th’e
still further inereass on account of world’s
fair travel, there are no more baggagemen
pmmployed then tive years ago; io {aet, not
o many by four men, The few months
which Wm, Green had the managemens of
the atlairs of the Union Station he adopted
s very piggardly policy of rusping things,
whicu policy is still pursuied, notwith-
standing the protests of the Pennsylvania
people and some of the leasing lines,

Secession with a String to Tt the Pre-
vailing Sentiment of German Knights,

—e——

Convention of Protesting K. of P. Members
Begius Its Work—Fiery Resolutions Laid
Over for & Day.

——

The national convention of delegates of
of the German Knpights of Pythias lodges
of the United BStates held a very busy
session of five and one-half hours yester-
day, beginning at 10:30 A, M. and ending at
6 . M. There were 106 lodges represented.
The meeting was called to order by Her-
men Borchers, of Indianapolis, and J. G.
Neumann, of Evansville, was made tem-
porary chairman.

The permanent officers were: Chairman,
H. Reichman, of Tennessee; vice chairman,
Philip Reichwein, of this city; secretary,
Theodore Lange, of Illinois; treasurer, F.
Rassberg, of New York.

P. Wagner, of Oregon, F. Buchmann, of
Illinois, and Robert Gaede, of New Jersey,

were appointed a committee on creden-
tials. The committee on rules comprised
Oscar Bohloemann, Michigan; G. Seiden-
sticker, city, and E,. Brauan, of Ohio.

Adjournment was then taken until after-
noon, when the committee on credentials
reported. ‘I'he commmittee on rules reported
that votes should be taken by lodges, every
lodge having one vote, and that members
who were introduced by representatives
should be allowed seats and freedom of
speech. The committee stated that the
business of the convention should be trans-
soted 1n she German language. and, be-
hold, another row sprangup. From Chi-
cago ceame representatives of Seandinavian
lod ges, and one Bobhemian lodge, who de-
manded interpreters. This was not al-
lowed, but at last the Germauns carried the
day. Thialittle discord caused a ripole of
merriment to npread over the faces of those
who seemed to see the ludicrous side of the
all-devouring language contesat.

It was made a rule thas all resolutions be
written and their authors’ names signed to
them. After this reporv resolutions were
showered iu and bLrief speeches made on
them, after which they wers referred to
the committee on resolutions. No votes
were taken on any of them. It seemed the
policy to let the delegates loose and find
out the drift of the sentiment, whioch was
soon seén to be, throughb the best conserva-
tive guise that could be put upon 1t, seces-
sion under certain conditions.

A committee of nine men, representing
sixteen States, was appointed, whose duty
it will bs to advise the convention and di-
rect by suggestion the main thing to be
done, when everything is in readiness and
the time has come to do that thing, The
session extends antil noon to-day, and 1t is
stated that to-day the resoiutiona offered
up to date will not be considered;
but, rather,now ones with less passion and
feeling in them will be introduced, It 18
conservatively eatimated that as a result
of this meeting the members of the Ger-
man lodges will withdraw individually in
snch a manner as will enable them to re-
turnin 1594 1f the Sapreme Lodge makes
any copcessions. Just what kKind of move
will be taken in ths convention hore
agsembled is not known as yet, but
a K. of P. statea, last night, that they all
feel that the matter wasmore of a personal
oune, in which Mr, Blakewsll had figured
extensively, to their disadvantage. Yer,
for it all, they believed somethbing would
devalop, as & result of the asession, that
would make 1t a snccess, deaplt' the cu-
preme chancellor’s prophecy that, from first
to last, it would be an abject tailure,

Supreme Chancellor Blakewell, in bhis
speech to the Grand lLodge recently,
counted as oneof hisconverts to the Eng-
lish ritaal canse H, Reie.man, of Memphis,
Tenn,, who was yesterday made permanent
chanirman of the convention.

It 1a observed by & German K. of I. that
the German Jewish members of the lodge,
te whom Mr. Blakewell referred in bhis
Grand Lodge nddress as having been instru-
mental 1n dnving the German language
out of the lodge, are represented in this
meeting to 8 man, and are the most ont-
spoken.

