The Western roads are making desperate
eflorts to have the Great Northern with-
draw its 825 rate Letween Sesttle and St
Paul, bat that road has declined to do so
unless the other roads withdraw thelr
jourist serviee by June 15, & demand
which it is practically 1mpossible to grant,
The only resource left to the other roads

now is a boycott of the Great Northern,
This wonld, 1n »l!l probability, tickle thLe
Great Northern immensely. Nobody
claims that 1ts reduced rates are made for
sny other purpose Lian those of advertis-
ing. and a boycott would advertise it more
that it could do in its own behalf.

The Minueapolis & St Louis has signed
the roevised agreement of the Western Pas-
penger Associntion, and it will now go into
eflect June 15, as onginally intended. An
cilort is being mude, with good prospects of
snceess, to induce the Northern Pacifio to
enter the association. In the event of a
boyeott sgninst the Great Northern it will
possibly do so.

Paying Up O'd Scores.
Under the heading “Navoleon Ives Right

in It.” an Eastern financial paper says the
later indications are that Ives has man-

sged the biggest deal Obio has known for
years, and is 1n a position to hit the Cin-

cinnati, Hamilton & Dayton a heavy blow,
His control of the Ohio Southern gives him

from Springtield to Lima zives him a direct
outlet to Chieago. In addition he is ex-
tending bis line from Lima to Toledo,
which will allord bhimn lake shipments.

Annual Bession of the State Association Be-
gins—The Papers and Discussions,

- i

Half a hondred of the county superin-
tendents of the State attended the annnal
session of the Indiana County Superintend-
ents’ Association at the Statehouse yester-
day, snd to-day it is expected that this

number will be largely inoreased. Presi-
dent Quitman Jackson, of Hancook coanty,
presided over the two sessions yesterday.
A number of thesuperintendents are newly
elected oflicials and an informal gathering
was held until 10 o’clock when the associa-

tion'was called to order and Tbomas W,
Cullen, of Gibson eounty. began the read-

ing of his paper on “In What Way may the
County Superintendent be the most Helpful

to his Teachers?” Although it has not been
completed, he thought the general plan for

county work was an admirable one, The
manner of leaving out o grade each year
he found to be troublesome and ditfioult to
explain to the taxpayers. lie favored di-
viding s township off into districts and
oaly teach the grades above the sixth as
the central district, where two teaohers
could be employed. A part of Mr. Cuallen’s
paper conaldered the relation between
suverintendent and teacher and the gentle
means to be employed 1n correcting the
methods of young teschers,

W. B, Sinclair, of “tarke county. in dis-
cuasiung the paper thought there should Le
no fear1n correcting the work or coriticis-
ing the methods of teachers., F. E, Cooper
talked about the support a teacher should
recelve from the superintendent in the
event of a cispute between a patron and
the teacher. !e bhad often feit the difli-
culty of reproving a teacher, but he felt it
shoula be done at times in straightforward,
but mild way. A number of others dis-
cussed the paper. Chsirman Samuel J,
Huston. of Dearborn county, read the re-
port of the committee on constitution and
by-lawas, -

In the afternoon George R. Wilson, of
Dubois county, read & paperon “*['he Coun-
ty Superintendent’s lelation to the FPube
lie: How Interest the People in the Work
of the Schools?’ He stuggested the estab-
lishment of an educational colnmn in the
country weoklies and thougbt it wounld ULe
well for the superintendent to make his
cause known throughout the ocounty.
Charles W, Stolzer, of Floyd county, and ¥,
M. Senrles, of Grant, discussed the paper.
J. O. Lewellen, of Delawarecounty, was on
the programme for s paper on “What
should the County Surerintendent Learn
from the Mavusoripts of the Bimonthiy Ex-
aminations!” He was not present, but the
topio was discuseed by W. W. French, of
Posey county. and others. The assooiation
will adjourn shis afternoon, and on Thuors-
day will go in a body to the State Normal
School at Terre Huute, T'be following is
the programme for to-day:

FORD THEATER DISASTER

—————

Forther Testimony by Government
Clerks on the State of the Bailding,

Colonel Ainsworth Goes Inte Court, De-

mands Permission to Cross-Examine Wit-
pesses, and Makes a Long Statement.

