He said: “We simply got under cover.to
keep creditors from slanghtering us. We
could nos get money and were afraid of
slaughter with attachments, 1 simply
told the credisors they conld not do 1t, and
we made an assignmens. We will pay
everything. The ullgmout 18 not be-
causa of insciveney. e offared our ored-
itors good paper that would be entirely ac-
ceptable. On ordinary ocoasions we would
have paid with 2 per cent. off, but the
tightness in the money wmarket caught us,
The company could have gone on and

Litigants in the Leading Cities of Spain
Left in a Pecunliar Position.

Barristers Drop Their Cases Because the Goy-
eroment Proposes to Abelish Criminal

Maprip, June 14.—Litigants in the lgnd-
ing cities of Spain have been left in a pe-
culiar position by a most pecunliar strike
the first, it is lelieved, of its Kkind on
record. Among the several schemes pro-
posed by the government to effect retrench-

ment 1n the state expenditures is one to
abolish the district eriminal conrts, This

proposition met with the hearty disap-
proval of all the Spanish barristers, and

they have gone on strike to impress
the government with the fact that the

abolition of this source of revenue to the
Jawyers wounld not be accepted without a

struggle. All the barristers practicing in
. Avila, Toledo, Valencia, Goadalajara and
Ilnelvu_ removed their names from the
cause lists yesterday, and to-day litiganta
found that their cases pending bafore the
conrts were undefended. U'he lawyers 1n
places other than those above mentioned
will follow the example set, and much de-
lay and trouble is anticipated,

A meetingof the Cabinet was hastily
summoned last night to consider what
action shoald be taken in the premises, It
was finally aecidea to issue instructions to
the magistrates in the places montioned
above to transfer the cases before them to
the nearest courts that are nos atifected by
the strike. Should the strike becowe gen-
eral, as is anticipated, this method of got-
ting around the trouble will not be found
to answer.

To-Day's Elections in Germany.,
BERLIN, Juvne 14.—As the day of the gen-
eral election approaches thecertainty of an
enormous number of reballoting is inevita-

The Message from [llinois's Governor
Will Not Be Here Until This Morning.

Nothing Heard from Relsy Bicyclists After
Midnight—Roads in Western Indiana

in Bad Condition—Much Time Lost.

The relay biovele ride from Springflield,
Ills., with Indianapolis and Frankfort, Ky.,
as two of 1ts objective points, was begun
promptly on time yesterday morning, at 9
o’'olock, with bright weather in Illinois,
the roads in very fair condition, and every-
thing promising to go smoothly. Reports
from the relay stations, however, all along
the route showed that the men were stead-
\ly losing time according to the schedule.
At Tuscola, 111.; seventy-eight miles from
the start, the men were reported one hour
aund fifty-eight minutes behind, and from
there on the news was very meager. At
midnight she last man heard from had left
Dans, and has, to all appearances, ridden
out into space, for he had not been heard
of since. He was due to leave that place
at 7:90 o’clock in the evening, and did not
get out until 10:48.

Springfliela:
