The Board of School Commissioners, as
1t bas been constituted for the past year,
held its last meeting lsst might, & called
one for the purpose of hearing the report of
the board as a commiittee of she whole on
teschers for the ensaing year. When the
meeting was called to order, with .all the
mew bers vresent, it was decided by & unan-
unous vote to pursue the regular order of
business and to dispense with the regular
meeting, which would bave fallem to-
might

Clemens Vonnegut, against whom the
most bitter fight was waged by the Frenzel

element against bis re-election, ooccupied
his usual seat in his customsary quiet way,

giving no sign of the signal vietory whioch
be bad won. When FPresident Frenzel had

reached the “communications” 1n the regu-
lar order of business Mr. Vonnegut rose to

his feet and read the following:

INDIANAPOLIS, June 15, 1893.
, To the Board of Honorable School Commissioners:
Gentlemen—Last year, a little before the elee-
tion of school eommissioners, there appeared o
eard in a public paper of this oity, sigped by

three men, who are now members of this board,
to the effect that 1f elected they would not vote

for any person as treasurer who would not pay

at least 3 per cent. interest on the balance of
fands in his hands.

The election was oarried on this issue, and
the three men were eleoted, However, this
promise was broken, and in fidelity to my con-
stituents and the people of this city iu general,
I have regularly, at every meeting of this board
cenaured this breach of trust by which seve
thousands of dollars were lost to the school
fund and diverted into private pook-
ets. Our president, co-operating with
the trust breakers, has suppressed the discus-
sion of this question and delivered Irothy
epeoches in their defense, stigmatizing the men-
tion of the Lreach as caluininous and insclent.
This proves to my mind, and to the wminds of
thousands of others, that he is the moving power
In this affair and that he holds a power over the
treasurer, which he exercises in preventing him
from keeping his promise,

The people generally, and even some
friends of our president, have approv

tion 1n this case.

‘Therefore, in obedisnce to my duty as a Pnblio
ofllcer and to my comnstituents especially, 1 here-
with expose this breach of trust.

I further move that this communication be
placed ou record. CLEMENS VONNEGUT.
