PENSION ACT INVALID.

The Supreme Court Rules on the Fireman's
Law—The Opinion in Abstract.

The Supreme Court, yesterdsy, before
adjourning for the sumwer, held 1n the
fireman’s pension law that the power of
levying taxes cannot be made the means of
levying municipal taxes upon a iraction
of a class and of bestowing the tax so lev-
ied upon a small fraction of the citizens of
the State, unless the State owes them some

peculiar obligation, not existing in serving
as firemmen for some city. The judgment of
the Marnon county Superior Court is
aflirmed, and the fireman’s pension fund
will not be swollen by any tax levy on the
insurance companies. The test case was
brought to the Supreme Court by Auditor
Henderson aga:nst the London and Lan-
cashire lnsurance Company. The company
bad secured an injunction against the col-
lection of this tax in the lower court.

The pension law provided that fire in-

surance companies not organized under the
laws of the State shall pay inte the fund

§1 for every $100 of the excess of receipts
over losses in the State.

The firet objeetion to the act wasthat it
violates Section 19, Article 4, of the Etate

Constitution, which provides thas every

actshall embrace bust one subject. 1f any
other subjecs is embraced the act shall be
void only as to so much thereof as shall
not be expressed in she title. Judge Cool-
ey bas held that the purpose of such pro-
visious in State constitutions was to pre-
vent log-roiling legsiation and to
prevent surprisé or frand upon
the Legislature. The Bupreme Couart
finds that the subject of the
aot is to gather funds from foreign insur-
ance companies for the relief of firamen,
The title expresses the firat of these ob-
jects included within the subjecs, bud
wholly omits the other of suoh objecta.
Omitting that part of the act relative to the
bestowal of suoh fund upon firemen and
that provision requiring sueh companies to
contribute to such fund could not stand
alone under the title of the act as the sub-
jeet is expressed. The requirement that the
subject expressed should apprise the peo-
ple of the subject of legisiation in order
shat an opportunity for a hearing or for
petition may be had is far from being com-
plied with 1n the pension act. No notice
whatever is given to those expected to con-
tribute tosuch funds, ‘The sct is attacked
a8 violating several other provisions of the
constitutions of the United States and the
State, but the court does not deem it aduaty
to determine but one of the guestions pre-
sented, having already held the aot in-
sufficient as to 1ts title,

It was said that the act was an attempt-
ed exercise by the Legislature of the tax-
ing power, and thas being loeal, not uni-
form and for no public parpose, 1t is in vio-
Isntion of the taxing power. The appelle

| insisted that this levy was for a publio

purpose, but the court does not give ad-
herence to thia. The Indiana Constitution
does not give the unlimited power to the

Legislature skat constitutions in other
States give where pension acts have been
held to be valid. The court does not believe
that firemen are publio servants within
the sense which would admit of the exer-

cise of the taxing power of the State. In
New York she levy is in the shape of a
lioense for doung business, Tne proposed

burden of exaction and the fund in Indi-
ana is devoted to the benefit of firemen

within four cities omnly. The owners of

property outside get no benefit from these
firemen. The firemen are not even the

servants of the county. The judgment of
the lower court was, therefore, aflirmed.

THE SEWER TAX CASE,

Assessment by Area Is Held to Be Equl-
table—Polnt of the Opinion,

The sewer tax case was brought before
the Supreme Cours in very shors order, and
within a fow days after filing a ruling has
been obtained, George S, Swain asked for
an injonetion in the Marion county Cir-
cuit Court against contractor Fulmer and
others to stop the construection of the
State ditoh sewer, insisting that the law
which provided for an assessment accord-
ing to the area of adjoining property, in-

stead of sccording to the valne, was un-
constitutional. Judge Brown sustained a

demurrer filed by the contractors. Ewain

insisted that the notice was insufficient,
and shat the mode prescribed for assessing

benefit was arbitrarily unegual and unjust,
The court helds that where a ssatute pro-
vides for s construction notice, as by pub-
lication, snch notice is sufficient. It is not
necesssry to name each property owner af-
feoted 1n the notice, Buoh requiremeny
has never been deemed necessary.

No system of assessment can be devised
that will be perfectly equitable and just.
The most that can be expected 1s that the

stem suall be approximately equisable.

he assumption that the statute createsa
system whica is arbitrary becaunse the
property is not assessed according to its
cash value is erroneous. When all the
property 1n a given district stands 1n equal
need of drainage the courtcan eonceive of

no more equitable mode of assessing the
benetfita than to assess it according to the

area possessed by each owner, Such a
mode of assessment has often been sus-
tained by the courts. The statute is held

to be constisutioual. Judge Cofiey handed
down the opinion,

County Commissioners' Orders.

