An Indianpapolitan, who recently traveled
among European countries, in making some
comparisons between institutions beyond
the Atlantiec and those of the Unitea
States, tells about how fires are extin-
guisbed in Ssuttgart,

“Very little wood,” said be, "is used in
the conatruction of buildings in Enrope.
Edifices are composed almost entirely of
slow-barning matenal, for, indeed, were it
not so, the whaole continent would burn to
s oriap about the firat tawme a lire broke
out.

*“One night while I was stopping at
Btuttgart | was awakened by a strange

dow, saw & Dutehman in & shightly con-

ested state, blowing s horn in frout of a

welling bouse. Having given the instru-
ment & vociferous bIlast, bhe started in a
gentle dog trot, and presently stopped be-
fore another residence, reveating tue blasr.
This, to me, was a curious performance, and
B0 800D a8 soine of the people in the houuse
were up, 1 inguired about the matter, to
find that a fire was raging somewhere, and
that the Dutchmsn and the born were
waking up the firemen! About half an
bour later ], with a few others, got down
to the firehouse, which, by the way, was
the only one in Stattgart, and Stuttgart is
a8 0ity as large as Indiapapolis,. We found
most of the firemen there, very deliberate-
ly arranging department matters for she
emergency at hand, and after & time a
string of men jogged out on the street, har-
nessed to a little old haod-pump
machine, Arriving at the fire a
long line was formed; a backet of
water was pumped up and handed from one
man up to another, each of whom Bpilled
more or less unt:l the pail got to the man
nearest the fire, anad he poured what re-
mained in the buocket ous on the firein a
very wmatter ot fact way. It took a long
time to put the lire ount, but they atayed
right with 18 nntil it was extinguished and
then went jabbering to their barracks. A
fire in Enaropoan oities is not what 1t is in
lndianapolis and the fire departinents are
not exaotly the same,”

One of the unique figures of the dedioa-
tion of the Indisuna building was Hon.

Charles J. Murpby, well known as the
Awerican agent for the extension of the
sale of American eorn 1n the Luropean
market. His wife accompanied him, and
like bim, watolied the proceedings of the

occasion with great interest. The latter is
& woman of past the prime pf life, having
silver hair like her husband’s, and hike him,
ruddy-faced and stout. Col. Murphy wears
& perfeotly clean face as regards beurd and
looks the victure of rugged bhealth., He is
sn eutbhusiast upon the subject of the
market of corn in KEurope and has
spent thousands of dollars of his own
money for the purposein view, He worked

five years in this agitation before he was
sccredited with wuthority by the United
Btates government, sod then It was
through the efiorts of Secretary Rush.
This bas wade Col. Marpby an enthusias-
tic admirer of the venerable ex-Secretary,
and both he and bhis wife speak with greas
regard of ham, Secretary Morton ordered
Col. Murpby howe for a season, and while
here he is trying o induce she worid’s fair
suthorities to establish a oorn kitchen in
~ the House of Comfort which adorus the
ground and has no exbaustive demand upon
1ts utility. He thinks it next to sin that
the corn kitehen was not established from
the tirss. The failure to seize the oppor-
tanity seems almost like burning green-
backs to Colonel Murphy. He has seen the
export of corn grow irom next to nothing,
sgainst the bittoress Leocause selt-seeking
oprosition, to & point whkere ascore of mills
sre abous to begin the grinding ofmaize, or
“mize.” as it is called in Eurove, and where
the increase alone of exporied corn prod-
ucts last year over the year previous was
£10,000,000, This is conceded to be due to
the uthitiring work of Colonel Murphy and
bis wife,

The sgitation at first met with great op-
position from the millers of Germany on
saccount of a fear on their part that the in-
sroduoction of American corn products
would cat down their business, 3ut such
was the success of the agitation that the
government ordered that experiments be
made with & view of testing the quality of
the ocorn in connection with the Russian
rye, which has been so long almost ex-
olosively used. One of the leading chem-
jats, Dr. Thwel, was ordered to pre-

are o lecture om the subject. He
f dorsed 1t oflicially as an excellent
food and especially adaptible to the wants
of the army. The bread mixed with rye
was found to be stempting to the taste, as
weli as pourishing, and when the grain had
been degerminated and Kkilp-dried there
was no danger of 1t spoiling. Coming thus
with the eanction of the imperial yovern-
ment the effect was highly beneficial, At
one time. when distribating the cornmeal
in the form of mush 10 a large erowd of
Germans 1u Berliu, 88 an advertisemenut,
the cooking was done by Mrs. Murpby her-
self. *[ found there was no one present, ”
sald she to s Journal reporter, “"who
knew the first shing about cooking the
meal, so | said that | would ecook
. | made a large quantity of the
mush, whieh we servad hot 10 many hun-
dreds of people, It was well liked by the
multitude. It was oniy in this wav, by
porsonal dwstribution of the cooked

material. that we sncceeded in getting auy
regognition from the peovle although itis
much cheaper than the bread they use. It
was & greal advantage to us to have
ollicial powers. We in America do not ap-
preciate what deference 18 shown to one of
otticanl ssation. 1 fee: that mny husband is
entitied to all the creait for this great
work. He bhas given it all his time for
peven years past, aud for the moat of 1t was
paying the expenses himself. One ex-
bhibition alome cost him 81,700 out of his
own pockes in the city of Edinburgh,”

As Mra. Marphy spokeof her husband
ber eyes almost filled with tears of pride
sud pleasure that she conld say so mueh 1n
spite of all the sacrifices that she and he
bave made. It cropped ont iu the conver-
sation that they were made to feel that
gepublics are ungrateful. They have been
shown but litile considerstion by the
world’s fair management, and have paid
their way 1nto the grounds as if they had
doune nothing deserving of all the good
things ths country can bestow upon them,
The failure to accord them the sccial honors
shat are given manpy very insign:ficant peo-
ple bad, 1tis evident, not passed annoticed.

