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terest. On the day of the election he pre-
dicted the success of the opponents of the
srmy bill, ““1he Social Democrats,” said
Mr. Phelps, in commenting upon the elee-
tion, “‘seem to have elected anumber of
oandidates 1n Berlin. That is not surpras-
imng, as Herlin is the stronghold of the
Social Democrats. One must always re-
membern getting first news of a GGerman
election that, outside of the great cities
where the laboring popalation makes
certain of the districts almost certsin-
Iy Demooratic, there are sure 10
be many ecandidates, Consequently
thers isoften no election snd a second
election is uecessary. Hemember, also,
that the German Parliament 1s made up of
DO tTwo oOr three parties, but of nine or
more. Only one party, that called the
Center, has over one hundred members in
the Reichsiag. A membership of forty in
a Heiehstag of four hundrea members gives
that party sach importance as toenableit
to make not only much poise in the news-
papers, but gives to 1t much weightin the
proceedings of the Heichstag 1tselt, There
are no Social Demoerats or Socialists ex-
ceptin the large oitie. Because of the pe-
euliar patare of their doctirines they are
spoken of oftener than they deserve, It
wiil be found, | dare say. when the tinal
elections ars held, that thers will not be
more than forty-tive of them, even nnder
the extraordinary advantages of the
present contest. The special advan-
tage in this election was 1o being
opposed to the army biil. Just now the
Liberal party, which is the great competi-
tor against Social Democracy for votes,
lavors under a disadvantage. Richter, one
of the great leaders, and a majority of his
following, are hostile to the il while
Barth, bis old colleague, and the leader, 18
for the army bill, and earries with him a
large section of the party.

“You may be surprised at finding that
the Liberal party, which is the party to
which the intelligent American would feel
like gaving bis vote, is 8o offensive 1o many
of the German voters. The reason of that
is that the Socialist in German politics
does not mean an Anarchistor a man hostile
to society and indifferent to the claims
of the ceountry. It simply means that
the man is an advanced Liberal,
with sympathies with the masees, rather
than with the classes. Some of their lead-
ers talk extravagantly, and desperate char-
aoters jon them, because, otherwise, in
Germany, they would bave no other means
of political activity. But sach are the
smallest fraotion of the party, and
ita voters inoinde respeotable, or-
derly and sensible people. ln the ab-
sence of more delinite information [ shail
coutinne to think that there has been no
extraordinary trinmph of Social Demoeo-
racy. If there has been it would not mean
snything hurtful for the great GGerman em-
pire. It would simply tend to move the
center of political acsivity in the HKeicta-
tag o litsle higher upin the line of progress,
becaunse someé of the older parties send rep-
resentative who have no more notion of
progress and popular rights than they
would if they were Bourbons,

*“I shink shas 1t will sumply be found
that among the nine or ten parties, those
have increased theirstrength in the Heichs-
tag who have best convinced thelr con-
stitnenciés of their conscientious oppo-
gition %0 & further increase of the military
burden., Those parties which were weak
in this regard have loat in their represen-
tation, Whatever the complexion of the
Reichstag whioch meets on July 4 may be,
it will have little chauce to show what 1t
can do more than to vote against the army
bull. Thia Reichstag was oalled together
to vote o the Lill, and elected on that
issune. It will be called upon to vote; 1t
will rejeet the army bill, and as soon as
the president announces the vote Caprivi
will rise at she bhead of the ministerial
bench, hsnnr in his bapd an edict signed
by Wilham JI, ending the official exist-
ence of that Reichstag.”

