The height of the drawbar, as
spectfied by the aseociation, is thirty-four
snd one-balf inches, and will be adooted
as the standara drawbars on American
railways. ‘I'bia is an 1mportant step to-
ward carrying out the ocoupler bill re-
quiring & uniform conpler, and one which
will couple without the interventionof a
train bhand or the use of the old link and
pin. A general vardmaster, yesterday, in
spesking of this, said that 90 per cent. of
the yard men would, if asked, prefer a oon-
pler where the link and pin are used if the
oars are properly constructed.

Fetitlon for Thornton's Relnstatement,

Councilman Jobn Paryear is ciroulating
8 petition asking for the reinstatement of

Ben Thornton as a detective on the oity
force, from which he was taken at a trial

by the Board of Publie Safety, on charges
of eonduos unbecoming ap ofticer and of as-
pisting the defense in the Eyster murder
trinl. The petition states that Thorntoa
has been a member of the police foree of the
oity for the past seventeen years, and has

proved himself to be one of its most effi-
oient officers, and that he shouid not be
discharged from it on asuch testimouy as
was introdueed before the Hoard of Fublio
Safety as to his misconduect,

Mr. Puryear already bas a Jarge namber
of signatares to his list, among whom are
the prominent business men of Washington
street and of other thoroughfares. So far
no one has refusad to sign 1t, and all have
expressed themselves as glad of the oppor-
tunity to do so Thornton has unot yet
made up his mind what his fatare course
will be, but that be willl not serve ns a
patrolman is certain. Iie was seen yester-
day, but refused to talk about the sita-
ation.

Flushing of Streets,
The board yesterday received a commau-
nieation from tha Indianapolis Water Com-
pany, signifying §hnt it was willing to

enter into s coniract with she city for the
flushing of the city streets. The terme are

that the city 1s to use but two one-and-a-
quarter-inch mozzles at a time, and to pay

the water company $0 per week for the
privilege. There was a controversy about
the hours 1n which it was to be done, the
water company waunting it to be between
the hoursof 9 . M, and 6 A, M. and the
board at auy time in the twenty-four hours
thought best. To this latter the water
compapy agreed, providing that thestreams
were not played over nine consecutive
bours at a time. The board will enter into
the contract. The fleshing of the streets
will be done twice a weok,
