KILLED BY THE SCREW,

How Some of the Yiciims of the Nawval Col-
lision Lost Their Lives,

Loxpox, June 26.—The Times publishes
this special dispateh from Tripoli: “The
collision between the Victoria and Camper-
down cecurred at 3:41 o’clock in the after-
noon. The sea was perfectly osln, and the
evolution of changing line was being
performed at the time.
killed by the Vietoria's ferew, After the

sinking of the Victoria a diver parrowly |

escaped death, He was resguned only
through the presence of mind shown by
his comrade, who cut hia diving dress,
The comurade was drowned, Solemn serv-
jces {or the dead were held last evening.
seventeen minute guns were fired by the
entire tleet.”

It is nnderstood that Rear Admiral Mark-
bam will be court-martialed with the olii-
cers of the Camperdown, as the vessel car-

ried his {lag as second 1n command of the
squadron when she collided with tne Vie-
toria.

Many sermons were preached to-day con
eerping the Vietoria., Throughont Great
liritanin special references to the Joss of the
Vietoria were made io the charch services.

FAULTY STEERING GEAR.

FProbabie Cause of the Vigtoria-Camperdown
Coillston—YViewa of Naval Officers,

WasHixagrox, June 25, —1n the continued
sbassnce of autbentic information as to the

exact cause of the Vietoria catastrophe,
our naval experts are theorizing and seek-
Ing to read the lesson taught by this great
paval disastier. lThe opinions vary be-
tween defective steering gear and mis-
understood signale. Admiral Gherardi is
one of the high naval lights who inclines
to the beliecf that the steering gear failed.
He recalls the iaot that in the course of the

voysge of the vessels of the naval review
fieet from the Pacilic to Hampton Roads

his tlagship, on two occasions, wnas
abrupily signaled, once by the

San Fraociseo aud onece by the
Charleston, and informed that the steam
ateering aopparatus had usterly failed.
Had this happened when the veasels of the
tleet were in close formation the resalrs
might have been disastrous collisions. la
modern naval consiraction every possible
precantion is taken to insure the eldicieney
of the steering ygear, but even theun acel-
dents will happen., All paval vessels are
pow handled altogether by steam steering
Kear, ns the weight and speed of the great
ernlt makes it atinost 1mpossible to handle
them quickly by uswd. Still they are
fitted with auxiliary Land steering wheels
foruse in case ol scoldent to the steam
plant, "

surprise has been expressed I1n some
Quarters at the faot tbat the vessel was
not saved by the watertight compart-
ments into whieh she was divided, Bus
the naval cousiructora say that too mach
dependence has been placed on thess com-
partments. They arv unguestionably oi
Kreatl service, as was stnikinuly shown in
the casv of the Uity of Pars when sahie suc-
oceded v reaching port with both of the
large compartinents, containing her en-

ines, fall of water. liada the Vietoris

on struck at eithier end, she might still
bave tloated, and, 1o fact, the Camper-
down, which erushed into she Victoria,
undoubtedly owes her own escape from
immediate foundering to the faot that her
forward compartment bulkheud kept the
enormous flow of water whieh possibly
poused throuh her own bow from iooding
the vessel, Also, the nudship bulkbeads
may be of inestimable acrvice in case of
beavy leaks, which can be conlined to one
compartment, Commodore FFarquhar, the
herv of the Samoan wreck, in speaking of
this point, said: “"You pnever hear of a ves.
sol struck amidships surviving the blow,
They are all bonnd to fill. The shook is
80 great that everything snbstantial that
is . not cut down is wrenched and torn
apare.”

The raval constructors bave been exam-
imiong the plates of the 1li-fated ship and
making some rough mweasurements, hased
on the information respecting the collision
that has reachied the department, and they
find that she keen ram of the Camperdown
must have entered the hull of the Victoria
just below the protective deck, erumpling
1t up, filling the second large compariment
atonoe, and, through the very leaks caused
by tearing np the protective deck, ulso fill-
iug the ad olning compartments, Had the
blow been a httle higher and directly upon
the edyge of or above the heavy steel
pintes of the protective deck, the

reat strength of that deck wmight
iave materially redoced the slze of
the aperture throcugh whieh the water
flowed. But & hole, snd & great one at
that, was 1npavitable, say the conatraetors,
aud on this poiut Chief Constructor iHieh-
borne has made an interesting calounlation
foahow, Ina graphiec manne:, the enorms-
o» florce of the blow that the Camper-
down dealt upon the hull o! the Vietera.
Hesays: “The Camperdown has a weight
ol 10,000 tons, and was moviny at the rate
of ten knots per hour, or 16,88 fest per wec-

