TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Provisions . Yeio Dull, but Firm at the
OIoa, Some iwln Noted.

CHICAGO. July 5. The grain markets on
the Board of Trade opened weak this morn-
ing. Ports was dull aud steady, but lard
and ribs wereaomewheat higher. The ani-
mation which is usually found to succeed a
holiday was altogether wanting, with or-

ders from outside points scarce. The bullish
feeling which was noticed on the curb on
Monday had eiveu place to bearisbness,
and instead of from 70Uc and 71c bid for
September wheat, as on Monday, there
were sellers at the Btart, to-da- y, at 70Uo,
with an immediate decline to 70o and a
further decline to Cjc in tbe next few
minutes. There was a narrowing of the
spread between July and September to 5o
per bushel in the tim half hour. "The
weakness to-da- y had several contributing
causes. Foreign markets were not encour-
aging. Liverpool was quoted steady and
inactive, and English mocks were reck-
oned to have increased two million bush-
els last week. The Board of Trade
cablegram made the extraordinary state-
ment that in England heavy rains succeed-
ed by a protracted drought had materially
improved the crop prospects. The weather
map here showed rain fairly well dis-
tributed in the Dakotas, vrhere wheat was
reported to have been previously sufloring
for the want of it. There wr.s an increase
of about 147.0 0 bushels in the btock of con-
tract wheat in Chicago. These were tho
chief features of the early market news.
The price kept within a- - narrow range
otter the decline until after the result of
the visible supply statement was pub-
lished, immediately following which there
was a rush of sellers and a rapid decline to
68c for September. The decrease, instead
of amounting to between 3, '00.000 and 000

bushels as had been conhdontly ex-
pected was only 701,000 bushels. The close
was weak at the bottom tigures of the day.
July started out independently. It opened
3fc lower than tbe closing of Saturday at
64c, and on a sharp demand for the cash
article sold np lc, but the strength did not
hold and the close showed the gain all
wiped out.

Com was weak, partly in sympathy with
wheat and in part due to tne rino corn
weather. The receipts were liberal also,
and people in outside markets were not
sending any orders to speak of. There was
no activity in the trade at any time. The
spread between July and September nar-
rowed to 2o per bushel. July was not
traded in to any great extent, but was
tirm, even when September was showing
weakness. July opeued at o'JVio ana
kept improving until it had reached S'Jc.
the price at wiiich it closed Saturday, and
closed at 3'Jvc. September opened at 42c,
touched 424o. then sank gradually to 418 c.
and closed at 414c.

The oats market was quiet and lower,
partly in sympathy with wheat and coin,
und due some to heavier otlerings. The
shorts bought freely Saturday, expecting a
big advance over the holidays, but the
crop reports were oven better than they
have been lately, and tbe visible supply
was alno a disappointment, showing a good
increase. September opened Uo lower
at 240. touched 26 Bola oli to 26o and
closed at 2 lso.

The provision market was very dull, but
the weakness which accompanied the want
of business at tbe close of the previous
week was succeeded by firmness. Hog re
ceiptn were liberal. The price quoted from
the yards was about lOo over Saturday's
rates. The carrying charge from July to
September was narrower in thin, as it was
for the carrying of grain. Wright was
credited with some buying of ribs, and lard
was also well supported by the bulls.
September pork showed no change at tbe
opening compared with Saturday's last
figures, but worked oil 24c during the
session, closing at nside figures. Septem-
ber lard opened .05o higher, and advanced
.l24o more, but reacted .10o before the
close. July ribs started .60c up. sold oil'
.25c, and rallied .05c. while September
opened only .10o hiul.er. advanced .10c
more, and declined .074c before the close.

Eake freights are extremely low. The
schooner J. F. Card was chartered to-da- y

for oorn to Port Huron at lc a bushel. This
is tbe first time in the lake grain trade that
Port Huron has dropped to lo a bushel.
Shippers are sending some grain for export
via Boston, ana that is About all the busi-
ness vessels are doing. The local demand
for grain on the seaboard has dropped to
almost nothing. It was lo for wheat and
oorn to ButValo. Estimated receipts lor to-
morrow are: Wheat, 100 cars: corn. 5'U)
curs; oats, 240 cars; hogs, 24.000. The lead-
ing futures runged as follows:
