Been Destroyed by a Tornado.
Loss of Life Placed at Between Fifty and Two

here, to-night, from Jolley, eight miles dis-
tant, that a tornado struck Pomeroy early
in the evening, swept away all the build-
ings in the town, and killed and 1njured a
large npumber of peoble Informa-
tion is very meager, as no communioation
oan be reached from FPomeroy or other
nearer towns, It 18 feared Manson also
suffered from the storm. Pomerov 18 a
town of one thousand inhabitants, located
on the Iilinows Central road, in
Pooeahontas county, in the north
central pert of the State, and
about twenty-five miles west of Dodge. A
railway message states that a special train
bearing physicians has beon sent fromn Fort
Dodge to Pomeroy. The satorm came from
the northeast and devastated o wide terri-
tory.

Confined to Hia Cottage at Buzzard’s
Bay, Suffering from Rheumatism.

His Teeth Also Causing Trouble, but Neither
Ailment Is of a Berions Character—Sen-

Brzzarp’s Bay, Joly 6.—The yacht

board, arrived here late last night, just be-
fore a terrifio storm burst over the bay. A
call made at Gray Gables this morning re-
vealed the fact that the President is con-
fined to his honse, BRecretary Lamont says
Mr, Cleveland has an attack of rheuama-
tism in his foot and knee, a complaint from
which he has anflfered for many years,
and which is no doubt aggravated
this time by the hard work
and esevere atrain on his strength
which the President has undergone since
the 4th of March. The trouble has been
hanging about him for some weeks, but
has now 80 much increased in severity
that he will be eompelled to take absolute
rest in order that he may be at his post of
duty at the spacial meeting of Congress
noxt month, It will be neeessary for the

President 10 deny bhimseif to visitors for
the present, and his frienda will, of course,
observe his request that he be permitted to
get all possible benetit from his vscsation.
A similar attack eontined him to the house
here aboust a fortnight this time last vear.
Surgeon-general liryant is in attendance
upon Mr. Clevelana.

Secresary Lamont said to-night that the
President’s condition remained about the
same, He had nothing to add to the state.
ment sent ont this atternoon. The Presi-
dent was able, by the aid of chairs, to get
to the piazza for ashort time and enioy tho
breeze from Buzzard’s hay.

Catholic Mayor Wins Applauvse—Dr,
Heuson Hits Carter Harrisouw,
MoxTirEAL, July 6,—The annual inter-

national convention of the Young People's

Society of Christian Endeavor, the largest

organized body of religious workers 1n the

world, met here this morning. The dele-

gates were welcomed to the city by repre-
sentatives of Montreal's religious life, At

6:50 o’clock there were prayer meetings iu
half & dozen of the largest city churohes,
but it was not until 10 o’clock, when the
regular meeting began in the drill hall,

that Montreal bad an opportunity of fully
appreciating the greas multitude that has
entered the e¢ity’s gates within the past
twenty-four hoara, The drill hall is a vass
structure—a regiment can manpenves with
ease on itsspacions tloor—but it was filled
to overflowing with delegates to the
twelfth annual convention. On the plat-
form were representative clergymen of all
the leading cities of the continent.

Fora quarter of an bhour the vast multi-
tude sang mospel hymns with dash and
spirit, and then Rev. Dr, Clarke, the ta-

ther of the movemeont, arose, and led the
audienoce in repeating the twenty-third
Psalmn, after which the Rev. F, B, Keene, of
the Protestant mission, Japan, offered up
prayer. I'hen there was anoiher hymn; in
tact, there was a hymu sandwiched in be-
tween each number on the programme.
Then Rev, J. A, Motiilliveray welcomed
the convention on behalf of the pastors of
Montreal. llis address was shorc Atter
him came Senator Des Jardines, the Mayor
of Montreal, wearing his chain of office.
He was welcomed roysally by the conven-
tign. After prefacing bis remarks by afew
words of welcome, he said: **Whilel am a
loman Catholio myvself, and while Mont-
real 1s a Koman Catholle city—that 1s, the
greater portion of her citizens profess that
faith—none will extend a beartier wel-
come than we will, It 18 nota battle of
creeds nowadays,” continned the Senator,
“*but a battie between belief and unbelief.”
This sentiment evoked a great outburst of
applaunse.

