to 75; Northwest, %, to 104; 1linois Cen-
sral, 2, to ¥2'2; New Lngland, %, to I5, snd
Western Union, %, to~1%. 7The loss ip the
bank reserves led to s decline of 1 per
oent. in Lake Shore and New Jersey
Central. The general list, bowever, re-
ceded only fractionally and closed
stendy in tone. The banks are now
85.052025 below the 25 per cent legal
reqmirement. This sthe first time they
bhave been deficient since December 6, 1890,
when they were $2420650 below the legal
Jimit. It is proper to add that the banks
are in & bhetter position than the statement
indicates, the July interest and dividend
disbursements being only partially reflect-
ed in the exhibit. In otner words, accord-
ing to bank officials, the siatement was
made npon rising averagea for specie and
lJegal-tendaeras.

Speculators Boost Up Wheat 10 and Ham-
mer Down Corn s Fracotion,
CHICAGO, July 8. —Wheat apecnlators
are looking for a bullish government crop
report on Monday afterncon, and they ad-
vanced wheat 1o per bushel to-day on the

faitn of what tbey expect. Corn, on simi-
jar grounds of au inverse kind, declined o

tritle. The government report is expeoted
to indicate a prospective heavy crop of

corn. Provision men did some business in
lard and ribs atelightly improved prices.
Wheat was wmoderately active. The
market at the opeaing was 4 @%o higher
than yesterday’s closing for September,
then advanced %o more, eased off slightly,
raled firmer again, and tbe olosing wWuas
abous 7s¢ higher than yesterday. July
closed about 10 bhigher and December lo
bhigher. The advance was partially attrib-
nted to the Kansas State crop repors,
which makes a yield of 23,000 000 bu, and is
a smaller quantity than many operators

had expected. But why thst should put
up the price of waeatit is ditliculs to say,.

for this report made the yield about 2,000,-
000 bu more than the government repors
made about a wmwonth ago, The Londoa
Times’'s July erop report estimates a falling
oft in percentage of condition as compared
with Iast vear of © per cent,
and says the crop is saffering
severely and golng off rapidly. BHel-
ginm reports to-day say an unbroken
drought of ninety days continunes. In ad-
dition to these advices were the home re-
porta which say harvesting is progressing,
but the yield not tlattering. Crop reports
from the Norihwest were not encouraging.
Otferings were not heavy, and it is esti-
mated that the visible supply willshow a
good decrease—a considerably Ilarger re-
duction than last week being expected.

Corn averaged strong, but there were
many changes and quick fluotuations over
s moderate range, ending with the lowest

ricea ruilng townrd the close, whioh was
tuc under yesterday. Some of the recently
moat extensive buvers were the heaviest
sellers to-day. They appear to think that
they may beable 1o get a tower hold aiter
the government report comes out.

Oats were guiet and steady, prices hav-
inga “orauge, and closing without im-
portant change from yesaterday.

Hog prodncts were hirmm on a good de-
mand and better prices for live hoes. Pork
was neglected, but lard and ribs sold high-
er. Compared with last night lard 18 up
.100 for september and .17%c for October.

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EMPEROR OF CHINA AS A PLOWMAN,

An Interesting Ceremony to Show Iis KHe-
spect for Agriculture,
New York Tribune.

Among the moss interesting annnal cere-
monies ohgerved 1 China is that of *‘ariv-
ing the ffow.” by whieh the Emperor of
that country shows his reupect'for ag.rlcul-
tare, According to the “Hapao” of
Suanghsal, the custom was ob-
served a few weeks ago with the tra-
Jditional pompn. At the break of day his
Majesty. accompanied by a brilliant suite,
lefs the palace in the capital to proceed 10
one of the summer residences of the impeor-
ial family ountside the city. Crowds
thronged the streets throngh which the
procession passed, The houses were gayly
decorated, the punvements were laid with
carpets and fiegs losted from almnost
every window. _

Oy the tield about the snmmer residencs,
the destination of the Emperor, altars had
been eroted to the gods of agnioulitare,
When the procession approached these the
Lmperor stepped aslde and made the ira-
ditional sacrificea., DBreakfast was then
served to the party in the summer palace,
After the meal his Majesty and attendants
returned to the field, about which great
masaes of people had gathered,

The part of the gronad which the Emperor
was 10 plow was bounded by poles, flying
flags. enmgnsand colored ribbons, At the
four corners of the inclosure were pilesof
wheat and other kiods of gramn. In the
middle of the field a number of courtiers,
in magnificent costumes, and two rows of
white-bearded peasants, each earrying an
agricultaral implement, took their stand,
At one end of the lield was the plowj to
which an ox, covered with a great yeliow
cloth, the imperial color, was bhitched.

