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mond, superintendent of the Harter Elec-
trie Company, and the circumstanoces at-
tending its recovery are peculiarly horrify-
ing. David snd Robert Drummond were
upon the scene at 7 o’clock this morning
extending aid in the search for the recoy-
ery of the body of sheir brother, which
they were cortain would be found near th
stack, butonly eleven men appeared to be-
gin work, and these were taken to another
part of the ruins by their foreman, where
they worked during the day.

As soon ss the brothers saw that no
eflorts were being made to search the deb-
ris near the stack they threw off their coats
sud went to work in the Leat of the broil.
ing sun., They toiled all day, stoppinz but
filfteen minutes at noon, About 4 o'clock
the ‘men lLiited a huge joist, under which
they perceived parts of & human body.
One of them reached downward 1o an en-
deavor to extricate the wmass, while the
other called for helyp, Twoorthres Colum-
bisn Guards and Captain Driver, acastoms
inspector. responded, and the party went
to work diggiug under the body and loos
ened it in afew minates. They then en-
deavored to lift it, but as the corpse
was stirred the odor became sickening
snd the men stopped an 1nstant for a
breath of air. The legs were charred so
tuat they would not bhold to the budy and
the trunk was in a fearful state of decomw-
position, while the head was devoid of
nair. Disminfectaunts were sprinklea upon
the remains and they were laid on a board
and taken ont of the ruins. Here the two
brothers, worn out by long anxieity and
lavor, recogoized their brother, the effect
peing intense anguish. The remnants of
the form were hastily covered with » oloth
and 1o & short time taken to the morgue,

The search work went on until half pass
6 withont any more bodies being discov-
ered, when operations were suspended for
the night, At l o'clock Direotor of Works
Burnbam sent twelve more men to the
soens, and the force of twenty-five men was
engaged during the alternoon in removing
wines and fruiss in the cold storage vanits.
A ramor that eleven more bodies had been
discovered 1n the ruins was untruoe, and ap-
pears to have been founded on the discov-
ery of & large amount of refrigerator meat
that had falien into a heap, and was mis-
taken for human bodies. This mass of
charred meat was discovered by a gang of
workmen. by the aid of a long rope they
had pulled away a large
of stail-covered wall, As they ocame
forward to begin anew their burrowing, »
moet fonl and sicksning stench arose. A
few feet from thesurface there lay a sbave-
less mass of charred and blaockened meast.
For a moment they believed they had dis-
covered & large vumber of unfortunate
victima. The sight was so revolting that
the strongest of them fell back with faces
blanched with sickening horror.

Louis J. Frank, of engine company No.
2, who jumped from the tower, died in the
emergency hospital, where he hae lain in &
semiconscions condition for two daye at 4
o'clock this morning. JIn making bis ser-
ritle leap Frank broke two or three ribs,
and was burned and bruised in many
places, and suflered 1nternal injuries which
were too much for medical aid. The fire-
man’s body was taken to Roalyn’s morgue
at b o'clock.

The list of the known dead now numbers
fourteen. The missing wunumber four.
Among the latter is Robert Blenbuber, a
Marquette (Mied.), capitalist, Mr. Ter-
gets, of Crawford, 1L, with whom Mr.
Bleohaber was stopping while visiting the
fair, called at the morgne to-day
in hopes of finding esome trace of his
wissing guest. He was not saccessful,
snd now fears that the missing man is
smmong the dead. Mr., Blenhuber reached
Chicago some days ago, from Marquette,
and bad spent moss of his time at the fair
grounds. e was specially interested in
cold-storage plants, and was planning an
investment. Monday morning he Jleit
Crawiford, telling Mr, Tergett that he
should spend the day in inapecting the
cola-storage pavilion. His trip probalbly
took him into the least accessible part of
she building, snd, not hearing from him
sinee, his friends conclude thas he was
gaught in the big fire trap.

It appears probable that the famihes of
the vietims will not suffer. Upto this afs-
ernoon $12812 had been subscribed, and
subsoriptions are etill rapidly coming in.
It 1s boped the total may beswelled to
$100,000, as the Hoard of Trade promises
$£10,000 alone, and various large companies
have subseription lists well under way.
The Phenix Insarance Company, of Brook-
lyn, sent & check for $250, and several
otber small amounts have been re-
enived from other civies. Ex-Mayor Hemp-
stead Wausbburne banded a check for §:50
t0 Chief Sweenie's secretary, and P. D,
Armonr, Pardridge & Co., the ennsyl-
vapia Kailroad Company and the Wash-
fugton Park Company have each contrib-
uted £1,000. A committee of twenty,
headed by Charles D. Hamill, president of
the Board of Trade, has been appointed by
Mayor Harrison to take the matterin hand.

Next Sunday will be set as “Heroes” day
at the world’s fair, and all the proceeds of
admissions o the grounds will be devoted
to the relief of the families of those fire-
men who died while doing their duty. The
Execative Committes of the Directory de-
cided npon this aotion at their meesing
this afternoon,
