FIRST BAPTIAT CHURCH.

Beautiful Musie, Followed by & Strong Ser-
men by Dr, Stetson, of Des Moines,

Never has there been a larger congrega-
tion or & Metter display of beaury in the
Firsts Baptist Church of this city than
filled its spaciovs apartments at yesterday
morning’s services, Chairs were placed in
the aisles and chairs filled the vestibules,
and still people were forced to stand, so
large was the gathering. The gallery was
crowded, also, and a sea of pretty fans kent
sn odorous zephyr stirring through the
asuaditorium. It was a Baptist gatheringon
Baptist ground, and the victory of pleas-
ant sights and sounds was signally com-
plete, from the pulpit whioh was decorated

lavishly with gréenery and lilies, to the
very eutrance to the house of worship.

The ehoir service, which 18 always a wel-
come symphony under the direction of
Prof. Smock, was assisted by Miss Edith
Castle, of Terre Hante. The selection ren-
dered by Miss Caastle was mmade exguisitely
affecting, snd were applause a chuorch
method of express:on, the effort had been
repeated. Dr. W. F. Taylor's prayer was
an offering of love and & sympathesio sup-

lication for a closer i1nveatigation of the
Eents of his flock by higher and kinder
light, conecluding with an impassionate
appeal for triumphant knowledge and
eternal security. Dr. H. L. Stetson, of Des
Moines, Ia., cocupied the pulpit with a ser-
mwon whieh bad todo with she education
of the Baptist young people. The text,
“Thou, through Thy commandments hast
made me wiser than mine enemies,” The
office of all genunine eduocation, said he, is
three fold. It conceives the uqmntion of
power for the appreciation of the best
things; to perceive the real worth of nature,
her sciences and bher arts. It directs
the development of powers that
may Imake our own the best
of things, and ourselves the higheat
types. It acquires for us the power to pro-
duce the bess. If God had any one object
over another 1n our making, 1s was that we
should be produotive. All these things,
the genuine education guarantees to those
who court it. The relation of the Bible to
shis kind of training is widely and posi-
tively perceptible. There sre four reasons
why the Bible is needed lp thie proper train-
ing of young ple, and perhaps a great
many others. It isstimulative of & newer
type of literature, which cannot be self-
centered. In all the great literature of the
past and present we find it the moving
prineiple snd thbe guiding star. It hands
down a new light for all men. In the days
of Pope and Smith we find literatars dis-
figured by a contemptuous disrégard for
the feelings of the people. The search
for truth abides with God alone, and we
have, in years gone, been greatly traduced
by tritfiers in letters, whose tosal disregard
for morality accepted no arsa of serious-
mess. Truth is precious becauee of its com-
mercial value and the general benefita ao-
oruing from ite bhandling. Truth, stodied
for 1ts own sake, isn jewel, but truth ac-
guired for the purpose of aiding men, is
Chrnistian, It was addressed to men, and
was not for one man. The hmhou and
best truth is acquired by the incaleation
of God's words in our minde Man-
kind are just beginning to appreciate
what the Bible ean and has done for them,
It has established the best institutions
ot the times and has produced the highest
order of thinkers. The Bible is strongly
disciplinarian and stimulates the imagina-
tion, and has accomplished larger resuits in
the developmentof intellects than all other
works together,

An examinasion of other forms of liter-
ature finds no masters like Moses, David,
Isaiabh. The Bible agccomplished 1ts part in
the produection of such first-magoitude
stars as Cicero, Virgil, Aristotle, Plto,
Geethe, Chancer, Bacon, Wordsworth, ete.,
who represent the master singers of the
nges, It iospired them all. They were
born into a Christian civilization.

The best passages of Spenser's “Falry
Queen,” and of Bryasont's “Thanatopsia”
are drawn from a large knowledge
of the boly book. Had the Bible never
existed we bad had no “*Cotter’'s Saturday
Night” and no Wordsworth’'s "*Ode to Im-
mortality.,” It ia said that Tennyson
studied the Biole more closely than do moat
‘elérgymen, and his most majestio flights
bear out the truth of ths statement.

The Bible coutains food for modern
thinkers, and 1t is impossible to attain the
ripest scholarship without indebtedness
being incurred 1o this fonntain of wisdom
apd trush, Tue realm of deliberate elo-
quence draws and has forever drawn i1ts
masic from the sacred waters of this holy
fountain.

Mr, Stetson proceeded to mention s numn-
ber of American and foreign orators who
were points in ¢case, and recommended that
the bock be faithfully studied by all those
who desired the highest and beat aducation

AT THE FIRST PRESBYTERIAN.

