Tregle Fate of a Drunken Young Man Who
T Attempted a Criminal Assaait,
Bpecial o the Indianapolls Journal
PETERSBURG, Ind,, July 17.—A shocking
tragedy ooccurred six miles above town last
pight. Harry Ault shot and aliost 1n-
stantly killed Hent Miley. I'he facts in
the cage, as gleaned by your correspondent,
are a3 follows: Miley, who was about
twenty-three years old, was working for
Ault’'s father, haviog been in bhis emvloy-

Ault were in town together yesterday, and
went Lome about 8 o'clock. The former
drank some, ani1 was under the influence
of hquor. Ault’S father was away from
bome, at Cinecinnati, Miley slept in the
yoom adjoining Mrs. Ault'e. Between 11
and 12 o’clock he went to Mra. Ault’s room
and attempted an ontrageous assault upon
bher. The woman's screams woke her son,

who at onoe realized what was happening.

He esecized a pistol and 1mmediately
struck a mateh. Seeing Miley leaving his
mother’s room, he fired, the bLall passing
through Miley’s breass from side to side,
He staggered and fell inst ontaide the door
in the front yard. The body laid all might
where it fell and was not removed till this
morning by Coroner Wilder. Oflicials went
%0 the scene of the muarder this morning
and plaged Anlt under arrest. He was
brought to town and will be placed 1n jail
The Ault family ishighly respected, Heury
Anit, the fatber of Harry, is & prominent
ptock dealer and farmer, and figures promi-
nently in politics. Young Ault is twenty-
ou® years of age, and has taught school tor
the last three years. He is very agreeable
and has many friendes. Mach sympathy 1a
expressed for him. and public opinion is
almost wholly in bhis favor.

DEFEC1IVE WORK.

Eeymour People Excited Over the Discovery
of Dishonest Work on n Sewer,
Special to the [ndianapo'is Joraa,

Seymovn, Ind., July 17.—7There has been
pome excitement in this city to-day among
merchunts and business men, the causse be-
Ing the finding of broken tile in large pum-
bors in the tile sewer, the contract for
which was let a few months ago by
the city to M. 2 Baonon, of
Louisville, for $18,500, The contract called
for twenty-four-inch lirst-class tile. The
contractor beuan work s few weeks ago,
ewploying about twenty laboring men to
do the diguing. The contractors paid these
men $1.25 per day. Some of the
tile jhave to J be laied from five
to seventeen feet deep, and the men asked
for an advance of 25 cents & day, as the

work was very berd and dangerous,
pwing to quicksand. The leungth of
the sower will he about one
pud three-fourthse mles, of whieh
1.0 feet bad Leen laid when the demand
for an increase of wages was mnade. The
coontractor refused to advance the wages,
and the men lefs the ditol, guitting work
last Weanesday. Un Thursday evening
advertisements appeared in both of the
Joeal papers, and bills were distrib-
ated over 1he c¢ity npotifying men
that twenty-lfive were wanted to
wolk ten hours at $1.25 per day. The “nd”
nrther said that “'no strikers need apply.”
‘his acotion csnsed the men who had
worked upon the sower to call a8 meeting
{ citizens atv the City buriding.
‘ne meeting was attended by a
pomber of Dbusiness men, the strikers
pod one councilman. The speakers, most
ol whom were strikers, told how the work
on the ROWEr Wus being done.
They statod that brokean tile was
Leing put down, and that
flanges hud Dbeen knocked off and
put down 1o that way., They claimed that
they couid prove these statements by dig-
ing up the tiles, The nextday the Mayor,
'hilip Lanwe). and Counneilmen J. T,
Bhields and D, W. Johnson gave notice
phrough the papers that they wouaid
Lbe down by the river Monday morning
pt N o'clock aend that any of the
pirikers who could show anvshing that
was wrong with the tile as pat down,
shouid de so, and the ecity would pay them
tor ., If they failed to find anything
wrong they were to receive no pay. The
Mrikers, feelhing snre of their
o8 tlon, organized themselves and
wk tarn  about, day and night,
to ses that the tiling was not tampered
with. Satarday night they bhad hardly hid
themsoives 1n the tall corn alongsmide
Bhe road upon which the work
was being done, when they
paw two men coming down the road, one of
them earrying » lantern, Themen followed
rwnu the covered diteb, and, finally, hav-
n arrived at what they thought was the
right place, went to work with shoveis.
The men were uot molested by the watch-
ars until about twenty-five feet
of the tiling was uncovered, when
Shey left their hiding place, and. gong
tothediteh, looked down, ana. by the dim
?1'“"' saw tbhatone of the men was W, K,
edges, the superintendent of eonstruoe-
fion, and the other & laboring man named
York. The men baviog been caught,
acknowledged that they intended to
find the uroken tile and put in good
tile hefore s u’clsck Monaay meorning,
when the Couneil wounld be ou the gronna
sand the strikers would go to work, The
broken tile wus to be replaced with good
ones, so that when they had dug down and
found the tile good the 1mpression
WwWould go forth that the men had hed.
The time met for the Mayor and Council to
be on the ground was = o'cloek” this morn-
ing, and a large crowd was in waiting.
Ten of the men were resdy to go to
work on the proposition as made
by the councilmsn, Mayor Lan-
gle aganin told the men upon what
terms they were to go 1o work sod the
work was commwenced, In half an houar one
of the broken tilo was reached and the
piece thrown out, This was followed by
Jarge numbers of defective tile with langes
broken, and when from three to five
inches of space was discoversd hatween the
tile. the peonle beeame satislied and a
purse wns made up for the men, It is
said that several of the econnecilmen
are 1n favor of annulling the con-
traet with Mr, Bannon., A special session
of Conneil will be beld Tuesday night. The
atrikers are agnin watebhing the tile to-
night, aud say the worst part of 1t has not
yeot been exposed.

