CHICAGO, July 18 —It was like the
Johnstown flood for a while to-day in the
wheat trade, The specuiators took frighs
at the alarming financial reports from
both East and West, and let go their hold-
ings in & way that suggested a pamie. Al-
togesher it was a day that left scars, A de-
cline of 2%¢ a bushel in about an heur
wounld be a heavy falling oft if the price

bhad been §1 instead of only €lc. That was
the limit of the decline, and it closea with

& net loss since yesterday of 1%e. Corn
sympathized slightly, and is marked down
4o, Provisions were in a slumpy condi-
tion. Lard is off .50c and ribs.47Wc. The
decline in pork was 10,

Wheat was on new ground, and broke
the record for cheapness, September, be-
fore this, had not sold below €S e, but to-
day it touched 66%e, The opening was
about ‘se lower than yesterday’s elcsing,
and prices further declined Z'ie for Sep-
tember and 1%o0 for December, then rallied
1o, eased off, apd the oclosing was *wa%e

from the bottom. One smsall failure oc-
curred, that of C, 8, Lee, who bas been

bullish on wheat. There were two dis-
tinct spurts in the selling, and on sach the
trade went wild. Yesterday’s close was at
9. The first drop this morning went to
67%o0 for Sevtember. After a little rally
the selling broke out again, and 1u one
minnte September went from 07% ¢ to Gi've,
Jt was long wheat thrown on the market
by scared holders On the early break the
selling was largely through eommission
houses. On the second break every-
body sold or tried to soll on
a8 oOadly demoralized market, On
ench Dbreak there was good buymmg of
wheat by sliorts who were ready to grab at
guick profitse. While the excitement was
oD every one was trying to learn tho cause.
No one piece of news broke the market. It
was the culmination of gathering heavi-
ness. The financial news yeaterday was
very bad, yet the market held up fairly
well. This morning New York stocks were
very weak on London selling. Cable news
hinted at some bad fauilure as very proba-
ble. The trade had scercely begun when
Denver reported the fallure of the greatest
mercantile honse there. Fort Scott, Kan.,
reported a $300,000 bank failure. Tkere
were reporte of three other Doen-
ver bankes olosing up. It was
at the eame time reported that a
groin bouse had failed beres, Aside from
bad financial news, the influences were
bearish. The eables were either inditlerent
or lower, ‘The better temperature and
showeys over the West were more favorable
for growing crops and harvesting. Chicago
had 32 ocars of new wheat and 11 cars
gradea No. 2

The contract wheat in publie bhouses
agnin inereased (4,000 bushels, to a total of
nearly 17,000,000 bushels, and daring the
last hour the trade recovered from the
panicky feeling somewhat, New York
raised export salea from 45 to 60 boat'oade.
Cash wheat worked here” amounted to
about 150,000 bushels of No. § red and
75,000 bushels of No. 3 spring. There was
no further adverse linancial news.

The corn trade had & much narrower
market than whoeat, yet transactions were
1mportant. ‘Lbhe receipts were very close
up to the very big estimate at 974 ears, and
abont 500 ears of contract corn for the day,
The movement for Monday appeared on the
biackboard at 507,000 bu receipta and 160,-
000 bu ship nents. The showers over the
corn belt helped orop prospects. Withe
drawals for the day were but 1065000 bu.
With weak stocks and wesk wheat and '
selling against privileges when the put
price waas passed, the mnarket got a break of
S¢e, but the estimate for 'Wedpasday was
muoh lighter at 350 cara.
