July 20. Wheat was con-

valescent to-da- y. The upturn waa due to
comparatively steady cables, conlirmatiou
of good expoit trade actions, higher quota-
tions for stocks, less selling pressure, un-

favorable crop reports, covering of shorts
and a brisk investment demand. Corn and
oats sold down sharply on great crop pros-
pects. Compared with yesterday's close
wheat is up 3ic, while corn is oil 34o and
oats lc. Provisions were in good demand
from shorts. Lard shows a gain for Sep-

tember of .274o and for October of .224c.
Ribs for September improved .174o and
pork 15c.

Wheat doveloped a decidedly better tone
at the outset. There was no fresh calam-
ity news, and. on the contrary, the situa-
tion was thought to have materially im-
proved. Stocks were better in both New
York and London, which was taken as con-

clusive evidence of more coulideoce in
financial circles. The cash purchases yes-
terday aggregated over 1,000,000 bushels at
various points which reported. Wet
weather in England, where the harvest is
going on. was also au element of strength.
The selling was light, and indicated, ap-
parently, that the weak holders bad pretty
generally unloaded and tnat liquidation
was about over. The Cincinnati Price
Current reported that spring wheat had
suffered some deterioration during the last
week, and this helped to create firmness.
Cudahy's brokers were good buyers almost
from tbe start. Then, too. a St. Louis jour-
nal ficured ont the world's wheat crop to
be ICO.000.000 bushels short of last year's.
There was some demand for cash wheat
again to-da- y. and Minneapolis reported
500,000 bushels sold some say mostly to
millers, others say for shipment. The mar-
ket at the opening waa about 040 higher
than yesterday; declined 40 4C, then ral-
lied and advanced 8 01c, ruled a little ir-
regular, and the closing was steady at 0
so from the top.
The corn market was moderately firm,

but inactive, until after the estimates for
to-morro- receipts bad been given out at
630 cars, when it weakened. The reports
from the country were for the moat part of
the nfost favorable kind concerning tbe
progress of the crop. Receipts wore 505
cars, of which 249 were contract. The mar-
ket became heavier as the session advanced
and final quotations were the lowest of the
day. The lower prices brought no Increase
of business. The pit at no time of the day
presented an animated appearance, and
scalping among the local speculators con-
stituted fifteen-sixteent- hs of the day's
transactions.

Oats were weaker, in sympathy with
corn, altbougn the Price Current said that
crop prospects had been impaired by rust
in tbe West. Almost every body seemed in-
clined to sell and buying orders were
scarce.

The provision market was aotive and
strong iu the article of lard, and dull but
firm for the other articles on the list. The
rooeipts of bocs were a disappointment to
the bears, numbering only 18.000 compared
with 5,000 estimated. Yesterday's short
sellers, who argued that becauso the mar-
ket on that day appeared to need bolster-
ing that it was therefore in a weak condi-
tion, were surprised to find how little they
could buy to-da- y without bidding tho
price up on themselves. Closing figures
were l(f ci20o under best prices.

Tha Alleged 'Goeler Incandescent Lamp In-

vention Once llore Uusastained.

Milwaukee, July 20. Judge Seaman, in
the United States District Court, to-da- y

granted an injunctioa against the Oconto
Manufacturing Company restraining that
company from making the Edisou incan-
descent lamp, on the application ot the
Edison company. The decision upholds
the validity of tho Edison patents in the
incandescent lamp. The Ocouto concern
represents tho combined interests which
have been fighting the Edison patents.
The point at issue was the motion of the
Edison people for a preliminary injunction
to prevent the Oconto company from mak-
ing the Edison incandescent j'imp now in
universal use. and the Judge granted the
injunction. Tbe Oconto introduced the
celebrated 'Goebel defense' claiming that
Henry Goebel. a (iermau watchmaker in
New York, invented tho lamp as early as
D54. This defense had been introduced in
a suit against the Bacon Vacuum Lamp
CorOpany in Boston, winch was decided in
favor ot Edison by Judge Colt last year.
This decision is therefore important, as it
fully sustains Judge Colt