IS IN A RECEIVER'S HANDS

Col. Cave and Joe Littler Objeet to the
Mapagement of Their Restaurant.

———

Charges Against Burnham—Suit Against the
Capital Fence Company—Machine as a
Witness—Court Briefs.

i

At 1:30 o'clook yesterday afternoon Kern
& Basiley, as attorneys for Singleton D.
Cave and Joseph W, Littler, filed a petition
for the appointment of a receiver for the
tirm of George W. Burnham & Co,, and for
an accounting and dissolution of partner-
ship. The defendant waived service of

summons and the complaint was taken at
once before Judge Harper whoappointed the
lndianapolis Trust Company receiver, The
complaint alleged that on Dee, 1, 1502,
the plaintiffs, Lattler & Cave, entered into

& copartnership for the purpose of earrying
on a retsil confectionery store. By the
terms of she contract of partnership the
plaintifis were to advance the sum of §6,000
and the comvlaint alleges that they fur.
nished this amount at the time of entering
into the partpership and have since con-
tributed tbe additional sum of §4,855,

Under the partnership agreement thede-
fendant (Burnham) was not to furnish any
of the capital invested in the business, but
was to take charge of it aa manager and
receive all moneys, the proceeds of the
business, and to pay all expenses which
mighs be necessary in the conduct of the
business, taking in all cases proper vouoh-
ers and receipts, and accounting to these
plaintifis semi-annualiy, The defend-
ant was to execute no note or other
obligation in the ftirm name without
the consent of the plaintitis, nor should he
purchase any furniture or fixtures withont
such consent. The plaintiffa charge that
in violation of this partuership agreement
Burnham has execnted in the firm’s name
& note to the Meridian National Bank for
the sum of $1.000 and one to the Capital
National for §0, both of which notes are
due and anpaid. They charge that the
management of the business bhas
been #0 reckless and extravagant
that although the receipts of the
business during the past four months have
been §8,000, whioh sum, 1t is allegea, is
largely in excess of the expenses, there has
acoumulated against the firm an 1ndebted-
ness of §7,000. The plaintifis also charge
Burnbham with misappiying and appropri-
ating to his own use the moneys
reoceived from the business. Under
the partnership agreement he
was permitted to take $100 per month from
the proceeds as his salary for managing the
business, but the plaintiffs aver that the
amount appropriated by him exceeded the
amount allowed by the agreement fully
8500, in which sum they aver that the de-
fendant is indebted to them.

The plaintifis aver that by his extrava-

ance and mismanagement Burnham has
orfeited his rights under the part-
nership agreement, which contained a

rovision that when the plaintifia

ad received the sum of $£3,000 each from
the proceeds of the business that the de-
fendant was to have an equal 1nteress in
and to the property with them, and ask
that the court decree that he have no right
or title in or to the property, and that a re-
oeiver be appointed to take charge of the
bosineas.

The petition was not opposed by Burn-
bam, and Judge Harper appointed the
Indiana Trust Company receiver, with in-
structions to continue the business till the
farther order of the court, and John P.
Frenzel, as president of the trust com-
pany, socepted the trast, and the property
was turned over to the recelver at onoe,
and it 1s now 1n charge of the business.

Fined for Selilng on Sandar.
Rodey and Keller, the two grocers ar-

rested at the instance of the Retail Mer.
ohants’ Commercial Association for selling

goods on Bunday, were fined $1 and costs
for desecrating the Sabbath by Justice
Daniels yesterday alternoon. The defense
of the groocers was that it was a necessity
that they sell the goods on tha$ day. 'At-
torney Pritchard, who was employed by
the assoeiation to prosecute, took the posi-
tion that the statute making exteptions
for necessity 1n Sunday work applied only
where the necessity was with the defend-
ant, and that in these cases the necessity,
if any existed, was with the purchasers
and not the grocers.

Jennie Carr's Cane. '

to prison for life for poisoning her young
baby. The Attorney-general filed his brief
yesterday, and oral argument is to be heard
the early part of the week, One of the
points on which the attorneys for the
woman prinoipally base the appeal 1s that

the lower conrt instructed the jury to
bring 1n & verdiot, if 1t was shown thatshe

caused poison to be administered to the
baby, although the indictment charged
that she hersell administered the fatal
poison.