s -

‘WasHiNGTON, June 18.—By direction of
the Commissioners for the District of Co-
lumbia the 1wmquesd over the victims of the
old theater disaster was continued publiely
this morning, in Willard’s Hall, instead of
privately in the first precinct volice sta-
tion. When the inguest began clerks and
others were crowded 1n nearly every part
of the hall. In order to prevent a repeti-
tion of the trouble of yesterday, a squad
of police attended. Many prominent per-
sons were present. Just before the inquess
began Judge Jere Wilson, & welil-known
Washington lawyer, entered the hall with
Smith Thompson, the elderly eolerk who
presided over the indignation meeting yes-
terday. Judge Wilson bhad volunteered
his services 1n the interest of the employes
of the record and pension division, and
his appearance was the signal for an out-
burst of applause from the clerks of that
office, Colonel Ainsworth and his attor-
ney, Mr. Ross Perry, did not appéar.

Deputy Coroner Schaeffer called the jury
to order and directed Mr, Melick, a clerk
who was employed on the second floor, to
take the stand. He described his escape

humorousiy. He bhad, be said, mapped ous
a route of escave in the event of a fire., He

had heard the building described as an old
rattletrap, and he had the statement con-

firmed by seeing the rear or east wall,
which buiged to & considerabls extent.
There was a private staircase in the annex
to the struoture, but it was used only by
Colonel Ainsworth and his chief clerk, Mr.
Brown.

Mr. Melick said he believed the building
was dangerous, but he did not care to com-
plain, becaunse he folt that if he did his po-
sition would not be secure. Hedid not be-
lieve 1n this civil-service business; it af-
fords no protection,

Ernest I'. Boeger, another clerk, told of
the belief among the clerks thas the build-
ing was dangerona. He had been told by a
clerk—Fred Collins—that the building was
in danger of collapsing, and he had replied
that it it did collapee Ainsworth ought %o
be under it. ;

Ernest Baier, a record and pension divis-
fon elerk, told of his fear that the theater
boi1lding would fall daring the progress of
the exoavation. He had always believed
the structure dangerous. He had not made
complaint to his superior officers because
he feared the consguence. Iie knew that a
clerk named Lease, or Pease, had asked for
a transfer to another building, and had
been told that his only recourse was to re-
pign. The clerks feit strongly agsinst Col
Ammsworth and Jacob Freich, because they
bhad not been farloughed while the excava-
tion was going on.

Just before Mr. Baier began his testi-
mony Deputy Coroner Schaeiler was served
with papers, issned by Chief Justice Hing-
ham, of the Supreme Court of the Disiriet
of Columbia, direoting him to appear at 3
P. M., In answer to a petition filed by
Colonel Ainsworth, requesting that he
|Colonel Ainsworth] be allowed to be
revresanted by counsel at the ingueat,

Frank Kandolph was the next witness,
He had been employed in the ruinéd build.
ing since 1890, The feeling toward the
heads of the bpreau. bhe said, was not cor-
dial, and especially was thia so toward the
chief clerk, Jacob Freich, who treated men
as dogs and not as men. He was tyranuoi-
cal and overbearing. Col. Ainsweorth, sofar
a8 his personal experience went, treated his
clerks individually as men. Mr. Freicl
did not. This eonsluded the testimony fors
the day.

STATEMENT FROM COLONET AINSWORTH.
The proceedings 1n the Distrios Supreme
Court were interesting,. The petition tiled

by Colonel Ainsworth gives in detail a
statement of the condition of the building

and his participation in the work, which 18
the first statemens bearing directiy upon
the oase he made since the accident, The
report 1s very volumibnous. He sets forth