The case of the Indiana Improvement
Company against John H. Wagner and
others, from the Steuben Cirenit Court, was
affirmed by the Bupreme Court yesterday.
In September, 1502, the County Commis-
sioners of Stenben county ordered an
election to determine whether or not the
town of Hudson should incorporate. The
land ecompany objected, claiming that it
owned considerabls property in the town

and had not been sufliciensly notified. The
commissioners gave no heed to the re-
monstrance and the land company ap-
pealed to the Circuit Cours trom the
County Commissioners. The Cireunit Cours
held that the order of the commissioners
was merely an interlocutory one and mnot
fiual, and, therefore, the appeal could not

lie,

The regularity of all the steps taken by
the commissioners was shown. The order
of the commissioners to hold au election,
the Sapreme Court finds, did not put an
end tothe cass either as to the parties or
the1saues, The order of the commissioners
was not one from which an appesnl could
be properly taken. It was held that the
Cirouit Court did not err in dismissing the
case.

A Greencastle Annexation Oase,

In an opinion written by Judee Howard,
yesterday, the Supreme Court reversed a
case from Greencastle, in which the County
Commissioners annexed territory belong-
ing to James W, Sellers to the city of

Greencoastle. He obiected to the annexa-
tion, claiming that he would be subjected

to unjust burdens. The lower conrt sus-
tained the action of the commissionera, but
the Supreme Court reversed this sotion of
the lower court.

Supreme Coart Adjournment.

The Supreme Court adjourned yesterday
for the sammer vaoation of ten weeks.
Judge MeCabe will be the guest of Judge
Hackuney at Shelbywvilie, Jadge Coffey will

spend part of his vacation among the
pnorthern lakes and Judege Howard will be
at Sonth Hend most of the summer. All
the tmportant cases were oleared off the
dooket.

State Auditor Henderson is sending out
letters to building and loan associations
that have not made their reporis as re-
quired by the Gifford act passed at the lass
session of the Legisliature., Ke calls atten-
tion $o the law, and notifies the secretary
thatif the statement showing the condition
of the association is mnot filed with him
within thirty days of the notice he will
cause an examination to be made into the
affairs of the associations that are delin-
quent, The law requires him to do this,
avd to also direct the attention of the
prosecuting attorney of the distriet in

which the assoclation 18 located to the de-
linguency, so that the proper penalty can
be enforced. The annnal statement of Juue
80 will not be accepted 1n lieu of the one
that 1s now past due,

The Bmlding and Loan Association
League of the State secured the passage of
the law, which did not go into effect until
May 18, but it made it obligatory on the
associations to file a report ot the last
year's business within thirty daysafter the
law went into effect. Another report is due
July 1. 1f the associations do not comply
with the law, the Auditor has authority %o
wind up their affairs.

Sudden Death of Adam Scott, the 0ld-
est Contractor in the City.

He Built the Courthouse and Many Other
Well Known Structures in Indiana and
Other States.

e —

Adam Soott, one of the oldest and best
kEnown building contractors of Indianapo-
lis,died at 7 o’clock last night, a? his home,
No. 126 West Marylacd street. His death
was the resuls of an acute attack of pneu-
monia, conpled with heart complications,
He was sixty-eight years of age.

Adam Secott was born in Seotland, and
came almoss directly to this city from Jed-

borough, his native place. In 1850, when
this city was comparatively a village, Mr.

Scots settled 1n Indlanapolis, and since
that time until his death he has constantly
resided here. His vocation was that of a
stoue mason, and, although in late years
he did not do actnal labor, he carried on a
contracting business which was exvten-

sively known, For many years he was of
the firm of Seott & Nicholson, and operated
an immense business on Kentucky avenus,
where the plans for some of the best build-
ings in the State were prepared.

The first work done in this city by Mr.
Bcott was the building of the stone work
utilized in the Deaf and Dumb Asylum,
snd he afterward constructed the Marion
county courthonse, the Bates House and
others of the most sunbstantial buildings 1n
this oity., His fame as a builder was nos
coufined to his home, and the magnificens
custorn bouses at Atiants, Ga., and Bir-
mingham, Ala., were constructed under his
supervision. Ten yearsago he retired from
active buninou, but was not content to
spend the remainder of his years in idle.
ness and soon associated himself with the
firm of Charles Pierce & Co. With this
company he was prominent in the erection
of the courthouses at Muncie, Anderson
and Evanaville. After the completion
of the Evansville edifice, Mr. BScott
again retired from business pursnits and
bas since lived a quiet life with Lis family.

In charasoter his true old Scoteh bloed
was always apparent, and his boness,
straightforward principles were the pride
of his life, He was a stanch Republican
in polities, but took no man to task on ac-
count of an opposite political belief. He
was s member in Pentalpha Lodge, No. 564,
F.and A. M., beeides being a prominent
Scottish Rite Mason. A wife and four ehil.
d;’on, two sons and two daughters, survive
him,