SHAKSPEARE CLUB.

Its First Meeting Held Beneath the Trees of
“the Forest of Arden.”

The Shakspeare Ciub had 1ts first open
meesing, on Friday, in the Forestof Arden,
at Hammond’s, on Fall creek. Three tally-
hos from Mr. Cleveland’'as residence took
the elub and several invited gaests to the
wooid, where a fine repast was already

spread under dense onk, beech, elm and ash
treea.

Upon removing the filmy paper napkins
a folio programme was found, with the ap-
proved portrait of Shakspeare npon one
cover and a perfect hali-tone photogravure
of Mr. Cleveland, for four years the
Jeader of the club, upon the other cover.

Within were a dozen mottoes from the
myriad-minded maf, to whom perpect con-
ception gave intinite perfection of phrase.

After the viands came the feast of reason
and ow of soul, tempered with such Kixe
uries as Shakspeare's time hardly knew-—
coilee, chocolate and cigars. The day was
perfect; the courtesies of those who pre-
pared and asdministered the creature coms
forts were unbounded. Even the tinge of
sadness that one who has brought & new
Justre to literary and elerical life in Indian-
apolis would rarely meet with themn again,
did not overcoina the gayety and oheerful-
neas of the hour. For in whatever land
their diverging steps might leaa, aboug
them was the same pature which Shak-
sapeare portrayed, the tougues 1o trees, the
books in ranniog brooks and good 1u every-
thing.

Mr. Cleveland was tirst called upon, snd
expressed his great satisiaction in the
party given in s and Shakspeare’s honor:
that 1t was a pleasure to #ee the 1ncrease in
Shakspeare work initiated and earried on
for years by Miss Katherine Merrill in this
city., The srivialities of literaturs
were laid aside and more and
wore the founders of LEnglish speech
and Epglish thought were studied and ad-
mired. Mr. Cleveland spoke of Shakspeare
1o connection with I’ante as the "Saints of
Poetry:” they are canonized 1n literature
and 1t is an impiety to meddle with them.
They dwell apart 1n royal solitude; a glory
of complete perfection iuvests them. Dante
embodied, musically, the religion of the
middle nges; also, the spiritaal life of mod-
ern Europe. The voice of ten silenut centu-
ries was in his mystie, nnfathonable song
Snakspeare embodied for us the outer life
of Europe; its chivalries, courtesies, hu-
mors and ambitions; the way of think-
ing, aoting and looking at the
worid, I'nnte was narrow, deep
and tieres as the central fire of the world;
Shakspeare virile, placid,
the sun, the upper light of the world.

Five centuries ago ltaly produced the
one world voice; two contaries later the
porthern Saxon LEnglish bloed, one of oar

' own kKind, produeced the other.
this morning and evening Sinee the re. | e » : :

Shakspeare was greater than Dante, for
ik Dante, he
bad his sorrows, as his sonnets show, He
saw the divinity in nature, deep as hell,

far-seeing as |

high as heaven: that weo are anch stuff as
dreams are made of. He was proples, as
well a8 poet, not of & mnarrow sa-
perstition, but of the universal
churech of the future, and of
all time, Out of hisplays rises theuniversal
psalmm. His eye was on all history; he
wrote the epic of Euglish history; Marl-
borough knew no English history outside
of Shakspeare's historical plays. He will
last forever; the latest generations of men
will find new meaningsin Shakspeare.

Mr. George Mclntosh spoke to the line
“In nature there's no blemish.” He spoke
of Shakepeare's inimitableness; like Dante
and Goethe, he lefs no heirs to the form or
mode of his expression. There is no
line in any modern poet that re-
minds uos ot Shakspeare; no one
has parodied Shakspeare; only ts of the
segond-class can be 1mitated. Within the
mwagiceirele of Shakspeare none dare to
tread.

Mr. Hurty respondad to the line, ““Medea
gathered the enchanted herbs that did re-
pew old Escn,” but swept lightly away
the apothecary’s vocatiou, and spoke of
the great joyousness of Shakspeare.
ing all, he saw the greatnessof the good;
that evil 1s only the vapishing background
upon which the Divine and beneficent
etfulgence temporarily portrays our
brief life and introduction to a
higber wstate of Dbeing. Life soon
ceases to be persvective, and becomes
reminiscent; Shakspeare has gilded it for
all men apa for all time with Lis golden
optimism, his great joy and hope.

Miss Donnon expressed her great pleas-
ure in the opportunity to read and study
Shakepeare four years under the guidance
oi Dr. Cleveland, and the forty or more
friends who nad clubbed together under
the epirit of the world’s greatest oracle.
Dut she said there was good work done out-
side of the clubs, and it was easy to overdo
them. Tho greatest wit, and geniality,
and belpfulness went uietly on in this
city outside the elubs. An eminent French
scholar wished Lut one sentiment on bhis
monuwent—that he was not a member of
the Fredeh Aeoademy. Dante, Goethe,
Sbakspeare Lelonged to nocianbs, A girl
she knew of—nameless, of course— who be-
longed to all the clubs, was solicited to
take the part of Priscilla in a drawitiza-
tion. She firmly, but witbout expressed
reason, declined. Her mother, forced to
an explanation, said her danghter would
like to help them ont, but really her
feet were too” large to wear the
glass  slippers of the vplay. We