The returns from the elections in Ger-
many were read with keen interest by
mauy German-American citizens in this
oity, and a great deal of attention was cen-
tered upon the gains made by the Social
Democratic partv, notwithstanding the
fact that gains by that party were ex-
peotad. Various opinions were expressed
a8 to the causes of the increased Socialiss
vote, even by the Socialists themaselveas.
They were all of the opinion, however, that
they had won a great vietory. Justus
Bchwab, who is a Socialist and Commun-
ist, sa'd: *“Yon see me smile to-aay. We
care more for the increass of the Socialias
vote in Germany than for the mere gaining
of additional seats in the Reichstag, for
that means a spread of socialistic ideas
among the people, whereas the Reichatag
does not amount to much ana the German
Constitution is only a sham one. The Em-
peror can dissoive one Heichstag after «n-
other nud pever be compelled to abide by
the mandates of the people, as voiced by
their representatives, e can carry on the
contiiet with the nation for years and no
one c¢an tell what he will do, as he is
wavering all the sime.”

They Think Gladstone Should End Qb
straction to the Home-Rule Bill.

Amendments Permitted to Pass the Commons
That Are Distasteful to the Nationalists

—Crops Suffering for Kain.

STILL WORRYING GLADSTONE,

Irtsh Members Protest Against Amendments
to the Home-Ru'e Measure,
Breoial 1o the Inlianapolis Jonrnal.

Loxpox, June 17.—The members of the
Irish parliamentary party have become so
incensed at the tactics employed by the
opposition to delay the home-raule bill that
the government must now face open revolt
by the Irish members or expedite the bill
and cease accepling ofiensive opposition
amendments. It may be pointed out that
the obatructive poliey oftered by the Con-
servatives and Liberal Unionists 18 iden-
tical with that followed by the Irish mem-
bers when they were in opposition, and
that the government then found a polioy
of obstruction equaily as aggravating as
the Irisb members now find 1t.

A striking episode thatoccarred daring
the last night's debate disclosed the
growth of Irish hostility towards the gov-
ernment. An amendment was offered ad-
ding tothe words “*without due process of
law.” which occur in the provision that
the powers of the Irish legislature shall
not extend to the making of any law

affeoting liberty or property. The use of
the worus 18 ss old as the Magns Uharta,
bat they have wnot been nsed for a long
time in England and are vetter known
through their use 1n American law. There.
fore, Mr. Balfour, who represents the cen-
tral division of Leeds, 1n Conservative
interests, and who is a brother of Rt
Hon. A. J. Balfour, the opoosition leader
in the House, proposed to deline the process
of law by adding the words *1n accordance
with the settled precedents and laws of
the United Kingdom.” The proposed read-
ing would then read: *‘“lhe power of the
Irish legislature would not extend to the
making of any law whereby any person
may be deprived of life, liberty or proverty
without due process of law in accordance
with the settled precedents in the United
Kingdom, or bLe denied the legal protection
of Iaws whereby private proporty might be
taken without just compensation,”

Mr. Thomus Sexton, Irish member,
angrily opposed the amendment to the
clagse, In the division of the House Mr.
Sexton was defeated, the Couservatives
combining with the Liberals, who sup-
ported the amendment against the Rad.
icals and Irish members, Then the storm
burst. Mr. J. J. Clancy, Parnellite, de-
nounced the government’'s continuons con-
cessions to the opposition, The bill, he
said, was the least the Parnellites would
sceept, and he asked what was the object
of legislation if 1+ did not upset settled
precedents, In savage accents Mr. Sexton
blamed the Rt. Hon. James Brice for
permitting the words of the amendment
to be dragged Ly the heels from the Consti-
tution of the United States and shoved 1nto
thie home-rule bLill, Mr, Brice, it will be
recalled, is the aunthor of “The American
Commonweaith,” which created consider-
gble stir on its publication in 1888, Other
Irish mem vers followea Mr. Sexten 1n op-
position to the amendmwent, and another
division was taken, The Unicnists and
(iladstonians again combined to defeat the
Radioals and Irish members, When the re-
sult was annoonced Justin MecCarty, the
leader of the anti-Parnellites, in a short
but execedingly sharp address, said Mr,
Giadstone ought now to withdraw the bill,