Naval oilicera say that compartments
sometimes fa1l of their purpose becanse the
water-tight doors are nut closed in time to
kevp out the water from the d¢amaged por-
tion. Admaral Gherard: says 1t 18 abso-
Jutely necossary to keep these doors open
most of the nime, owing to the impossibility
of securing air to Lreathe when they are
clused, and especially in  tropical

limates, it 1s reported that the

ictoria’s  sailors were endeavoring
to close these doors when the ship went
down. lbhishaslea 1o thesugugestion thag,
by electrioal or other sppliances the doors
might be mads 1o close nntomatically unon

As 1% 18 the naval des:gners do
not see that the Vidtoria’s loss 1s 11 kely to
l#ad s0 any essentinl chaovge in nuval con-
struction, and the only result of this lesson

will be t0 causo a change in fleet taotics
and to lead commanding oflicers of vessels

to the exeroise of a higher degree of skill
in bandling their eraft.

PROPHECY LEVERSED.

A Sea Tale In Which the Victoria Was

Made to Sink s Ship ns She Was Sunk.
Washington Special

The apoalling ealamity which befell the
British battle ship Victoria has eerved as
a startling reminder of a sea tale written
soon after that great vessel was launched
by the well-known pava! experst, H. O,
Arnold-Forster, in which he gives a suppo-
sititious account of & naval battle

which he represents himself as taking the
Victoria, which he oalled the Majostio, into
action, Naval officers very generally have
commented upon the {act that 1n this
graphie acecount the Vietoria shonld have
been deseribed as defeating her enewmy by
a powerinl stroke of her terrific ram, send-

ing herto the bvottom very much as she

herself was to-day destroved, Here s an
extract from this intereating narrative:

“Suddenly, amidst the din of the firing,
and easily distingnishable above the thune
der of the guns, came a report of the fierce,
rapid explosion, iollowed by an instantan-
eons cessation of the enemy’s lire, It was
impossible to ses what had taken place, but
the fact remained beyond doubt, and I in-
stantly determined to avail myself of 1t.
I turned to the lieutenant and bade him
transmit my orders through the ship. The
orders were simp le,

* ‘Lay both guns ahead, fall speed, and
prepare to ram.,’

“l was convinced that for a time, at any
rate, my adaversary had lost control of his
ship. We werenow separated by a distance
of less than three hundred yards, and stiil
the same apparent indcecision marked the
movement of the enemy, who was moving
slowly, with almost a full broadside pre-
sented to us and somewhat on our star-
bonrd bow,

“Suddenly she appeared to gather full
way, and ber head began to come 1n slight-
ly towards ns. lint it was too Jate; the
time had come, | moved my hand and the
oflicer by my side tlashed my will to the
great turret guns,

“"On both sides there was a roar and a
ceraah; the thunder of the tornade with the
sbook of the varthgunke, Swept and shat-
tered by the point-bLlank diseharge of the
terrible artillery to whieh she bad been ex-
posed, the Majestic still held her course,
and her course was that on which | had
Innnched her. On either side the last bols
was sped. The gun had had its final wad,
# greator power was now to give ita de-
eision, and from that decision there was no
appeal,

“*Uur opponent lay between us and the
sounthern sup, and I can at this moment re-
memler the instant when the low bow of
the Majestio entered the shadow cast upon
the water,

“Then with a deep. grinding. terrible
crash the ram did ite work. We hada struck
the encmy about fifty feet from her bow
and the slight chaoge 1n her dirsotion made
the bLiow a slapting one, The Majestio
ahivered from stem to stern and 1 could
actually see the iron work on the bow rip-
ping and splintering as it forced its way
mmto the opposing side. But it was pot
there that the fatal woand had been given.
Far underneath the water line the protrud-
ng ram had atrock a blow 1trom which no
human power could save the viotim,

“Fora moment all was st1ll save for the
sound of the stretehing and rending of the
iron; then suddenly, with a stoady but a
cértain heave, the great ship seemed to
bow down towards us. [ watehed her for
& moment, long enough to see the surface
of the deck rs 1t showed uop with the heel
of the ship, and sthen | knew nomore. The
SIrnin WAS over, .

“My work was done, and it was not t1ll &
month Iater [opensd my eyes 1n Haslar
Hosvital and eame back once more to the
land of she hiving, Within & quarter of an
hour after the ram of the Majestie struck
her the Iast vestige of that spleadid ship
bhaa sunk beneath the waver, her hull ab-
solutely broken 1o two by the foree of the
collisiton. We had time to save some 120 of
her crew with the greatest difficulty.”