When Mayor Des.Jardines sat down Pres-
dent Clark e¢alled upon the choir to sing
**God save the Queen,” the audience join-
1ng in and waving sheir handkerchiefs and
American and Britiah tlags, As they fin-
1sbed PresidentClarke shouted **My coun-
try, ‘tisot thee,” and again thers was an-
other great ountburst ot applanse which
almoss stunned the aparrows flying about
under the lofty roof.

k. HENSON EVOKES GREAT APPLAUSE.

Rev, Dr, 8 P. Henson, of Chioago, re-
plied to the addresses of weloome, Speak-
ing of Mayor Des Jardines’'s remarks he
said he wished Moutrealcould lend him to
Chicago for the next four months, They
needed him badly enough, That the fame

of Carter Harnson has spread over the
whole American continent was apparent
from the langhter and cheers which came
from every corner of the hall. Mr. Henson's
speech was witty and patriotie. Hedid not
think that the time would ever come for
annexation, but bhe did believe the time
wonld come when the proudest thing they
counld say— English or American—was *'[
sm & Christian,” and the loyalest type of &
Christian was an Kndeavorer, He believed
the present convention to be a greater ex-
hibition than that on the shore of Lake
Michigan, especially since it had been
smirchied by the pertidy of a local director-
ate. Through the Christian Endeavor So-
ciety the world was beginning to find ons
what young blood eouid do. Dr. Henson
did not believe in denomingtionalism, le
did not believe'in parceling out the dif-
ferent ways of divine truth, a separate way
toeach denomination. The foreces of evil
were fhassing. It behooved all Christians
todo hkewise and to forget their differ-
ences.

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Rev, Clarke Tells of the Great Work of the
Soclety—Seoretary Baer's Reporr,

MonTiRAaL, July 6-—-Great throngs of

Endeavorers filled the Drill Hall and tent

| this evening. Kev, T, E. MoEwip, of New

York, presided in the hall, where President
Clarhe delivered his snnusl address. lle
spoke, in part, as follows:

An old saying has recentiy been applied with
much force to the Christian Endeavor movement;
asaying to the efleet that every new and sue-
cessful orgauization must pass tnrough three
staxes of development—the “pooh-pool”™ stage,
the “bow-wow stage” and the “‘hear, bear slage.
The soclety early passed through the *‘pool-
pooh stage” and survived it. Then the *“bow-
wow stage was reaclicd, and In basso profundo
the oritios, sald: “Thisis a dangerous moverent
outside of the echureh.” When axain these weil-
intentioned, but mistaken eritics were proved to
be in the wrong, some of them joined the ranks
of the euncoursging “hear, hear” army, who,
through evil report and good report, Lave pro-
olaimed their faith in our principles aud plans,
Another section of these critics pald the soclety
the compliment of nuitating it, and with thess
plagiarized copies underiook to supplant the
original, However, these attempts to supplant
the soclety have happily failed. but Ifrom stil
others, who heretoiore have been eritical or in-
differont, has lately come the surill response,
“Adopt my reform, grind my ax, and your so-
ciety may yet do some little good.” =o the
“hear, hear” stage way be sald to have been
ushered in by two elcmenisa—the lmitation aad
grind-my-ax stage. In some respects this last is
perbaps the most dangerous of all, but with
God's good grace, which has brought the move-
mwent through sueers and growls to popularity
and success, we belleve it will survive whils dan-
ger, too.