At the appointed time the rujer of the
Flowerv Kingdom took hold of the piow
handle with his left band, holding a great
whip in his right. Ateach side, as he drove
the Least about the field, strode two sol-
diers of the guard. Benind him walked
saveral members of the suite, who scat-
tered the seod about in the furrows. 1t
took the Emporor only a few minutes to
drive around the inclosure. After
he had finished his wusual task
gnd retired to a pavilion npear by
to rest threo imperial princes and nine
members of the court, one atier another,
whipped the beast irom starting point to
fimish. As the high favor in whioch bis
Majesty held farming had thus been dem-
onstrated to all China, the Emperor and
his attendants returned to the palace and
sat down to asumptuous dinuer,

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THE SPEED OF CANNON BALLS,

How the Velocity of a FProjsotile Is Monas-
nred When It Leaves the Gua.
New York Mall and Express,

“The speed of every sort of projeotile can
be measursd sow to the fraction ot an inch
per second, and by oalculating the resist-
ance of the air it can be determined to the
smulleat fraction of second just how long it
will take a missile to reach a desired
mark,”.said an euginesr atthe navy yard
yeeterday.

“How! Itisextremely simple. So sim-
ple that 1ts accuracy caunot be questioned.
We have what you might ¢all a two-hun-
dred-foot rule, and the time required by the
shot to pass over the first two hundred feet
from the month of the gun is measured by
it ttl:-I give the initial velocity of the ball or
shell,

“A line two hundred feet long is marked
from the mouth of the gun. At the oae-
huondred-foot mark a fine wire screen is set
through which the ball must pass. An-
other similar sereen isset one hundred feet
beyond this one, through which the shot
also peasses. ‘JThe soreens are made of
very fine copper wire, snd are electrically
connected with two strong magnets, From
each of thess magnets devends a steel rod
heid to the magnets by the magnetie cur-
rent. When tbe sheot Lreaks the wires of
the first acreen one of the rods is released
and falls. When it travels 100 feot fuarther
and passes through the second screem the
socond bar fails and strikes & ocatoh that
releases s sharp knife which notehes the
firet bar in 1ts descent.

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SURGICAL MARVELS,

Delicate Operations That Have Been Re-
cently Tried with Great Saccess,
New York Evening Telegram.

The oonstant aim of surgery is to redoee
the rate of mortality in certain dangerous
operations, and with tbis object experi-
ment isgoing on all the while. These experi-
ments ars often continued for a long period
of time nupon the deaa body before be-
mgonce tried on a hiving subject. This
was the case with 8 new operation which
was tried for the [irat time in this eity.
This operation, which 18 just now exciting
the attention of the surgiceal world, is
called symphyseotomy, and 1t is said to be
hardly less dangerous than the one for
whiech 1t was suppos=d to be a substituve,
It was intended to take the place of the
ymproved Cwesarian operation.

Sympliyeeotomy coneists of splitting the
boues of the pelvis. 1t was tried twice in
Philadelphia since the first operation of
the kind in this country, which took place
here, and it was not followed by any dis-
astrous resnlt. In the record of all the
cases here and in Europe since thisopera-
tion was introduced the mortality is lower
tban the Cisarian method, and 1t is hoped
that 1t may Le perfected so as to dispense
with the Iatter altogether.

The protection of the eyes after the per-
forwmanoe of an operation for cataract is
another 'nstter to whioch attention has re-
oently bouen drawn by accideuts bappening
when thess organs are in & delicate condi-
tion; for at least two weeks after this oper-
ation has been performed 1t is very neces-
sary that the eyes should not be touched.
With this objeet 1n view an oeulist haas
desigped a pair of wire shields to be worn
like a pair of spectacles, and to be kept on
duy and night until all danger of injury is
over.

Oculists have recently been trying a new
anwsthetio madeo from the leaves of the
amall-leaved coca of Java, Jtis closely ve-
lated to atropine, and with 1t 1t 1s ssid,
the iridectomy oan be performed painlessly
twomnutes after putting three drops in
the eye.

It is the purpose of the Journal te
make itself even more indispensable to
its patrons, new and old, and to still
further widen iis field. To this end it
will not. only endeavor to maintain the
characteristics which have established
its reputation as by far the best news-
paper in Indiana, but will add such new
features and improvements from time
to time as are in accord with journalistie
proegress and that may tend to the ad-
vantage of its readers.