Excellent Sermon Preached by Recording
Secretary Peirce,

The audience at the First Presbyterian
Churoh yesterday morning was largely
composeda of the B. Y. P. U, A. delegates,
The auditorium was comfortably filled and
the moring service was litened to patiently,
notwithstanding the execessive heat of the
atmosphere. Contrary to the expectations
of the andience Dr. Haines announced that
Rev. Dr. Spencer, of Wisconsin, who was

to have delivered the sermon, had been
taken suddenly ill and was unsblo T0 pre-
side over the services. The pastor then
introduced the Rev. R. F. Y. Peirce, D, D.,
paster of the Ntate-street Bantist Churoh,
of Roeckford, 1ll. Kev, Peirce, a young
minister of superior aoility, devoted the
morning to an elogunt and impressive ad-
dress, seleeting 88 a text the words from
Aocts, second chapter, thirty-ninth verse,

dzor the promise is unto you and to your ohil-

n‘

This great promise was made by Jesuson
His lnst night as an earthly minister, and
was fraught with the great love the speak-
er bore for His disciples and shose who fol-
lowed Him. These precious words shounld
be remembered even as we remember and
dwell upon the last words and appeals of
our friends as they passaway. The Holy
Spirit, which 1s & guard, a comforter and a
belper, 1s promised to all of God'schildren
as a reward for a holy living; weare to
stand before oar Master with ilis life re-
flected through us as we stand before the
mirror. Referring to the great desire min-
isters have to be able to visit ¢che Holy
Land the speaker esid: *“lt is notin Pal-
eatine, nor is it in Paradise; but the holiest
land in this world is the little bit of soil
upon whiech we stand, for we may make it
hallowed =zoil.”

Continuing, Rev, Peirce explained that
the work 1snot to bedone by might or pow-
er, but by the spirit of the Lord, for there
18 & point which cannot be reached by hu-
man help. In the awful night of the world
men and women are dylng; we cannot see
these sonls as God sees them with His
spint and the power of His might. but they
can be won baock by the Holy Ghost, the
great search-light of the world. The gifs
of the Holy Ghost eame upon the disciples,
it inspired oourage and faith and they
went out into the world, their field, be-
oanse they had the gitt, These men were
of one accord and praverful. We shounid
be prayerful, devout and earnest. If we

OLD - FASHIONED RELIGION

———

Rev. T. A. Goodwin Preaches an Ortho-
dox Sermon That Goes to the Point.

Wholesome Fear of the Devil and Hell That
Prevents Mavy an Inglorions Surrender
in the Btruggle of Lifa

e

Rev. T. A. Goodwin, D, D., preached yes-
terday as Edwin Ray M. E, Church, in the
absence of Dr, Rawls, the pastor. His text
was: *This is the victory that overcometh
the world, even your faith.,” The preacher
said: 7To overcome is neither to apnibilate
nor so evade, but to wrestle with and to
get the better of. The incideuts and ex-

periences of life, here denominated “the
world,” are inseparable from living, They
come alike to all, and though they msy
differ much 1o detall and form, there is by
no means the great ditlerence in their mag-
pitude, all things considered, that
carslesa observers suppose. Hus many
begin and oontinne this life tussle
st a disadvantage on account of
a misconception of their significance, the
result of misinformasnion and false doc-
trines. Ithas been sungin our hymns and
preached from our pulpilts that—

This vile world 's no no friend to grace
To help us on to God,

Until the prevalling thought is that the
expariences of life are in some way the al-
lotments of some cruel enemy, either be-
cause of his anger towards us or on acoount
of our perverseness, or both, and hence
they aro not to be borne if they cau be
evaded,

A few weeks ago I met an old German.
He had had some trouble with his wife or
his wife had had trouble with him, which
had calminated in & separation and a di-

vorce. In apnswer to my question how he
was getting along he said: *“Pad! Very
pad—shust as pad as can be, and if it was
not for the devil and hell I'd
kill me  before sundown.” This
man is a representutive of thousands. He
oan see nothing 1n life worth lhiving for
under such tribulations, and he is re-
strained from ending the struggle in an in-
glorions surrender only by a wholesome
fear of the devil and helf aud 1t is because
the devil and heil cut a less eonspiouous
figare 1n modern pulpits and in popular
thought than formerly, while its com-
panion pilece, the erroneons notion of life
and its mission, is still too mueh promul-
gated Ly religions teachers, that suicides
are 80 inoreasingly common. The preacher
telis us, and most people believe, that life
is & probation, and some people hope that
if, as probation, it is a failure here there
may be a second probation granted.
Life is not a prrobation nor anything
like it. The whole tenor of Hcripture
18 that life is a period of preparation
and sustains to the beyond the relation
that ocbildhood and youth sustain to mao-
hood, aud it 1s nothing more or less, Pro-
bation means the testing of knoweldge or
qualities already acquired or olaimed,
while life is the time to acquire knowlodgo
and to build character; 1t is the school
period of our unending existence, and
there ia nothing in reason or in revelation
which makes a post-graduate course either
impossible or improvable—~in other words
there is neither reason nor revelation to
contradiot the hypothesis that in the be-
yond we shall continue to progress along
the line of our earthly course; the vile wax-
g worse and worse while the pure shall
continue to increase 1n knowledge and vir-
tue.