Best Method of Meoting Nonunion Compe-
tittoun—Earnings of the Pust Year,
Epecial to the Todlanavolis Jonrnal

Manriox, Jod,, July 17.—The report of the
grnevance committees osalled for attention

first at the convention of thot glass work- |

ers this morning. The report was adopted,
but not given out for publication. The
oommittese on the scale of wages for
pressed ware also reported. llecussion
of thisreport took up the greater partof the
day. The vresident hopes to see the reports
of all the commitiees disposed of by

Wodnesday night. One of the subjectsthat
will command ecaretul atteantion is the

method of flighting nonupionism., The

-

lenders and many of the delegatea favor the
bounty plan in preference to the strike.

The formor method substitutes union men
for nonunion men, if possible, in nonunion
factories, and from the comwmon fund
either pays to the workmen the ditfierence
between union and nonunion rates. or pavs
that difference to the empioyer, who then
pays 1t to the workmen. This method
1s much less expensmive and is Jess unsat-
isfactory in other respects than the strike.
Of this method Secretary Dillon says:

Striking to indoce manufacture:ss to act in
harmony with the unlon is expensive. Out of
F915,429 received by the national from the local
unions in seven vears, $556,5585 was expended
directly for the mewmnbers on strike, and by add-
ing ineldental expenses attending these strikea
It would be found that the strikes awallowed ux
65 to 70 per cent. of the total receipts. Goo
has been necomplished, but nonunion ecompeti-
tion stillex'sta. Itinvitea a more progressive
and veonomical system of dealing to the end of
accomplishing the solldifieation of all glass
workers within the pale of union discipline and
better proteot the interesis involved.

What [ wean by the bounty pian s to reim-
burse the nnion mavufacturers in the difference
betwsen the cost of union labor and the non-
unlon labor in nonunion housesa. I believe It
can be done at a less coat than by the more
radieal present method.

Say, for instance, there are one huudred, or
Fay two hundred, hands working nonunion, we

i bave tried to induoe them to join the organiza

ment for two Joats Mlhr and youns | pioyer rafnses: if we lusist, the result is a striie-

tion, they refuse, or, if they be willing, their e~

which necessitates the paying to the
Btrikers alone a weekly cost of $1,200,
and possibly it s necessary to have an otficer
of the organlzation to give his personal atten-
tention to siuch strike. This would add a cost of
not less than #50 per week, making n total coat
of $£1,250, which is not less than 135 per cent. of
the net earnings of the entire mambe.ship week-
ly. Now, take thenperation of the bounty plan.
The earnings of these 200 nonunion men Aare
$2.70 por day, or £16,.20 each, or an ageregate
of #3210 per week. They are making
ware that comas into direct cnmpe-
titlou with ware made by 400 union
men, and the union wages is 83 r day, or
$15 per week, or an aggregate of $7,200 per
week, a difference of 10 per ceant., or £720. We
pay sald difference amd =ave 550, or 42 per
cent, of the 1,250 which wounld be necesaary 1o
pay the strikers their weekly benetits, and, be-
sldes, save time and trouble to the erganization,

PLUNDERED, THEN BURNED,

Explanation for the Burning of W. ¥, Lew-

is’s Sommer Home at Stone Lake,
Epacia' to the Inmanapoils Journa

LaPogrtr, Ind,, July 17.—0On the 28th of
lust May the fine sunimer home on Stone
lake, near this city, owned by W, H. Lewis,
of South Bend, was destroyed by fire, with
all its contents. The fire was supposed to
be the work of an inoendiary, but suspi-
gion rested on no one, and the motive for
the crime was & mystery. A few days after-
wards a scarch of the ruins was made for
articles that had withstood the fire and a
farlure to find them led Mr. Lewis to ve-

lieve the house had bLeen plundered and
then burued to hide the thert, Certain
events, since transpiring, cast snspicion on
his tenaut, David Swartzill, as being the
guiliy party aud a brief search was made
of his residences this evening, whieh re-
sulted 1n the discovery of a large lot of
stolen property, besides many articles that
Lewis identilied a8 belonging to him. The
find eniminated in the arrest of botn
Swartzill and bis wite, and they will be
held to sunswer to the double erime of lar-
oeny and arson. A thorough search of
Swart21ll’s premises will be made to-mor-
row, when it i1s expected many missing
articles will be unearthed.

bad ckarged Henderson with being a lib-
ertine, and that be was oune of the conspir-

ators in the attack upon M. L.

Garrigos, jr., which riot occurred Jniy
1, one of the asesilants being shot in the
meaice, A enurt of inguiry commeneed the
next day after the outrage, in the bhope of
locating the conspirators, and ia atill n
progress, with amall hove of eonvictico.
Oune of the assailants shot by Garrigus 18
under arrest, and will be tried as soon as he
s able to be oat. In the libel trial the de-
fendant |Strobm! claimed to be acting as
attorney only for the Sun, and escaped
convietion on the claim of irresponsibility
for the alleged libel, making no attempot to
justity the publication,

Many of the mostreputable citizens have
been grossly libeled by the Chicago sheet,
and torty or more of the leading residents
have signed an agreement and raised funds
to suppress 1t. Other legal steps will Le
taken at once. Henderson, the plaintiff in
the firat action, 18 the editor of one of the
lending Democratio dailies in northern In-
diana. and a brother of Anditor of State J.
0. Heuderson.