the fact that he s chief of the
ltecord and Pension Oflfiee of the War
Department, and as such, is charged with
the sapervision of the eclerical foree
located in Ford’s old opera-house building,
baving been put in charge in 1857, Colonel
Ainsworth says that as he had, as director,
heard certain rumors touching the security
ot the eastern wall of the building, when
be assumed oc¢ontrol be made diligeat in-
guiry of the otficers of the War Depart-
ment and learned 1% had been made per-
fectly secure and the entire building wae
in every respectsafe. Having obutained a
new steam-heating apparatus and su en-
tirely new plumbiog outtit for the whole
butlding, Colonel Alosworth says to
further promote the comtort of the foree
be procured sn electric-light plant, and for
the purpose of locating this eleotric-light
plant and to improve the ventilation of the
basement of the building it became neces-
sary to excavate a space about twelve
feet in width between the ITwWo par-
tition walls in the basement. This, he
says, required to be uunderpioned. Col
Ainsworsh caused specifications to be made
showing ths work to be done, and submit.
ted them to the oficers of the War Depart-
ment charged with the duty of makiug
contracts. Bidders were reguired tu do the
work without danger, and smong all the
fourteen biddera, Colonel Ainsworth says,
there was no intimation frowm any of proba-
ble danger. Out of abundanteaution, dur-
ing the progress of the work, he hud fre-
quently gone into the basement in order
that in cuse there should appear theshight-
est indication of danger he might at onvce
remove all the ocoupants from tbe build-
ing. Iu addition to this, and for the same
purpose, he required the superintendent of
the buildiug to constantiy wateh the work,
and mmstructed him to report immediately
any indication of danger.

Colonel Ainaworth denies that any of the
numerous occupants of the building made
any suggestion of danger to him or suy one
else, to his knowledge, until after the acci-
dent. Concerning the space roped off, he
says there was a small portion of the first
flcor so roped off for the reascn that it was
to be subsequently removed and because it
was supported only by joists resting on
the ground which had been excavated, and
not becanse of danger to the building. He
declared that he gave no directiouns, nor
was anyone authorized to do so with re-
epect to the movement of clerks 1n or
about the building during the progress of
the work. On June 9, Colonel Ainsworth
continues, after all the walls, 1ncluding all
the piers but one, bad been safely under-
pinned, and while the men were actually
underpinning the Jast pler, for some cause,
to me unkuown, the pier gave way and »
portion of the tloor of all the three stories
fell, most unfortunately killing and
wounding many people.

Colonel Ainsworth says that almost 1m-
mediately after the catastroohe ruwors
reached him that he was publicly acoused
of eriminal negligence, and was 80 accused
in the publio press of the Iistrict. He,
therefore, appesared wn_h conusel at the
seasion of the coroner’s jury, June 12 the
testimmony of certain witnesses tending, if
npexpisined, o impute to him eriminal
negligence, Through his counsel, Colonel
Ainsworth says, ho requested permission
of the coroner to cross-examine witnesses,
but the deputy coroner refused. =nbse-
quently the Colonel says he was falsely ac-
cused of intimidating witnessesand charged
with murder vy sundry persons in attend.-
ance, and was finallv called upon to with-
draw from the court by the depnty coroner
and by one of the jurore. I'bereupon a
riotousmob surrounded himand threatened
his hfe. Colonel Ainsworth says be has
stated the facts so fully because he is con-
vinced that a fair investigation will result
in his acquittal of all blame, He ssks that
the deputy coroner be commanded to per-
mit bim to be present with counsel, and to
ndopt such messures as Are necessary to
protect his hife, which had been threatened.

District Attorney Burney filed a demurer,
claiming that Colone!l Ainsworth’s petition
did not set forth sny muatter that author-
jzed a writ of mandamus. Colonel Ains.

,worth had not been accused, said Mr. Laor-

ney, save by the newspapers, There had
been no onaryge, warrant or arrest. His
petition was simply this, that feanog
something might be sadd or & verdiet ren-
dered that mught retleet uven him, he
soeks an order to command the ceroner to

permit him to have counsel and conduct a
trial. The court took the guestion nnder
advisement until 10 o'clock to-morrow
morning.

GIBBONS ON SUNDAY REST.

———-

Tho Cardinal Utters a Warning Against Dese-
eration of the Christian Sabbath.