The Unionista are, of course, delighted
at the signa of disraption in Mr. Glad-
stone’'s shignt majority, and some of them
express confidence in the ultimate defeat
of the measure through the wisthdrawal of
Irish support. An unpreindiced view of
the sitnation shows, however, that the
position is not nearly so bad for home rule
as the lnionista pretend to believe. A
section of the Hadicals want a portion of
the biil to be passed at this session, and to
lot the financial proposals await adovtion
until the session of next year. TThe Minis-
ters, however, agree that the measure muost
be completed, no matter to what length
the session 15 protracted,

During the debate lust night on Mr R.
W. Cremer’s motien to introduce an arbi-
tration treaty between Great Britain and
the United States, the members were in-
terested 10 watching Mr. Giadstone’s
maneuvering with a lighted candle in his
hand among the doenments on the desk.
His 10tensity of thoun:ht and preoconpa-
vuon esused bim to bring the oandle close
to the papers, apparently snconscions that
he might set the papers aud perhaps the
building oun fire, and not until a Minister
seized him did he realize the risk he ran.
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HEAT AND DROUGHT,

Crops In England and France Partially De-
stroyed for Lack of Rain,
Bpecial to the Indianavolls Journal.
Loxpox,Junel?’.—Thedrought in France
and England bhas beeu acovompanied by
heat almost tropical in its intensity, and
much suffering, incenvenience and damage
to crops have resulted. Thegravest anxiety
is felt in the country, and rain is vrayed
for by farmersdaily. The great industrial
and agricultural center in England (Man-

chuster) is threatened by a water famine,
and 1n the county in which Manchester is

situated oattie, horses and sheep are suiler-
ing for food, the grazing grounds being
badly parched. In many places in the
conuty the animmals have been put on
short rations. Throughout the midlaud
counties and in the south of England the
hay crop 18 reported to be a total 1ailure,
Peas nave not podded and the vines are be-
ing nsed as fodder. Vast areas of vegetables
ars deaa, and the loss o farmers will be
very large.

In France the drought has prevailed in
four-fifths of the departments for four
months, and its effects daring the growing
months of the vear may be imagined. In
manuy placea foduerisunobtainableand eart-
tle are actuully verishing for want of food.
Many owners of cattle, having nothing to
feed them, are ofiering them for sale at
about one-fifth the normal prices. but, even
at these rates, they tind no buyers, for
every one around 18 as badly oli as them-
solves. The grapevines have heen burned
up, and the parched grain 1s falling from
its withered stoocka,

The Little Norwegian Ship Arrives at
New York and Anchors in the Hudson.

Salate Fired by the Monitor Miantonomoh
and Speechea Made by New Yorkers and
the Captain of the Little Craft

e e -

NEw York, June 17.—These hardy Norse-
men, Ceptain Andersen and his cfew, after
journeying down the coast from the banks
of Newfoundland, to-day sailed into the
port of New York with the counterpars of
tbe Vikingship of old and were given a re-
ception far difierent from that their an-
cestors received 400 years before Columbus
landed on the shores of the new world.
Rough, weather-beaten citizens, as they
are, tears came to their eyes when they
were welcomed in their native tongue by
Norwegian-Americansat City island, where
sheir queer craft dropped anchor this after-
noon. The Viking came down the sound
from New London, Conn., iu tow. Oif
Sands point she was met by the steamboat
Laura M. Starin, with the committee of re-
ception fromn this city on board. The
committee’'s boat et the Viking at 10:20
A. M, There was a great blowing of whistles
and dipping of flage, sud the band played
the Viking march, composed for the ocoa-
sion by Harry Randall. Captain Andersen

stood in the stern of his eraft and took off
his cap repeatediy to salutes of the many
steam yachts and tugs whioch met bim, His
boat bad no sails up and was in tow, Sbe

rode the water like a duck and, except for
her diminutive size, appeared able to hive
in any sea. lhe flag of Norway swung
from a stafl at the stern of the Viking and
the stars and stripes were at her bow. At
the top of her single mast was a large red
Burgee with “Viking” in white letters and
& golden lion upon it . .