Granite Plinth and Bronze Greup Unveiled in
Waldbheim Cemetery—The Exercises Wit-
nessed by an Urderly Crowd.

place this afternoon in Waldhem
Cemetery, waf a0 1mposing . ceremony.
More than 2,500 people assembled at the
baral ground. The ecrowd was orderly and
the few poiicemen under whose protection
the ceremony took place found hittle to do
beyond keeping the sympatuizers with
ansarchy in line as they surged through the
gates of the inclosure. it was a crowd of
Germans, Poles
ly an American was to be
and the exercises were  carried
on mainly in foreigu tongues. The char-
acter of thespecches conld notbe called in-
cendiary. but rather that of mild protest
against the existing order of government
Tuhe ringing oratory of the days when the
red tlag waved where 1t pleased was gone
and all the enthusiasm the orators could
bring from the aaditors was an occasional
outburst of applause not very certain in

its sound. A marked feature in the oratory,
nowever, and one which was most libera!ly
applauded, was a showing of strong anil-
mosity toward Judges Gary and Grninnell
wnd other officials of the law who had
been prominent in the celebrated trial

The exercises st the grave were preceded

by a short parade in the city. 1he entire
ceremony was under sie suspices of Mat-
thias Scomidinger, preaidentof the Pioneer
and SBupport Association, which has made
the mouument a possibility, and whiocn,
ever since the ¢xecution in the yard of the
Look county jail, has enpported the wid-
ows and echildren of the five Anarchiats,
M. Schinidinger opened the exeroises with
a very temperate speech. The monument
was formally tendered to the association
by sculptor Weinert. Then came the En-
glish speech by Mr, Holmes. He said, 10
part: “We invite the noble lords and
indies from other jands who are so-
journing in our city palaces, whose titles
10 great possessions are founded upon
tyranny and robbery, who proudly boast
vhat peither they nor their ancestors have
ever been contaminated by labor or bv
trade—wo 1nvite these aristocrats to view
the monument which loval hearts and
ready hands bave raised up. Let them
Kaze upon the stern fignre of their Nemesis
and read in her defiaut attitnde the
prophesy of labor’s deliverance. Long
have they feasted and fattened on the
spoil wruang from the laboring voor, but
the days of their trinmph are already
pumbered. We invite also the rich
of our own couutry and oity; the
wealthy toadies to lLiuropean aristoceracy
who bave recently given us a practioal
demonatration of. their itching for royal
recognition. We ask thoge recreant Amer-
jonns to look nyon the work wh:oh the
friends of these muordered men huve dedi-
cated. Our comrades petitioned them, ap-
pen'ed to them, almost prayed to them to
hearken to the agonized ories of the op-
pressed poor; hut they heeded not the pe-
tition, the prayers nor the warnings of
those whom they wronged. There will
come a tima when they will remember the
wsrni,ng prophecy of one whom they stran-
rled,’

‘I'he speaker refrained from any direet erit-
jcism of the proceedings in the anarchiet
trial, bus he gave a very striking para-

'I'he red hood which enveloped ths monau.
ment was drawn aside by young A!lbors
Parsons, who was directed by bhis mothor,
the widow of Albert Parsons. The design
is striking. Upon & massive surface, sup-
ported by a firin base, resta s rectanguiar
plinth, Imrectly in front of the
phinth  stands a heroie group 1in
bronze. ‘The aentiment embodied in
this group was found by the
souiptor in Freiligrath’s poem “The Revo.
intion,” The central 1igure in the group
represents s woman u an attitnde ex-
preasive of defiance. Her right arnm, with
eclinched hand, 18 erossed over her Lreast,
while the left hand is placing a laurel
wreath npon the brow of her champion,
who lies stricken at her feet. DBeneath the
form of the proatrate man fronds and
aprays of paims are strewn. The woman’s
[ignre stands ont in bold relief, full or cx-
pression, and 18 powerfully conoeived and
artisticadly execnted. On the base of ihe
moopnment the last words of August Spies
are inseribed: **T'he day will come when
onr sentence will be more powerful than
the voiges you are throttling to-day.”

VIEWS OF A GOLD EXPORTER.

Uncle Sam Will Send More to Europeans Be-

fore There laa Large Inflow of Yellow Coin.
-

New York, June 25.—Alexander Weill,
of Lazard, Frees & Co., one 6f the heav-
1eet gold-exporting houses, said, prior to
bis departure for Europe for the summer,
that he did not look for any imports of
gold at present, The shipment of a half-
million lot this way, reported two days
ago, did not furnish a precedent which
could be depended noon. **When we saw
exchange rates go down,” headded, “we
made inguiries as to the prospeects of im-
portations. We have been large exporters,
a8 every body knows, and we should have
been exceedingly glad to bs alle to bring
in gold. But, 1n spite of our desire to do

g0, we did not find that the situation justi-
fied importations. We onnnot have 1m-
portations witheut exports of wheat, or
other oproducts or securities. Thers
is certainly no large movement
of secourities abroad at present,
Now wod then a diwsposition is
munifested on the part of speculators In
Lurope to lay in Amerioan securities, with
an eye to the repeal of our silver-purchase
Jaw, but they are a0t invesiors and they
sell ont agsin just as they have bought if
they see o chance to profit or begin to fear
aloss. A real mvestor 18 not buying on
chances. They arewaiting for thecertainiy
which she repeal of the silver law will
bring.