With all due deference to these friends who
would usher in this fourth stage of the develop-
ment of the movewent let me ask a few quea-
tions. Is it nothing that the soeiety has created
or revived and re¢juvenated 26,000 yonng peo-
ple's prayer meetings! Is it nothing that it has
poursed the warm life blood of ite youthful
enthusiasm into thousands of week night chiureh
prayer meetings! lIs it nothing that it has com-
forted and strengthened pastors in all their
work, as myrisds of them are ready to testify!
Is it nothing that for the wmuittude of youug
peopie it Lias solved the question of worldly
amusements, not by preaching against these
movements or by passing laws against them, but
by bigher legislation, of substifution, of over-
coming evil with good! Is it nothing that thou-
sands of sunday schools have been eularged
through the eflorta of the BSuuday sechool
oomwitteel Is it wvothing that tens of
thousand of young strangers have Dbeen
made to feel at home Dby the ocall-
iug committee?! Ia itnothingthat a multitude of
churchea have besn made bLright with God's
hand-painted piotures—flowers—and that an
equal multitude of hespitals have afterwards
glowed with the radiance that follows the foot-
steps of the flower and the sunshine committeecs!
18 it nothing that misslopary meetings have been
multiplied, that bundreds have giveu themselves
to proelaim the good tidings, and at least a Lun-
dred thousand dollars were given last year by
the Christian Endeavor societies in addition to
what would otherwise have been giveun through
the agency of the missionary committees! Is it,
above all, nothiug that through the etlorts of the
lookout and allied committees, and of faithful
heipers in every soclety, seores of thousauds of
our associate members eame into the evangelieal
charches, and came in ot to be drones, but to
be working Christians!

It will be a sorry day for the society when it
Joses its tirst love, when 1t is untrue to its first
prineiples, or when it seoks to substitate for the
quiet, tunobstrusive spiritual work that it has to
perform for i1ts own church a more showy and
noljsy endeavor, which leaves souls uusaved and
the work of the church undouve. The worid
does not stand in need of another temperaunce
society, or another missionary organization, or
another anti-opiuwu guild. or another soolety for
the prevention of oruelty to aulmals and chil-
dren. These splendid organizations (God bless
them all) are the appropriate chaonels for all
those reformns and phllauthropies; it 1s the mis-
sion of the Young People's Boclety of Christian
Endeavor vo put life blood into these and every
kood cause by quickening the counscieuce, train-
iug the inteliect, stimulatiug the acuvities, en-
larging the sympathles, promoting the generosi-
ty of the young people under thedirection of and
in conformity to the will of the churches with
whioh they are counected.

President Clarke added that he sympae
thized, however, with those whose watch-
word was onward, and forward, and up-
ward, and who eried ont for “larger and
better things,” and he would suggest two
or three things for the year to come to oe-
cupy the energies of the Endeavorers, One
was the cultivation of a larger and more
intelligent spirit of patriotism and good
citizenship. not Ly joining any particular
party, but by bringing their vote and 1nfin.
ence to the testof the Christian Endeavor
pledge; by not knowingly voting fer & bad
man or bad measure. Such a course would
impel politicians to select betier men for
oandidates, He vontinaed: Py

Do in humbler ways; let your influense be felt
for every right canse. [ am glad, for one, of the
stana that Endeavors have taken for the Chris-
tian and the American Sabbath, [ belleve that
the course of the soclety in the question has set
au example that we may wisely follow in the
future. We have proved, for oue thing, that we
are not boyeotters, whatover ilinatured people
may say. There is a suspicion of lawlessncss in
that word borrowed from the bogs of old Ireland.
Itis notour word, nordoes it express ouraittitnde.
We proiested and petitioned; we did everything
we could as individuals and socletics to save the
Nation from the threatening disgrace, and now
weo, each one for hlmsell, without i]ud.mm_: others,
will de¢ide what he would have bidden in regard
}o Koing to the exposition or staying away from
(A

A second suggestion by the president for
the year to come wans an enlargement and
cementing of interdenominational, inter-
national fellowship., The speaker empba-
sized the way that the church predomi-
nant in Montreal could join in the Chris-
tian Eondeavor movement like all others,
There were no lines of creed or politics. In
conclusion he said: “lLet us still keep for
onr vearly motto: ‘One 18 your Master,
even Christ; and all ye are brethren,’”

THE SECRETARY’S REPOKT,

At the close of the president’'s address
Seoretary Baer read his annual repors. Mr.
Baer said that twelve years ago the first
Endeavor society was organized in the
Williston Churebh, Portland, Me. To-day