T'he recollections of sochool life are not
always pleasant, particularly with those
whose school days were under the oid
regime, in which brawn counted more than
brain among the qualities needed 1n the
teacher; for the rod was nos only the em-

blem of authority, but it was relied upon

a8 the supreme force in securing good order
snd good iessons, Add to this forbidding
feature the very low conception of an edn-
cation which was commonly entertained in
those days, & mere equipment for the most
ordinar ‘y material atiairs of life—the grand-
est motive, the development of mind and
the enlargement of the norizon of life,
being wholly ignored—and 1t is no wonder
that children had to be aragged or driven
to school, and that they regardeda the
discipline and the tasks of the schoolroom
as cruel inventions, designed by parents
and teacher ochiefly to torment 1nnocent
cuildbhood; and it is less a wonder that
even boys of apirit and of brains wounld
rather risk the penaities of illiteraocy in
manhood than to wrestle with the multi-
plication table and irregular verbs, with
the rod forever held in terrorism over
them; and, hence, they played truans when-
ever posailnla. a8 the indolent and imbecile
anlways did, The only efiective restraing
against truancy was the wholesomse fear of
the devil and hell, a8 1t were, 1n the cer-
tain and possibly beavier rod of the Solo-
mond of the penod, who never haundled it
sparingly at home,

Happy the ohild whose home training
gave him a right concapsion of the end
of an edueation, and explained to him that
eaoh hard task well handied made what
wae to follow easieras well as having in
itself its own reward. It required no devil
and hell mn the shape ot the rod at the
school or the rod at the home to keep that
boy from commitiing inzellectual suicide,
He weleomed every hard problem and
overcame it by faith in himself and conli-
dence in the wisdom of the teacher who
bad placed 1t in the ourricalum and by the
assurance that his best good would be pro-
moted through meeting it heroically and
surmountingit,

The incidents and experiences of ouar
earthly life, the school period of our end-
less being, are often problems whiech it is
diffienlt to understand and hard to wrestle
with, When considered as the wanton
allotment of blind chance or as the dispen-
sation of a sovereign power that oares
pnothing for our individnal welfare, we are
avt to be disconraged and to seek relief in
playing the truant—in ranning away frem
them even ut the cost of ending a life
which has no promise in it for the here or
the hereafter. The jilted lover feels that
the sun can never be bright again and be
commits snicide rather than to livealways
under aoloud. Such a life is not werth
living uander bis views of the
purposes of life, and so of other
formus of earthly hardships. Having no
fear of the devil and hell and vet
retaining much if not all of the companion
doerrine that life is a probation, not a
period of discivline and development pre-
paratory to the higher life and 1ts possibil-
ities in the beyond, they end the nnequal
struggle by suicide. The text points ount
the better way. The Bible everywhere
treats the experiences of life, even those
bardest to bear, as lessons whieh, rroperly
dealt with, not only prepare us for what is
to follow, bus the overcoming of which,
like the solution of a difticult problem in
mathematios, earries with it & rieh reward
in the enlargment of soul it results in.
The victory—the pledge of victory, ss the
original bas it—which sarmounts and gets
the better of the hard problems and severe
lessons of Jute s your faith, a
faith that sees a present and a loving God
oven in timen of sorrows; and believes that
what s*ems 80 us aiilictions are only prob-
lems which, properly solved, insure us “'a
far more exceedmn and eternal weight of
glory.,” The man of faith never plays tru-
ant. He has no oceasion to eommit sui-
cide, but he wrestles Leroically with the
hardest problems, believing that the dark-
est day, live till to-morrow, will have
passed away.

TOO MUCH GRAIN IN SIGHT

Visible Supply Much Larger than Usual
and Little Hope of Higher Prices.