———E—

New Yorg, June 13.—"Sunday Rest” 18
the theme of Cardinal Gibbons’s paper to

be read at the congress of Sabbath observ-
ers at Chicago. The paper has been re-
ceived bhere by the committee in charge.
Hia Eminence holds that the desecration
of the Christian Sabbath is one of our
social dangers, against which it behooves
us to set our face, and to take timely pre-
cautions before 1t assumes proportions
too formidable to be easly eradi-
oated. An exhaustive review of the

earliest Sabbath observance follows,
leading to the coneclusion that it was
derived from the primitive law given to
Adam. "“With what profouna reverence,
then,” he says, “should we view an ordi-
napce instituted 1o draw man oloser to
his Maker. Whenever the enemies of God
seek to destroy the religion of a people they
find no means 8o eflectual 1or carrying out
their impious designs as the suppres-
of the Sabbath.,” He refers to the Sabbath
deseorations of other times, and then, com-
ing down to the present, says:

1 have seen Sunday violated in Paris, in Brus-
sels, and in other capitals of Europe. And, even
in Rome, I bave seen government workinen en-
gaged on the Lord’s day in excavating and in
building, a profanation which grieved the Holy
Father, as he himself acknowledged to me. Who
are they that %rutane the Sunday in those cities
of Europe! They are men lost to all sense of
religion, who glory in their implety and who aim
at the utter extirpation of Christianity.

A close observer cannot fail to note the dan-
gerous inroads that have been made on the
Lord's day in our country within the last quar-
ter of & century. If these encroachments are
not checked in time the day may come when the
religious quiet, now happily reigning in our well
ordered citiss, will be changed into noise and
turbulence; when the sound of the c¢hurch bell
will be drowned by the echo of the hammer and
the dray, when the Bible and the prayer book
will be suppianted by the newspaper and the
magazine, when the votaries of the theater and
drinking saloon will out number the religious
worshipers, and ealutary thoughts of God, of
eternity and of the soual will be checked by the
carss of business and by the pleasures aud dispi-
pations o!f the world.

The Christian Sabbath is the living witness of
revelation, an abiding guardian of Christianity.
The ummary closing of our eivil tribunals would
pot entail a more disastrous 1ujury on the laws
of the land than the closing of our ehurches
would inflict on the Christian religion. The in-
stitution of the Christlan Sabbath has contrib-
uted more to the peace and good order of nations
than could be accomplished by standing armies
and the best organized police force.

The Christian Sunday is not to be confounded
with the Jewish or even the Puritan Sabbath. It

rescribes the golden mean between rigid Sab-

atarianism on the one hand, aud Iax indulgence
on the other. There 1s little doubt that the revul-
sion of public sentiment from a rigorous
to a loose observance of the Lord’s day
can be aseribed to the sincere but inisguided zeal
of the Paritans, who confounded the Christian
Sunday with the Jewish Sabbath, and 1mpoged
restraints upon the people which were repulsive
to Christian freedow, and whigh were not war-
ranted by the gospel dispenaation.

The Lord's day to the Catholliec heart is always
a day of joy. Thechurch desires us, on that day,
to be cheerful without dissipation, grave aud re-
hgious, witheut sadness or melancholy. Bhe
forbids, indeed, all nunecessary servile work on
that day, but, a8 ‘“‘the Babbath was made for
man; not wan for the Eabbath,"” she allows such
work whenever charity or necessity shall de-
mand it. And as 1t is a day conseorated not
only to religion but also to relaxation of mind
ana body, she permits us to epend a portion of it
in {npocent recreation. In a word, the true con-
ception of the Lord's day is expressed in the
words of the Psalmist: “That is the day which

the Lord hath made; let us be glad and rejoice

therein.”

such that, were it supplied with a brake,
the sudden and determined use of that ar-
ticle would burst the tire, allowing the air
toescape. The new style wheels ron over
the pavements so much more easily than
the old-style onea that when a vigorous
young man gets astride of one of them he
is seized with a desire to go lhkea race
horse, and he does, The combination of
swift riding and no brakes is responsible
for probably 50 per cent. of the accidents
to the wheelmen and the mortals who hap-
pen to get 1n their way. It might not be a
bad idea to reguliate their lfood by law,
especially through the crowded parts of
the streets.