I'be Viking sailed from Sands point to
City isiand, where the Miantonomoh lay
at anokor waiting to give the visitor a na-
tional salute of welcome. It was 1:45
when the Viking passed Uncle Sam'scrack
mouitor. When the buvom of the big guus
had ceused there was a puft of blue smoke
forward on the Viking and a sound hLhke
thatofa bLig firecracker came aoross the
water. ‘T'he Noreeman was answering the
salote with a salute from six little can-
nous that were moaonted on a cross rail at
the bow, The Viking swung around into
the wind and dropped anchor alongside of
the Miantonomobh. Thousaunds of peopie

Captain bieard, of the Miantonomoh,
boarded the Viking from bis cutter, and
paid an official visrt. Health Oficer Jen-
kins, who was out in person io his boat,
boarded the Viking, and, findiog no ochol-
era aboasd, gave hurentry tothe port., Then
the crew, who bave imitated the cruise of
Leif Erickeen, and orossed the raging
ocean in an open boat, were taken on board
the Laura M. Starin, where they were wel-
comed by the committee and many of their
own countrymen who live here.

The naval reserves were drawn up on the
forward deok when the Norwegians went
on the committee boat. The band played
the Norwegian anthem, and the committee
stood ready to receive the voyagers. They
were escorted to the main cubin aft, where
a luncheon tad been spread. Immediately
following them ¢ame the officers irom the
Miantonomoh. After luuncheon Professor
Boyeson delivered an address of welcome,
Captain Anderson replied as follows:

In behalf of the Norwegian citizens who have
bad this exact reproduction of the old Viking

ship bullt and sent here undermy command, I
sincerely thank the American citizens for this

hearty welcome they have given the Vikiug. It
makes my heart beat quleker than it ever did
before to know that our wew Viking ship is being
given an almost royal reception, and 1 am sure
that that is the feeling of my crew also. We are
very proud of being the chosen onea to briug the
ship over, and we bring the thanks of Norwe-
gians to all American citizens who have joined
in this welcome. 1 wish to say that the Viking
is sent by the people of Norway alone; the
Swedish union has nothing to do with It

Joseph H. Choate then apoke briefly,
saying among other things: *if the Vik-
ings of old had spent as large a share of
theirday in listening to such long spreches
as you have they would never nave attained
their great place in history.”

Seth Low, president of the Columbia
Collexe, Captain Sicard and ex-Commodore
Kane, of the New York Yaoht Cluu, also
spoke. z

Then Captain Anderson returned to the
Viking and the prooession of esocort was
formed to take the ship 3o New York. The

lice boat Patrol led. The tug John

‘uller, with the naval reserve, followed.
Then came the Mianvonomoh,
aud after her was the npavy yard
tug Larkuta towing the Viking which
also had ber sall sot aa the wind wasiavor-
able. After the Viking came the ocom-
mittee boat Laura M. Starin, the Crystal
stream. with Norwegian soceieties from
New York and Brooklyn, the steamboats
and a score of tugs and steam yachts. I'he
boate passed through Hell Gate at 5
o’clock, went down the East river, cheered
by thousands of peaple on both banks,
ander the Brooklyn bridge and, rounding
the Battery. passed up the Hudson to
Twenty-third street., Here the Viking
cast off the towing line and, putting out
her thirty-two oars, rowed to Thirty-
fourth street, where she dropped anchor.
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GHOSTS IN THE ALAMO,

There is » legend among the Mexicans
that when it rains and thewind bowlawild-
ly around the old Alam2 building, where,
in 1836, so many brave and patriotic Texans
were butchered by Santa Appa's soldiers,

Toxawaxpa, N, Y., Jane 17.-—-Thiavil-
lage 18 now under martial law.

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HOW PAPER MONEX STARYED,

Its Urigin Ascoribed te Italian Bankees Five
Centuries Ago,
San Francisco Examiner.