]t seems to me that lighter importations
are likely, and that with short e¢rops
abroad more exports of our producte are
probable, anless the banks 1in the Wesat
continue oarrying the grain holders and
keeping the ursin out or the market. It
would be much better to sot iree a part of
the holdiogs. Keeping the grain tied up
18 no real relief to the holder. They may
kv oo carrying the matter perbaps for a
year or more, paying b:g interest, only to
find a loss in the end. Uwr great need just
now s exports. We sell our products

abroad and get the money, and that s just
what we want.”

And now it is
proposed, oun this very battle ground so
consecrated, sud 10 the Valley of Death so
litted np as a dedication for the whole
people, to establish, s an adjunct of the
railway scheme, for the amusement of this
generation, & dance house, from which the
shiouts and songs of revelry may arise to
drown the screams of the suilering and the
moans of the aying which then rose to
Leaven in atoneinent and expiation of a
nation’s guily, and in appeal to the God of
nations that He would not permit to fail
among men government of the people by
tue peopie aud for the people,

our field propose to stay their bratalizing
hands?

FINE OPALS IN IDAHO,

Stones Are Found in Largze Quantities, and
There Is a High Fever Ou,
Boston Herald

Opals are supposed by some folks to be
the crystallized and rock-imprisoned wars
of some unfortunate nympd whose
name bas shpped from memory., If
that Le the case, she must have domne
considerable wespingont in the region now
commoniy known as [daho, which, not con-
tent with having establishied a reputation
for rich minex of gold and silver, says the
Recorder, has recentiy entered she market
of precious stones with a really iine outpat
of dismonds, and finally opals, those lach-
rywmose changelings of propheaoy.

This pew industsy has assracted quite a
crowd of prospeotors to the field, and,
though the fever has not yet attained the
heigbt of that which earried so many
brave men to California in toe late forties,
yeot there 18 a considerable 1ntlux of eap-
1tal, brains, brawn and pluck. Toe
new Eldorado 1 o¢alled “Opaling” =a
name applied to the entire gem bearing
region. Nmall camps scattersd throughout
the territory bear quaint sod suggestive
titles, snch as “*Gleam Hill,” “Squaw Creek
Camp,”’ ete. Nampa, on the Union Pacifie
line, is the nearest railway station, and
thence the fields are reached by stage.

Opaline, which will probabfy soon be-
come a city, is on the foot hills of the Owy-
bes mountains, about twenty miles from
Silver City, Ida. All around are numerous
warm springs, the water of which 1a so hot
as to boil an egg, while in sbharp contrass
there is an almossice-cold spriug uear there
that supplies the place with water. ‘The
formation of the counntry 1n the vicin-
1ty where the opals sre found indicates
that at one peried in its history, far back
in some remote geologie age, it passed
through an ordeal of fire. Macrks of the
ggeat heat are averywhere on the rocks,
and lava abounas., [tis in those favored
spots where the temperature was just
right thaty the opals are foaund.

The first thing to attract the attention of
the visitor is tho number of what at urst
seem to be large ash piles, but whioh on
cloacr examnination are found to be heaps
of decomposed lava. In these piies are
found tine opai glass, ground up by some
ankuown foree, and these are sure signs
that there are some opals near by. An-
other sure sign 18 what 18 oalled opal
“bloom.” eomposite rock that powders
easily, of a blalah green hune, which dis-
plays color and a sligh’ degree of heat
when touched to the tongae., Wherever
this bloom 1s found opals are not far ofi.

The opals fonud so far vary in size from
that of a pea to a small acorn, and are
worth all the way from £7 10 #i0 to the
karat. reveral of them bave been sold at
80. Quite a number have been shipped
to New York and have been sxaminea by
experts, who pronounce them very valu-
sbr:and genuine opals beyond all doubt,
The opals are | found in the rook,
mmbedded tshereal like raisins in the
depths of a hoge oake. Thoey are
scattered around in the rook, and pot
in any pariicular way, nor 1n accordance
with any plan, but seemingly at hay-
hazard,. They are obtained by ovlast-
ing. Care must be vxercised in putting in
the blast lest, by using too much powder,
the opals be shatrered to pieces. Bome
vealuable stones have been lost in this way.
The gems are enveloped in n
rooky shell that must be
cut away before the beaaty of the
stone is disclosed. So faronly a few mines
have been opened to any counsiderable
depth, the miner being contentto sgim
over the surface. They are bhegiuning to
sink deeper with very satisfactory resalts,
The theory is that when they get down be-
low the water mark of the disetrict the
gems will beof grester paurity, fire and