there are thousands of societiea, The ofii-
cial eprollment is as follows: New York
State still leads with 2,985 gocieties; Peun-
eylvania is a good second, with 2 628; 11li-
nois third, with 1,222, Ohio foursh
with 1,766; and lowa fifth, with 1,186; Mas-
sachusetts and Indiana are not far behind.
In Canada there are 1 8% socioties. The
growth in the Southland bhas been encour-
aging. Maryland, Tennessee and Texas
each have over two hundred societies, and
Georgia, Florida, \West Virginis and Arkan-
sas each bhave over ome hundred, with
Virginia, South and North Carolina
not very far bebind. Eogland hes
over six hundred societies, Australia over
225; Indis, 71; Turkey, 41; New Zealand, 59;
Japan, 341 Madagasoar, 3.; Scotland, 305
Mexico, 22; West Indiea, 1¥; Africe, 15;
Chiuna, 14; Ilreland, 10; France, 9; samoa, ¥;
Sandwich Islands, 6; Bermuda, 6; Brazil, 2;
Persia, 2, and Chili, Colombia, Norway and
Spain ] each, There are nearly a thousand
societies ip foreign lands, making a grand
total enrolimeut for the wide world of 26,-
284 local societies, with a mewbership of
1,577,040.

Thohe net gain in local societies is the larg-
est ever made in the bistory of the move-
ment, despite the fact that every Christian
Endeavor nociety that has become an Ep-
worth League—sand Lundreds havechanged
each year for the last three years—has
been stricken from the lists. The net gain
in nnmber of looal societiea in 1552, was six,
1553, 40; 1854, 100; 1855, 97; 15806, BUT; 1887,
1,464; 15858, 2,505; 180, 2,798; 1800, 8.541; 1891,
5,261; 1893, 4.5%6; and 5270 is the
forward step last year. In other words,
more societies have been organized since
the New York comvention than were or-
ganized during seven years of the society’s
early hstory. T'he badge banner for the
greatest proportionate incresse during the
year goes to New Mexico, The greatest
absolute increase was in Pennsylvanis, be-
IDE & gain of TUY societies. At St Lounis it
was reported that seventy thousana had
iolnsd the cburcbes from the society; at

honeapolis it was 82,500, and last year, at

vew York, 120,000 miembers had become
chureb members. The society pow numbers
1,677,040 individuals banded together for
soervice,

The conclasion of the report was greeted
with eoheering, and, after 1t bhad subsided,
the prize bunpers were awardea. Pennsyl-
vania muostered 600 strong to receive the
banner for the greatest absolnte gein for
one vear, NewMexico's delegates received
the banner for the greatest proportionate
gain in Christian Endeavor membership,
Chicago’'s delegation made their presence
known when the annoancement was made
that ‘83 junior societies in lllinols entitled

| them to the retention of this Lanner for

another vear, lanopers for New York and
the District of Columbia were also pre-
sented,

Peculiar Way of S8ecaring a Foreclosure—Find-
ings of Fact and Law by Special
Master L. C. Walker,

Special Master in Chancery ex-Judge
Lewis C. Walker submitted to the federal
court yesterday a volominous report of his
findings of facts and of iaw in the sensation-
al railroad litigation 1naugurated by the
suit of Charles L. Pope, receiver of the Chi.
cago & South Atlantie Railroad Company,
ageinst Zae Chicago & Indianapolis Aw
Line Company, the Indianapolis, Delphi &
Chicago KHailroad Company, the Louisville,
New Albany & Chicago Kailroad Company
and “rastus Habbard and Mor-
ris Sharp, trostoes. - The Hias-
ter's report covers sbout 1Iwe
hundred and fifty typewritten pages and
constitutes one of the most interesting
tales of railroad wrecking, sharp practices
and uster disregard of vested rights that
ever found its way into the records of the
Indiana courts, The bhearing of the cause
began in Ocotober last, and the evidence,
argument of counsel and preparation of the
report has just been completed, and the
whole constitutes several volumes of very
interesting matter.

ORIGIN OF A BIG SCHEME,

Accoraing to the facts as found by
the master in chanoery, she Indiane
apolis, Delphi & Chicago Rsilroad
Company was oraanized in 1804,
and about the same time the Chicago
& South Atlantio Eailroad Company was
corganized at Chicago, the scheme being te
construoct a line of raillroad from the lattan
city to Charleston, 8, C. Among the in-
corporators were some of the best-known
capitalists both of Indiana and Illinows,
and in the course of a few months the In-
diana and lilinois companies were consoli-
dated under the name of she Chioago &
South Atlantio Railroad Company. Both
companies had ocommenced the con-
struction of their linesa before she
consolidation, ana according to the
agreement all the right of way, sabsidiea
vosted by counties and oities along the
route became the property of the consolis
dated company, which also assumed the
indebtedness, William 8. Haymond wae
made president of the company, and is at
once proceeded to get a charter in Ken.
tacky and otherStateswhich lay in its pro-
posed route. Under the scheme of the
projectors each State would have its own
line and be under the control of a separate
board of directors, bat [Jaymond was con-
nected with each as a direcotor, and was
president of the whole company.