Why the Stockyards Company Passed Its An-
nusl Dividend—Shipments Made
During June.

g

As statisticians who deal with the grain
trade consider July 1 the beginning of the
new year, esvecially as far as wheas 1s con-
cerned, not only dealers in the cereals, bat
business men and railroad managers, scan
with & good deal of interess everything
said concerning the future of the market,
While local dealers do not taik very dis-
couragingly, they are at scva as to the fcture
of the markets. F., P, Rush, one of the
city’s oldess grain dealers, says that itie n

little early to predict with certainty the
fuature of the wheat market, and muoch de-
pends on circumstances, In the first placs,
the wheat crop was ten days later this year
than in 1802, and that may have some-
thing to do with the light movement.
Then, last year grain was carried at summer
rates while now winter rates are enforced,
placing the shipping puints on all-rail lines
at a disadvantage of 4 to 6 cents per haun-
dred pounds on seaboard shipments, rates
favoring the shipping via [oledo and De-
troit or Chicago.

One dealer says that on July 15, 1892, he
bad shipped Last 253 carloads of wheat,
valoed at $200,000, this year he had shipped
but forty-eight carloads valuned at $25,000.
Another dealer accounts for she dualiness
for the reason that farmers are reluetans
to sell their wheat at the present low fig-
ures. l'he most serious matter with the
Indianapolis dealers is the faot that this
year they must pay 8 cents more a bushel
to get their grain shipwents to Baltimore,
Philadeiphia or New York than last year.

1tis customary the firat weeks in July to
make comparisons with different years in
the matter of surplus stocks carried over.
1'his svason the figures are discouraging to
those who are anxions for s rising market.
The sotal visible supply on July 1 was
over 157,000,000 bushels, against 102,000,060
on the corresponding date, 1892, and less
shan 89,000,000 bushels July 1, 1501, As$ the
correaponding date in 180 the stock of

wrheat was 74,000,000, and 1n 1580 bat 65,000,

000. Some silowance should be mede for
more complete statistios this year than
heretofore, but the fact is beyond dispute
that the civilized world’s suppiy is very
much greater now than it has been at mia-
summer for many years, a margin of 150.-
000,000 bushe!ls of wheat, not including the
inacefinite, bat very large, stock in the bins
of the farmer 18 a comfortable guarantee of
an sbundance, but a disagreeable figure for
the producer and the speculators.

Stock Yards Bulhnonu and Dividend,

A representative of the Journal, on Fri-
day, was at the stock yards, and found
President Iiams n muach better humor
over the oativok than a few weeks or even
a few days ago. Said Mr Ijams: 1 am
satisfied that the Indianapolis stock yards
have gotten over the bad sledding, as, since
the first of the month the receipts of stock
bave been heavier than for the rirst fifteen
days of any July in the last four years, but,
like all other stock ysards, from Sept 1,
1502, to July 1, 1843, the yards have sutiered
greatly in their business, but the hard

place is now over. and 1 look for a heavy
fall and winter tratlic at the yards. l'Le
yards are 1 better shape than ever to
handle stock, and the wmarket was never
before so attractive to shippers as a eelling
market. We have now two large packing
bouses, Kingan & Co., 10 this, what
they oall dull times, killing 2.000 hogs &
day, and the Moore Packing Company is
gotting into shape to kill more than they
now do; and, what isa grand thing for the
yards, we now have buyers here sall the
time, aud those who mean business for the
Battalo, the Philadelphis, the Cleveland,
the Jersey City and the New KEngland
markets, and as high as 2,000 head of nogs
were shipved East some days last week,
“Then,” said Mr. ijams, *‘the railroaas
are treating ns very lairly, better than
ever before 1n the matter of rates and fur-
nishing cars.”

The directors of the Indianapolis Stock-
yards and Belt-road Company met last
weok, and, after canvassing the situation,
aecided that it would be wise to this year
pass the July dividend on the common
stock. The dividend on the preferred stock
was paid in June. Thisis the first time in
the history of the yaras that the semi-an-
nual dividend has been passed, President
linme has sent & circnlar letter to each
stockholder, giving the reasons for the
pussing of the dividend. First, the
company in the last eighteen months
have expended in improvements, in-
cluding the new packing house, which
has Dbeen leased to responsible parties
for 1ifty years., the sum of £175,000,
and on Jely 15 the Indianapolis Stockyards
and Belt-road Company bhad not a doilar’s
worth of floating debt nor an anpaid ac-
connt and a bandsome sum in the treasury,
slthough not quite enough to pay the useal
dividend, That the packing-house iInvest-
ment was a wise one for the stockyards
company no one informed will qnestion,
and the directors, as well a3 lresident
liame, are very saoguine that there
will be no occasion in the fnture to pass
the regular dividends on the conumon stook,

The bLusiness of the yards from Sept. 1,
1892, to July 1, 1593, was 50 per oceut., less
than in the corresponding months of the
previous yvear; but for this, despite the
large sum spent in improvements to the
property, there wonld have been an ample
eumklo pay the dividend on the common
stock,