FPaper money developed from the bills of
exchange or certificates of the banks and
was probably firss issued by the Italian
bankers of the fourteenth century. Gov-
ernments found 1t an easy way of obtain.
Ing money in times of necessity, being, in
etiect, a forced loan fsom the people.
Paper bills are promises to pay, and when
the government issues them in exchange
for suppiies or services i1t has aotual
borrowed just s0 much from the mau to
whom 1t pays them. It, however, allows
him to pass this note In payment of his
debts, so instead of being a loan from him
singly, it is a loan from the whole people.

The ease with whioh the notesa may be is-
sned has led many governments into dis-
astrous #xperiments in time of war and
atress, the promises bsing issned in such
profusion that they become of no value.

The continental currenoy issued during
the revolution by the American Congress
and the sasmignats of the Freunch revolation
may be instanced. Paper money depends
for ite value on theability of the anthority
that issnes it to give value for it when pay-
mentisdemanded. When theissueofthe civ-
il war was in doubt the value of the green-
backs isaned by the United States sunk o
one-third their face value, due partly to
the iack of confidenee i1n the government,
and duo st1ll more to the certsinty that
payment of the notes must be indefinitely
pustponed.

Lven when the war closed, and there was
ne louger donbt of the government, the
currency was depreciated for thirteen
years. I'be government was 1n the position
of tbe man known to his neighbors as
“good but slow pay.” Hisnotes puss at a
discount, The goverument was known to
be gouod for the amount. and it was certain
that it would be ready to redeem its notes
some dav, but that was not enough for the
man who wanted to use the money right
away. He thas passed the note at a dis-
count,

The valae of paper mouney shus dependa
at any given moment on the promise of the
government to redeemn 1t. If the promise
will be met when the notes are presented
they pass at their fuce valoe. If there is a
donbt on this point the notes must paes at
a8 disconnt, greatsr or less, according to oir-
cumstunces, If there is uo chance tihas
they will ever be paid they are worth noth-
g at all. Astle United States govern-

How to Proiong Life,

organs whose deoay is constantly going on
in the body. Anatomical experiments and
jnveatigations show that the chie! charac-
teristics of old age are deposits of earthly
matter of a gelatinous and fibrinous .
o‘hamur in the homan system,
Carbonate and phosphate of lime, mixed
with other salts of a oaleareouns nasture,
bave been found to furuish the greater
part of these earthy deposits. As observa-
tion shows, man begins ina gelatinous
condition; he endain an osseous or bony
one—soft 1n infanoy, hard 1n old a By
gradual change 1n the long space of years
the ossitfication comes on, but after passing
middle life a more marked development of
the oesific character takes place. Of course,
these earthy deposits which affect all the
physica! organs nsaturally interfere with
their funetions. Paruial ossifioation of
the beart produces the Imperieot oircu-
Jation of the blood which .afleots the aged.
When the arteries are clogged with caloar-
eons matter there is interference with the
circulation upon which nutrition depends.
Without nutrition there is no repair of the
body.

with the waste, life would only then be
terminated by accident, never by old age.”

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Apple-Tree Borer.
Country Gentleman.

The remedy for dutrorlnf the borer
which penetrates the wood of avple trees,
with a small flexible wire thrust inteo their
holes, is well known. It may be used
during any of the two or three years
while this insect works i1n the trees
and will save the wrees if these ine
sects have not been allowed too large
s headway. But a remedy which will en-
tirely exclunde them will often be more
valuable. Among the different remedies
used for this purpose, we observeone which
is recommended and used by J. 8 Wood.-
ward, and is quoted in some of the agri-
cultaral journals. It consists of a hard
orust encircling the tree. made of milk
and hydraulioc cement applied with »
brush, and extending from the surface of
the ground up two or turee feet. One or
two ooats of this mixture formsa solid cas-
ing which the insects cannot peneirate,
Thas, of course, will not kill the borers
already in the tree. The account merely
states that the remedy consists of skim
milk and water-lime, but does not say in
what proportion the mixture is made.