Immediately following the signing of
the agreement, the Chieago & South At
lantic company put its engineers into
the field and commenced the work of con«
struction, apparently carrying out in good
faith its contraoct to bring the road through
certain Indiana cities as stipulated in the
agreement. The company also seoured ad-
ditional donations, graded the roadbed,
built bridges and culyerts and contracted
for various kinds of material. In 157
the Chicago & Atlantieo issuned bonds for

the furlber constroction of the road
and morwqfod the entire line from
Chicago to Indianapolis sto the Chicagoe
Trast and Savings Bank, the directors of
the Indianapolis, Delphi & Chicago end of
the road being present and two of them be-
ing on the cominittee that negotiated the
sale of the bonds. Soon after shis the di-
rectors of the Indiana section of the road
bheld a meeting and resolved that the Chi-
cago & Atlantic wers upable to comply
with the agreement of consolldation,
and that it was the seénse of the
directors that the contract shounld be an-
nulled, snd that the interests of the coms-
pany demanded that they shouald have
absolute management and control of she
road.
A QUEER TRANSACTION,

In scoordance with this sentiment, the
contract of consolidation was annulled,
but was done withous the concurrence or
consent of the Chieago & Atlantic. At s
subsequent or adjourned meeting, &t which
W. 8. Haymond. president ot the Chicago
& Atlantio, and a direotor in the Indian-
apolis, Delphi & Chicago, was present, he
was 1nduced to rign an lnstroment annul-
ling the contract of consolidation, but he
said that he was pot asuthorized to do so

and refused o do it till the directors guar-
anteed the payment of the sum of £6.000,
which w&s doe him on conskrac-
tion. When the direotors of the
Chioago & Atlantie hesard of the transac-
tion, they repudiated Haymond’s action,
but the Indiana direotors prooceeded So
take possession of she road in Indiana, and
eztered into contracts for work upon i&
Abous she close of 1877 the direotors of she
Indianapolis, Deiph: & Chicago execunted
to Morns Sharp, of Ohio, & deed of truss
covering all the vroperty 1n Indiana to se-
cure an issne of mortgage bonds agaregat-
ing $900,000, and doe in twenty years, ) eo-
man, legler & Ceo. were then em-
vloyed in sthe work of construction snd
took practical possession of the roadbed
under their control. The contractors, says
the master, were aware of all the proceed-
ings and fully informed of the olaime and
rights of the Chicago & Atlantio. By these
peparate actions the road was under twe
deeds of trust, one to the Chicago Trust
and Savings Bank and one to Morris Sharp,
and the acrion of the Indiana directors
rendered the completion of the road by she
Chicsgo & Atlantic impossible,

Yeoman, having practieally gobbled up
the Indians end of the road by his con.
tracts of construnction, proceeded 1to
Chieago and succeeded n having himself
elected presidentof the Chioago & Atlantic
on the represontation that he would ses
that its debits were pard. He and two men
named Thompson and Walker were ochosen
directors, each having secured one share
of stock 1n the Chicago & Atlantio, but s
s meeting of the stockholders this sotion
was declared illegal. At this int an-
other factor appears in the complications,
In 1580 the Chicago & Air Line
Katlroad  company was organized
and was incorporated under the laws ol
the Btate.

WHERE CRAWFORD CAME IN,
Harry Crawford was i1he moving
in this new enterprise, and the articles
of incorporation show thet he had
£500,000 of the alleged capital stock bf §1.
600,000, The master says that the artioles
were filed at the iustance of Crawford;

that nothing was ever paid upon the sub-
soriptions of stork. and that every incor-

porator except Crawford subseribed to the

stock with the understanding that they
were not 1o pay suyrthing. Crawford then
made a contract for construotion with the
company ana all the stock waa
turned over to him nader shis contraoct,
Crawford thea orgeunized she Chiocage
